He was also 

emgaged for a number of years in iru.ilding dams. Mr. Noyes took a 

deep interest in the af f airs of the town and county, and was quite 

prominent in develo ping the resources of the town. He took a leading 

part in organizing the Old Settlers' Association of the towns of aine 

Prairie and Fair Haven, and making their meetings interes ting. r. 

Noyes and Mis s artha $mall were married in a ine. He wa . accomn nied 

to Fair Haven by his wife and ·daughters Josephine , Eliza.beth , Mary , 

Bernice, Laurie and Julia, and sons George M. and Frank L. Mr. Noyes 

died December 7th, 1883, and rs . Noyes follo ed him April 23d , 1893.
