When William TeVogt was about fourteen years old he went along
with Henry Borgerding, who hauled provisions and cattle from 8t, Cloud
to Winnepeg, They would leave early in the spring and come back in
December, When they would get to Winnepeg they would have to go. to
the Court House and get stamps before they could sell their products,

William TeVogt, worked for Henry Borgerding for about eight
years, Then he bought a butcher shop and feed store in Melrose,

in the 8t, Boniface church at Melrose, The cememony was performed by
Father Bernard Richter, The attendants were Herman TeVogt and Elizabeth
Tenfort,
