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ABSTRACT

The presence of micro and nanoplastics in the environment has been the subject of numerous scientific articles,
focusing in particular on the impact on marine and terrestrial environment. Recently, this topic has started to be
treated in terms of food safety and human health, leading to the development of branches of science such as
nanotoxicology, which has approached in vitro and in vivo studies to elucidate the impact of such particles.

The aim of this study is to reveal the food safety issues that derived from the presence of microplastics and
nanoplastics in both marine and terrestrial ecosystems, which, due to their size, have the ability to enter into the
food chain. Therefore it is necessary to pay special attention, especially from the specialists in the field of food
safety in order to limit as much as possible the presence of these particles along the food chain.
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
