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RESUMEN

Este estudio tuvo como propoésito determinar las evidencias de validez de la Escala
de Autoconcepto Académico en Adolescentes, en un total 706 estudiantes
pertenecientes a cuatro colegios nacionales de la provincia de Trujillo (Perud), donde
un 15% son hombres y un 75% mujeres, entre las edades de 12 y 17 afios. La
estructura de la escala fue comprobada mediante un andlisis factorial confirmatorio,
donde se contrastaron 3 modelos, mediante el programa Jamovi y AMOS version 24,
Se empled el Coeficiente de Rangos de Spearman para reportar la validez de la
escala en relaciéon al ajuste escolar. Los resultados obtenidos muestran adecuadas
evidencias de validez de la escala, una estructura de dos factores correlacionados:
autoeficacia y rendimiento académico y correlaciones altamente significativas entre
las dimensiones del Autoconcepto Académico y el Ajuste Escolar. Ademas de ello, la
escala presentd una adecuada confiabilidad para ambos factores (w>0.80).
Finalmente se concluye que, la escala de Autoconcepto Académico reporta

adecuadas evidencias de validez para su uso dentro del contexto Truijillo.

ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to determine the evidence of validity of the Academic
Self-Concept Scale in adolescents, in a total of 706 students who belong to four
national schools in the province of Trujillo (Peru), where 15% are men and 75% are
women. Between 12 and 17 years old. The structure of the scale was verified by
means of a confirmatory factor analysis, where 3 models were contrasted, using the
Jamovi and AMOS version 24 software. Spearman's rank coefficient was used to
inform the validity of the scale according to school adjustment. The results obtained
provided adequate evidence of validity of the scale, a structure of two correlated
factors: self-efficacy and academic performance, and high significant correlations
between the dimensions of academic self-concept and school adjustment.
Furthermore, the scale presented adequate reliability for both factors (w> 0.80).
Finally, it is concluded that the Academic Self-Concept Scale reports adequate validity
evidences for its use within the Trujillano context.
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
