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Foreword

ARAKI Hiroshi Chair, Committee for the Consortium for Global Japanese Studies

The Consortium for Global Japanese Studies was officially
launched in September 2017. As the first organization of
its kind, it works to facilitate liaison and mutual networking
across the various universities, graduate schools, and other
research and educational institutes in Japan offering “Global
Japanese Studies” or ‘“International Japanese Studies”
programs, which have increasingly been established at such
institutes since the turn of the twenty-first century. Thereby it
aims to promote collaborative and interdisciplinary research
in the field of “Global Japanese Studies” and develop orga-
nizational structure for education practices in this field.

The idea of the Consortium emerged from efforts to
strengthen the functions of the International Research
Center for Japanese Studies in line with the goals of its third
mid-term plan. A Secretariat was established as the repre-
sentative and governing body of the Center (Nichibunken).
It plans and participates in joint seminars and international
workshops in the field of “Global Japanese Studies,” and
promotes various other activities aimed at becoming a hub
that links Japan’s scientific community with the network of
global researchers.

Starting out with 13 member institutes (including 2
observer institutes), in the five years since fiscal 2017
the Consortium has grown into an organization of 18 full
member institutes and three associate member institutes,
as of fiscal 2021. Steering Committee are held several
times a year, where resolutions are made following mutual
discussions among member institutes and a wealth of infor-
mation is exchanged. Through a variety of events, moreover,
ties have been maintained with researchers and institutes
around the world, including North America, Asia, Europe,
and the Pacific Rim.

The Consortium for Global Japanese Studies, by promot-

ing joint academic research in these ways, strives to foster
young researchers while building an academic platform for
“Global Japanese Studies” through the holding of interna-
tional joint workshops. Precisely for this reason, many of
the Consortium’s self-initiated as well as invited projects
are intended for nurturing the next generation researchers.
Numerous opportunities are provided to that end, including
visits to and promotion of participation in international
academic societies such as the AAS (North America) and
EAJS (Europe).

The Consortium makes every effort to communicate
accomplishments such as holding reporting sessions for
various projects and publishing research outputs. Website
updates and improvements are part of this communication
effort, along with building and making available database of
researchers and research institutions in Japan and abroad,
and offering mailing list services. All of these are considered
important activities. The Secretariat compiles, organizes,
and stores each piece of information.

What specific outcomes do these practices produce, and
how do they integrate and develop to link the next phase?
With this perspective as the starting point, and on the occa-
sion of this fiscal year, end the third period, it is planned
to create a database of Consortium activities, compile the
information into a record booklet, and disseminate them
widely in Japan and overseas. We believe this is a critical,
as well as a foundational step, toward the kind of qualitative
assessment of research outcomes demanded these days.

At the same time, we hope this booklet finds its way into
the hands of many Japanese studies scholars and institu-
tions, and disseminate information about the Consortium’s
activities, and in so doing becomes an agent for the Consor-
tium’s global journey.
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Background

Since the turn of the 21st century, a notable number of research
institutes and university graduate programs in Japan devoted to
“international/global Japanese studies” have been established.

At the same time, however, there was no common platform to
enable these institutions to communicate directly with each other.
As a result, they were left in virtual isolation and struggled for
ways to introduce international/global Japanese studies into their
research and educational programs.

Having considered the research community’s persisting needs, the
International Research Center for Japanese Studies (Nichibunken)
took the lead and proposed that steps be taken promptly to set up a
platform that would facilitate mutual exchange.

With the aforesaid objective, Nichibunken held its first Preparatory
Committee meeting for founding a consortium for global Japanese
studies in 2016. In May 2017, the Committee organized a sympo-
sium titled “Why Global Japanese Studies?.” Subsequently, the
Consortium for Global Japanese Studies was officially launched in
September 2017.

Purpose

The Consortium for Global Japanese Studies is the first initiative of
its kind in Japan to meet the needs of the universities and research
institutes offering international/global Japanese studies programs
and encourages liaison and facilitates mutual networking among
members.

The Consortium aims, through participation in joint research
meetings and international symposia on international/global Japa-
nese studies, to serve as an intermediary body that connects the
domestic research community with international research networks.

Moreover, the Consortium’s activities such as promotion of joint
research and organization of international workshops are expected
to contribute positively to building the academic foundation for
international/global Japanese studies and nurture young scholars.
The research outcomes will be made available regularly through
databases for access from both Japan and overseas.
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Rules of the Consortium for Global Japanese Studies

Article 1 Purpose and name

In response to the globalization of research in the humanities and social sciences, the Con-
sortium for Global Japanese Studies (the “Consortium”) was established for the purpose of
reshaping academic frameworks for the international development of Japanese studies and
contributing to applying the results thereof for education.

Article 2 Details of activities

In the Consortium, the members set forth in Article 3 carry out the following activities in
accordance with the purpose set forth in Article 1:

1) exchanges and making available information related to research and education

2) supporting research and educational institutions’ activities

(8) sharing the results and initiatives of outstanding research and education

(4) collecting and analyzing information to enrich research and educational activities

5) other activities that contribute to developing global Japanese studies

Article 3 Members

Member classifications are set forth in the following items:

(1) Full member: higher education institutions (i.e., individual faculties and graduate schools)
and research institutions that approve of the Consortium’s purpose

(2) Associate member: higher education institutions (i.e., individual faculties and graduate
schools) and research institutions that do not wish to be a full member but approve of
the Consortium’s purpose; and governmental and other institutions that approve of the
Consortium’s purpose

Article 4 Chair institution

4.1 A chair institution must be established as an institution that liaises and coordinates the
implementation of the Consortium’s activities.

4.2 The chair institution, for the meantime, is the International Research Center for Japanese
Studies (“Nichibunken”) within the National Institutes for the Humanities (Inter-University
Research Institute Corporation).

Article 5 Joining the Consortium

If an institution wishes to join the Consortium in accordance with one of the items under
Article 3, that institution shall submit a request to the chair institution and then seek to obtain
approval by using the procedure set forth in Article 7.2.

Established October 8, 2019
(Approved by the Steering Committee of the Consortium for Global Japanese Studies.)

Article 6 Withdrawal from membership

If a member wishes to withdraw from the Consortium, that member shall make a request to the
chair institution and then seek to obtain approval by using the procedure set forth in Article
7.2.

Article 7 Steering Committee

7.1 To make important decisions, and liaise and coordinate, in relation to implementing the
Consortium’s operations, the chair institution shall, as necessary, convene members and
hold meetings of the Steering Committee of the Consortium for Global Japanese Studies.

7.2 Each decision made at the Consortium is determined by a majority of all full members,
and in the event that the number of for and against votes is equal, the chair institution
shall decide.

Article 8 Committee

A committee for the Consortium for Global Japanese Studies must be established within
the chair institution to formulate plans, and liaise and coordinate, in relation to managing the
Consortium at the chair institution.

Article 9 Secretariat

9.1 To carry out general affairs at the chair institution, a secretariat must be established in
the chair institution.

9.2 The secretariat's duties, for the meantime, are handled by the Research Cooperation
Section in the Administration Office at Nichibunken.

Supplementary provisions

1. These rules came into effect on October 8, 2019.

2. With the enforcement of these rules, the Arrangements for the Consortium for Global
Japanese Studies (established September 1, 2017; the “Former Arrangements”) were
discontinued. However, matters implemented before these rules went into effect based on
the Former Arrangements have the same effect as matters implemented according to these
rules. Further, “institution member” set forth in Article 3, ltem 1 of the Former Arrangement
should be read as “full member” set forth in Article 3, ltem 1 of these rules; and “observer”
set forth in Article 3, Item 2 of the Former Arrangements should be read as “associate
member” set forth in Article 3, ltem 2 of these rules.
