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Abstract

Bladder leiomyoma is a benign tumour, with a rather low inci-
dence, 0,43%, at about 200 cases presented in the literature.
The authors present a case of a female patient aged 70 years,
who was treated in the Clinic of Urology Targu-Mureg presenting
dysuria and polakysuria. The abdominal ultrasound examination,
IVU, cystoscopy revealed a tumour (5x5 cm dimension) localised
near the bladder neck on the left lateral wall of the bladder. This
tumour had an omogenous structure, produced bladder outlet
obstruction, the residual urine was about 150 mi. A transurethral
resection was performed for the tumour (weight 50 gr).
The endoscopic control revealed a tumour covered with normal
urothelium, localised on the left lateral bladder wall near neck.
The macroscopic aspect of the tumour was like the adenomatous
tissue of the prostate in man. The histopathological finding
(hematoxilin eosing dying, imunohistochemical ex.) revealed lei-
omyoma of the bladder (no signs of malignancy). The patient
had no bladder obstruction after the endoscopic procedure. Blad-
der leiomyoma is a very rare, benign tumour. The one presented
is an endovezical one causing bladder obstruction. The
endoscopia procedure solved the case, the 3 month follow up
revealed a normal bladder.

Introducere. Leiomiomul vezicii urinare este o tumora
benignd mezenchimali cu incidentd scizutd sub 0,43%, in
literatura de specialitate raportdndu-se aproximativ 200 de
cazuri.Localizarea leiomiomului poate fi endovezicala,
intramural3 gi extravezicala.

Materiale si metode. Prezentim cazul unei bolnave U. V..
in varstd de 70 ani, internatd in clinica noastrd intre 15.11.-

21.11.2005 pentru acuze urinare de tip obstructiv (disurie,

polakiurie).Examindrile paraclinice (ecografie, urografie in faza
cistografici, cistoscopie) pun in evidentd o formatiune tumorald
de 5/5 cm situatd in vecindtatea colului vezical atasat peretelui
stg al vezicii urinare. Investigatiile efectuate sugerau existenta
unei tumori bine delimitate, cu structurd omogena si cu caracter
obstructiv tip clapetd pe colul vezical, pacienta avand un reziduu
urinar de 150 ml. Sunt prezentate imagini radiologice,
ecografice, endoscopice si histologice ale tumorii vezicale
benigne. Bolnava a fost supusa unei interventii transuretrale
cu rezectia in totalitate a tumorii, in greutate de 50 gr.

Rezultate si discutii. Interventia endoscopicd a pus in
evidentd formatiunea tumorald descrisd, acoperitd de un
uroteliu normal, avand baza de insertie pe peretele stg in
imediata vecindtate a colului, cu caracterele obstructive
amintite. Rezectia transuretrald a dus la indepartarea tumorii
in totalitate. Aspectul macroscopic al tesutului rezecat fiind
asemanator cu cel al adenomului de prostatd de la barbat. Ex.
histopatologic (coloratiile hematoxilind eozini,
imunohistochimice) pun diagnosticul de leiomiom al vezicii
urinare fara elemente atipice. Dupa indepartarea sondei uretro-
vezicale, fenomenele obstructive semnalate de pacientd au
disparut.

Concluzii. Leiomiomul vezical este o tumord benigna
extrem de rard. Forma prezentata in poster este endovezicald
obstructiva. Interventia endoscopica a dus la indepértarea
tumorii in totalitate, cu disparitia simptomatologiei. Controlul
endoscopic la 3 luni a relevat o vezica urinard normala.
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Summary
Ultrasonography of the scrotal pathology (USG SP) is significant
and sensitive method for clinical diagnosis of this pathology.
During the period of 3 years (2003-2005) 79 patients with scrotal
pathology (SP) were examined ultrasonographically (USG). The
rates of scrotal pathology was the following: left-side varicocele
— 21 (26,6%); bilateral varicocele — 1 (13%); spermatocele — 17
(21,5%), hydrocele — 22 (27,8%); epididymitis — 12 (15,1%); tu-
mor of testicle — 4 (5,1%); torsion of testicle — 1 (1,3%); hypopla-
sia oftesticle — 1 (1,3%). USG SP evaluation must become obliga-
tory when examining patients with SP.

Introducere. Patologia scrotald (PS) are o frecventi
considerabild 1n sfera maladiilor urologice. Ultrasonografia
patologiei scrotale (USG) demonstreazd o semnificatie §i o
sensibilitate majord clinicd (98-99%) in diagnoza anomaliilor,

tulburérilor scrotale, in diferentierea leziunilor scrotale si
paratesticulare. Principala indicatie a USG PS o constituie
evaluarea simptoamelor scrotului acut (durere sau mérire in volum),
indeosebi in diagnosticul torsiunii si al tumorilor testiculare.

Obiective. Ne-am propus si studiem ultrasonografic un
lot de pacienti asimptomatici §i cu simptoame scrotale (durere
si/sau marire in volum).

Materiale si metode. In perioada 01.01.2003—
31.12.2005 au fost examinati ultrasonografic 79 pacienti
cu PS. Vérsta pacientilor a fost cuprinsa intre 15 si 73 ani.
Varsta medie a pacientilor a constituit 40,9+0,7 ani. PS
extratesticulard au avut 73 (92,4%), vs PS intratesticulara 6
(7,6%) pacienti.
