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Abstract

Introduction: The quality of teaching is one of the most important indicators of decision
making regarding promotion of academic rank, basic promotion, extension of contract,
conversion of faculty members’ employment status in different medical schools.
Appropriate evaluation of teaching quality can be an effective step in making the right
decisions about the mention processes. The purpose of this study is to evaluate the
teaching quality of professors in Qazvin Dental School based on students' opinions in
virtual education.

Methods: The present study is a descriptive-correlational study and in particular test
validation. The statistical population of the study consisted of 112 students of the Faculty
of Dentistry of Qazvin University of Medical Sciences who were selected by census
method as the research sample. The questionnaire used was the Student Quality
Assessment Questionnaire, which was designed by Marsh with 21 questions. In order to
collect the data, the questionnaires were sent by e-mail or were given to the student groups
by e-questionnaire or were presented to the students face to face in the sessions or
educational sections. The collected information was entered into the software. SPSS was
version 24, then it was analyzed using descriptive statistics (mean, standard deviation ...)
and analytical statistics including independent t, analysis of variance.

Results: The quality scores of professors ‘teaching were evaluated as desirable from the
students' point of view. The average score in all 6 areas was higher than average and at
an acceptable level. But there was a significant difference between the educational
groups, so that the two groups of endodontics and oral diseases had the highest score and
restorative dentistry and pediatric dentistry had the lowest score. There was no significant
difference between the quality of teaching of teachers with age, sex, semester and grade
point average of students, but the scores of teaching quality of teachers in different
educational groups were significantly different and the highest score was related to
endodontics and oral diseases.

Conclusion: Students 'attitude towards evaluating the quality of professors' teaching and
its areas is relatively desirable and the university should plan to increase the quality of
professor evaluation and optimal use of its results. Be inspired and ultimately help
improve learning conditions and teaching quality by providing appropriate feedback for
professors.
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
