ABSTRACT 

T.M Arkan Faisal (2022): An Analysis of Students’ Ability in Using Auxiliary   

Verb at MTsN 1 Bengkalis 

The students’ mastery in using auxiliary verbs is very important. This 

English element is needed to support English skills. The study aimed at 

investigating students' ability in using auxiliary verb in the present perfect tense in 

the third year of MTsN 1 Bengkalis. This research was held from March until 

May 2022. This research used descriptive quantitative research. The population of 

this research was the third-year students of MTsN 1 Bengkalis and the sample was 

25% of them. To take the sample, the researcher used simple random sampling 

technique. In collecting the data, the researcher distributed tests. The test consists 

of 30 questions; the question showed the ability to use auxiliary in the present 

perfect tense. After analyzing the data, it showed that the students’ ability in using 

auxiliary verb is categorized into less level with the mean score 55.2. the 

percentage of each category as follows: there is no student in the very good 

category, 15 (26.0%) students are at the good category, 19 (33.0%) students are at 

enough category, 14 (25.0%) students are at less category, and then there are 8 

(14.0%) students at fail category.

Setelah 

dilakukan analisis data, terlihat bawa kemampuan siswa dalam menggunakan kata 

kerja bantu termasuk dalam kategori kurang dengan nilai rata-rata 55,2.

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CHAPTER I 

INTRODUCTION 

 

A. Background of the Problem 

 English is an international language that is widely used to interact 

and be studied by people in all countries in the world. In Indonesia, 

English is considered the first foreign language and becomes a compulsory 

subject learned by all students from the elementary up to the university 

level. The purpose of students learning English, in general, is to master 

language skills. Brown (1994) says, there are four language skills the 

students should master at the end of their learning process, they are 

listening, speaking, reading, and writing skills. 

 A basic knowledge to master all English skills is English grammar. 

Stewart in Naniwati (2006) mentioned, "Understanding Grammar is an 

excellent basis for good listening, speaking, reading, and writing". Then, 

Halliday (1991) also said that Grammar was the central processing unit of 

a language and without Grammar in the system, it would be impossible to 

mean more than one thing at once. Therefore, grammar is one aspect that 

must be studied and discussed to master English. 

 There are many aspects discussed in English grammar one of them is 

"Auxiliary Verb". Walsh, et.al (1959) said that an auxiliary verb is a verb 

that helps another verb. A verb with its helper or helpers is a verb phrase. 

Some verbs used as auxiliaries do, did, be (and it is various forms), have,

may, can, must, will, shall, might, could, would, and should. Among these 

auxiliaries, do, be and have are three main auxiliary verbs. 

 According to Perkins in Richards (1990), Auxiliary verbs are an 

essential component of most well-formed interrogatives, negation, ellipsis, 

positive emphasis, and the negative imperative. They convey temporal and 

aspectual meanings and, in the case of the modal verbs, meanings of 

possibility, ability, permission, volition, obligation, and necessity. The 

modal also forms the basis of hypothetical reference and, through a 

variation on dimensions such as type of modality and tense, conveys 

requests of differing degrees of politeness. 

 MTsN 1 Bengkalis is one of the A accredited junior high schools in 

Bengkalis. English subject is taught twice a week with a duration of 40 

minutes each meeting. It means that the students have to learn English for 

160 minutes a week. In the syllabus of 9th grade of MTsN 1 Bengkalis, 

this school uses the K13 Curriculum that provides Auxiliary Verb as one 

of the English materials that must be taught and learned. The minimum 

completeness criteria for the English language in the school are 76. 

Currently, students are expected to be able to communicate through 

English as demand for curriculum and competency improvement. 

Therefore, students must be able to share ideas, opinions, and experiences 

in spoken and written language in every situation and place.  

 Foreign learners usually have difficulties in studying English 

Grammar. Harmer (1989) has stated that English Grammar is difficult for 

students because of the differences between English and their language. It 
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is also supported by Allen's statement. Allen (1973) said that English 

language structure is one of the common problems faced by all students. In 

Indonesia, English is a foreign language, and therefore in learning English 

Grammar the students may get some problems.  

 According to the information from ma'am Sumini, S.Pd, as an 

English teacher at MTsN 1 Bengkalis, she said that in studying the 

Auxiliary Verb, students had difficulty in using the correct Auxiliary Verb, 

for example, incorrectly matching which subject used "have" and "has", 

also in negative sentences students often used "do not" and "does not". It is 

used to replace "have" and "has" because they think "have" and "has" are 

the main verbs, in interrogative sentences, students always use auxiliary 

words do and does instead of "have" and "has" because they think have is 

the main verb. So that it can be an inhibiting factor for them to use English 

in communicating.  

 On the other hand, the pandemic of Covid-19 makes the situation 

harder for the students to understand auxiliary verbs especially "has" and 

"have" auxiliaries. The pandemic situation forces the student to learn from 

home or known as online learning. It also happens at MTsN 1 Bengkalis. 

The teaching-learning process at this school is set to be online learning 

because of the pandemic. In online learning, the lesson does not deliver in 

the same way as in offline learning. That cause the teacher cannot teach 

the students properly. So, the students have to understand the lesson by 

themselves. 
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 Based on the phenomenon above, the researcher is interested in 

carrying out research entitled "An Analysis of Students' Ability in Using 

Auxiliary Verb at MTsN 1 Bengkalis". 

B. The problem of the Research 

1. Identification of the Problem 

The research focuses on the third-year students’ ability in using 

auxiliary at MTsN 1 Bengkalis. The problems are identified as 

follows: 

a. Some students are not able to use the auxiliary verb in forming 

sentences in positive form. 

b. Some students are not able to use the auxiliary verb in forming 

sentences in negative form. 

c. Some students are not able to use the auxiliary verb in forming 

sentences in interrogative form. 

2. Limitation of the Problem 

This study focuses on the students’ ability in using the auxiliary 

verb “Have or has” in the present perfect tense. 

3. Formulation of the Research 

Based on the limitation of the problems above, the researcher 

formulates the problems of the research into the following questions: 

How are students' ability to use auxiliary in present perfect tense at the 

third-year students of MTsN 1 Bengkalis? 
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C. Objective and Significance of the Research 

1. The Objective of the Research 

To find out students’ ability in using auxiliary verb in the 

present perfect tense. 

2. The Significance of the Research 

This research is very important because it was showing the 

students' level toward the ability to use an auxiliary verb (have and 

has) in present perfect in the third-year students of MTsN 1 Bengkalis. 

Besides, the researcher also has his purposes in this research. They 

are: 

a. To give some input to the English teachers generally, especially the 

English Teachers of MTsN 1 Bengkalis. 

b. To provide the information on the students’ ability in using 

auxiliary in present perfect. 

c. To fulfill one of the requirements to finish the researcher’s 

undergraduate study program at the English education department 

of the faculty of education and Teacher training of State Islamic 

University Sultan Syarif Kasim Riau. 

D. The Definition of the Terms 

1. Analysis 

According to Richard and Schmidt (2010) analysis means a 

careful examination of something to understand it better. Analysis 

means finding clear information about something, somebody, or some 
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cases. An analysis can be described as an examination of something 

together with thought and judgment. 

2. Ability 

Ability is the competence or capability of a person to do 

something, related to your level of skill at doing something. In this 

research, the "ability" refers to the student's "ability" in using the 

auxiliary verb of the present perfect tense. 

3. Auxiliary verb 

Auxiliary Verb commonly describes a speaker’s attitudes, or 

“moods” for example, modals can express that a speaker feels 

something is necessary, advisable, permissible, possible, or probable, 

and in addition, all of them can convey the strength of these attitudes, 

and each modal has more than one meaning. Azar (1989). 

4. Present Perfect 

The combination of the present time and perfect aspect 

becomes the present perfect. The present perfect is usually used to 

express an event at an unspecified time which starts in "the past and 

leads up to the present time" Greenbaum & Quirk (2003), The state 

present perfect "is used with stative verb tense to refer to a state that 

began in the past and extends to the present and will perhaps continue 

in the future". The result of an event in the present perfect may 

involve that the event still affects. 
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CHAPTER II 

LITERATURE REVIEW 

 

A. Theoretical Framework 

1. Definition of Auxiliary verb 

Walsh, et.al (1959), said that an auxiliary verb is a verb that 

helps another verb. A verb with its helper or helpers is a verb phrase. 

Some verbs used as auxiliaries do, did, be (and its various forms), 

have, may, can, must, will, shall, might, could, would, and should. 

Among these auxiliaries, do, be and have are three main auxiliary 

verbs. 

According to Perkins in Richards (1990), Auxiliary verbs are 

an essential component of most well-formed interrogatives, negation, 

ellipsis, positive emphasis, and the negative imperative. They convey 

temporal and aspectual meanings and, in the case of the modal verbs, 

meanings of possibility, ability, permission, volition, obligation, and 

necessity. The modal also forms the basis of hypothetical reference 

and, through a variation on dimensions such as type of modality and 

tense, conveys requests of differing degrees of politeness. 

It is essential to limit the problem to avoid misunderstanding in 

interpreting the problem. The auxiliary verb "have" is used with a 

participle to form the perfect aspect. For example, the sentence "Peter 

has fallen in love" differs from Peter fell in love" in that the former 

implies some connections to the present. In this case that the past 
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action still has a correlation to the present or the time the speaker says. 

Wishorn (1980) says that there are three forms of present perfect 

affirmative, negative and interrogative. Azar (1989) says, the present 

perfect expresses the idea that something happened or never 

happened) before now, at an unspecific time in the past. The exact 

time it happened is not important. When we want to make a sentence 

in the present perfect tense correctly we must use the auxiliary verb 

"have". This auxiliary is used in positive, negative, and interrogative 

forms. 

2. Types of Auxiliary verbs 

a. Modals 

The target of learning a language especially English is to 

enable the students to use the four language skills. But learning a 

foreign language always involves various problems. One of the 

problems is happening in applying using modals auxiliary. The 

function of Auxiliary verbs is different according to the form in which 

they are used.

According to Betty, modal auxiliaries can be divided into two 

kinds. First, modal auxiliaries with different meanings such as: can, 

could, had better, may, might, must, ought to, shall, should, will, and 

would. Second, modal auxiliaries with similar expressions such as: be 

able to, be going to be supposed to, be to, have to, have got to, used to. 

modal and semi-modals can be grouped into three major 

categories according to their meaning (excluding used to, which 

relates to past time). 

a. Permission/possibility/ability: can, could, may, might. 

b. Obligation/necessity: must, should, had better, have (got) to, need 

to, ought to, be supposed to. 

c. Volition/prediction: will, would, shall, be going to. 
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3. The Pattern of Using Auxiliary Has/Have 

A sentence is a group of words that contains at least an object 

and one verb. A sentence expresses a complete thought. In this case 

that the past action still correlates with the present or the time. Azar 

(1989) said that the present perfect expresses the idea that something 

happened or never happened) before now, at an unspecific time in the 

past. The exact time it happened is not important. When we want to 

make a sentence in the present perfect tense correctly we must use the 

auxiliary verb "have". This auxiliary is used in positive, negative, and 

interrogative forms. Wishorn (1980) states that, there are three forms 

of present perfect affirmative, negative and interrogative. The forms 

of present perfect tense are as follows: 

a. In Positive Statement 

The pattern of the present perfect tense in the positive 

statement is: 

SUBJECT + HAS/HAVE + VERB III + OBJECT/ADVERB 

Ex: We have enjoyed our traveling He has gone to the hospital. 

In this form of the present perfect tense, the auxiliary 

have/has is used or placed after the subject or before the verb. And 

in this form, we used the past participle verb after the auxiliary. 

In the example above, the events occurred before the 

moment of speaking. The events in the present time (today, this 

week, this year) also can be used. 
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b. In Negative Statement 

In the pattern of the present perfect tense, in a negative 

statement, we should add not to auxiliary has and have. The form 

is: 

SUBJECT+HAVE/HAS+NOT-VERBIII OBJECT/ADVERB 

Ex: We have not enjoyed his study He has not gone to that place. 

c. In Interrogative Statement 

In the pattern of the present perfect tense, in the 

interrogative statement, the auxiliary has/have is placed before the 

subject. The form is: 

HAS/HAVE + SUBJECT + VERB III + OBJECT/ADVERB 

Ex: Have you enjoyed his study?  Has he gone to that place? 

The present perfect tense also has a short answer like it is in 

the other forms of tense. The form of a short answer with (has and 

has) consists of two ways: 

a. Positive answer   b. Negative answer 

1. Yes, she has   1. No, she hasn’t 

2. Yes, we have   2. No, we haven’t 

3. Yes, I have    3. No, I haven’t 

4. Yes, he has    4. No, He hasn’t 

5. Yes, they have   5. No, they haven’t 

4. Characteristics of Auxiliary Verbs 

Below are some Characteristics of Auxiliary Verbs: 
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a. Auxiliary Verb is finite. It means that in a sentence the Auxiliary 

Verb is not preceded by another verb. 

b. Auxiliary Verb not only functions as a grammatical function but 

also has a certain meaning if it is used as the main verb. 

c. Auxiliary Verb does not distinguish the subject, like third person 

singular with another subject, such as first person singular, second 

person singular, first person plural, and third person plural. 

Therefore, the main verb or the Auxiliary Verb in the third person 

singular has no inflection. 

d. Auxiliary Verb is followed by an infinitive without to. 

e. Auxiliary Verb is usually used in the present tense. 

f. Auxiliary Verb has more than one meaning. 

B. Relevant Research 

 Relevant research is important for each research. As Syafi'i (2019) 

states, to observe some previous research conducted by other researchers 

which they are relevant to our research itself. On the other hand, the 

researcher has to inform the designs, findings, and conclusions of the 

previous research. There are third relevant researches that have relevance 

to this research. 

 The first title is ''An Analyzing the Ability of the Third Semester 

Students' Ability in Using Modal Auxiliaries at One Private University in 

Jambi in Academic Year 2014/2015''. That was conducted by Yanti 

Ismiyati (2015). The research was Descriptive Quantitative research by 

using testing. The location of their research was Batanghari University. 
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Where participants were students in the third semester and consisted of 30 

students. This study was conducted to find out the students' ability in using 

the auxiliary verb. Based on the research finding of the study in general, 

the level of ability is classified into three categories. The first category 

means the highest score. The second category is called middle or fair. The 

third classification is the lowest score. The data were taken on August 23, 

2015, then data or scores were analyzed using statistical analysis (SPSS 

19). The researcher conducted the designed test items, which consisted of 

25 items. The researcher found that the mean score achieved by 30 

students was 82.033. Furthermore, the lowest score was 75. It was gained 

by two students. The highest score was 90, which was gained by three 

students based on the researcher's findings written in the previous chapter, 

researcher concludes that generally, the ability of the third-semester 

students in the University of UNBARI academic year 2014/2015 is very 

good. 

 The second title is ''A Study on Students in Using Question Tag of 

Auxiliary Verb Form at XI Grade of SMA PGRI Tembilahan''. Which was 

conducted by Rika Tri Ramadani, Melda Yeni, and Edi Ardian (2019). 

The research was Descriptive Quantitative research by using testing and 

collected individual test scores of students where they are asked to identify 

and use question tags. The location of their research was SMA PGRI 

Tembilahan. In which participants were one classroom and the class 

consisted of 20 students. This study was conducted to know the students' 

ability in using question tags in the Auxiliary Verb form. Based on the 
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research finding of the study, the mean score of the question tag in the 

Auxiliary Verb form was 82.6. It was categorized as very high level, 

which included the interval 81-100. Where 14 students get in a very good 

score, 1 student gets in a moderate score and there are no get in a low and 

very low score. 

 The third title is ''Students' Ability in Using Auxiliary Verb by 

Second Year Students at SMP IT Ar-Royyan Pekanbaru''. That was 

conducted by Novriadi (2009). The research was Descriptive Quantitative 

research by using tests and questionnaires. The location of their research 

was SMP IT Ar-Royyan Pekanbaru. In which participants were one 

classroom and the class consisted of 34 students. This study was 

conducted to find out the students' ability in using the auxiliary verb. 

Based on the research finding of the study, the research finding indicates 

that the mean score of the students' ability in using the auxiliary verb at the 

second year students of SMP IT Arroyyan Pekanbaru was 67.29. It was 

classified into the good category. 

In conclusion, in this research, the researcher found some 

similarities and differences from previous research that was same 

discussed the auxiliary verb. 

The similarities that the researcher found from previous research, 

the auxiliary verb is very important to learn in school because it was an 

excellent basis for good listening, speaking, reading, and writing. The 

similarities from previous research were it used Descriptive Quantitative 

research, the test score was analyzed by using statistical analysis SPSS. 
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The differences that the researcher found from the previous research, result 

of the research was different as the result of this research was a less 

category, and then some previous research ware good until very good 

category. This research only used the test, while previous research 

collected the data by individual test scores of students where they are 

asked to identify and use question tags. 

C. Operational Concept 

 The operational concept is the main element to avoid 

misunderstanding and misinterpreting in a specific study as a concept, still 

operated in abstract from the research planning interpreted into particular 

words to be easy to measure. As Syafi'i (2016) states that all related 

theoretical frameworks can be operated in the operational concept.  

This research was descriptive research that focuses to analyze the 

students' ability in learning auxiliary verbs in the present perfect tense of 

the third-year students at MTsN 1 Bengkalis. In this research, the 

researcher analyzed the students' ability in learning auxiliary verbs "have" 

and "has" in the present perfect tense. Wishorn (1980), says that there are 

three forms of present perfect affirmative, negative and interrogative. So, 

the indicators of students' ability in learning auxiliary verbs of present 

perfect tense are: 

1. The students can determine positive sentences in the present perfect 

tense correctly. 

2. The students can determine negative sentences in the present perfect 

tense correctly. 
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3. The students can determine interrogative sentences in the present 

perfect tense correctly. 
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CHAPTER III 

METHOD OF THE RESEARCH 

 

A. Research Design 

 This research is descriptive quantitative research. According to 

Cohen (2007), descriptive research is used to describe and interpret real 

situations or the present existing condition. This research is designed to 

find out the strategies for learning English. According to Creswell (2003), 

quantitative research employs strategies of inquiry such as experimental 

and surveys and collects data on predetermined instruments that yield 

statistical data. Quantitative research involves the collection of data so that 

information can be quantified and subjected to statistical treatment to 

support or refute "alternate knowledge claims". 

 According to Noor (2012), descriptive research is research that 

describes an event, a phenomenon happening now. Mallick (1999), the 

process of descriptive research goes beyond the mere collection and 

tabulation of factual data. It is not only a structured attempt to obtain facts 

and opinions about the current condition of things; it also involves 

elements of comparison and relationships of one kind and another. From 

the definition above, the researcher gets the point that descriptive research 

is the research where the research uses the statistic numeric to analyze the 

data, and refers to the methods that describe the characteristics of the 

variables under study. Descriptive design collects information about 
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variables without changing the environment or manipulating any variables, 

so they do not look at possible cause and effect.  

 This research had one variable which is the students' ability to use 

Auxiliary Verb at MTsN 1 Bengkalis. Therefore, this study analyzes the 

students' ability to use Auxiliary Verb and focuses on using Has/Has. 

B. Time and Location of the Research 

 This research was conducted from March until May 2022. The 

location of this research was at MTsN 1 Bengkalis which is located Jl. 

H.R. Subrantas, Wonosari, Kec. Bengkalis, Kab. Bengkalis, Riau 28711. 

C. Subject and Object of the Research 

 The subject of this research was the third-year students of MTsN 1 

Bengkalis, while the object of this research was the students’ ability in 

using auxiliary verbs at MTsN 1 Bengkalis. 

D. Population and Sample of the Research 

1. Population 

According to Creswell (2012) "population is a group of 

individuals who have the same characteristic". It means that all of the 

individuals which are the object of the research are the population. 

The population of this research is all the third-year students of MTsN 

1 Bengkalis. It has 7 classes: the number of third-year students of 

MTsN 1 Bengkalis is 224 students. The total numbers of students 

were as follow:

2. Sample 

The population for this research was relatively large to be 

taken as the sample. According to Arikunto (2006), if the population 

was more than 100 participants, the sample was taken between 10-

15% to 20- 25%. So, the researcher took 56 students or 25% of the 

total population. In choosing the sample, the researcher used simple 

random sampling. Gay, Mills, and Airasian, (2012), said that simple 

random sampling is the process of selecting a sample in such a way 

that all individuals in the defined population have an equal and 

independent chance of selection for the sample. In choosing the 

sample population from each class randomly, the researcher used 

lottery by using pieces of paper (Usman and Purnomo, 2015). 33 

pieces of paper were distributed in each class. There were only 8 

pieces written numbers were number 1 until 8, as result there were 8 

students selected as the sample in each class, as displayed in the table.

E. The technique of Data Collection 

 The procedure used to collect the data for 7 classes was the same. 8 

students in each class have been tested for their ability to use the auxiliary 

verb have and has. According to Brown (2004), the test is a method of 

measuring a person's ability, knowledge, or performance in a given 

domain. It means that by using a test, we can measure the ability or know 

the level of understanding of that person. In total, there are 30 questions. 

In this test, the researcher distributed papers for the test. After that, the 

students chose the correct answer from multiple-choice tests. The data 

collection process was carried out in stages or was carried out within three 

days due to limited time, the first day was two classes, the second day was 

two classes and the third day was three classes.

 This test was divided into three assessment questions, 10 questions 

to determine the students' ability to use the auxiliary verb have and has in a 

positive sentence in the present perfect tense, followed by 10 questions to 

determine students' ability to use the auxiliary verb have and has in a 

negative sentence in the present perfect tense, and 10 questions to 

determine the students' ability to use auxiliary verb have and has in an 

interrogative sentence in the present perfect tense. All questions are 

combined into one and randomized and then distributed to students, to 

answer this multiple choice question, the students are given 40 minutes. 

1. Validity of Instrument 

Validity is one of the important things in preparing an 

instrument to use. According to Creswell (2012), validity is the 

development of sound evidence to demonstrate that the test 

interpretation (of score about the concept of construct that the test is 

assumed to measure) matches its proposed use. It means that validity 
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makes the score of the test appropriate. An instrument is valid if it can 

measure what must be measured. The researcher used Content validity 

because to measure a test has to reflect content validity.  While, 

according to Brown (2003), content validity is partly a matter of 

determining if the content that the instruments contain is an adequate 

sample of the domain of content it is supposed to represent. It means 

that validity makes the score of the test appropriate. An instrument is 

valid if it can measure what must be measured. 

The researcher used SPSS 25.0 program for Windows to 

analyze the data. The researcher compared the r value to rt. the rt at 

the significant level of 5% is 0.266. The R-value of each item should 

be higher than the rt to be considered a valid question. If the value of r 

on the analysis of less than the r table, it can be concluded that these 

items are not significantly correlated with the total score (declared 

invalid) and must be removed or corrected. In the following table is 

the result of the instrument validity:

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2. Reliability of Instrument 

The scores should be nearly the same when the researcher 

administers the instrument. According to Gay (2012), reliability is the 

degree to which a test consistently measures whatever is measuring. 

In this research, the researcher used the software SPSS 22.0 

version to calculate the reliability of the test and analyzed the data 

about the result of the test.   

There are three principal types of reliability: stability, 

equivalence, and internal consistency. In this research, the research 

used internal consistency. Internal consistency is typically a measure 

based on the correlations between different items on the same item. It 

measures whether several items that propose to measure the same 

general construct produce similar scores. In obtaining the reliability of 

the test, the researcher used the test conducted on the same day and 

each of the classes took the test on the same day. The table below was 

the categories of reliability tests used in determining the level of 

reliability of the test.

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CHAPTER V 

CONCLUSION AND SUGGESTION 

 

A. Conclusion 

There are two parts in this chapter. The first is the conclusion of 

the research. Then, the second part presents the recommendations. In this 

research, the researcher has the purpose to find out the students' ability in 

Using Auxiliary Verb focusing on present perfect tense sentences at MTsN 

1 Bengkalis. Based on the result of the research, it showed that the 

students’ ability in using auxiliary verb is categorized into less level with 

the mean score 55.2. the percentage of each category as follows; there is 

no student in the very good category, 15 (26.0%) students are at the good 

category, 19 (33.0%) students are at enough category, 14 (25.0%) students 

are at less category, and then there are 8 (14.0%) students at fail category. 

B. Suggestion 

  After conducting this research, the researcher had some 

suggestions for the students, future researchers, and English teachers. 

1. The students should review the lesson and enlarge their knowledge 

about how to use Have or has in present perfect tense by reading some 

books, also they should focus on their background knowledge of 

grammatical structure.  

2. The teacher should assess the students' knowledge so that the students 

can apply how to use an auxiliary verb of present perfect tense because 

there were got enough and fewer categories.  
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3. The future researcher can research auxiliary verbs more in-depth. For 

example, doing an interview to explore the reason and what the 

participants do in learning English, especially for their ability in the 

auxiliary verb. In addition, the next researchers are expected to research 

auxiliary verbs in other kinds of verbs or sentences.
