in Zwolle on November 24, 1836:

IN THE NAME OF THE KING!

We, judges in the civil claims court, meeting in Zwolle, capital of the province of
Overijssel in the Council chamber, in accordance with Art. 127 of the code book of
criminal law, having seen and examined the documents and instructions
concerning the accused

1. Albertus Christiaan van Raalte, 24 years old, identifying himself as minister of
the word of God, born in Wanneperveen, living in Genemuiden;

2. Harm Talen, 49 years old, farmer, born and residing in Staphorst;
3. Klaas Everts Redder, 51 years old, farmer, born and residing in Staphorst;

4. Hendrik Egberts Dunnink, 38 years old, farmer and born in Rouveen, living in
Staphorst and




5. Johannes van der Haar, 30 years old, butcher, born and residing in
Genemuiden.

Heard the report and were instructed by the honorable judge

Heard from the honorable officer of the court regarding the same order
pertaining to the order of the chambers, that the accused A. C. van Raalte, H.
Talen, K. E. Redder, H. E. [?] Dunnink, and J. van der Haar be referred to the
correctional court in this town.

Considering that the documents agree with the legal proceedings: that the
followers of the seceded denomination had gathered at the house of the accused
H. E. Dunnink in Staphorst on Sunday September 25 this year, in the morning and
in the afternoon, where people had gathered, having come from far and wide,
amounting to many more than twenty persons (excluding those living there) and
had conducted a solemn worship service there, even celebrating the Lord’s
Supper, led by the head of the accused, A. C. van Raalte. Furthermore that the
accused H. Talen, and K. E. Redder, assuming the role of deacons, held a
collection for the poor at that occasion. Moreover that the mayor of the town of
Staphorst, assisted by the two constables of the town tried to disband the
gathering which was being held on 25 September last at the house of the said H.
E. Dunnink, and that he commanded the meeting to cease, but that the accused
A. C. van Raalte boldly had refused to obey his order, and even had not refrained
to use very inappropriate expressions of an deleterious kind, namely, that he was
the most false and worst of all the mayors he had met, and an enemy of God and
of his service.

Considering that this concords with what had happened on Sunday, September 2,
9 and 28 last, in the morning as well as in the afternoon, when worship services
were held in the barn of the accused J. van der Haar in Genemuiden, attended by
far more than twenty people. These gathering (with the exception of the one held
on 25 September last) were also lead by the accused A. C. van Raalte, who once
again refused to obey the orders of the mayor of his town who had ordered the
closing of the meeting which took place in the morning of the ninth of this month
until there would be a strong arm to force him to do so.




Considering that sufficient precautionary measures exist to consider him and H.
Talen and K. E. Redder guilty. Van Raalte because of his conduct as the head or
leader of the above mentioned illegal gathering, and the latter two for accepting
and officiating in their function as deacons in the seceded congregation in
Staphorst, and therefore also heads, leaders and overseers. See Art: 292 functo
art: 291 of the Criminal Law Code, as well as art: 222 of the same.

Considering that the accused A. C. van Raalte, H. Talen and K. E. Redder are also
guilty of misconduct, pertaining to the two first mentioned articles of the Criminal
Law Code, and the accused A. C. van Raalte furthermore is guilty for his injurious
conduct of the mayor of Staphorst while he executed [the responsibilities of) his
function, which pertains to the last named article of the Criminal Law Code.

Finally, considering that the accused H. E. Dunnink and J. van der Haar, having
made available their dwellings or portions of these for the aforementioned
meetings, without having obtained permits from the local administrations of their
towns, have transgressed Art 294 of the aforementioned Law Code.

It is understood that the court orders the accused Albertus Christiaan van Raalte,
Harm Talen, Klaas Everts Redder, Hendrik Egbert Dunnink, and Johannes van der
Haar will be conveyed to the Correctional Court in this town.

Completed by the Council Chamber of the Court, having met on October twenty-
six, 1836, by Messrs. H. W.Greven, president, [J. E.] Hubert, functioning judge for
instruction, Heerkens and Helmich, judges, who signed this, as well as the Scribe.
