The Leaf-Gauge technique is used in the dental
practice for the registration of jaw records in centric
relation and allows assisting the recording of a repro-
ducible jaw position for restorative and prosthodon-
tics treatments.

The anterior jig technique will help obtain centric
relation by eliminating proprioceptive responses and
deprograming muscles. The jig allows to set the con-
dyles against the eminence in an unstrained position.

Both techniques were assisted by electromyogra-
phy and TMJ CT.

The four common uses for the leaf gauge and an-
terior jig techniques are:

1. Loading the TMJ.

2. Deprogramming the lateral pterygoid.

3. Identifying first point of contact in CR (for the

leaf gauge technique).
4. Obtaining CR bite records.
Purpose

The overall purpose of this study is to determine
the specific features and advantages of anterior jig and
leaf gauge techniques for CR recording in patients
with craniomandibular dysfunctions.

Methods and materials

10 patients with signs and symptoms of the tem-
poro-mandibular disorders. The patients were ex-
amined clinical and paraclinical. The centric relation
was determined using the anterior jig and leaf gauge
technique for further splint therapy. Splint therapy is
the first phase of the complex treatment for cranio-
mandibular dysfunctions.

For the first technique, a random amount of leaves

is placed between the patient’s central incisors at the
midline, parallel to the lingual surface of the maxil-
lary central incisors. The patient is asked to slide for-
ward, back and bite slightly. The contacts between
lateral teeth are absent. In addition, several leaves are
removed until the patient feels the first contact on lat-
erals. This contact was verified with articulating and
represents the centric relation, with the condyles in
the anterior-superior position. The Leaf-Gauge tech-
nique was assisted by electromyography.

For the second technique, centric relation was
determined using a jig made of auto-polymeriz-
ing acrylic resin on mounted casts, adjusted in the
mouth. For fitting, we have used an A-silicone, that
was painted on the curved surface of the jig. Next,
the jig is placed on upper centrals. The flat portion of
jig is parallel to lower incisors and the bottom of the
jig is parallel to the incisal edge of the lower incisors.
This position is obtained using a whale tail. The ar-
ticulating paper was placed on the jig and the patient
is asked to slide his lower frontals forward and back,
marking the jig. The most posterior mark coincides
with the most superior condylar position. The bite has
been taken using the A-silicone.

In both cases we used the bimanual technique as
mandibular guidance manipulation, that was pro-
posed by Dawson. It is easy to perform and allows
obtaining a physiological, proper condylar position.

Conclusion

Both techniques allow the neuromuscular system
to seat the condyles in their individual centric relation
position, the ideal position for the treatment.

INCIDENTA AFECTIUNILOR MUCOASEI BUCALE LA
PACIENTII CU HEPATITE CRONICE VIRALE PE PLAN

MONDIAL

Actualitatea

In activitatea zilnici profesionald, medicul stomatolog este confruntat cu o larga
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paleta de afectiuni ale cavititii orale inclusiv si cele care pot reflecta imbolnaviri
grave ale intregului organism. Printre acestea trebuie mentionate, in mod cert, cele
legate de manifestarile orale asociate hetatitelor virale, care, in ultima perioada de
timp, au devenit din ce in ce mai frecvente i mai raspandite. Scopul este de a
efectua o totalizare si de a crea o viziune ce tine de incidenta maladiilor mucoasei
bucale la pacientii cu hepatite cronice virale pe plan mondial.

Materiale si metode

Au fost selectate si studiate articole stiintifice internationale din mai multe tari.
S-a efectuat o reprezentare grafica a analizei statistice conform datelor selectate
privind incidenta afectiunilor mucoasei bucale la pacientii cu hepatite cronice vi-
rale.

Rezultate

In urma datelor selectate s-a constatat cd afectiunile mucoaselor bucale cel mai
des se manifestd ca rezultatul reactiei imune a organizmului in bolile sistemice. In
Germania — 68,7% din pacientii cu HCV (hepatita C) fiind diagnosticati cu lichen
plan bucal. In Iran s-a efectuat un studiu mai amanuntit privind asocierea lichenu-
lui plan bucal cu HCV unde s-a constatat o prevalenti nesemnificativa. In Japonia
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rezultatele aratd o prevalentd de 68% a pacientilor cu
lichen plan bucal si HCV. In Rusia fiind efectuat un
studiu generalizat privind asocierea afectiunilor mu-
coaselor bucale cu hepatitele cronice virale in 87,5%
din cazuri.

Concluzii

Totusi reiesind din faptul ultimilor date epide-
miologice privind cresterea cazurilor de hepatite
cronice virale si lipsa unor studii in Republica Mol-
dova care dovedesc corelatiile cu alte maladii asa cum
sunt afectiunile mucoasei cavitatii bucale aparute
pe fundalul imudeficientei acestor pacienti, aceasta
problema necesitd sa fie cercetatd mai amanuntit pen-
tru monitorizarea acestui grup de pacienti.

THE INCIDENCE OF ORAL MUCOSA
DISEASES TO THE PATIENTS WITH CHRONIC
VIRAL HEPATITIS

Actuality

Every working day, the dentist meets a lot of oral
cavity diseases including those which can be reflected
as a result of systemic diseases. We should mention
an important point of association of oral mucosa dis-
eases with chronic viral hepatitis which frequency
were increased last period of time. The aim of study is
to create a vision about the incidence of oral mucosa

diseases in correlation with chronic viral hepatitis in
the world.

Materials and methods

In this study were selected the dates from the sci-
entific articles from different countries. There were
created the graphical presentation of statistical analy-
ses of incidence of oral mucosa lesions to the patient
with chronic viral hepatitis.

Results

According to the selected information we can
mention that oral mucosa diseases appear as a result
of immunodeficiency of the organism with systemic
diseases. In Germany — 68,7% of the patients with
viral hepatitis C manifest oral lichen planus (OLP). In
Iran were made a deep study of association of OLP
with chronic viral hepatitis C, the result of prevalence
were not insignificant. The prevalence of 68% of the
patient with OLP in association with chronic viral
hepatitis C were identified in Japan. In Russia were
made a general study of prevalence of association of
oral mucosa diseases with chronic viral hepatitis be-
ing 87,5% of cases.

Conclusions

According to the last epidemiological dates which
show the increasing of the cases of chronic viral hepa-
titis and absence of any studies in Republic of Mol-
dova which confirm the correlation with oral mucosa
diseases, this problem needs to be investigated deeply
in order to be able to monitoring this group of pa-
tients.

ANALIZA RETROSPECTIVA A PACIENTILOR CU FLEGMOANE
ALE PLANSEULUI BUCAL

Datorita schimbarilor din ultimul timp a microorganismelor, aparitia noilor
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tulpini rezistente la antibiotice, cresterea virulentei si toxicitatii lor, din partea
macroorganismului scaderea fortelor de rezistentd, micsorarea imunitatii datorita
conditiilor actuale in care trieste populatia, apar noi relatii de simbioza sau agresie
intre microorganisme si macroorganisme. Aceste relatii noi schimba frecventa pa-
tologiei, manifestarile clinice, diagnosticul si tratamentul. Astfel apare necesitatea
studierii acestora, pentru ca diagnosticul si tratamentul actual s fie mai efectiv si
respectiv sd obtinem o frecventd mai mica a bolii si complicatiilor ei.

Materiale si metode

Datele au fost colectate din arhiva Institutiei medico-sanitard public, Institutul
Medicini de urgenta al Republicii Moldova. In perioada anilor 2011—2015 au fost
spitalizati 132 pacienti cu flegmoane ale planseului bucal. Rezultatele obtinute in
urma examinarii au fost prelucrate si prezentate.Scopul: Analizarea si comparaea
datelor obtinute in urma examinarii fiselor medicale a pacientilor cu flegmoane
ale planseului bucal.

Rezultatele obtinute

In urma analizei a 132 de fise a pacientilor cu flegmoane a planseului bucal am
observant urmatoarele: Barbati au fost 74,5%, femei 24,5%. Dupa etiologie: odon-
togene 88%, neodontogene 11%. Din zona urbana 35%, rural 65%. In dependenta
de dintele implicat: primii molari 24%, molarii doi 28%, molarii trei 46%, alti dinti
2%. Din totalul pacientilor internati in acest interval numarul decedatilor a con-
stituit 9%. Patologia respectiva a fost complicata cu mediastinita in 4,5% si stare
