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Abstract
Viola keisker Miq. is a critically endangered violet species in Kyoto Prefecture. In Ashiu Forest, one specimen of V.
keiskei was collected in 1936, but there have been no distribution records since then. In May 2022, a small population
of V. keiskei was found by the authors in Kamitani area of Ashiu Forest, which we report here.
