INAUGURAL ADDRESS OF HON. EDWARD ©. 
SMITH, 1911, 1912. 

Gentlemen of the City Councils of the City of Manchester: 

Inaugural addresses are usually made upon such information as can 

be obtained through the several departments of the city government 

which are open to the inspection of every citizen. 

I believe, with many of my predecessors, that these addresses should 

be done away with and a valedictory required of the retiring mayor. 

Surely such an address would be of more value in aiding you, gen- 

tlemen, in making appropriations and expenditures with a view to the 

future of the city of Manchester as well as to the needs of the pres- 

ent. If I were assuming the high office of mayor without any pre- 

vious experience in the government of the city, I would refrain from 

making any address at this time, but having been closely associated 

with the affairs of the city for the past fourteen years, I feel that 

I have gained certain knowledge which will aid me in the discharge 

of my duties, and which may assist you in the discharge of yours. 

I believe that matters of sufficient importance should be made the 

subject of special communications to the several boards, in order that 

the fullest information upon the matter under consideration may be 

had. I desire, however, to call your attention to the condition of the 

several departments of the city, together with certain conditions 

which should be remedied in order to meet the demands of our 

thriving and expanding city and to guard its interests.

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In place of the present system of providing for payment of loans 

and bonds issued by means of a sinking fund I would urgently sug- 

gest that whenever the city is compelled to borrow money it should 
be done by a serial bonds issue to be paid by annual installments, 

such payments and interest to be included in the annual appropri- 

ation raised by taxation. The change would reduce the interest pay- 

ment, furnish a prudent and economical means for liquidating this 

species of indebtedness, and obviate much of the confusion invariably 

resulting from the sinking fund method. It seems to me unbusiness- 

like to place in the custody of the sinking fund commissioners so 

large a sum of money as $695,669.17. . 

WATER WORKS DEPARTMENT. 

Within the past few years much criticism has been directed against 

the board of water commissioners relative to large expenditures of 

money for land bought bordering on the shores of Lake Massabesic, — 

and the expensive extension of its service in certain territory not 

within the city limits. While the board should have the support of 

our citizens in all of its efforts to preserve and protect the purity of 

our water supply, the best business methods should be employed in 

the management of this important department, and the same care 

and prudence should be exercised on the part of the commissioners 

that a private corporation would exhibit in the conduct of its affairs. 

Another feature which has given rise to much adverse comment 

is the annual charge of twenty-five dollars ($25.00) for every hydrant 

in the city, which money is held by the board of sinking fund com- 

missioners for the liquidation of the high-service system bonds under 

the regulation of the city councils and the water board. Thus the 

taxpayer is charged for the water he uses and also is compelled to 

pay his proportionate part of the hydrant tax, which bears some as- 

pects of a double tax. Legislation should be passed which would re- 

lieve the city in part of the burdens resulting from a continuation 

of this system and stricter economy should be practiced by the 

board so that in time the city may have the benefit of lower water 

rates. 

POLICE DEPARTMENT. 

The need of a prison or a house of detention for women and 

juvenile offenders has been long felt and is rapidly becoming an im- 

perative necessity. The contaminating and evil influences which are 

greatly increased where there is no segregation of the sexes can be 

measurably lessened by the erection of a separate building, where 

these unfortunates will not be brought into contact with hardened 

and habitual criminals. A suitable place for such a structure is on 

the lot east of the police station, of which the city is at present 

owner of a one-half interest. I would earnestly recommend that this 

matter be given your prompt and careful consideration.

SCHOOL DEPARTMENT. 

There has been of late a growing tendency to disparage the 

standard of our school system and there is a wide variance of opinion 

as to the relative standing of Manchester’s schools as compared with 

schools in other cities. This criticism embraces both the conduct of 

the schools and the curriculum. Every effort should be made to keep 

the efficiency of the teaching corps unimpaired: and new methods 

should be adopted where, upon investigation, they seem superior to 

those now in vogue. Manchester should be kept abreast of the 

times in this highly important necessity. 

The conduct of the department by a. smaller board is in keeping 

with the spirit of the times and the result will be awaited by all 

citizens interested in this important department. 

FIRE DEPARTMENT. 

The Flying Squadron, so called, which has been recently added to 

our fire-fighting equipment, has already justified the wisdom of its 

purchase and its utility has been demonstrated frequently within the 

past few months. Its installation has been followed by a reduction 

of the insurance rates on certain property and a consequent saving to 

the householder. - 

A modern properly equipped aerial truck should replace the present 

cumbersome and unsatisfactory apparatus now located at the Central 

Fire Station. The old truck should be stored elsewhere, however, 

and used in cases of emergency. 

It has been suggested that the fire alarm telegraph system should 

be removed from the Central Fire station and isolated so that it 

would not be crippled or destroyed by fire or possible explosion. 

This would entail the construction of a separate building and the 

matter should be thoroughly investigated and its necessity clearly 

shown before any expense is incurred. 

HEALTH DEPARTMENT. 

The importance of this department in its bearing upon the health 

and well-being of the community cannot be overestimated. Hostile 

criticism is bound to follow a radical departure from established 

routine, especially where it affects the personal rights of the in- 

dividual. The inspection of school children for the purpose of cor- 

recting certain defects and to improve and emphasize the better 

observance of the laws of health is a long step in the right direction. 

Where it is more generally understood adverse comment, if any, will 

be directed against the manner in which the work is done rather than 

to the innovation itself. 

The board should take measures to further investigate the sources 

of our milk supply as to purity and sanitary methods in handling 
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the same, and the present excellent work conducted by the depart- 

ment in the inspection of milk which is brought to Manchester 

should be continued. Adequate appropriations for these purposes 

should be made by the common council. 

Patients taken to the isolation hospital, who are able to pay for 
treatment, should be compelled to do so. There: is no sound reason 

why these bills should be foisted upon the city than any other ex- 

pense incurred by the individual which belongs legitimately to him 
to pay. 

STREET, SEWER, AND PARK DEPARTMENT. 

It is an unfortunate state of affairs that this important depart- 
ment of our local government is not more directly answerable to the 

city government which makes the appropriations, under whose ex- 

penditures it can exercise but the most limited control. The law 

which makes the board of street and park commissioners an inde- 

pendent tribunal, while it may possess certain advantages, has also 

its defects. This board is responsible to itself alone, and only in 

the most general terms can the city direct how its money shall be 

expended for the benefit of the taxpayers. This condition leads fre- 

quently to lax business management, which the people are powerless 

to correct. At present the city does not receive an adequate return 

for the large amount of money which is annually spent under the 

direction of the board. During the year just closed the indiscriminate 

hire of labor, regardless of the preference which should be given to 

citizens of Manchester, led to a large pay-roll and an exhausted ap- 

propriation long before the end of December. 

As a result, men who are citizens and on the regular pay-roll were 

thrown out of employment along with the emergency help just at the 

time when weather conditions were becoming severe and when they 

could least afford to be idle. Whenever possible, preference should 

be given to the men who live in the city and who depend for their 

livelihood upon the employment thus attained, and the pay-roll should 

be regulated so as to carry them through the year instead of dis- 

charging them in the midst of winter. 

Letting out contracts for city work should be abolished. If the 

contention is true that the city has saved money in this way, though 

paying an extra commission above the cost of the work, it would 

seem to demonstrate that incompetent department heads have affairs 

in charge. No slave-driving policy should prevail, but for every dol- 

lar expended by the board a dollar’s worth of labor or material 

should be returned. The unbusinesslike policy of making contracts 

which call for money in excess of the annual appropriation, the pay- 

ment thereof being deferred, should be condemned. This is a plain 

evasion of the law which limits the board to the sum appropriated and 

forbids the making of contracts which depend for their fulfillment 

upon appropriations made the following year. 
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I would recommend the passage of legislation changing the person- 

nel of the board and which would make the mayor, the president 

of the common council, and the chief engineer members of the 

board. In this way the commissioners would be in closer touch with 

the public whose money they expend. There should be an entire re- 

organization of the management of affairs and better business ability 

should be shown before the public will be satisfied with the work 

done in this department. 

OVERSEERS OF THE POOR. 

Under the recent law which substitutes one overseer of the city’s 

poor for the ten men who looked after the indigent in their several 

wards makes this office become one of great importance. At present 

no suitable quarters are available in City Hall except those formerly 

occupied by the board of overseers of the poor and the adjoining 

committee room situated on the top floor of City Hall. The present 

location is very difficult of access to weak, crippled, and aged appli- 

cants for aid, and more convenient accommodations centrally located 

should be provided as soon as practical. 

PLAYGROUNDS. 

The sentiment which prompts an interest in providing suitable 

recreation grounds for children has met with an encouraging re- 

ception in Manchester. 

In winter, whenever feasible, these playgrounds should be flooded 

with water so as to cover a large area and provide for the pleasure 

of large numbers. This can be done at comparatively small expense 

and will afford safe and exhilarating enjoyment for the youth of our 

city, who thus escape the dangers which beset those who now fre- 

quent the ponds and rivers for winter sports. Everything should be 

done in this direction that can be so as to make stronger and 

healthier men and women of the children of today. 

SUNCOOK VALLEY RAILROAD. 

On September 1, 1868, the city council voted to purchase five hun- 

dred shares of stock of the Suncook Valley railroad at $100 per share, 

with the condition that no dividends were to be paid on said stock 

for forty-two years from January 1, 1870, which period expires on 

January 1, 1912. 

The question is pertinent, however, whether the city councils had 

the required legal authority to invest the city’s money as it did, thus 

holding in suspense a large sum of money which earns no interest and 

earries no dividends. I recommend that the board of mayor and al- 

dermen investigate this matter, and if it shall be found that said ac- 

tion was not sanctioned by law, such legal process be invoked as shall 

protect the interests of our city. 
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CLERK OF COMMITTEES. 

There is one other feature which deserves mention at this time. 

The mayor’s private secretary should also be required to serve as 

clerk of the various aldermanic committees and I would recommend 

that this measure be enacted into an ordinance. The rapid growth 

of the city, and the manifold duties which the city clerk has to per- 

form, makes it necessary that he be released from acting as clerk 

of these committees and give his entire time to the faithful per- 

formance of the duties which more particularly pertain to his office. 

CONCLUSION. 

In conclusion, gentlemen, I would urge upon you a faithful attend- 

ance upon all meetings of your several boards and committees which 

have to do with the administration of city affairs, bearing in mind 

that the office which you hold is a personal trust reposed in you by 

the voters of our city. I ask and confidently expect your earnest and 

Sincere cooperation in meeting the many perplexing questions which 

will arise in the coming two years, and I believe if we work in unison 

the result of our labors will be satisfactory to our constituents and 

to ourselves.

In the year one thousand nine hundred and eleven. 

Resolved, by the Board of Common Council of the City of Manchester, 
as follows: 

That the sum of one hundred and three thousand dollars ($103,000) 

be borrowed for the use of said city, by issuing bonds in accord- 

ance with an act of the legislature of New Hampshire passed at the 

January session, 1895, entitled ‘“‘An act to authorize municipal cor- 

porations to issue bonds,” and known as the Municipal Bonds Act, 

1895, said sum to be appropriated for the purpose of building a new

seal, to be signed by the mayor and countersigned by the city 

treasurer, and to bear interest at the rate of three and one half per- 
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cent (344%) per annum from date, and to have coupons attached 

bearing the facsimile signature of the city treasurer for the pay- 

ment of interest at said rate, semiannually, on the first days of 

January and July of each year, and the city treasurer is hereby

CONSTITUTION OF NEW HAMPSHIRE, ARTICLE 82, PAGE 38, PUBLIC STAT- 

/ UTES. 

ENCOURAGEMENT OF .LITERATURE, ETC. 

ART. 82. “Knowledge and learning generally diffused through a 

community being essential to the preservation of a free government 

and spreading the opportunities and advantages of education, through 

the various parts of the country, being highly conducive to promote 

this end, it shall be the duty of legislators and magistrates, in all 

future periods of this government, to cherish the interests of ltera- 

ture and the sciences, and all seminaries and publie schools; to 

encourage private and public institutions, rewards, and immunities 

for the promotion of agriculture, arts, sciences, commerce, trades, 

manufactures, and natural history of the country; to countenance 

and ineculeate the principles of humanity and general benevolence, 

public and private charity, industry and economy, honesty and 

punctuality, sincerity, sobriety, and all social affections and generous 

sentiments among the people; provided, nevertheless, that no money 

raised by taxation shall ever be granted or applied for the use of 

schools or institutions of any religious sect or denomination.” 

PUBLIC STATUTES, CHAPTER. 55. 

“SECT. 2. Real estate, whether improved or unimproved, and 

whether owned by residents or others, is liable to be taxed, except 

houses of public worship, twenty-five hundred dollars of the value of 

parsonages owned by religious societies and occupied by their pas- 

tors, schoolhouses, seminaries of learning, real estate of the United 

States, state or town used for public purposes, and almshouses on 

county farm.” 

“SrEcT. 11. Towns may by vote exempt from taxation for a term 

not exceeding ten years any manufacturing establishment proposed 

to,be erected or put in operation therein, and the capital to be used 

in operating the same, unless such establishment has been previously 

exempted from taxation by some town”; provided, however, that the 

assessors shall annually appraise such property and the valuation 

determined upon for the same shall be added to the valuation of all 

other property in the town to determine the total valuation for the 

purposes of state and county taxes. 

OPINION OF THE SUPREME COURT. 

58 N. H. Rep., page 623. “The exemption in each case is limited to 

ten years. A perpetual alienation of the whole power of taxation 

would be the destruction of government; and the dangerous tendency 
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of legislation suspending any part of that power, for any period, is 

manifest. P. Bank vy. Billings, 4 Pet. 514, 561. So long as the existing 

laws remain unrepealed, and the constitutional construction hereto- 

fore adopted remains unchanged, contracts hereafter made under 

these laws and that construction will be valid. If the legislature for 

any reason wish to prevent the making of any more such contracts, 

their object can be accomplished by a repeal of the laws authoriz- 

ing them.”

4. Are the number of articles in the bill, or the measurements, 

either of dimensions, quantities or weights, correctly and fully stated, 
and is the proof of the delivery to the city of the whole amount 

charged sufficient ? 

5. Is the price charged a fair market price, or is it so largely in 

excess as to require the attention of the city councils to be called to 

the same? 

6. Is the bill written in a fair, legible hand, correctly cast, and 

on paper of sufficient length and width to admit of its proper backing 

and filing?

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SUPERINTENDENT'S REPORT, 

MASSABESIC LAKE. 

There has been no land bought around the lake this season. 

The water has been low, but not as low as it was last year. 

An electric pump was installed at the old station and the water 

was supplied by this pump from the 23d of June until the 15th of 
December. . 

We are pumping by water power now, the water being twenty-two 

inches above the dam. For the electric pump the water was taken 

from the canal in a 24-inches cast-iron pipe, a distance of 609 feet. 

The new pump house is built just north of the old one, the di- 

mensions being 32 by 27 feet and the cost one thousand dollars, 

We have bought enough 24-inches pipe to lay from the old station 

to the reservoir, but on account of other work that was needed more 

have not had time to lay it. 

The electric pump has been a success in saving water. The power 

furnished has cost quite a bit, but the water saved has been a great 

satisfaction to the management of the plant. 

I want to express my thanks to the committee on the electric 
pumps for the interest they have taken in this new addition. They 
relieved the superintendent of all care, and the contractors knew their 

business and installed it very quickly. 

At the high service station we had another valve chamber put in 

to the Snow pump in place of one that was cracked. 

Everything is going on well here. Mr. Sam McDonald is running 

the pumps and Mr. Whitney is the all-round manager, and is on the 

road between the pumping station and the reservoir a portion of the 

time. The force mains have stood the pressure well and there have 

not been many leaks. 

We had a bad break on the low service main force just as we began 

to run the electric pump, but it was shut off quickly and did no dam- 

age outside of the line of pipe. We had to take out thirty feet of 

20-inches pipe and put in cast iron. 

DISTRIBUTION PIPE. 

A 12-inches pipe was laid from Beech street to Union on North 

street and on North street from Elm to River road, River road to 

Amoskeag bridge, across the river on the Amoskeag bridge to 

McGregorville, by Amoskeag street, Montgomery, Mason, and Rim- 

mon streets, on the land owned by the Amoskeag corporation.

It was laid on the grade as given us, which caused the digging of the 

trench from 5 feet to 19 feet. The bridge was crossed by a 12-inches 

wrought-iron pipe, made by the Amoskeag company and laid by 

them. 

The water has not been let on by the high service yet, but will be 

soon. | . 
We have had more men this year than we have ever had since’ 

the high service was built, and we have laid pipe in a number of 
places from Mosquito pond to the north end of Union street, about 

six miles.

SUPERINTENDENT'S REPORT. 

t'o the School Board, the City Council, and the Citizens of Manchester: 

The following is presented as the sixty-fifth report of the school 

department of the city. It is the fifty-sixth report of a superin- 

tendent and the twelfth of the present officer. The statistics are 

chiefly concerned with the school year ending July 15, 1911. 

THE YEAR’S WORK. 

In a résumé of the work of the year, the following stand forth 

as salient features: the successful operation of the new course of 

study for the elementary schools in its first year of trial; the 

maintenance of special classes for, those not speaking the English 

tongue; an increase in the number of substitute teachers from six 

to ten; the inauguration of directed play in part of the schools of 

the city; the lengthening of the evening school course from twelve 

to twenty-four weeks; the adoption of new text-books in grammar 

and physiology; the appointment of heads of departments in the 

high school and the rearrangement of the high school studies in 

definite courses, abridging the elective privilege; an increase in the 

truancy force due to the enactment of the Child Labor Law by the 

legislature of 1911; the appropriation of money for, and the begin- 

ning of the erection of, two new eight-rooms school buildings, the 

Maynard and Brown schools; the transfer of the repair of buildings 

from the control of the school board to that of the superintendent 

of public buildings, and the erection of fire escapes upon schools 

where pupils use the third floor for recitations or, assembly purposes. 

COURSE OF STUDY. 

The course of study adopted in April, 1910, has had one full year 

of trial. The adjustment in geography has been made and the 

course appears to be meeting the present demand well. 

When adopted, work was laid out for eight years upon the sup- 

position that children would be admitted at the age of six instead of 

at the age of five years. It is impossible to predict the outcome if 

we shall continue under the present rule, and I recommend that the 

age for the admission of beginners to the public schools be fixed at 

six years instead of five. 

The course should be amended to include instruction in the 

humane treatment of animals and in regard to the prevention of 

263 
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fires, and should be reprinted in permanent form before the close of 

the present school year. 
SPECIAL CLASSES. 

Special classes for non-English speaking pupils have been main- 

tained in the Merrimack-street and Rimmon schools, with an enroll- 

ment of one hundred and thirty-seven. 

During the past term additional rooms have been opened in the 

Spring-street and Varney buildings and there have been enrolled in 

all of these classes two hundred and forty-five pupils. The present 

membership is two hundred and twenty. Some of these pupils have 

been placed in the grades and others have secured employment cer- 

tificates. At Montcalm hall one division has been made into a fourth 

grade. 

Eighty-seven of these children are fourteen or more years of age, 

ninety-five are twelve or thirteen. They attend these schools chiefly 

to acquire a reading knowledge of English, as required by the em- 

ployment laws of the state, and practically none of them will com- 

plete the eighth grade. Work is done without regard to the graded 

course of study, the pupils being taught according to their needs. 

SUBSTITUTE TEACHERS. 

At the May meeting of the board an amendment to section 5 of 

chapter III of the rules was adopted, increasing the number of 

substitute teachers from six to ten. Ot Me 

The unexpected increase in pupilage and the absence of regular 

teachers upon year or half-year leaves of absence has caused these 

substitutes to be permanently employed, so that none have been 

available for occasional absences among teachers. The substitute list 

is, I believe, large enough at present. The assignment of these sub- 

stitutes to permanent places through election by the board will 

leave vacancies in the list, the filling of which will provide free 
teachers for casual vacancies. 

DIRECTED PLAY. 

The most gratifying and far-reaching accomplishment of the year, 

from a pedagogical standpoint, has been the inauguration of directed 

play and games in some of the school yards of the city. 

Self-activity alone educates. Self-control comes only through self- 

activity. Without activity there is nothing to control, there is no 

growth, no development. 

The encouragement of children then to various activities and those 

good, in the fresh air, in pleasant surroundings, is a tonie for mind 

and body leading to self-expression, self-development, and self-mas- 

tery. It is said that England’s battles have been won upon the play- 

grounds of her grammar schools. Pupils abide by the rules of the 

game. There is a training in justice. Might is not of necessity 

right. 
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On the hygienic side, and of the effect upon mind as well as upon 

the body there is much to be said. I am of the opinion that the 

establishment of a passing recess in the afternoon was a mistake and 

that two recesses per day should be required, all pupils in good health 

being sent into the open air except in severe weather, when exposure 

would be dangerous to health. The recess gives an opportunity for 

a thorough airing of the schoolrooms and for the better oxygenation 

of the blood of the pupils, with a resulting greater power of appli- 
cation thereafter. 

EVENING SCHOOLS. 

In 1905 the experiment of conducting a second term of these 

schools in the months of January and February was tried, with 

discouraging results. Sessions were held during five nights each 

week. Under the present plan the number of sessions per week is 

four. It is proposed to offer ninety-six evenings instead of fifty- 

eight, as formerly. 

The average membership has been much larger than ever before, 

for October 756, for November 706, and the losses from month to 

month less than in preceding years. This is a good sign and is an 

evidence of the earnestness of purpose of both pupils and teachers. 

The possession of an adequate manual training building would enable 

the city to offer evening instruction in practical trade courses. The 

benefits of such courses would be appreciated by many to whom the 

present evening schools do not appeal. 

NEW TEXT-BOOKS. 

Metcalf and Rafter’s Language Series’ and the Gulick Hygiene 

Series were adopted as text-books for the elementary schools at the 

August meeting of the board. It was hoped that there would be a 

balance in the text-book fund at the close of the year which would 

allow of the purchase of part of these books. Owing to the increase 

of pupils in the various grades as well as to the necessity of replac- 

ing wornout books, not only was there no money to purchase the 

newly adopted books but, instead, the current needs of the schools 

called for one thousand dollars more than the ordinary appropri- 

ation. This sum was voted by the council for free text-books and 

has barely sufficed to tide us through the year. I recommend that 

this board ask of the council an appropriation of ten thousand dol- 

lars for free text-books and supplies for the year 1912. 

CHILD LABOR LAW. 

The legislature of 1911 passed a new, stringent law regulating child 

labor. The age at which a pupil may leave school remains at fou- 

teen years, as formerly, and in general the age provisions remain 

as in the former law. Certificates must be issued to pupils between 

the ages of twelve and fourteen years who are employed in vacation. 

This is a new requirement. 
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Certificates are granted only upon documentary evidence of age, 
school attendance, and health. These three certificates are kept on 
file by the truant officer. 

The employment certificates in the possession of the employers 

may be delivered only to those who are charged with the enforce- 
ment of the act. 

The law rendered it practically impossible for one man to attend 

to the granting of employment certificates and to the truaney work 

of the city. Accondingly the board at the June meeting elected Mr. 

Harry J. Woods,as assistant truant officer. 

Since the twenty-second day of May, on which date the law went 

into operation, the truant officers have issued 234 permanent employ- 

ment certificates for children between the ages of fourteen and six- 

teen years, 215 age certificates for those over sixteen, 682 vacation 

certificates, have transferred 475 certificates, and reissued 137. This 

has involved considerable clerical work. 

I believe that the provisions of the law are being fully complied 
with. : 

REPAIRS. . 

The enactment of the law creating the office of superintendent of 

public buildings has taken from the board the power to make re- 

pairs and direct the upkeep of the school property. Under the _ 

present construction of the law, repairs by the superintendent of 

public buildings are restricted to the real estate. The assumption by 

this officer of the power to expend the appropriation given by the 

council for the repair of schoolhouses, under this interpretation, has 

left no money for the repair of furniture, the replacing of shades, 

etc., although the cost of these was met formerly from the repair 

fund. 

Provision should be made in the coming. budget for such repairs, 

either by special appropriation or by the increase of some present 

amount, with the understanding that the increased sum be expended 

for repairs upon furniture. 

An entirely new heating plant has been placed in the Varney 

school, replacing the Smead system installed when the building was 

erected. 

Outside fire-escapes have been affixed to the Ash-street, Lincoln- 

street, and Bakersville buildings. Two spiral Kirk-Bender escapes 

have been placed on the high school building. These latter appear 

greatly superior to the former and in future should be the only ones 

purchased by the city. 

OBITUARY. 

On Saturday, March 4, 1911, after an illness of four days, Mr, Fred 

H. Humphrey passed from this to the world of the future. 

Mr. Humphrey was born at Sackville, New Brunswick, March 28, 

1871, and had been for eighteen years a resident of Manchester. He 
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was elected an assistant teacher in the manual training school at 
the September meeting, 1910, and served in that capacity until the 
time of his death. 

He exhibited rare zeal and devotion to his work. He was adapt- 

able, courteous, just, and had the love and respect of both pupils 

and associate teachers. A wide circle of acquaintances mourned with 

his family in a common bereavement. 

ENROLLMENT AND ATYNENDIAINCE. 

There have been enrolled in the public schools of the city 210 

kindergarten pupils, 88 in suburban schools, 2,068 in grades one and 

two, 1,542 in grades three and four, 1,747 in grades five to eight in- 

clusive, and 648 in the high school, a total of 6,303 pupils for the 

year. ‘ 

This registration has been: 218 less than for the year 1910. The 

average membership kas been 5,383, the daily attendance 4,946, num- 

bers less by 158 and 154 respectively than for the preceding year. 

The percent of daily attendance has been 91.8, a slight decrease 

(.2%) from that of 1910. 

The percentage of tardinesses has decreased by thirteen, there hav- 

ing been 7,965 as against 9,156 for 1910. Tardinesses per pupil aver- 

age 1.43. The number of pupils not absent or tardy was 152, a num- 

ber small when compared with the average membership. 

Pursuant to a custom of several years, a table is given showing 

the average membership and the number of tardinesses for each 

building.

The Chandler, Straw, Ash-street, Wilson, Webster-street, Bakers- 
ville, Highland, Varney, Main-street, and Lincoln-street schools have 
each averaged less than one tardiness per pupil and rank in the or- 
der mentioned for punctuality. 

ACCOMMODATIONS. 

The present record-breaking membership of the schools, 519 
greater in September than for the preceding year, leads one to view 
with some concern the future situation in regand to sittings in — 
some districts. °

The new Maynard and Brown schools, giving 192 and 336 additional 

seats, will provide ample room in their respective districts for some 

time. The finishing of a new room in the Highland school during 

the summer has temporarily relieved the congestion in that district. 

It would be wise, however, to finish the remaining room in this 
building, that it may be ready for occupancy when needed. 

In the Bakersville school, despite the fact that a two-rooms addi- 

tion was completed in the fall of 1911, one room of pupils is now be- 

ing taught upon the third floor and present indications are that it 

will be necessary to open another in the near future. The location 

of large manufacturing plants in this section of the city would indi- 

eate the need of increased accommodations. I believe that this need 

should be met in the near future*by a modern, full-graded building. 

The Youngsville school was built originally to accommodate ninety- 

six pupils. Its enrollment the past term has been ninety-five. All 

grades of work are done in this school. The beginners in one 

semester numbered seventeen. ‘T'wo teachers are employed, one do- 

ing the work of two grades, the other that of six. It is manifest 

that the quality of the work must suffer. The remedy is the dupli- 

eation of the present two rooms by an addition on the west side of 

the building. The district is a large and growing one. Under pres- 

ent conditions, a building situated somewhere between Wilson Hill 

and the present schoolhouse would mean merely the opening of an- 

other district school, a policy which is to be avoided upon general 

principles when possible. 

The high school situation remains unchanged. The last monthly 

report from the school showed a membership of 657. The report one 

year ago showed a membership of 636. Agitation for more high 

school room began two years ago. The board has twice asked of the 

council an appropriation for an addition to the building. I recom- 

mend that this request again be preferred to the council. 

Some of the residents of the northwestern section of the city have 

asked that a district school be opened in their vicinity. It is to my 

mind a truism that such a school never equals in efficiency a graded 

school, is generally of lower grade, and progress is less rapid and 

satisfactory. If the residents, knowing. and appreciating these 

things, still insist upon such a school, the board should take the 

matter under serious advisement. 

RESIGNATIONS, TRANSFERS, AND (NEW | TEACHERS. 

The following teachers tendered their resignations to this board 

during or at the close of the school year: Mr. Arthur O. Friel and 

Miss Edna C. Cullis of the high school; Miss Hellen Morison of the 

Chandler school; Miss Mary T. Morrow of the Franklin-street 

school; Misses Ada B. Morse, Ida Crowther, and Jennette M. Bart- 

lett of the Straw school; Miss Grace Brown of the Parker school; 

Miss Ellen E. McKean of the Varney school; Miss Mary E. McLaren 

of the Wilson school and Mr. Arthur J. Abbott, supervisor of music. 
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The hand of death has once intervened and removed Mr. Fred H. 
Humphrey, assistant at the manual training school. 

Vacancies have been filled, transfers made, and new teachers chosen 
as follows: At the high school, Miss Florence E. King was elected 
as an additional teacher at the middle of the year, Miss Helen 
Furness, Miss Mabel Parsons, and Miss Madge Tasker after the 
close of the school year, to fill the vacancies caused by the resigna- 
tions of Mr. Friel and Miss Cullis, and to provide another teacher for 
the business course. 

At the Chandler school the vacancy in the principalship was filled 
by the transfer of Miss Alice C. Taggart from the Goffe’s Falls school. 
This principalship in turn was filled by the transfer of Miss Caroline 

E. Head, master’s assistant at the’ Franklin-street school, the assist- 

antship being filled by the promotion of Miss Frances E. Barndollar 

from the seventh grade of the same school. Miss Helen Lyons was 

transferred from the Spring-street school to the seventh grade of 

the Franklin-street school. Miss Lyons’ school was given to Miss 

Lulu Kean of the next lower grade in the Spring-street school and 

Miss Sadie Davis' was elected to the vacancy caused by the transfer 
of Miss Kean. 

At the Franklin-street school, Miss Hattie Read was promoted from 

the fourth to the fifth grade left vacant by the resignation. of Miss 

Morrow; Miss Grace Whittemore was promoted from the second to 

the fourth grade, and Miss Mae Hills was elected to the second grade. 

At 'the Straw school, a new position, that of principal’s assistant, 

was created, and Miss Marjorie Woodbury was transferred from the * 

fourth grade of the Ash-street school to the position. Miss Mary 

Bulman was transferred from the fourth grade of the Rimmon school 

to the fourth grade of the Ash-street, and Miss Alice Pepin elected 

to the vacancy in the Rimmon. Miss Elizabeth McKelvie of the 

Goffe’s Falls and Highland schools, Miss Lauretta Sawtelle of the 

Goffe’s Falls school and Miss Ethel Church, assistant at the Spring- 
street kindergarten, were elected to the fifth, third, and kindergarten 

grades of the Straw school to fill the vacancies caused by the resigna- 

tions of Misses Morse, Crowther, and Bartlett; Miss Mildred Simons 

was elected to the Goffe’s Falls and Highland schools, Miss Anna 

McDonald to the Goffe’s Falls school, and Miss Edith Sturtevant to be 

assistant in the Spring-street kindergarten. 

At the Parker school, Miss Lorna Morrison was elected to the sec- 

ond grade formerly taught by Miss Brown. 

At the Varney school, Miss Bullard of the Stark district was elected 

to the sixth grade in place of Miss McKean. Miss Mildred Simons, 

after serving as assistant jat the Goffe’s Falls and Highland schools 

for one half of a year, was placed permanently in a new room opened 

at the Highland school. Mrs. Florence Prescott, Miss Bessie Caine, 

and Miss Laura McKenna were employed to teach non-English-speak- 

ing children in the Merrifhack-street school. Miss Susie A. Huff was 

similarly employed in the Rimmon building.

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At the Wilson school, Miss Blanche Bryant was promoted to be 

assistant to the principal. Miss Avis Armstrong was chosen teacher 

of the first grade. Miss Marjorie Drew was elected to teach a new 

room opened during the year to relieve the crowded condition of the 

first grade. Miss Marjory McDougall was elected to the Stark dis- 

trict vice Miss Bullard transferred to the Varney. 

Mr. Charles Curl and Fred H. Humphrey were chosen as assistants 

in the manual training school. Upon the death of Mr. Humphrey, Mr. 

Frank Chapman was chosen to be his successor. Mr. Chapman de- 

elined a reelection at the close of the year and Mr. Willis R. Flan- 

ders was elected as his successor. Mr. Walter H. Butterfield was 

elected as supervisor of music to succeed Mr. Arthur J. Abbott. Mr. 

Charles Schovanek was elected as special teacher of peninenalins 

election to take effect January 1, 1912.

There were found 10 deaf and dumb children, 2 invalids, 2 im- 

beciles, 1 blind, 1 paralyzed, and 1 cripple, all of whom were not in 

school. — 
The truant officers have investigated the cases of the 470 children 

between the ages of 8 anid 16 reported as not in school and find that 

125 are in school, 7 are sick, 48 unavoidably detained, 265 have em- 

ployment certificates, and 25 are deaf, dumb, blind, tubercular, feeble- 

minded, and invalids. 

Mr. Davis has gathered and furnished me the following figures in 

regard to the enrollment of children in the public and in the private 

schools anid institutions of the city.

MANUAL TRAINING SCHOOL. 

The annual report of this body for 1910 presented an argument for 

a new manual training building. The room and light remain as here- 

tofore, inadequate. The school has a membership of 428, sixty greater 

than for the fall term one year ago. The weekly attendance has been 

408. Eighty-seven more pupils have attended without absences or 

tardinesses than attended in 1910. This fact is to me a vindication 

of the policy of this body in revising the list of models. , 

The principal informs me that three more lathes are needed for 
class work and one more for demonstration purposes. The west 

room upon the third floor should be equipped for more advanced work 

by installing lathes and benches. It is impossible to extend the work 

with the present equipment. A new and much larger plant is im- 

peratively needed. With such a plant, continuation classes for pupils 

between the ages of fourteen and sixteen years may be begun. Even- 

ing voeational schools may be opened, even technical high school 

courses may be begun if no move is made toward increasing present 

high school facilities. 

The work of the school has been interrupted by the absence of 

one of the teachers for a period of eleven weeks. Good results have 

been attained despite this. The construction of tables for the draw- 

ing-room will be begun at the opening of the winter term. 

There has been appropriated annually for six years the sum of 

$600 for current expenses. The school has now reached a point at 

which this should be increased, and I recommend that the sum of 

$750 be requested in the next budget for the current expenses of this 

school. 

RETARDATION. 

Two tables are given below which show, as was shown in 1909 and 

1910, the number of pupils in each year of school failing at the Janu- 

ary and June promotions. 
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It will be observed that, in January, there were 280 failures out of 

a possible 4,560, or 5.9%; in June there were 386 out of a possible 

4,465, or 8.6%. The average for the year was 7.37%. Six hundred and 

sixty-six pupils failed to advance a half year. This means that 333 

years of time have been lost. In the year 1909 there were 1,291 half- 

year failures, or 13.8%. In the year 1910 there were 974 half-year 

failures, or 10.4%. In the year 1911 there were 666 half-year failures, 

or 7.37%. It is obvious that in the three years the percentage of 

failures has been reduced by 46. They are still too numerous. Such 

improvement as has occurred is due to the exercise of a finer dis- 

crimination on the part of the teachers and to a nearer approach to 

individual work. 

As in preceding years, the greatest number of failures occurred in 

the first year, 306 out of 666. One hundred and ninety of these fail-— 

ures were due to absence and illness, and immaturity. This is a 

strong argument for raising the age of admission of beginners to 

six years. The added year will enable many who now easily succumb 

to childish diseases to resist the same. It will also ensure more rapid 

progress because of the added year of maturity. Were these first- 

year failures eliminated, the percentage for the remainder of the 

grades would be less than five. A partial remedy may be found in 

a smaller number of pupils per primary teacher. A reduction of the 

number of pupils to twenty-five combined with the raising of the age 

of admission would materially reduce the number of first-year fail- 

ures. . 
A summary of the reasons for the January nonpromotions is given 

below.

The first three reasons, absence and illness, immaturity and slow 

development, and speaking a foreign tongue account for 156 of the 

280 failures. These appear to be dominant and persistent reasons 

for failure. There is very little chance for error of judgment in 

regard to them. Fifteen were adjudged slow of mental processes. 

The reasons for this slowness are not given. Eleven were in school 

for but a short time, and all of these were in the first year. This 

cause is self-explanatory. Eleven were given as deficient mentally. 

Inasmuch as six of these were in the first grade, it is fair to pre- 
sume that they may be immature, and they were obviously not ready 

to be sent to school. Twenty-three were adjudged as inattentive, in- 

different, lazy, and lacking in application. Inasmuch as these three 

represent all so described by 156 teachers, the number does not seem 

large. However, the existence of any such is to be deplored and the 

fact that they do exist is an incentive to the exercise of ingenuity 

on the part of all engaged in the work of instruction. 

Six were poorly nourished, all of these being in the first year and 

reported from the Merrimack-street school. It is the duty of the 
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city to remedy this state of affairs by providing lunches for such 

pupils. I know that many in that district would be benefited by 

being fed at the time of the morning recess. Five failed because of 

poor grading. Three were deficient in arithmetic. Eight had physi- 

eal defects, adenoids, ‘‘bad throats,’ were excessively nervous, deaf, 

or imperfect in vision. Three failed because they were habitual users 

of tobacco. 

Thirty-nine were unaccounted for. Of these, thirty-two were in 

buildings where the lower grades were swept by epidemics of whoop- 

ing cough. 

Another table gives the reasons for nonpromotions in June.

Absence and illness are even more marked than in the first part 

of the year as causes of failure; immaturity remains the same in 

number, 49; speaking a foreign tongue falls as a reason; more failed 

because of slow mental processes; more are reported ‘as abnormal; 

more as indifferent; more as poorly graded; more as deficient in 

one or more studies; more as showing physical defects. Fourteen 

are unaccounted for, five in the first and nine in the third year. 
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In June, 1910, 240 pupils failed in the first year, 155 beginners en- 
tered school at the commencement of the half year, in September 

there were 561 more beginners. The sum of these figures, 956, should 

equal the total number in the first grade for the first half of the 

school year 1911. Actual count showed 1,023, a difference of 67. At 

the same time, in the second year 39 pupils failed, 651 were advanced 

to the grade, and the sum, 690, should equal the number in the sec- 

ond grade for the first half of the school year 1911. There were at 

that time 846 in the grade, 156 more than are accounted for by the 
promotion list. In the third year 26 pupils failed, and 566 were aid- 

vanced from the second to the third grade. The total, 592, should 

_ equal the number in the third grade. Actual figures showed 729, 

139 more than are accounted for. These facts show that the school 

population is a changeable one. The fact that it is changeable is an 

important contributing cause to the retardation that exists in our 

schools.

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A table, No. VI, is given, which shows the number of children, of 
each age, years five to twenty, in each grade of school. The heavy 
horizontal line in each column marks the age limit for the grade. 
All above the line are of normal age or under normal age for the 
grade; all below are above normal age for the grade. This table 
represents the condition in our schools on December 5, 1911: 

The percentage of over-age children is-smallest in the first year, 

being 17.8%. In this grade the percentage of failures is, however, 

the largest, as a reference to the promotion tables will show, it being 

from two to three times as large as in any other grade. The per- 

centage of over-age children then increases steadily, second grade 

34.6%, third grade 47.8%, fourth grade 55.3%, fifth grade 60.7%, at 

which point it reaches its maximum. It then declines, sixth grade 

55.8%, seventh grade 41.9%, eighth grade 25.4%. The average for the 
whole system is 40%. 

It is shown that the number of children under age for their grade 
is 30%, while 25% are of normal age and 4.4% are in special classes. 

These last are to be reckoned as retarded, although the schools are 

in no wise responsible for the fact that they cannot speak English. 

It is doing its best to remedy the deficiency. 

With a view to determining the progress of pupils through the 

grades, I asked Mr. Curtis of the Lincoln-street school to find out 

when each of his over-age pupils entered school. The majority could 

not state the time nor could they tell how many years they had 

been in school. There were 141 over-age pupils in the building. 

Of these, 45 had lost promotions in the city, 87 had entered from out - 

of town, from private schools, and from foreign countries. Four 

were over age upon entering school, three had lost time from illness, 

two could give no account of themselves. 

This condition emphasizes the fact that we have not enough reli- 

able data upon which to pass judgment as to causes of retardation, 

and it indicates the need for a system of registration which shall 

give a complete history of each pupil from the time he enters until 

he leaves the public schools. 

That so many pupils are over age is not a condition peculiar to 

Manchester. The same rise and fall in percentages in the grades is 

noted wherever statistics have been gathered. 

The study of this question and a classification of children upon tue 

basis of both age and progress through the grades made by Mr. 

Leonard P. Ayers leads him to the conclusion that “the children who 

are over age for their grades and the children who make slow 

progress through the schools are in large part different individuals.” 

I recommend that an elementary school record system recommended 

by the commissioner of education be adopted and put into operation 

February 1, 1912, and that teachers be permanently elected to do 

special work in different buildings. Two years’ experience has shown 

that substitutes cannot be relied upon to do this work. 
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The fact that there has been in three years a reduction of 46% 

in the number of failures is encouraging and leads to the hope that 
future tables like Nos. IJ and III may show diminished percentages. 

The aim is to cause every pupil to progress all of the time through 

all of the grades. If this can be done it will make no difference 
whether the pupils of a given grade are over or under the grade age. 

HIGH SCHOOL. 

The high school is a large and growing institution. Its member-

One hundred and twenty-four graduates were sent out from its 

doors at the close of the school year. Two teachers have been added 

to the faculty, which now numbers twenty-two. The cost per pupil ~ 
for the year has been $45.13. s 

DEPARTMENTS. 

Because of the fact that it was impossible in many cases for one 

teacher to instruct all of the pupils in any one subject, or even all 

of the pupils in one class in some particular subject, the board at the 

September meeting established seven departments in the school and 

placed at the head of each that teacher whose experience and length 

of service seemed to qualify him or her for the place. 

This was done to secure closer codperation and a greater uniform- 

ity of facts taught, to place at the disposal of newer and less ex- 

perienced teachers the assistance and judgment of those more ma- 

ture. The heads of the departments were requested to plan the 

work for the various classes in detail and to meet with and assist 

their associate teachers, to the end that the proper emphasis might 

be placed upon the different portions of the work. Uniformity of 
method of presentation was not sought, is not to be desired. 

The heads of departments have furnished me with detailed accounts 

of the work done, together with their opinions as to the working 
of the plan or its merits. The various plans of the heads of depart- 

ments have received the endorsement of the principal. Replies are 

encouraging. Mr. Hopkins informs me “that his associates welcome 

with eagerness any suggestion from him, either as to subject-matter 

or method and follow it out enthusiastically.” I judge this to be 
the spirit in which the work is being done in every department, al- 

though this is the happiest expression of it. 
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COURSES. 

The first-year course of study has been revised and put into opera- 

tion. It is designed to arrange all of the studies in definite courses, 

with definite ends in view, to abridge the elective privilege, and to 

permit a pupil when selecting his course to know just what studies 

he may take and whither they may lead him. 

It is not designed to offer all of the possible alternatives for ad- 

mission to all of the colleges, but to arrange the college course so 

as to give two or more options. © 

The population of the city is more than 70,000. The school contains 
less than one pupil for each hundred of its inhabitants. The small 

city of Berlin averages a little more than two per hundred of popu- 

lation. Were it possible to become as efficient educationally meas- 

ured by this standard, we should have a school of 1,400. 

The standard of the school has been fixed in the past by the 

college entrance requirements iand the school has a high standing 

with the college authorities. We all rejoice that this is so, and 

would maintain the standard in this respect. Let us assume that 

twenty-five percent of our graduates enter college. The emphasis of 

the work of the school is placed upon the preparation of these for 

the furtherance of their chosen work. To advance equally the re- 

maining seventy-five percent upon the road to efficiency, less is done 

in the public high school than should be done. The function of the 

high school should not be chiefly that of preparation for college. 

I quote from a report of a committee of the National Education 

association in regard to this matter because I believe the gentle- 

men of the board have not seen the same, and because the report 

seems to me to express the true ideal of the high school: “It is the 

duty of the tax-supported high school to give every student instruc- 

tion carefully designed to return to society intelligent, able-bodied, 

and progressive citizens. To this end certain work should be in- 

cluded in the course of every student. . . . The high school 

period is the testing time, the time for trying out different powers, 

the time for forming life purposes. . . . In the high school the 

boy or girl may very properly make a start along the line of his 

chosen vocation, but a final choice should not be forced upon him at 

the beginning of that career. . . . Not only is it the duty of the 

high school to lay the foundations of good citizenship and to help in 

the wise choice of a vocation, but it is equally important that the high 

school should make specific contribution to the efficiency of the individual 

along various broad lines. In our industrial democracy the develop- 

ment of individual aptitudes and unique gifts is quite as important 

as the development of the common elements of culture. . . . It 

would seem that some have,come to believe the oft-repeated statement 

that the liberal should precede the vocational, but an organic con- 

ception of education demands the early introduction of training for 

individual usefulness, thereby blending the liberal and the vocational, 
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for only then does the liberal receive its social significance and im- 

portance. In other words, the boy who pursues both the liberal and 

the vocational sees the relation of his own work to the work of others 

and to the welfare of society; whereas the liberal without the vo- 

cational leaves him a mere spectator in the theater of life and the 

boxes in this theater are already overcrowded. 

“Mechanic arts, agriculture, or household science should be recog- 

nized as rational elements in the education of all boys and girls. . . 

“Under the authority of the traditional conception of the best 

preparation for a higher institution, many of our publie high schools 

are today responsible for leading tens of thousands of boys and girls 

away from the pursuits for which they are adapted and in which they 

are needed to other pursuits for which they are not adapted and in 

which they are not needed. 

“By means of exclusively bookish curricula false ideals of culture 

are developed. The high school should in a real sense reflect the 

major industries of the community which supports it. . . . Our 

traditional ideals of preparation for higher institutions are particu- 

larly incongruotss with the actual needs and future responsibilities 

of girls.” 

The report of the school board for 1909 urged the establishing of 

mechanic arts and domestic science courses in the high school; that 

of 1910 presented a plan for codperative industrial courses. I again 

recommend these matters for your consideration. The customary 

table showing the progress of the pupils through the high school 

is here appended.

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MR. ARTHUR J. -ABBOTT. 

It is fitting and proper that a record of notable work should be 

made permanent in the report of the school board. Mr. Arthur J. 

Abbott was elected supervisor of music in the public schools in the 

fall of 1904. His term of service covered a period of seven years. 

During this time he carried the music of the public school system to 

a point of excellence never before reached. Through his efforts our 

city has attained a high reputation abroad for the excellence of its 
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music. His work was an inspiration to pupils and teachers. His 

resignation was received with regret. 

OPEN-AIR SCHOOLS. 

It is a recognized fact that fresh air, sunshine, exercise, and nour- 

ishing food are the best medicine in the world. They both prevent 

and cure illness. Numerous cities have endeavored to provide all of 

these, even the nourishing food, in schoolrooms, where the windows 

are thrown wide open to the outside air. 
Springfield is the latest addition to this list of cities. In Novem- 

ber a first-grade room of thirty-two pupils was so opened, the par- 

ents of all of the children having given their consent. The school 

program, covering the hours from 8.30 A. M. to 3.45 P. M., includes 

periods for exercise, rest, play, recitation, and for three meals. It 

is proposed to open such a school in every ward in the city. The 

pupils as well as the teacher are reported to be more vigorous, 

healthy, and alert. 

I recommend that such a school be opened in the Maynard building 

upon its completion. 

CONCLUSION. 

The body of this report has emphasized the need of industrial and 

vocational training. It has presented the need of the city for ad- 

ditional buildings. It has touched upon the good effects of directed 

play, and this is a most important matter. The Amoskeag corpora- 

tion deserves the gratitude of every lover of children for its action 

in equipping and supporting the fine playground near the station. 

It would seem to be the duty of the school department to exercise 

its influence to the end that other such playgrounds may be estab- 

lished and maintained by the city. 
The fact that many immature children enter school emphasizes the 

need of raising to six years the age of admission for beginners in 

school. Furthermore, no child should be admitted until he has been 

examined by a medical inspector and declared physically fit for school. 

The open-air school is but another means to secure to the child 

his due heritage of strength, vigor, and education. 

The need for the proper preservation of the record of each child 

has been presented. 
All of these things are in the future, but they are necessary for 

progress toward our educational ideal. 

Finally, I desire to pay the just tribute to the “men behind the 

guns,” the teachers, whose fidelity and ability accomplish the re- 

sults in the schools, whose devotion to their chosen work is surpassed 

by that of no other body of workers for the public good.

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REPORT OF THE BOARD OF HEALTH. 

1'o His Honor the Mayor: 

The Board of Health submits the following report for the year 

1911: 

Mr. John B. Cavanaugh was appointed a member of the board to 

succeed Mr. William J. Starr, whose term expired, and at the annual 

meeting held February 6, 1911, Dr. Gustave Lafontaine was elected 

president and William K. Robbins clerk of the board. 

The appropriation made by the city council for carrying on the 

work of the department during the year was $20,000. 

The expenditures have been as follows:

Owing to the change in salaries of the members and the change to 

quarterly payments, two years’ salaries were paid out of this year’s 

appropriation, which made the office expenses greater than those of 

last year, but with correction for this it will be noticed that the office 

expenditures were less than for last year. 

The expenses of the Isolation hospital exceeded those of last year 

by approximately $909, which is mostly accounted for in three items, 

board of patients, nursing, and repairs and improvements upon the 

property. 

The first two of these vary with the number of patients cared for, 

while the third is larger this year because of the concreting of the — 

driveway around the buildings. 

The expenses of the Smallpox hospital are somewhat smaller this 

year, although twenty-nine cases of smallpox were cared for, while 

none were treated last year, but the large decrease in vaccination 

expenses accounts for that. 

The cost of medical inspection of schools was greater this year by 

about $735, owing to the fact that the work only covered part of 
last year, while it extended over the greater part of this year. 

* 
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The total expenditures were therefore $17,990.01, leaving $2,009.99 

of the appropriation unused, which was transferred by the city 

council to other accounts. 

There was also turned in to the city treasurer during the year 

$432 for milk license fees and $201.54 for board of patients at the Iso- 

lation hospital. 

MEETINGS. 

The regular weekly meetings have been held as usual on Tuesday 

evenings. This gives the public an opportunity to meet the full 

board and bring before them any complaint or business which they 

wish to have adjusted, and is often taken advantage of. 

Thirty-nine regular meetings and eleven special meetings for trips 

of inspection and such business as required immediate attention were 

held. 

BACTERIOLOGICAL LABORATORY. 

One hundred and thirty-nine examinations for diphtheria have been 

made during the year, thirty-three being positive or true diphtheria 

and one hundred and six negative. 

Thirty-three of the negative results were for the discharge of 

patients. 

As in previous years these cultures have usually been sent to the 

state laboratory in Concord, but the examinations are made by Dr. A. 

G. Straw in our own laboratory when occasion demands. 

There is still a strong demand for a bacteriological branch of the 

state laboratory of hygiene in this city. 

PLUMBING INSPECTION. 

The plumbing work during the year has been greatly increased, 

owing to the large number of tenement and apartment houses which 

have been built to accommodate the increased population. 

Very little trouble is experienced in enforcing the plumbing rules, 

as they have become too well known and the necessity for them too 

well understood to be questioned. 

MILK INSPECTION. 

Besides taking and testing samples of milk, the board has extended 

the work to the source of production, seeking, rather than the pun- 

ishment of people for selling bad milk, to assist and encourage the 

production and sale of good milk. 

Dairies have been found where the conditions were such that the 

production of clean, wholesome milk was a physical impossibility, 

and the sale of milk from those places was prohibited in this city, 

either by revoking the license or forbidding the dealer selling the 

products until proper conditions were provided. 
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On the other hand, many places have been found where the pro- 
ducers were really trying to produce a good article but in need of 

instruction and suggestions, which were given and gladly received. 

The field is large and has not all been covered. 

The use of a combination motor ambulance and runabout, which 

we hope will be provided by the council for the next year, will en- 
able much more of this good work to be done. 

The sale of loose milk from wagons and stores is still practiced 

and is, as always, insanitary, unfair, and dangerous to the public 

health. 

Prosecutions have not been made for selling milk below standard 

because the trouble seems to be more in the system than in in- 
dividual culpability. 

The last legishature passed a law enabling the State Board of 

Health to make regulations covering this subject, but none have yet 

been promulgated. If this state of affairs continues it may become 

necessary to again ask the board of mayor and aldermen for an 

ordinance on this subject. The merits of the case have been dis- 
cussed in detail in previous reports. It has been almost universally 

admitted that no one can retail out an eight-quart can of milk and 

have the last part as rich or clean as the first. 
The dirty, unscalded measures and stirers, open cans in a common 

store only need to be mentioned now to make plain the unfairness 

and filthhiness of selling loose milk. Some measure must and doubtless 

will be found to stop the sale of loose milk. | 

ISOLATION HOSPITAL. ' 

The slight increase in running expenses of the hospital this year 

is due to the fact that the cases came in in such way that more 

expense for nursing was necessary. This is more particularly the 

case with the scarlet fever patients, as they remain a long time. 

While it is not possible to exactly divide the expenses, a very 

close estimate is a cost of $40 per patient for diphtheria and $46 hid 

patient for scarlet fever. 

There were twenty-seven cases of scarlet fever treated at pee 

hospital during the year against nine for the previous year. 

The board has always been compelled to hire hacks from livery 

stables to transport patients to and from the hospital. These hacks 

have always been promptly disinfected, and no case of infection is 

known to have occurred from them. At the same time the board 

has done this under protest, as it is not good sanitary practice and 

is quite expensive. : 

This year the city council will be asked for an appropriation for a 

motor vehicle, a combination ambulance and runabout, so that the 

patients may be handled promptly and with absolute safety. 

This same vehicle can also be used by the members and inspectors 
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for trips of inspection and especially for dairy inspection, as many 

of the dairy farms are so far away that reaching them all by horse- 

drawn vehicles would scarcely be possible in a season. No expense 

for chauffeur would be required, as any of the health inspectors 

could readily drive such a machine. 

SMALLPOX HOSPITAL. 

The readiness of this hospital for patients at all times was very 

convenient during this year, as it was found necessary to use it 

during some part of six different months of the year. 

Twenty-nine cases were treated, twenty-six being real smallpox 

and three varioloid. 

This is still another confirmation of the fact that it is the unvac- 

cinated for whom this money is expended. The efficacy of vaccina- 

tion is also redemonstrated in that the physician and inspectors hand- 

ling all these cases did not contract the disease, and were protected 

from it only by vaccination. 

The fact that smallpox could be present in the city during six of 

the twelve months of the year and cause no epidemic is undoubtedly 

due to the persistence with which the vaccination laws ‘have been en- 

forced. It would not be difficult to see what might, and probably 

would, have happened if the six thousand children vaccinated during 

the last two years had been left without that protection, with all 

the facilities of infection from the twenty-nine cases found, and 

probably as many more not reported or discovered. 

MEDICAL INSPECTION OF SCHOOLS. 

Owing to uncertainty of obtaining the appropriation for the work, 

the inspection did not begin until the opening of the spring term, and 

thus we can only report upon part of a year’s work this time. This 

will probably not happen again, as an ordinance of the city puts this 

on the same footing as other work for which appropriations are 

made. 

The work has proceeded without friction under the rules published 

in last year’s report. Very much the same sort of ailments have 

been discovered and handled in the same way as last year. 

It is too early yet to make any definite statement as to the im- 

provement of conditions on account of the inspection. 

THE TREATMENT OF VARIOUS FOOD-PRODUCTS IN COMMERCE. 

This board would again warn the public of the insanitary and 

dangerous way in which many food-products are handled in com-: 

merce. Herein lies the opportunity to carry many of the contagious 

diseases. 

Many cases can be traced to previous cases, but with all inquiries 

and searches that the inspectors can make there are many never ac- 
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counted for. It is reasonable to believe that many of these “sporadic” 
cases would never occur if well understood and inexpensive precau- 

tion were followed. 

The State Board of Health was given power by the last legis- 

lature to establish regulations for this business, and it is to be hoped 
that the coming warm season will see many of them in operation. 

This board would have all food products exposed for sale on side- 

walks or in stores placed beyond the possibility of defilement by 

dogs. 

All food which is to be consumed without peeling or cooking should 

be protected from flies and dust of store or street, such as candy, 

pickles, vegetables, berries, fruits, and products of bakeries, like 

bread, crackers, cookies, etc. Bread especially should be covered with 

clean, unused paper at the bakery. The filthiness of handling bread 
observed by and reported to this board is often nauseating. 

All these reforms can be carried out without serious inconvenience 

or expense, and are already being observed by some of the candy 

stores, grocereis, and bakeshops. 

If customers will insist on buying only food that is properly cared 

for most dealers will do it voluntarily and others should be com- 
pelled to. 

CONTAGIOUS DISEASES. 

The total number of contagious diseases during the year was four 

hundred and three, and of this number one hundred and seventy-two 

were measles. 

There were one hundred and eighteen cases of diphtheria, with 

ten deaths; forty-seven cases of scarlet fever, from which three 

deaths resulted; and thirty-seven cases of typhoid fever, with five 

deaths. 

Pneumonia was, as usual, the most fatal of all diseases, causing one 

hundred and thirty-seven deaths; tuberculosis, eighty-five; and chol- 

era infantum, eighty-four deaths. 

The tables of statistics and the reports of the inspectors shown on 

the following pages give some interesting information. 

In concluding this report, we would extend our thanks to the public 

in general, and to the mayor and city government in particular, for 

the assistance and encouragement received from them in discharging 

the duties of this department.

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REPORT OF THE INSPECTOR OF MILK. 

Gentlemen of the Board of Health: 

I beg leave to submit the following report of the inspection of milk 

during the year 1911:

Fifteen of the milk samples collected from grocery stores were 

found to be below standard. 

Five of the samples collected from milkmen were below standard. 

Every sample was tested for formaldehyde and. many additional 

tests were made for colostrom cells, coloring matter, carbonates, 

salicylic acid, boric acid, cream thickeners, and other adulterations. 

During the year I have notified several milk dealers to appear be- 

fore the board for violating the milk laws, and this has proved ef- 

fective in stopping minor violations. - 

The number of licenses granted during the year was 323; 78 of 

these were granted to milkmen, 200 to proprietors of stores, and 45 

to people keeping cows and selling milk from their own premises. 

The sum of four hundred and thirty-two dollars was collected for 

license fees. 

More than one half of the dairy farms have been inspected and 

scored this year. 

We have used the official Dairy Instructors’ association score card 

(which is used all over the United States), with the following results: 

270 dairy farms were scored, with an average score of 46.70, which, 

as this was the first visit to almost all of these farms, we consider 

a very good showing. 

We found four farms where the conditions and methods of handling 

milk were so bad that we thought it best to stop these dairy men 

from sending any milk or milk products into the city until their 

places were cleaned up and the method of handling milk was 

changed. 

We find that the average milking pail is the source of a great deal 

of the contamination of milk; that-the pail with the wire gauze

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strainer is the filthiest of all, and almost always the spout is coated 

with milk in various stages of decomposition. 

We do all we can to discourage the use of this kind of pail, and 

recommend the small-top milking-pail, which, with reasonable care, 

will insure clean milk and is easily cleaned and kept sanitary. 

Another bad feature is that the cows in many barns are not 

properly cared for, only a small amount of bedding being provided, 

and in some cases no bedding being used, with the result that the 

cows are caked with manure on the flanks and udder, which dries 

on to the hair and while the cows are being milked particles of 

manure and dirt continually drop into the milk. 

The dairy man claims that he can strain the dirt out and the milk 

will be all right, but how about the manure which dissolves in the 

warm milk? How can he strain this out? 

It is 1a lamentable fact that milk is produced on many farms as a 

by-product, that is, the cows are kept to make manure to fertilize 

the land and the milk is handled like potatoes, no care or cleanliness 

being given it. 

The sole purpose is to get it off their hands as soon as possible 

and with as little work as they can. The milking-pail is only rinsed 

out with cold water and the cans are filled as they come from the 

ereamery, very often never being opened and aired out. 

These are the dairies where we get most of the spy milk and 

where education and arguments seem wasted. 

In conclusion, it seems to me that the State Board of Health should 

make rules requiring all persons raising milk for sale to ecard and 

clean their cows each day, provide suitable bedding, use only ap- 

proved milking utensils, whitewasn their cow stables once each year, 

and keep the place reasonably clean and satisfactory to the in- 

spector of the State Board of Health. . 
We propose to make a return visit to all farms that fail to come 

up to a certain score, and if conditions are not improved enough to 

bring the score up to 40 or perhaps 50, we will make a formal com- 

plaint to the State Board of Health, under Chapter 15, Statute Laws 

of 1911, which reads as follows: 

SECTION 1. The existence or maintenance of any unclean, unhealth- 

ful, or unsanitary condition or practice in any establishment or place 

where food is produced, manufactured, stored, or sold, or of any car 

or vehicle used for the transportation or distribution thereof, is for- 

bidden. 

SrEcT. 2. For the purpose of this act the term “food” as used herein 

shall inelude all articles used for food, drink, confectionery, or condi- 

ment, whether simple, mixed, or compound, and all substance and 

ingredients used in the preparation thereof, 

And for the further purpose of this act unclean, unhealthful or 

unsanitary conditions or practices shall be deemed to exist if the 

floors, sidewalks, and ceilings are not properly constructed and main- 
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tained subservient with this requirement; or if food in the process 

of production, storage, sale or distribution is unnecessarily exposed 

to flies, dust, or dirt, or to the products of decomposition or fermenta- 

tion incident to such production, storage, sale or distribution; or if any 

person is being permitted to use as a sleeping-room any place where 

food is prepared for sale, stored, served or sold; or if any employer 

shall knowingly permit or suffer any person who is affected with con- 

sumption, tuberculosis, or any other communicable disease to work 

in such place; or if there is any other condition or practice which 
shall be deemed as endangering the wholesomeness of food. 

SEcT. 3. The state board of health, or its inspectors, or special 

agents designated for that purpose, shall have full power and au- 

thority at all times to enter and inspect every building, room, or 

other place occupied or used for the production, storage, sale or 

distribution of food, and all utensils and appurtenances relating 

thereto. 

And if any person, firm, or corporation is found to be violating 

any of the provisions o1 this act, then the state board of health shall 

issue an order to the aforesaid to abate the condition or practice in 
violation, within such time as may be deemed reasonably sufficient 

agua Such order shall be transmitted by registered ‘mail and 

the receipt of the postoffice therefor shall be prima facie evidence of 

its receipt by the person or persons affected. 

Sect. 4. The state board of health is empowered to make all 

necessary rules and regulations for the enforcement of this act; 

and it shall be the duty of local boards of health to assist in carry- 

ing out the provisions of this chapter whenever so requested by the 

state board of health. 

Srecr. 5. Any person, firm, company, or corporation violating any 

of the provisions of this act and failing to comply with the lawful 

orders and requirements of the state board of health duly made and 

provided in sections 3 and 4 of this act, or whoever hinders or ob- 

structs any inspector in the pursuit of his lawful duty shall be 

guilty of a misdemeanor, and upon conviction shall be punished by a 
fine not exceeding ten dollars. 

Snot. 6. All fines collected for the violation of this act shall be 
paid to the state treasurer. 

SrcT. 7. This act shall take effect and be in force upon its pas- 
sage. 

(Approved February 22, 1911.) 

RULES AND REGULATIONS. 

Under the provisions of this act, the existence or maintenance of 

any unsanitary condition or practice in any . . . creamery, 

cheese-factory, dairy, dairy barn, milk depot . . . ice-cream 

plant, . . . or in any car or vehicle used for the tronspostaaae 

or distribution of food is forbidden. 
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The sidewalls and ceilings of every . . . creamery, cheese- 

factory, . . . ice-cream plant, . . . shall be well plastered, 

wainscoted or sealed with metal or lumber and shall be oil painted 

or kept well lime washed, and all interior woodwork in such places 
shall be kept well oiled, or painted with oil paints and be kept 

washed clean; and every room, basement or cellar in which food 

is produced, stored or sold shall have a suitable floor of cement, tile, 

brick, wood or other non-absorbent material which can be flushed 

and washed clean. 

The doors, windows, and other openings of every food-producing or 

distributing establishment, during ‘the fly season shall be fitted with 

self-closing screen doors and window screens, which shall be main- 

tained in good repair. 

Toilet rooms shall be separate and apart from the room or rooms 

in which food is being handled. Such toilet rooms shall be provided 

with independent ventilation and shall be kept clean at all times. 

All persons engaged in handling food shall, before commencing 

work or after visiting the toilet, wash their hands. 

The clothing and persons of such employees shall be clean. 

All refuse, dirt, and waste products subject to decomposition shall 

be removed daily; and all trucks, trays, boxes, baskets, cans, and 

Orper receptacies, . . :. racks, tables, shelves, . . . and other 

utensils and machinery used in connection with the preparation or 

handling of food shall be maintained in a cleanly condition. 

Cuspidors shall be provided wherever necessary and each cuspidor 

shall be emptied and thoroughly washed daily with disinfectant so- 

lution. 

No person shall expectonate on the floors or sidewalls of any place 

where food is handled. The use of tobacco in the workrooms of any 

creamery, dairy, milk depot, ice-cream plant . . . is 

pArbidden; nor shall any such place be used as a sleeping-room. 

The foregoing rules and regulations were adopted by the State 

Board of ‘Health at a regular meeting held May 9, 1911.

Under the title “What Adulteration and Misbranding Are Under 

the Law,” is the following in regard to milk:, 

*“Milk.—The standard requires not less than twelve percent of total 

solids. Milk containing any visible sediment (manure, bedding, hairs, 

etc.) will be deemed as adulterated under the law, as will milk pro- 

duced from sick or diseased animals.” 

Thus the importance of clean milk is readily seen, and its pro- 

duction under clean, sanitary conditions is one of the most essential 

things in bringing about good results.

Openings other than leaks in the drainage system were found in 

26 places and same were ordered closed by the department. 

Ninety-eight bathtubs and washtrays were inspected. 

Sewage was found running upon the surface of the ground in 18 

places, and such nuisances were abated either by entering the sewer 

or carrying away in some manner not offensive. 

In doing the work of the department it has been necessary to 

make 3,986 calls and to write 277 letters. 
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Four hundred and forty-three complaints have been investigated. 

In 878 cases the inspectors have been able to give relief, and in 65 
cases it was found that no cause existed or that same was beyond 
the control of the department. 

Thirty-five complaints were made against the scavenger service; in 

each case the proper parties were notified and relief afforded. 

Thirty-six persons were found throwing garbage in the back streets 

and were warned against the practice. 

Private swi]l collectors have been warned 38 times to be neater in 

their work. 

Forty dead animals have been properly disposed of. 

One hundred and twenty-nine hens and small animals have been 

removed from cellars. 

Sixty-two swine and cows have been discovered being kept within 

the sanitary limits of the city without licenses. The same were 
ordered removed or licenses procured. 

Eight notices have been prepared and served and proper returns 

made. 

One hundred and seven catch basins or street cesspools have been 

inspected, and 31 have been flushed or repaired by order of this de- 
partment. 

A sanitary inspection has been made of 53 bakeshops and 23 stores, 

and 24 bakeshops have been ordered cleaned. Theaters have been in- 
spected 5 times, circuses 2, and sausage factories 12 times. 

Four laundries, 6 restaurants, 7 hotels and boarding-houses, 10 

creameries and 2 cemeteries were inspected. Eighteen junk dealers 

were found storing rags and junk without a license. 

The dumps have been inspected 26 times; found insanitary 6 times. 

Ninety-four nuisances not otherwise classified have been abated 

through the efforts of this department. 

Permits to the number of 1,582 have been granted for the burial 

and removal of dead bodies, and the returns forwarded to the city 

registrar. 

A statement of mortality has been prepared each month and copies 

sent to about 300 other towns and cities, to local physicians, etc. 

Weekly reports of contagious diseases have been sent to the State . 

Board of Health at Concord, the Marine Hospital service at Wash- 
ington, D. C., and to the superintendent of schools, and the city 

librarian. Samples of water, oysters, and ice cream were sent to the 

state laboratory for analysis. Ten hundred and eleven samples of 

milk were collected. 

Contagious and infectious diseases have been reported as follows: 

Measles, 172; diphtheria, 118; typhoid fever, 37; scarlet fever, 47; 

smallpox, 26; varioloid, 3; total, 403. 

In some cases disinfectants were being used and the inspectors or- 

dered their use in other cases. At most of these places instructions 

“_ 7 « ".* 7 
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were given as to their use, and in many cases the department fur- 

nished the disinfectants. 

In some cases patients were found well isolated, and in other cases 

inspectors were obliged to order isolation, and in all cases to give 

instructions as to the steps to be taken. 

Houses were watched to see that the rules of isolation were com- 

plied with anid several funerals were attended to prevent a too pub- 
lic observance of the same. 

‘Fourteen hundred and thirty-eight rooms where diseases had ex- 

isted were fumigated by the inspectors; 318 of these were for tuber- 

culosis. . 

About 3,000 pamphlets issued by the State Board of Health have 

been distributed in localities where contagious diseases existed. 

The shores of Lake Massabesic were patroled by the inspectors on 

Sundays, holidays, and through the week during the summer season. 

Icefields from which ice was being cut were inspected and several 

picnics and band concerts were attended to prevent the careless dis- 

posal of waste and rubbish in the lake or on its shores.

In compliance with law and ordinances of the city, I herewith sub- 

mit my thirty-third annual report of the fire department, it being the 

sixty-sixth of this city. . 

The department responded to one hundred and eleven (111) bell 

alarms, and three hundred and ninety-two (392) still alarms, making 

a total of five hundred and three (503), seventy-seven (77) more than 

the previous year. 

There have been two second alarms, one for the First Baptist church 

fire on the first day of the year, and the second one was on July 3, 

for a fire in the block of Mrs. Charlote E. Woodbury in the “Flat- 

iron” district in MceGregorville; ten have been false alarms, one hun- 

dred forty-seven (147) for grass, brush, and forest fires; one hundred 

and forty-one (141) chimney fires. 

The department has laid one-hundred and fifteen thousand, four 

hundred and fifty (115,450) feet of hose; “thrown” five thousand, two 

hundred and forty (5,240) feet of ladders; used four hundred and 

forty-eight (448) pony extinguishers, two hundred and eight (208) 

chemical tanks. 

The value of buildings and contents where the department has re- 

sponded to alarms, with the amount of insurance, loss, and insurance 

paid, as near as I was able to obtain, are as follows:

SOMERVILLE-STREET STATION: One second size Amoskeag steamer 

(with three-horse hitch), 1 two-horse hose wagon, 1 hook and lad- 

der truck, with a forty-gallon chemical tank and 200 feet chemical 

hose attached, 1 exercise wagon. 

In addition to the foregoing there is 1 hose carriage in Amoskeag 

on Front street, 1 hose carriage corner Massabesic street and Mam- 

moth road, 1 hose carriage, Goffe’s Falls, each manned by volunteers, 

5 sleds used as hosesleds in the winter. 

A new “City” ladder truck has been added to our equipment and 

located at the Somerville-street station. The aérial truck has been re- 

modelled, a Dahill pneumatic hoist attached, new and modern trussed 

ladders taking the place of the old cumbersome ones, and has been 

furnished with rubber tires and band brakes. Several of our wag- 

ons and trucks have also received rubber tires and band brakes, and 

we hope soon to have all the apparatus so equipped. 

THE BUILDINGS. 

A new station has been built at Goffe’s Falls, and one-horse hose 
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reel placed therein, and when the house is furnished will afford con- 
venient quarters for the newly-organized volunteer company. 

The lot upon which this house was built was donated to the city 

“for fire department use” by Mr. A. F. Nettle. Arrangements should 

be made for one of the horses of the street department to be kept 

and worked in that vicinity so that the horse might be available at 

all times to draw the carriage, in case of fire, any distance from 

the station. 

No material alterations have been made at the other stations, and 

the repairs have promptly and economically been made by the super- 

intendent of buildings. 

Considerable inconvenience and discomfort has been experienaas 

_sthis winter at the Central station in consequence of the deficient 

heating apparatus. The boiler, which was installed nearly thirty-two 

years ago, and designed to heat only about half the space now re- 

quired, could not be “rushed” hard enough during the cold weather 

to make the quarters comfortable. A much larger boiler should re- 

place the present one during the coming summer, whether our new 

Central station materializes or not. 

THE HORSES. 

There are fifty-five (55) horses in use in the department at the 

present time, and with but few exceptions, barring accidents, appear- 

to be able to perform the service required of them for the coming 

year. 
THE FIRE-ALARM TELEGRAPH. 

For many years I have advocated placing the wires of this system 

underground, in vacant ducts already furnished and reserved for this 

purpose by the New England Telephone & Telegraph Company, re- 

modelling the entire system, and locating it in a modern, strictly fire- 

proof building. The risk to life and property by retaining it in its 

present locality cannot be estimated, and the earliest attention of the 

council to this matter and a liberal appropriation should be given. 

The present system has been in operation for forty years and 

many of the original instruments are still in service; it is now over- 

loaded far too much for safety. 

The tower striker on the Bakersville school has been transferred to 

the East Manchester school building. Box 221 has been transferred 

from Taylor street and Holly avenue to Oakland and Woodland 

avenues, and box 36 from Amory mills to Elm and Sagamore streets. 

Three new boxes have been added, to wit: Box 221, corner Taylor 

street and Holly avenue (to replace 211); box 244, corner Hanover 

street and Mammoth road, and box 571, corner Shirley street and 

Rockland avenue.

All progressive municipalities are fast installing motor-driven ap- 

paratus, and I unqualifiedly recommend the purchase of another au- 

tomobile combination chemical and hose wagon for the West Side, 

thus giving the department another “Flying Squadron” and for the 
protection of property on that side of the river. The ability of such 

a piece of apparatus to “get there quick” and stop or retard a fire 

has been fully demonstrated by our Squad A in the fifteen months 

it has been in service. 

I would recommend the purchase of an automobile for the use of 

the chief engineer’s department. The horse now in service will soon 

have to be replaced for another one, or an automobile. 

I would also recommend the purchase of a chassis, upon which may 

be constructed a body suitable for fire-alarm work, and also be used

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aS an emergency wagon in case of brush fires, for carrying coal, in 

ease of large fires, and general use in the department. 

A two-door house on the West Side, south of Squog river, and an 

auto-drawn city truck is much needed and should receive your early 

consideration. 

1 would recommend the alteration of the hall connected with En- 

gine and Ladder Station No. 7 on Somerville street, giving more 

commodious quarters for the increased number of men who have 

been added to the company as well as making more room for a hay- 

loft. 

For a new fire-alarm headquarters I would strongly recommend a 

separate building rather than connected with our new(?) Central sta- 

tion. 

We should be considering the changing of our heavier apparatus 

from horse-drawn to motor-driven machines, by use of tractors. Some 

are already on the market and others are coming to the front, and 

practicable ones can soon be obtained. 

In closing, I wish to extend my thanks to his Honor, the Mayor, 

and city councils, particularly the committee on fire department, the 

police department, who have contributed to the success of the depart- 

ment, and to the officers and members for their cordial support and 

zealous work. .

Instructions to Keyholders and Citizens. 

1. Upon the discovery of a fire, notice should be immediately com- 

municated to the nearest alarm box, the key of which is in a cireu- 

lar box attached to the right side of the fire-alarm box. Keys are 

also in the hands of all regular police, and generally of persons at the 

corner or nearest house. . 

2. Keyholders and others, upon the discovery of a fire, or positive 

information of a fire, will unlock the box, pull down the hook once 

as far as it will go (without jerking), and then let go. Shut the 

door, but do not* try to remove the key, as it is locked in by a trap 

lock, and can only be removed with a release key, which is carried by 

each of the engineers, and they will, as soon as convenient, release 

and return it. 

3. All persons giving fire alarms are requested to remain by the 

box a moment, and if no clicking is heard in the box, pull again; if 

you still hear no clicking, go to the next nearest box and give an 

alarm for that. DON’T GIVE A SECOND ALARM without instructions 

from an engineer, or officer in charge of the fire.’ 

4. Never signal for fire seen at a distance. Never touch the box 

except to give an alarm of fire. Give an alarm for no other cause 

than actual fire. DON’T GIVE AN ALARM FOR A CHIMNEY FIRE. 

5. Never let the keys go out of your possession unless called for 

by the chief engineer. If you change your residence or place of busi- 

ness, where the keys are kept, return the keys to the same officer.

6. Owners and occupants of buildings are requested to inform 
themselves of the location of alarm boxes near their property; also 

all places where the keys are kept. Be sure the alarm is promptly 
and properly given. 

7. Alarms will be sounded upon all the fire-bells in the city, and 

the number of the box will be given thus: Box 6, six blows, 21% sec- 

onds apart, repeated three times. Box 212, two blows, pause of 614 

seconds, one blow, same pause, and two blows, 2—1—2, repeated three 

times. 

8. The engineers reserve the right to give one stroke of the bells 

at any time; and in case of testing the boxes, each test will be pre- 

ceded by one stroke of the bells. 

SPECIAL CALLS ON FIRE-ALARM. 

When more apparatus is wanted, without giving second and third 

alarms, the following special calls will be given: 

2—1 for Engine 1. 3—3 for Truck 3. 

2—2 for Engine 2. 3—5 for Truck 5.

2—4 for Engine 4. 3—?7 for Truck 7. 

2—5 for Engine 5. 4—1 for Hose 1.

Companies answering “special calls” will wait thirty seconds before 

leaving quarters, to prevent mistakes. 

THIRD ALARM. 

On THIRD ALARM all apparatus will respond. 

GENERAL ALARM. 

In the event of a fire of such magnitude that second and third 

alarms are needed, a general alarm will be given by striking TEN 

BLOWS, in which case all companies will respond. 

OUT-OF-TOWN CALL. 

For a fire out of the city or brush fire, 2—2—2, all companies will 

assemble at their respective quarters and await orders. 

ALL OUT SIGNAL. 

Two blows on the bells, which dismisses all members at company 

quarters. 

The signal will be given after companies working at a fire have 

returned to quarters, ‘“‘made up,” and are ready to respond to another 

alarm. 
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TEST SIGNAL. 
One blow at 12.30 noon. 

SCHOOL SIGNALS. 

1—1, with fifteen seconds between blows, closes primary and middle 
schools. , 

2—2, with fifteen seconds between the 2’s, closes all the schools. 
Time for giving same, 7.30 A. M., 11.30 A. M., or 1.15 P. M. 

MILITARY CALL. 

12 blows twice. 

Engine Whistle Signals. 

The following code of signals will be observed by members of 
the department: 

For CAPTAIN, or officer in command of company, one long whistle. 

For CoaL, two long whistles followed by_as many short whistles 
as indicate the number of the engine. 

To LIMBER UP, three long whistles. 

Entering a Building With a Line of Hose. 

All steamer and hose companies are instructed not to enter any 

building with a line of hose unless the stop nozzle is closed, except 

in cases there they can see the fire, and when their streams will 

reach it without damage to other property, due care being exercised 

as to whether their services are needed. 

Extra care should be exercised by hosemen of steamer companies 

in using ‘shut-off’ nozzles, shutting off to be slowly and gradually 
when steamer is working. 

Absent from City or Station. 

No permanent member shall leave his station to visit any section 

of the city without permission of the chief or a deputy chief engi- 

neer (or the captain in charge of his company), nor leave the city, 

or be granted leave of absence, without notifying the chief engineer 

and procuring a substitute to his acceptance, and the substitute shall 

be on duty before the applicant leaves his post, except on his regular 

“days off.” ° 

Any call member expecting to be absent from the city shall notify the 

captain of his company, and before leaving the city shall procure a substi- 

tute satisfactory to said captain. 

Substitutes running for and answering the names of any call man 

shall be entitled to the same pay, pro rata, as the call man for whom 
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they answer for the time they substitute, and the clerks of the sev- 

eral companies shall keep said substitutes’ time and notify the reg- 

ular call man of the amounts due from him and pay said amount to 

the substitute performing said service. 

Any member of the department not complying with the above 

rules shall be liable to suspension or expulsion from the department. 

The hour of leaving will be 7 o’clock A. M., and members will not 

leave their stations until the arrival of the spare driver. They must 

report promptly at 7 o’clock the following morning for duty. 

Those whose breakfast hour is 6 o’clock will remain at station un- 

til 7 o’clock on the dates of their “days off.” 

Should a fire be in progress at the hour of changes, men will re- 

main on duty until the “all out” is given, except permission is ob- 

tained of the chief, or engineer in charge of fire, to retire. Should 

a “general” or third alarm be rung while members are in town, they 

will be expected to report for duty on their days off.

With longer working hours, the use of the library has increased, 

more help has been required, and yet the actual cost of operation is 

but little larger. The bright prospect of a new and modern build- 

ing in the near future opened by the generous proposal of Mr. Frank 

P. Carpenter is cheering to every friend of the library, and encour- 

ages the hope that the promotion of literary culture and the widen- 

ing of the general knowledge of the community will be enhanced by 

a still more extensive use of this valuable public institution.

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LIBRARIAN'S REPORT. 

To the Trustees of the City Library, Manchester, N. H.: 

GENTLEMEN:—Herewith is presented the fifty-eighth annual report 

of the City Library for the year ending December 31, 1911. 

This year has been marked by several noteworthy occurrences. One 

of these was the lengthening of the library hours. Another was the 

campaign led by the Civic Committee of the Manchester Federation of 

Women’s Clubs to obtain an appropriation of $5,000 for an addition 

to the present building, to be used as a children’s room. A third and 

most remarkable event was the announcement made in 

Noteworthy November that Mr. Frank P. Carpenter for many years 

events one of the trustees, intends to build and give to the city a 
new library building. For years the present edifice has 

been so inadequate to the needs of the institution that the prospect 

of a fine, up-to-date structure with modern equipment and plenty of 

room seems like a heavenly vision. While we rejoice in this prospect 

we regret that the uncomfortable conditions which were to have been 

ameliorated by the addition referred to above must continue for sev- 

eral years. Though the appropriation of $5,000 for the children’s 

room was made by the city, it was thought best not to use it on ac- 

count of the limited time during which the room would be needed. 

In the last report a number of ways were mentioned by which the 

activities and usefulness of the library might be increased. The first 

of these suggestions, that of lengthened hours, has al- 

Longer ready been put into effect. Beginning with the first of 
hours October the library has been open from 9 A. M. to 9 P. M. 

each week day instead of from 10 A, M. to 8 Pp. M. This 

change has met with very general favor and the added evening hour 

especially has been an advantage to many readers. The extra hour 

in the morning also has been used by readers but still more by those 

wishing to return and borrow books, to whom it has proved a great 

accommodation. 

One other step forward has been taken this year. We have long 

desired and needed an attendant in the reading room. The extra 

assistant granted on account of the longer hours has 

Reading © made it possible to arrange to have someone on duty 
room there during the busy hours. It was November when 

this improvement was made, but though the time has 

been so short beneficial results are already apparent. It is hoped 

that 1912 will see several more of the suggested improvements put 

into practice. :

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The records this year have kept up to the high-water mark of last 

year, and indeed have gone somewhat above it. In the accession of 

books, however, this is not true, for the number of books added is 

considerably less than that of last year. The reason for this is two- 

fold. First, the larger number of assistants and the 

Circulation growth of the library have made greater demands upon 

and the general appropriation and consequently left very lit- 

accessions tle of it for books.

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Throughout the year, with the exception of the summer months, 

annotated book lists have appeared weekly in the local papers instead 

of monthly, as formerly. These lists are of great use to 

Book those who desire to keep in touch with the latest addi- 
lists tions, especially to such of our patrons as are unable to 

come to the library and are consequently obliged to send 

for their books. A bulletin issued by the library, in convenient shape 

to be kept on file, is much to be desired. 

For the first time in the history of the library it is necessary to 

record the death of a member of the staff. Miss E. Louise Newell, 

who had given faithful service in the library for seventeen years, died 

on February 6 after a very brief illness. She finished her work on 

Saturday afternoon apparently as well as usual. Before time to re- 

turn on Monday morning her life work was over. She will long be 

missed by those who depended upon her for their se- 

Staff lection of reading, and by many who were wont to call 
upon her for reference work. Her tireless zeal in hunt- 

ing out some elusive bit of information rarely went unrewarded. Her 

knowledge of the books and pamphlets in the library, gained through 

her long period of service, linked with a retentive memory, made her 

especially valuable in this line of work. It was she, too, who helped 

to make the library attractive by her collection of plants and flowers. 

Miss Butterick, who came to us in November, 1910, as cataloger, 

received the offer of a better-paying position in the Holyoke (Mass.) 

library and consequently left us the latter part of May. We cannot 

expect to keep workers after they become proficient while other 

libraries pay larger salaries, have shorter hours, and give longer va- 

cations than we do. One step in the right direction was 

Half taken last summer when a weekly half-holiday was 
holiday granted the assistants. It has been the custom for the 

employees at the city hall to have a half-holiday each 

week from the middle of April to the first of November, though the 

hours required per week, even during the winter, are less than at 

the library. The assistants have very much appreciated this priv- 

ilege, and we believe the library will not be the loser by it. 

One other assistant, Miss Aiken, left during the year on account 

of ill health. 

To fill the vacancies thus created, and also two which remained un- 

filled from resignations of last year, the following persons were ap- 

pointed: Miss Clara G. Wilson, Miss Maria F. Kidder, Miss Rachel 

Flint, Clayton V. McLean, and Max McConachie. The last 

Appoint- two named are high school boys, who work a few hours 

ments each week-day and all day on Saturday. Miss Flint, who 

came to us from the Lowell library, had taken a course 

in library science at Simmons college and fills Miss Butterick’s place 

as cataloger.

As was mentioned in the earlier part of this report, an additional 

assistant was granted on account of the longer hours. Miss Ruth C. 

Dudley of Guilford, Conn., having taken a course in library training 

at the Westfield Atheneum, Westfield, Mass., was appointed to fill this 

position. 

One pupil assistant, Miss Addie B. Fitch of Milford, N. H., was ad- 

mitted during the year and gave four months of service in return 

for instruction given. 

The repairs on the building this year, though very few, were such 

as to add materially to convenience and comfort. Tungsten lights 

with pull cords were placed in each alcove, and the 

Repairs shelves now are well lighted, as they never have been 

before. Much-needed awnings were placed over the west- 

ern windows of the wing. 

Though the library is very conveniently situated, it is entirely out 

of sight of the throngs of people who pass up and down 

Elm street Elm street, and newcomers to the city have not readily 

sign found it. This disadvantage has been overcome, in a 

measure, by placing upon Elm street a neat sign, saying 

“City Library,” with a hand pointing down Dean avenue. 

The result of the inventory this time is less discouraging than 

that of a year ago, the number of books unaccounted for being 164, 

about two thirds of which were juvenile; 33 of these 

Inventory were non-fiction and 131 fiction, the latter being largely 

recent novels and children’s books. Twenty volumes 

were found of those missing in previous years, which is a larger 

number than usual. 

The custom of sending the discarded books to the County Jail has 

been continued, and for the first time some books were 

Discarded given to the County Farm at Grasmere. As these seem 

books to have found a welcome, our discarded volumes doubt- 

less will be divided hereafter between the two _ in- 
stitutions. 

In conclusion, the librarian wishes to express her appreciation of 

the interest and cooperation of the staff, the courtesy of 

Acknowl- the newspapers in printing the weekly book lists and 

edgments numerous friendly notices, the kindness of those who 

have donated books, pamphlets, and magazines, especially 

those who have given subscriptions to periodicals, and of the con- 

tinued support of the trustees.

The records were examined and a list compiled, giving the name 

of the property-owner, and the location of the lot, the street front- 

age, and the license fee due upon each and every piece of occupied 

property within one hundred feet of a public sewer. 

The said list was given in hand to the city clerk, as clerk of the 

board of mayor and aldermen. 

The list comprised 1,017 names and a notice was sent to each one 

by the city clerk.

Cost KEEPING. 

The time book as kept by this office exhibits a complete record by 
days of each employee and the particular or several jobs each was 

engaged upon for each \day during the year. This method has been 

in vogue since this department was created and will be continued. 

In 1905 a new method (in this office) of keeping orders was begun, 

a card four by six inches being used, setting forth the nature of the 

order, date ordered, date done, and by whom done, transit anid level 

books and plan reference (for convenience), and each card numbered. 

This method was originally intended to do away with the many in- 
conveniences due to keeping orders in an order book. Beginning in 

May, 1906, the cost-keeping feature was added. This last method has 

proved satisfactory beyond expectation, a brief description of which 

follows: 

Size of all cards five by eight inches. They are divided at the pres- 

ent time into eight classes of work, board of public works (card or 

order) embracing all work done by this office for the board of public 

works, which includes all streets, sewer, and park work, and might 

properly be designated location and construction engineering. 

Chief engineer (cards or orders) include all preliminary office or 

field work, street surveys, levels for profile, cross-section, estimates, 

plans, details, etc., for the board of public works and individuals. 

Miscellaneous (cards or orders) include the setting of all sidewalk 

grade, staking out street line for abutters on highways, and for the 

staking out of sidewalk construction for any property-owner or con- 

tractor. 

Cemeteries (cards or orders) include all preliminary location and 

office work done for cemeteries. 

Highway bounds (cards or orders) include the work of setting 

bounds; it does not include the location of the points. This part of 

the work is done under chief engineer (cards or orders). 

Street signs (cards or orders) include street-sign work. 

Street numbers (cards or orders) include measuring for street num- 

bers, making numbering plans, assigning and putting on numbers. 
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Under office work, “stock” includes all drawing materials; under 

field work “stock” includes stakes, hubs, tacks, ete. Each team is 

charged in the cost record at twenty cents per hour based on three 

hundred and twelve seven and one half hour days per year. 

This price will cover cost, repairs, keeping, interest, and replacing 

new every ten years. 

Table No. 29 is a list of highway bounds set and reset during 1911, 

giving the location, material (concrete or granite), new or reset, 

cost of labor, team, stock (cost of bound), and total cost per bound; 

also average cost of concrete bounds anid granite bounds. 

Table No. 30 is a detailed statement of levels for street profile, and 

plan and profile work done under chief engineer (cards or orders). 

This table gives the location and limits of the several jobs, the length 

of distance covered, the number of lines of levels taken, the equiva- 

lent distance (under total distance) of a single line of levels, the cost 

of labor, team, and total cost of field work, the cost of labor, stock, 

anid total cost of office work, and the total cost of field and office work 

of each job. This table is given in detail in order to show the actual 

cost of field and office work of each job.

GENTLEMEN:—We herewith submit the seventeenth annual report, 

which comprises the details of the operations conducted by the de- 

partments of highways, sewers, street-cleaning, and parks and com- 

mons for the year 1911.

The board of street and park commissioners had control and super- 

vision of these several departments up to and including April 15, 1911, 

and for the operations conducted up to and including that time this 

board is responsible: William McElroy, chairman; Byron Worthen, 

Samuel J. Lord, chief engineer. 

April 15, 1911, the following law became effective: 

STATE OF NEW HAMPSHIRE. 

An Act to Establish a Board of Public Works for the City of Man- 

chester. 

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General Court 

SECTION 1. (a) The term board as used in this act shall mean the 

board of public works hereby created. 

(b) .The term city yards shall include all yards or premises, the 

property of the city used by the board in carrying on the business 

contemplated under this act, with all structures, appliances and build- 

ings that are or may be constructed or erected thereon. 

(c) The term highways shall. include all public avenues, streets, 

roads, thoroughfares, sidewalks, lanes, alleys, bridges and culverts. 

(d) The term parks shall include all public parks, commons and 

playgrounds with all structures, appliances, and buildings that are 

or may be constructed or erected thereon. 
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(e) The term public utility shall include every corporation, com- 
pany, association, joint stock association, partnership and person, 

their assignees, lessees, trustees or receivers, appointed by any court 
whatsoever, owning, operating or managing ‘any plant or equipment 

or any part of the same, for the conveyance of persons or property 
for a compensation; for the transmission of telephone or telegraph 

messages; for the manufacture or furnishing of light, heat or power 

for the public. 

({) The term sewers shall include all public sewers anid drains com- 

prising the city sewerage system. 

(g) The term street cleaning shall mean the cleaning, sweeping 

and the washing of highways, the collecting, removing and disposing 

of garbage, ashes, refuse (excepting dead animals), waste, and snow 

and ice. 

SroT. 2. A board of public works for the city of Manchester is 

hereby created to be composed of three citizens of said Manchester; 

the mayor shall by virtue of the office of mayor be a member of and 

chairman of the board. In the month of April, 1912, and thereafter 

in the month of April in every sixth year, the board of mayor and 

aldermen shall elect a competent person of said city to be a member 

of said board, to hold the office during the term of six years from the 

time of his election, and until his successor is elected and qualified, 

unless sooner removed. The member of the present board of street 

and park commissioners whose term of office expires in April, 1912, 

is hereby made a member of the board and said term .of office shall 

expire in April, 1912. In the month of April, 1914, and thereafter in 

the month of April in every sixth year, the board of mayor and alder- 

men shall elect a competent person of said city to be a member of 

said.board to hold the office during the term of six years from the 

time of his election and until his successor is elected and qualified, 
unless sooner removed. The member of the present board of street 

and park commissioners whose term of office expires in April, 1914, 

is hereby made a member of the board and said term of office shall 

expire in April, 1914. If a vacancy occurs, the board of mayor and 

aldermen of said city shall fill it for the residue of said term, and 

said board of mayor and aldermen may remove any member of said 

board, excepting the mayor, at any time for cause, but no such mem- 

ber of the board shall be removed without a hearing after reasonable 

notice in writing of the charges against him, and the vacancy thus 

created shall be filled in the manner hereinbefore prescribed in case 

of vacancy and at no time shall more than two members of said board 

be members of the same political party. The chairman of the board 

shall receive no salary for his services as member or chairman of 

said board. The annual salary of each of the other two members 

shall be fixed by the board of mayor and aldermen, and the board 

shall be furnished by said city with suitable offices. 
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Sror. 3. The board shall have full charge, supervision, manage- 

ment and control of the building, constructing, repairing and main- 

taining of all highways and sewers, the developing, improving and the 

maintaining of all parks and city yards, and the maintaining and car- 

rying on of street cleaning; they shall have the expenditures of all 

appropriations which the board of common council shall from year to 

year vote for such purposes, and all bills and payrolls for ex- 

penditures from the appropriations voted from year to year by said 

common council for such purposes shall be approved by said board 

before the same are paid by the city treasurer; they shall further 

have the power to regulate the traffic and travel upon, the placing 

of encumbrances in, and the moving of buildings through the high- 

ways of said city, the construction and maintenance in, over, under 

and along the highways of said city of all wires, pipes, poles and all 

other structures belonging to individuals, firms, corporations or pub- 

lic utilities, which now or hereafter may be permitted by vote of the 

board of mayor and aldermen to be placed in, over, under or along 

said highways. Said board is hereby authorized to provide for the 

furnishing and delivering of supplies and the performance of ‘any 

work contemplated in this act by contract, anid in so doing to call for 

proposals for furnishing and delivering such supplies or doing such 

work, and to make a contract therefor in the name and behalf of 

the city with the lowest responsible bidder, provided it shall be 

deemed for the best interests of the city, who shall furnish proper 

surety for the faithful performance of the contract, provided, how- 

ever, that in the employment of labor citizens of Manchester shall be 

given preference, and in the making of contracts such preference 

shall be stipulated for when practicable; said board shall annually 

between the first and fifteenth days of January transmit to the board 

of mayor and aldermen an estimate of the appropriations required 

for the maintenance of parks, city yards and street cleaning, for the 

constructing, repairing and maintaining of highways and sewers in 

said city for the ensuing year, and they shall make a detailed report 

to the board of mayor and aldermen of the doings of said board for 

the year ending December 31st of each year. The board shall make 

such rules and regulations governing the conduct of the business 

contemplated under this act as they may deem expedient, and they 

shall for the carrying out of the purposes of this act have all the 

powers now by law vested in the board of street and park commis- 

sioners, and the various city departments and officials of said city 

now having control of the matters covered by this act. 

Srot. 4. The board shall hold one regular meeting each month at 

2.00 o’clock P. M. on the Tuesday immediately preceding the closing 
of the city draft; special meetings may be held subject to the call 

of the chairman. Said board shall immediately after the passage of 

this act appoint a civil engineer and fix his compensation as agent 

of said board for a term of six years from the first Tuesday of 
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April, 1911, and thereafter in every sixth year, to hold office until his 

successor is appointed and qualified. The official title of said agent 

shall be engineer. The duties of the board shall be advisory in 
nature; they shall prescribe or lay out beforehand the work con- 

templated under this act. The duties of the engineer shall be ad- 

ministrative and executive in nature, anid to him shall be committed 

the carrying into effect or to completion all the work prescribed or 

laid out by the board. To this end said board shall delegate to him 

authority in the management and control of the office, horses, wagons, 

machinery, tools, equipment, buildings and other property provided 

for carrying out the work contemplated under this act, the author- 

ity to employ, appoint or hire, to dismiss or discharge such sub- 

ordinate officers, agents, clerks and other persons as he may deem 

expedient. Said board shall adopt a schedule of grades of relative 

positions, to include all subordinate officers, agents, clerks and other 

persons who are employed or may be employed in carrying into ef- 

fect or to completion the work contemplated under this act, and said 

board shall determine and fix the compensation thereof. But the 

minimum wages shall not be less than one dollar and seventy-five 

cents ($1.75) per day for the laborer; the engineer shall act as clerk 

of the board and shall perform all the duties heretofore pertaining 

to the office of the chief engineer of the city. 

Sect. 5. All acts and parts of acts inconsistent with the provisions 

of this act are hereby repealed and this act shall take effect upon its 
passage.

The work of removing the brown-tail moth nests was carried on 

through the months of January, February and March, 1911. Propos- 

als were advertised for and the contract was awarded to Daniel F. 

Cronin of Manchester, N. H., to remove all the brown-tail moth nests 

from the trees in the public highways throughout the city. The city 

was divided into districts as follows: 

District No. 1 includes that part of Manchester west of the Merri- 

mack river, and south of the Piscataquog river. 

District No. 2 lies north of the Piscataquog river, west of the Mer- 

rimack river, and south of West Bridge, Amory, Coolidge avenue and 

Kelley streets. 

District No. 3 lies north of District No. 2, west of the Merrimack 

river, and south of Amoskeag and Front streets and Goffstown road. 

District No. 4 lies west of the Merrimack river and includes the re- 

maining part of Manchester north of District No. 3. 

District No. 5 lies east of the Merrimack river, north of West Sal- 

mon street, Smyth and Kennard roads, and west of the Mammoth 

road. 

District No. 6 lies east of the Mammoth road and north of the Can- 

dia road. 

District No. 7 lies south of the Candia road and east of the Mam- 

moth road. 

District No. 8 lies west of the Mammoth road, south of the Cilley 

road and Baker street and east of the Manchester & Lawrence rail- 

road. 

District No. 9 lies west of the Manchester & Lawrence railroad 

south of Granite street and east of the Merrimack river. 

District No. 10 lies north of Cilley road and Baker street, east of 

the Manchester & Lawrence railroad, south of Valley and Massabesic 

streets, and west of the Mammoth road. 

District No. 11 lies north of Valley and Massabesic streets, west of 

Mammoth road, south of Lake avenue, and east of Canal street. 

District No. 12 lies north of Lake avenue, east of Canal and Frank- 

lin streets, south of Hanover street and west of Mammoth road. 

District No. 13 lies north of Hanover street, west of Mammoth road, 

south of Bridge and West Bridge streets, and east of Canal street and 
east of the Stark and Amoskeag corporations and also includes the 

Stark and Amoskeag corporations east of the Merrimack river. 

District No. 14 lies north of Bridge and West Bridge streets, east of 
Canal street, south of West Salmon and Sagamore streets and Smyth 

and Kennard roads, and west of Mammoth road. 

District No. 15 includes all public and parochial school yards. 

District No. 16 includes all public parks, commons and the city farm.

~-Under this contract .a-lability policy running to-the city of--Man- 

chester by its Board of Public Works covering accidents to the amount 

of $5,000 for any one person and not more than $15,000 for any one 

accident was furnished by the contractor. A bond was also furnished 

to the amount of eighty (80) percent of the contract price guaran- 

teeing the completion of the contract on or before the fifteenth of 

April, 1912, and to the satisfaction of the Board of Public Works. 

Five (5) inspectors were employed on the private work up to and 

into April, 1911, at a total cost of $314.41; each inspector had two 

climbers and one groundman under his supervision and to each in- 

spector was given a certain district and all trees within these dis- 

tricts were cleaned. 

A memorandum in triplicate was kept, giving the name of the owner 

of the property upon which said work was done, whenever such could 

-be obtained; the date when the work was done, and the location of 

the property wpon which the work was done, also the names of those 

employed, length of time, rate, and total cost of the job and remarks. 

One memorandum was left at the house, if there was such, provid- 

ing it was occupied by the owner, or sent to the owner in case the 

property was rented or not built up, the other two copies were turned 

in to the office of the board, one of which was delivered to the Board 

of Assessors and the other kept on file. 

Before the first of November, 1911, notices were sent to the owner 

of every piece of property in the city of Manchester, N. H. These 

notices were sent through the mail and the addresses of the owners 
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were obtained from the Board of Assessors and the tax collector, and 

it is presumed that every property owner within the limits of the 

city was reached. 

Many gypsy moth and elm leaf beetle infestations were found; 

the appropriation for brown-tail and gypsy moth does not provide for 

the extermination of the elm leaf beetle, neither has this city done > 
any gypsy moth work, such work to date having been under the su- 

pervision of Col. Thomas H. Dearborn, state agent for suppressing the 

brown-tail and gypsy moths. 

A census of trees was taken throughout the highways, parks, com- 

mons, schoolyards and city farm within the city of Manchester, N. 

H., by the district work inspectors during the prosecution of the 
1911 contract for removing and destroying brown-tail moth nests for 

the Board of tublic Works of the city of Manchester, N. H. 

The following is a table which is a summary of the elm, maple, oak, 

poplar, and other trees in each district. In prosecuting the work of 

taking the census all trees were located by streets and between 

streets giving almost their exact location.

REPORT OF TRUSTEES OF CEMETERIES AND 
CEMETERY FUNDS. 

Report of Subtrustees of Pine Grove Cemetery. 

To the Trustees of Cemeteries and the Board of Mayor and Aldermen: 

GENTLEMEN:—In making the annual report of the subtrustees of 

the Pine Grove cemetery for the year 1911, as I am instructed by 

vote of the board to do, I have but little out of the ordinary to 

state. 

The subtrustees were enabled to acquire the Mitchell farm, so 

called, of about twenty acres, with a house an'd barn, lying between 

the land purchased in 1910 and Mitchell street; also about nine 

tenths of an acre, adjoining that purchased in 1910 on the southeast- 

erly corner, was purchased for $202.50. For the Mitchell land $,- 

289.40 was paid. Of this sum $1,398.00 came from the unexpended 

balance of the bond isSue of 1910, and the remainder, $2,891.40, was 

paid from the appropriation, making in all $3,093.90 paid for land out 

of the 1911 appropriation, thus leaving available for the care of 

Pine Grove cemetery ‘during the year the actual amount of $16,- 

406.10. 

As the result of the land purchases of 1910 and 1911 the cemetery 

grounds now extend northerly to Mitchell street all the way from 

the Calef road on the east to the Concord and Montreal railroad on 

the west, and the purchases which extend southerly nearly to the 

south end of the present cemetery contain over one hundred acres, 

all available for burial purposes. 
The subtrustees deem that a very useful and economical action 

for the city has been taken in buying these lands, for they will meet 

the demantls of a good many years to come. On these newly ac: 

quired tracts are houses containing nine tenements, of which five 

are now rented. Three have been put in good repair, two of the 

empty ones are ready to be let, and needed repairs in the way of 

interior painting and papering are being made on the other two. 

For rent and water for these tenements $669.52 was paid by the oc- 

cupants in 1911. Owing to the expenditure of so much money for 

land a number of improvements intended and needed to be made, 

including painting the outside of the tenements, had to be post- 

poned. 
The entire balance of the appropriation for 1911 was expended in 

the care of the grounds and the development of new lawns. Against 
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this sum of $16,046.10 there was paid into the city treasury for the 

care of lots paid by owners or from the cemetery fund, for interments, 

removals, labor, use of chapel, sale of flowers, rents and sundries, 

the sum of $12,340.66, so that the actual cost of the maintenance of 

Pine Grove cemetery for the year was $4,165.44. 

As has been stated in several reports, the cost of maintenance in- 

creases-each year, and is bound to do so with the growth in the 

‘size of the grounds, for the labor called for increases proportionately. 

In 1911 the average number of men employed was eighteen. A mould 

was purchased for the making of cement bounds to mark the 

corners of lots, and quite a saving in the future cost of this neces- 

sary item is anticipated. At the cottage on the Ray land the water 

pipe was repaired and lowered to prevent freezing and some point- 

ing was done on the joints in the walls of Ursula chapel. A new 

flag-pole was set up on the Grand Army lot. There were laid 425 

feet of two-inches and 175 feet of one-inch water pipe, six new hy- 

drants were set. up and quite a number of old ones, which were out 

of repair, were put in working order. There were laid 350 feet of 

twelve-inches and 150 feet of eight-inches drain pipe, and four 

cesspools were built, TAB ABS a drainage outlet for quite a large area 

of the grounds. 

An addition to Chapel lawn, which will contain some forty-five 
lots, and on which the Clough mausoleum was built, was brought 

up to grade and partially seeded for grass. Considerable preliminary 

work was done on the proposed ‘‘rockery,” northwest of the chapel, 

such as putting in a foundation for a fountain, connecting water- 

pipe with the same, and building cesspools for drainage. A large 

section of border west of Spruce lawn was graded and graveled and 

is ready for the loam. ‘A bed of shrubbery and ia number of trees 

were set out in this border. The work of regrading the old public 

ground was begun. It has been covered with clay and partially with 

loam. ‘Twenty ordinary private lots were regraded at the expense 

of the owners and in doing that work 2,318 square feet of paths and 

borders were loamed and seeded. The Swedish Lutheran lot, con- 

taining 8,181 square feet, was regraded with clay and loam and re- 

seeded for grass at a cost of $500, borne by the society. The extent 

of grading ‘done during the year may be realized when it is consid- 

ered that in the work there were used 736 loads of clay, 125 loads 

of gravel, 100 loads of muck, and 788 loads of loam. Many trees and 

shrubs were set out in the grounds, and more in the nurseries. Most 

of the flowers came from the greenhouses and nurseries and the 

estimated value of the plants used is $1,800.00. 

It is interesting to note that on December 31, 1911, the cemetery 

fund for the care of lots and graves in the hands of the trustees 

of that fund was $143,744.72, being increased during 1911 by the sum 

of $9,560.76. Of the whole number of lots of all kinds sold from 

the beginning up to the same date 3261, 868 are under perpetual care 
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and 431 under semi-perpetual care, thus securing a continuously 

good condition of the grass and grading. During 1911 the owners 

of 446 private lots paid for the care of their lots, so that over one 

half of all the lots were kept in proper condition without any 

charge on the public treasury. And this proportion will continue to 

grow larger, as no lots are now sold without some provision for 

their maintenance at the expense of the cemetery fund. 

The trustees of that fund, following their established practice, set 

apart for the use of the subtrustees the sum of $1,000 for permanent 

improvements in the grounds. Owing to the lateness with which 

it was received, only $458.18 was expended in macadamizing 1,707 

square yards of avenues. The balance of the $1,000 will be available 

in the spring and will be used as needed. The subtrustees would 

express their thanks to the trustees of the fund for the donation. 

At the expense of the same fund, in addition to the usual work 
of watering and clipping the grass, 41 monuments and one mausoleum 

were cleaned, a large part of Pine and Riverside lawns was re- 

seeded with grass and seven ordinary lots under perpetual care 

were re-dressed. 

During 1911 there were sold 50 lots on various lawns, 11 single 

graves on Woodside lawn, and 7 single graves on Swedish lawn, mak- 

ing in all up to December 31, 1911, 3,261 lots sold, and 109 graves on 

Woodside lawn and 191 graves on Swedish lawn. There were plotted 

out and ready for sale on the same date 259 lots, and 16 single graves 

on Woodside lawn, and 399 graves on Swedish lawn. The 259 

lots are divided among the lawns as follows: On Chapel lawn 42, 

on Hillside lawn 12, on Acacia lawn 4, on Lakeside lawn 8, on Swedish 

lawn 9, on Birch lawn 90, and on Spruce lawn 94. 

The number of interments in 1911 was 316, of these 111 being in the 

Field of Manesquo on public ground, making the total number of 

interments to December 31, 1911, 9,526. Bodies to the number of 

twenty-two were removed from one grave to another, two were 

removed to outside cemeteries, and one was brought from outside 

to Pine Grove. Foundations were set during 1911 for 78 monuments, 

56 tablets, and one mausoleum. Two brick vaults were laid and. 26 

cement vaults. 

The appropriation for the Merrill yard was $100 and against this 

sum the receipts were $43, making the cost of maintenance $57. 

During 1911 both Pine Grove cemetery and the Merrill yard have 

been, as for many years previously, under the charge of Superin- 

tendent John H. Erskine, and the subtrustees believe that the ap- 

pearance of the grounds is the best evidence of his zeal and faith- 

ful care and justifies the subtrustees in submitting the results of 

his work and of their supervision to the favorable consideration of 

all the citizens of Manchester who are interested in the develop- 

ment and maintenance of those cemeteries.

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Report of Subtrustees of Valley Cemetery. 

To the Trustees of Cemeteries and the Board of Mayor and Aldermen: 

GENTLEMEN:—At the request of the subtrustees of Valley ceme- 

tery I submit this, their report, for the year 1911. 

The appropriation for this year (1911) was five thousand dollars 

($5,000), being five hundred dollars ($500) less than for the year 1910. 

The care of the cemetery, however, under the careful management 

of Superintendent Eugene C. Smith, was along the same general 

lines of the past few years, and speaks well for his efficiency and 

painstaking devotion. 

Of this amount appropriated some twenty-five hundred dollars ($2,- 

500) was expended in the labor of six (6) men working about eight 

(8) months during which time the cement wall on the driveway was 

extended westward frem the city tomb about one hundred and sixty- 

five (165) feet. 

The roadbeds to the extent of thirty-eight hundred and fifty (3,850) 

square feet were macadamized, five thousand (5,000) square feet of 

lawn were graded and seeded down, making in all about two hundred 

thousand (200,000) square feet now in landscape effect, or nearly 

one third of the whole cemetery. 

To do this work required seventy-one loads of loam, five hundred 

(500) feet of turf, while three hundred (2300) loads of sand were re- 

moved. The trustees pursued the policy adopted a year ago of 

planting where necessary additional trees, expending the sum of 

one hundred dollars ($100) in the purchase and setting out of ever- 

greens and birches, cne hundred (100) trees in all that are doing 

well, and with the one hundred (100) set out in 1910 will add much 

to the good appearance of the grounds. The superintendent has, 

with his own force of men, removed all of the brown-tail moth nests, 

having the work all finished before Christmas-time. We are pleased 

to be able to note that the ravages of this pest are decreasing, the 

amount of cutting or trimming of trees being much less than usual. 

In addition to all the foregoing there has been the usual care of 

the flowers, flowerbeds, shrubbery, and walks, all requiring more 

or less attention to keep them in the excellent condition which your 

trustees believe should be maintained. 

During the year fourteen (14) monuments, eleven (11) head- 

stones, twenty-seven (27) grave-markers, and eight (8) posts have 

been placed in permanent position, while thirty (30) of the old head- 

stones have been repaired or reset. 

As the years go by this eminently necessary work of repairing 

and erecting the older stones as well as the general care and mainte- 

nance of the entire cemetery will, if we are to keep to the excellent 

stardards of the past, require the expenditure of a steadily increasing 

sum, because the ravages of time are certain and inevitable, so that 

the wisdom of appropriating a sum less than in former years is not 

readily apparent. 
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While the amount appropriated for the cemetery is five thousand 

dollars ($5,000), the actual costs to the city for the care and 

maintenance of the cemetery is not that amount, for there was 

received during the ‘year for the care of lots, for tomb fees, and 

interments, nineteen hundred fifty-six dollars and fifty cents ($1,- 

956.50), so that the actual net cost to the city is only about three 

thousand dollars ($3,000). 

Unfortunately, this cemetery is not like its sister, Pine Grove, the 

recipient of any income from the sale of lots. When you consider 

that this cemetery has been used for over seventy (70) years, that 

it contains some twenty (20) acres, and has about thirteen thou- 

sand five hundred (13,500) bodies resting there, the expense of this 

maintenance is not excessive when compared with other cemeteries 

under like conditions. 

The interments this year were about the usual number, namely, 

forty-nine (49), while forty-three (43) bodies were placed in the 

tomb, almost twice as many as last year, but not exceeding the 

average for a number of years past. The entire number of bodies 

placed in the city tomb since January 1, 1889, is to January 1, 1912, 

thirteen hundred and twenty-eight (1,328). 

That the public do take an interest in the ‘‘Valley” is evidenced 

by the fact that the number of lots placed under perpetual care was 

increased thirty (30) in 1911, making in all two hundred and fifty- 

six (256), with two hundred and five (205) under annual care. This 

increase in the number of lots under perpetual care means also an 

increase in the permanent cemetery fund of the city, which, so far 

as this cemetery is concerned, now is nearly forty thousand dollars 

($40,000).

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REPORT OF SUPERINTENDENT OF PUBLIC 
BUILDINGS. 

To the Board of Mayor and Aldermen of the City of Manchester: 

GENTLEMEN:—As required by the city ordinance, I herewith have 

the honor to tender my first annual report for the year ending De- 

cember 31, 1911. 

In submitting my report to your honorable body, let it be my first 

duty to express to you my appreciation of the highly regarded coun- 

sel and assistance received from so many members of the city gov- 

ernment during my initial year. This encouragement, which is most 

gratefully acknowledged, has been ably seconded by the cheerful 

and efficient assistance rendered by those attached to this depart- 

ment; the inspector of buildings, Harry S. Foster, who has so ably 

assisted' me in the inspection and carrying out the work incurred 

upon this office; secondly, Mr. P. J. Stewart, clerk of the Depart- 

ment of Buildings, who has so ably kept the records and assisted me 

in the correct interpretation of the building code, and also those 

who have made up the repair division of this department; its fore- 

man, Mr. R. J. Barry, who has so ably assisted me in this depart- 

ment, as well as the inspections of boilers, gas piping, and the other 

things that come under this head. His knowledge and experience, 

obtained by so many years in the city government, his advice and 

judgment is most gratefully acknowledged. 

Many of those referred to are, as individuals, particularly worthy. 

of commendation for their painstaking efforts and results of their 

labor. 
The work of the repair division would, this coming year, be greatly 

facilitated if your honorable board could see fit to furnish this de- 

partment with some means of transportation. This is a much- 

needed equipment, and we hope to make a record for the work and 

efficiency in the department and to further justify the confidence so 

kindly shown toward us by yourselves and his honor the mayor. 

Several of the buildings throughout the interior have had a thor- 

ough renovating, kalsomining, and painting; but before going into 

details of the work done by this department I want to call your 

attention to the drinking-fountains now in the city schools. They. 

are of an old-fashioned type, installed in the sinks. No doubt a great 

many of the janitors throw their slop water, after washing the 

floors and other work that they have to do with water, into the 

691 
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sinks which contain the drinking fountains. It is my judgment, 

recommended to you for consideration, that these be replaced by in- 

dividual sanitary drinking fountains, set in upon pedestals, making a 

very modern method for quenching the thirst of the children, and 

I believe they should be installed’ in qy school in the city where 

it is possible to install them. 

I have in the last vacation installed in what is known as the North 

Main-street school two of these fountains, which could be viewed 

by your honorable board,-and I feel absolutely certain they would 
meet with your approval. 

I would also recommend at the Harvey, Mosquito Pond, and Web- 

ster Mills schools that an unfreezing closet be installed instead of 

the present vault system, and that running water be placed in these 
schools. 

Besides keeping up the minor repairs of the buildings that come 

under this department several of the heating and plumbing apparatus 

in the different buildings have been thoroughly overhauled, most 

notably the Varney school, where two new Acme boilers have been 

installed at a cost of $5,320.20, and also a thorough renovation as to 

frescoing the walls and ceilings. In this building we installed one 

additional drinking fountain. 

At the North Main-street school the entire plumbing and ventilat- 

ing has been revised and a new system established therein which is 

of the most modern type, together with the re-tubing of the boiler, 

the outlay in this work being $1,744.35. 

At the Highland school in South Manchester a new room has been 

finished eff on the upper floor and additional heating facilities in- 

stalled at a cost of $871.90. 

The Mosquito Pond, Harvey District, and Stark schools have been 

thoroughly renovated throughout with paint and fresco inside, 

which occasioned an outlay of $257.55. . 

Steel ceilings have been installed in various schools where the 

plastering was falling off; also metal weather strips have been in- 

stalled in several of the windows of the different buildings. 

I would especially call to your attention the fact of installing more 

of these weather strips to eliminate the putting on and taking off and 
storing of double windows. This matter of ponbe windows is an 

endless expense and should be abolished. 

Fire escapes have been installed at the Lincoln, Ash and Bakers- 

ville schools, and at the High school two Kirker-Bender tubular fire 

escapes have been installed. 

In several of the buildings occupied by the fire department repairs 

and alterations have been perfected, much to the benefit of the build- 

ing and the occupants thereof, notably the Webster-street engine 

house. 

A new heating plant has been installed at the Wilson Hill engine 

house and also at the Battery building on Manchester street. 
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Under the supervision of this department two new eight-room 

school buildings of the most modern type are nearing completion. 

Under this department a new public convenience station has been 

designed and erected on Merrimack common and will shortly be 

opened to the public.

city solicitor from September 18, 1911, to April 1, 1912. 

The following cases were pending September 18, 1911: 

In the United States District Court: 

Joseph Landry vs. “Manchester. 

Trial by jury and judgment for the plaintiff. An appeal was taken, 

and the case is now pending before the Circuit Court of Appeals. 

In the State Supreme Court: 

Harrington vs. Manchester. 

This was an appeal from the ruling of the county commissioners 

awarding nominal damages to the appellants in the laying out of 

Grove street. Briefs were submitted and judgment in favor of the 

city. 

In the Hillsborough County Superior Court: 

6889—Rodney N. Whittemore vs. Manchester. 

The plaintiff alleges an improper construction of a sewer on the 

part of the city, which deviated the course of the water from an 

alleged spring of the plaintiff. 

7343—Fred P. Danforth vs. Manchester. 

The plaintiff alleges that the city increased the flow of a certain 

brook running on his land so that it caused great damage. 

%356—Francena Laird vs. Manchester. 

Has been adjusted out of court. ‘ 

Since September 18, 1911, action has been taken on the following 

matters: 

Petition of the city of Manchester to discontinue a part of Monad- 

nock lane enough for the purpose of erecting the Maynard school. 

Petition of the city of Manchester to discontinue a part of Nutt 

road. 

Petition of the city of Manchester praying for an interpretation 

of the law relating to the settlement of paupers. 

Petition of the city of Manchester against the Boston & Maine rail- 

road, praying that the public service commission order the Boston 
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& Maine railroad to install certain alarm signals along certain grade 

crossings, has been continued for a hearing upon advices that the 
Boston & Maine would comply with the order of the city and install 

the signals.

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REPORT OF THE OVERSEER OF THE POOR. 

To His Honor the Mayor and Gentlemen of the City Council: 

In compliance with the city ordinances the overseer of the poor 

presents his annual report. 

The duties and responsibilities of the overseer of the poor are some- 

times simple, often complicated, but always imperative. 

One applicant may be reasonable in request for aid, while another 

will urge his ‘demands regardless of reason or justice. In some cases, 

after much perplexity, little satisfaction is gained in either giving 

or receiving. My aim in all cases is to give reasonable and needful 

aid without encouraging a spirit of pauperism. 

The necessities of the unfortunate and needy or the criticisms of 

generous-minded persons in their behalf cannot be fully met under 

the present statutes governing the actions of the overseer of the 

poor. . 

At the commencement of the year, after mature deliberation on 

the part of the overseer of the poor, an appropriation for the city 

relief was asked for, which was thought to be necessary, and as small 

as it would be safe, to last through the year and satisfy the urgent 

calls of the liberal-minded citizens; but other counsels prevailed and 

the sum was reduced so low as_to cause some distrust of my ability 

to make it suffice, but a determination was made that under no cir- 

cumstances would I exceed my appropriation. Consequently the most 

rigid economy has been the rule, in some cases causing sharp criti- 

cism from those unacquainted with the cause. 

The tables annexed will show the amount, kind, and detail of the 

work accomplished during the year, and are recommended to your 

careful consideration. 

I wish to extend my thanks to all connected with the pauper de- 

partment for their hearty codperation; also to all'the different chari- 

table societies for their kindly remembrance of the poor during the 

past year.

Amend section 407, “‘Thickness of Walls,” of the building code of 

the city of Manchester, by adding at the end of said section the 

following words: 

Ten (10) inch solid concrete blocks, made of slush concrete and 

approved by the ‘superintendent of public buildings, may be used 

for the first story of residences not exceeding three and one half 

(31%4) stories in height. 

Seven (7) inch concrete blocks, of like manufacture and approval, 

may be used for the remainder of said residences, but hollow .

SECTION 1. Amend ‘Section 19 of Chapter 19 of the Laws and 

Ordinances of the City of Manchester in the thirteenth line thereof 

after the word “sidewalk” by adding the following words, “except 

as hereinafter provided in cases of electric signs or advertise- 

_ ments”; in the twenty-third line thereof after the word “than” by 

striking out the words “forty-two” and inserting in place thereof 

the words “seventy-eight’’; in the twenty-fourth line thereof after 

the word “framework” by striking out the words “the body of 

such sign or advertisement shall not be more than three feet in 

width” and inserting in place thereof the words, “such sign or ad- 

vertisement shall not be more than six feet in width at the widest 

part”; in the forty-third line thereof after the word “‘its’ by insert- 

ing the word “average,” so that said section, as amended, shall 

read as follows: 

SEcT. 19. It shall be the duty of owners of trees on highways to 

trim all projecting limbs and branches of same to a height of at 

least eight feet above the sidewalk. No person shall place or es- 

tablish any awning or shade before his place of business or dwell- 

ing-house, over any part of any street or sidewalk, unless the same 

shall be composed of cloth and safely fixed and supported by strong 

iron rods or railings, so as in no wise to incommode pedestrians, 

and so that the lowest part of such awnings or shades shall be 

at least eight feet in height above the sidewalks; nor shall any sign 

or other fixture or construction be placed on, over, or across any 

part of any street or sidewalk, except as hereinafter provided in 

cases of electric signs or advertisements. Nor shall any person 

encumber the street or sidewalk before his place of business, or 

elsewhere, with any boxes, shelves, stands, merchandise, or other 

things. No structure to be used as an electric sign or electric ad- 

vertisement of any. sort shall be built, placed, erected, or hung 

upon or from the roof or outer wall of any building without first 

- obtaining a permit therefor from the superintendent of buildings 

of said Manchester. Nor shall any such sign or advertisement pro- 

ject more than seventy-eight inches beyond the street line, in- 

elusive of framework. Such sign or advertisement shall not be 

more than six feet in width at the widest part; provided that the 

distance from the street line to the inner edge of such sign or ad- 

vertisement (measuring from the side of such sign or advertise- 

ment nearest the building) shall not be greater than the distance 

between the inner and outer edges of such sign or advertisement, 
and that the said distance shall not exceed twelve inches from any 
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such sign or advertisement. No portion of any such sign or ad- 

vertisement projecting beyond the street line shall be less than ten 

feet above the surface of the sidewalk. No portion of any such sign 

or advertisement projecting beyond the street line of any alleyway 

shall be less than nine feet above the surface of the sidewalk, and 

shall not project more than three feet beyond the street line of 

said alleyway. The height of any such sign or advertisement pro- 

jecting from the walls of any building shall not be less than four 

times its average width. Both sides of such sign or advertisement 

shall be equally illuminated from dusk to eleven o’clock P. M. on 

Thursday and Saturday nights of every week and such other nights 

as a general opening of the stores exists, holidays excepted; pro- 

vided that said restrictions as to such signs or advertisements shall 

not be construed to apply to temporary banners erected and main- 

tained with the consent of the superintendent of buildings of said 
Manchester, and suspended across avenues or streets, and securely 

attached to buildings with the consent of the owners or lessees of 

such buildings; the lowest part of which shall not be less 7 

twenty feet above the surface of such street or avenue. 

Any such sign or advertisement now erected, on the top or on 

the outer wall of any building, or attached to a projection thereto, 

shall be removed when rotten or unsafe, or when ordered to be 

removed by the superintendent of buildings of said Manchester. 

No electric sign or advertisement shall be hereafter placed upon 

the roof of any building unless such sign or advertisement is con- 

structed of incombustible materials. Persons applying for a permit 

to erect electric signs or advertisements shall state the size of the 

proposed sign or advertisement and the nature of the materials 

of which it is to be constructed, and when required by the super- 

intendent of buildings of said Manchester, shall file in his office 

“plans and specifications for such sign or advertisement, which 

shall also show the manner in which it is to be attached to the 

building on which it is to be erected, and all such signs or adver- 

tisements shall be erected under the supervision of the superin- 
tendent of buildings of said Manchester. 

No alteration shall be made on any such sign or advertisement, 

erected or maintained under authority of this ordinance, unless all 

the provisions of this ordinance are fully complied with and a 

permit issued for such alteration. 

For the purpose of this ordinance an electric sign or advertise- 

ment is hereby declared to be any sign or advertisement constructed 

as follows: Signs or advertisements, all or part of the letters of 

which are made in an outline of incandescent lamps; transparent 

glass signs or advertisements illuminated with electric lamps; signs 

or advertisements with flush painted or raised letters and having 

a border of incandescent lamps. 

The number of incandescent lamps for each side of any electric 
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Sign or advertisement, prescribed in this ordinance, shall not be 

less than one lamp to each one and one-quarter square foot of sign 

or advertisement surface. 

No person shall hereafter install any electric sign or advertise- 

ment upon the outer walls or upon the roof of any building within 

the city of Manchester without first giving a bond in the sum 

of five thousand dollars ($5,000.00) with good and sufficient sure- 

ties; to be approved by the board of mayor and aldermen, condi- 

tioned that said party will indemnify and save harmless the city 

of Manchester from any and all charges, costs, expenses, judgments 

or damages caused by reason of any negligence upon the part of 

said person, or any servant or employee of such person, or by the 

use of any insufficient or insecure supports or attachments or 

improper or unsuitable or unskilled workmanship. in the erection, 

construction, installation or placing of any electric sign or adver- 

tisement that may be erected or installed upon the walls or roof 

of any building by said person. 

Seot. 2. This ordinance shall take effect upon its passage, and 

all ordinances or parts of ordinances inconsistent therewith are 

hereby repealed.

AN ORDINANCE creating Hook and Ladder Company No. 7, of the 

Manchester Fire Department.

That there be added to the fire department of the 

city of Manchester a company to consist of one permanent driver 

and eight call men; said company to be known as Hook and Lad- 

der Company No. 7 and to be located at the Somerville-street en- 

gine house.

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“Sect. 15. The collector of taxes of the city shall receive in 

full for his services for collecting all the taxes of each year, and 

for performing all the duties appertaining to his office, the sum of 

two thousand dollars, payable semi-monthly. 

“His official year shall end on the first day of June, at which 

time he shall surrender to his successor in office all moneys, 

books, papers, including the list of uncollected taxes, and other 

property pertaining to his office.

That the Laws and Ordinances of the City of Man- 

chester be and are hereby amended for the purpose of allowing 

the installation by the People’s Gas Light Company of thirty-two 

550 candle power are gas lights on Hanover street in said Man- 

chester. 

SEcT. 2. That the said Laws and Ordinances are hereby amended 

with the understanding that the maintenance of said lights be 

borne by the People’s Gas Light Company, and also that the travy- 

eled highway on which it is proposed to locate said lights be un- 

disturbed, and that the necessary poles be located, as required by 
law.

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Company to erect and maintain an overhead bridge across Nutfield 

lane, so called, in said Manchester, from its present store in Mer- 

chants Exchange, so called, on Elm street, to the Clough block, so 

called, on Manchester street in said city; said bridge to be built 

of fireproof material under the supervision of the superintendent 

of buildings of said Manchester and to the satisfaction of said 

superintendent and to be as follows: 

Said bridge to be constructed at a point about fifty feet north 
of Manchester street, to be ten feet wide inside, to be thirteen feet 

and six inches above the grade of the said Nutfield lane, and to 

make connections between the said. Barton store and the said 

Clough block on the second, third and fourth floors, with automatic 

fire doors on each floor. 

The said Barton Company to hold and save the city of Man- 

chester harmless from any claim from loss, cost or damage to any 

person or property occasioned by the construction and maintenance 

of said bridge.
