Abstract: All published localities of sawflies in the Carpathian Basin are listed and completed with about
4,300 new faunistic records of 554 species. Pachynematus (Larinematus) tatricus spec. nov. is described and
compared to Pachynematus imperfectus (Zaddach, 1876). Twelve species are first records for the fauna of the
Carpathian Basin, 35 spectes for Transylvania, 12 species for Subcarpathia, 16 species for Slovakia and 16
species for Hungary. Six species are deleted from the fauna of the Carpathian Basin, 4 from the Hungarian
fauna and 5 from the Slovak fauna. The history of the sawfly research in the Carpathian Basin is discussed and
the nature conservation status of the rarest species is evaluated. 782 species are listed from the Carpathian
Basin.

Introduction

The idea for the present monograph came from the roughly quarter millennium
anniversary of the sawfly researches in the Carpathian Basin that started in Royal
Hungary and continued in the successor countries from 1769 to the present.

Since the publication of the very first records of Scopoli, our knowledge on the
Symphyta fauna has been highly increased: more than 600 papers, books and mono-
graphs were published and more than 70,000 sawfly specimens have been collected in
and around the Carpathian Basin.

For our days, the known number of species from the firstly recorded 2 species reached
nearly the 800. By this high diversity, the Carpathian Basin has the richest sawfly fauna
in Europe.

We intended this paper to be the organic and modern continuation of the "Fauna Regni
Hungariae" and also "A check-list of Symphyta from Carpathian Basin". Our goal is to
list all the sawfly species of this region, publish all available distribution data from the
articles, provide new data on the occurence of species by elaborating of the different
museum collections, complete the nature conservation evaluation of the rare species and
outline the history of the Symphyta research from the very beginning until now.

We hope that this book will be a useful source of data for future faunistic and ecolog-
ical research on Symphyta of Europe and the Carpathian Basin.
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Method and material

This book has 2 predecessors, first and foremost the Hymenoptera part of the Fauna
regni Hungariae (MOCSARY 1900) issued for the celebration of the 1000th anniversary of
the establishment of Hungary and the unfinished series of Dr. Lajos Zombori, titled 4
checklist of Symphyta from the Carpathian Basin (ZOMBOR! 1974a and 1981a).

To find the earliest articles, published between 1772 and 1897, we consulted the
"Literature Hymenopterorum" (MoCsARy 1882) and the Fauna Regni Hungariae
(MocsAry 1900). The majority of entomological papers published between 1900 and
1925 were listed in the monograph of Dr. Irma Allodiatoris titled: "Bibliographie der
Zoologie im Karpatenbecken" (ALLODIATORIS 1966). '

For the history part, the papers and books of Abraham, Hrabovec, Karl, Kenyeres,
Kiss, Kolegka, Matache, MatouSek, Méhes, Moczar, Odor, Okali, Papp, Szakall, Téth
and Unghy were studied (ABRAHAM and PAPP 1994, HRABOVEC 1990, KENYERES 2001,
KoLESKA 1979-1991, Kiss et al. 2006, MEHES and KARL 1925, MOCZAR 2006, MATACHE

- 1981, OKALI 1984, OKALI et. al., 1996, TOTH 1989, 1994, 1996, TO6TH and ABRAHAM
1990, TOTH and SzaKALL 1988). Furthermore, we also studied the original works and
frequently even the manuscripts of the old authors (Mocsary and Frivaldszky). The
majority of the archive photos were copied from the Collection of Science History,
Hungarian Natural History Museum, Budapest.

For the identification of sawflies, the following books and papers were consulted: The
sawfly parts of the Fauna Hunagariae series by Zombori and Mdczar (MOCZAR and
ZoMBORI 1973; ZoMBORI 1982a and 1990a) the monograph on the sawflies of the
European part of the former Soviet Union (ZHELOCHOVTSEV 1988) and the identification
key "Sirokopasi - Symphyta" by BouCik and PADR (1957). The identifications were
checked with the aid of several recent revisionary works (HEIDEMAA and VITASAARI
2004; HEIDEMAA et al., 2004, TAEGER 1998, BLANK and RiTzau 1998, BLANK and
TAEGER 1998).

In the nomenclature of sawflies, we followed the names of the Fauna Europaea and the
Electronic World Catalogue of Symphyta databases and the Checklist of the European
sawflies (ACHTERBERG 2004; TAEGER and BLANK 2006 and TAEGER et al., 2006).

Approximately 30% of the total faunistic data are new. The new records are based
partly on the collection of the Hungarian Natural History Museum, Budapest, and part-
ly on that of the Institute of Zoology, Slovak Academy of Sciences, Bratislava. The dubi-
ous records were reidentified. However the complete reidentification was impossible
because of the high amount of probably lost old material and the exceptionally large
Carpathian Basin collection of the Budapest Museum, which holds more than 40,000
specimens. Furthermore, due to financial reasons, we could not study the Prague,
Vienna, and Zagreb collections and most of the small collections in the countries of the
Carpathian Basin either. The new records were mainly identified by the authors, how-
ever numerous new faunistic records were previously identified by Dr. Lajos Zombori.

The confirmed misidentifications are cancelled from the literature part of the entries
and the corrected data were put into the "New records” entries where they were appro-
priate.

The newly recorded sawflies listed under the "New records" entries are deposited
mainly in 2 larger collections: the Slovak sawflies in the collection of Institute of
Zoology, Bratislava, the Hungarian, Transylvanian (Romanian) and Subcarpathian
{Ukrainian) sawflies and about 10% of the Slovak sawflies in the Hungarian Natural
History Museum, Budapest. A
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The authors did intensive correspondences with the general managers, specialists, and
collection managers of the different collections in and around the Carpathian Basin to
explore their hidden collections and learn as much as possible about the origin, size, his-
tory and typical sawfly specimens of these museums. These results are published in the
chapter Sawfly collections in and around the Carpathian Basin.

Regions of the Carpathian Basin

The Carpathian Basin is a nature-geographic unit in Central Europe extending over the
political boundaries and surrounded by the Carpathian Mountains, the Alps and the
Dinaric mountains. Its border is more or less arbitrary and partly or entirely 11 countries
belong to this territory. It contains the entire territory of Hungary and Slovakia and sig-
nificant parts of Romania (Transylvania, partly Muntenia and Oltenia), Ukraine
(Karpatalja-Subcarpathia, Galicia), Croatia (Slavonia) and Serbia (Vajdasag-Voivodina).
Furthermore, Austria, Slovenia, Czech Republic, Poland and Bosnia-Hercegovina also
have smaller territories inside the Carpathian Basin (Beskid Mts.,, Muravidék,
. Burgenland, Semberija). According to MOCzAR (1972) the Carpathian Basin is divided
into 7 zoogegoraphical regions, namely: Pannonicum, Matricum, Carpathicum,
Moesicum, Noricum, Illyricum and Adriaticum. The Adriatic sea-shore (Adriaticum) is
not discussed in this study

The main natural regions and subreglons of the Carpathian Basin -like to the whole
area- are also extending over the national borders. These are:

Region 1: Norhtern Carpathian Basin

Subregions: ]

Northern Medium Mountains (Eszaki K6zéphegység: Borzsony, Godoll6i dombsag

Outer North-Western Carpathian Mts. (Kulso -Eszaknyugati-Kéarpatok, Vonkajsie
Zapadné Karpaty) in Slovakia, and small parts in Czech Republic and Poland.

Nograd-Ipoly/Ipel Basin (Nogradi-medence, Ipel'ska kotlina) and Sajo-Hernad/
Rimavsko-kosicka Basin (Sajé- Hemad medence, Rimavsko-ko3ickd kotlina) in
Hungary and Slovakia.

Selmec Mountains/ Mts of Slovenske stredohorie (Selmeci-korhegység, Slovenské
stredohorie) and Gomor-Szepes/ Slovenské rudohorie Mts. (Gomor-Szepesi-érchegység,
Slovenské rudohorie) in Slovakia.

Velencei Mts.,, Buda Hills, Vértes Mts. and Gerecse Mts.) and
Transdanubian Hills (Dunantili-dombsag: Villany Mts., Somogyi Hills, Zselic etc.) in

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History of the Symphyta research in the Carpathian Basin

Earliest researches in the 18th century (1769-1800)

We do nét find any faunistic data on Hymenoptera in the earliest handwritten docu-
ments except those on honeybees. The earliest mention of Vespidae is in the Magyar
encyclopaedia (Hungéarian encyclopaedia) by Janos Apaczai Csere (1625-1659) in
1653 and in the monograph titled: "Egy Jeles Vad-kert" (Afine Menagerié) by Gaspar
Miskolczi (1628-1691) written at the end of the 17thcentury (discussing the life history
of honeybees, Vespa crabro and other Vespidae). The first data on Cynipid galls were
published by Péter Mélius Juhész (1536-1572) in his monograph on botany titled
Herbarium published in 1578.

Considering these early data, research on Symphyta began relatively laté when
Giovanni Antonio Scopoli obtained a lecturer position at the Selmecbanya (Banska Sti-
avnica) Academy (now Sopron University of Forestry). The very first institute of
Symphyta research was this academy founded by Karoly the third (Kari the sixth of the
German-Roman Empire) in 1735. This "Berg-Schola” was reorganised in 1762 and
raised to advanced, academic level by Maria Theresia (queen of Hungary and Bohemia)
and renamed "Bergakademie zu Schemnitz". From 1769, Antonio Giovanni Scopoli
took over the senior professor position and began researching the minerals of the sur-
rounding mountains and the living organisms of the countryside.

Another important date in the history of sawfly research is 1769, when Scopoli start-
ed the first (book-format) scientific periodical titled Anni Historico-Naturales. It com-

prises 5 volumes, from 1769 until 1772.
In the last volume, the first sawfly data
were published irom the Royal Hungary
(probably around Banska Stiavnica). It
was a little laté, bat at the end of the 18th
century, the Linnean system spread all
over Hungary and insect-collecting
became more and more popular. Janos
Grossinger established the first scientif-
ic public collection at Kassa (Kosice)
convict. In this time, the most famous
amateur entomologist was Tobiads Koy.
Finally, gréf (count) Gydrgy Festetich
founded the Georgicon (Academy of
Agriculture) at Keszthely in 1797. At
that time, no research on Symphyta was
done at this school, but later, the plant
protection institute of this academy
(named  Keszthely  University of
Agriculture) became the Hungéarian cen-
tre of the applied Symphyta research
(focusing on Athalia, Dolerus and
Pachynematus spp.) in the 20th century.
Giovanni Antonio Scopoli (1723
Cavalese - 1788 Pavia) was the first sci-
entist who studied the sawfly fauna of
Fig. 1. Giovanni Antonio Scopoli the Carpathian Basin (Fig. 1). In 1769,
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he was appointed to senior professor of
the Metallurgical, Chemical and
Mineralogical Department of the
Selmechanya Academy (which was later
relocated to Sopron when the Royal
Hungary lost the former Hungérian
Highland and and now, it is called
Sopron University of Forestry), In his
ten years in Hungary, he made very
valuable contributions to the knowledge
of the Hungarian fléra and fauna
describing numerous new species.
During his  professorship  in
Selmecbanya (1769-1779) he wrote 7
important books: the Crystallographia
Hungarica, the Introductio ad histériam
naturalem and the Anni i-v historico
naturalis series. In the last book of Anni
historico-naturalis (Scopoti 1772), two
sawfly species were reported, namely
) Tenthredo femorata Linnaeus, 1758 =
Fig. 2: Franz von Paula Schrank Cimbex femorata (Linnaeus, 1758) and
Tenthredo marginata Linnaeus, 1767 =
Pseudocavellaria amerinae (Linnaeus, 1758). These species were the very first sawflies
recorded from Royal Hungary. Although Scopoli's collection was destroyed in two fires
in his house in Idria, he reestablished it and took it to Pavia with him when he left the
Academy. Dr. Peter Téth (Miskolc University) tried to fmd Scopoli's collection in Pavia
and in Verona, bat without any success. Scopoli's intensive correspondence with Kari
Linnaeus and with the professors of the Budapest University (Matyas Pillér and Ignac
B6m) are alsé important documents of his scientific works in this period.

After Scopoli, in 1781, Franz von Paula Schrank (1747 Vambach - 1835 Minchen,
director of the royal botanical gardens in Minchen) recorded one species, namely Arge
enodis (Linnaeus, 1767) from Tymaviae (Nagyszombat, Tmava) in his monography, on
the Austrian fauna titled: Enumeration insectorum Austriae (Schrank 1781) (Fig. 2).

Johann Ludwig Christ (1739-1813, Germéan Lutheran clergyman and Hymenoptera
specialist) described the First new species fforn the Carpathian Basin (Christ, 1791).
Beyond the description of Sirex hungaricus Christ, 1791 = Uroceros gigas (Linnaeus,
1758), no other Symphyta species were reported from this area in his book, titled
Naturgeschichte, Classification und Nomenclatur dér Insecten vém Bienen, Wespen und
Ameisengeschlecht

Janos KeréSztély .Grossinger (1728 Koméarom (now Komamo) - 1803 Koméarom,
Jesuit monk, director "ofthe Nagyszombat (Tmava) seminary and professor of linguistics
and grammatics, later director of the Kassa (now Kosice) convict and professor of the-
ology) established the First public natural history collection in Kassa (Kosice). His major
work in natural history is the monograph series titled Universa Historia Physica Regni
Hungaria (Fig. 3). The first four books described the fauna of Royal Hungary including
insects in the 4th book. The fifth book discussed the dendrology. The other 5 books
(botany and geology) remained in manuscript and are preserved in the manuscript-col-
. lection of the Hungérian National Museum. He accurately described the morphology and
life history of insects including the 2 genera of Symphyta known in his time, namely
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Tenthredo and Sirex. Sirex gigas (JJroceros gigas L.) and Sirex pygmaeus (Cephus pyg-
maeus L.) recorded firstly in the Carpathian Basin by Grossinger.

This monograph was the first academic-level zoological and dendrological textbook
written in Latin and completed with Hungarian and Germéan names and alsé a significant
resource for old Hungarian zoological names (old meaning from before the neology of
the Hungérian Language in the reform éra in the early 19th century). In this book, the
Hungérian "ievéldarazs" word (literally: leaf-wasp) was mentioned fgr the first time.
This is the name we are still using, although 7 years later, Janos Foldi (Foidi 1801) pro-
posed the name "Viragbogar" (Flowerbug) or optionally the hungarised Latin "Tentréd"
for Tenthredinidae that were nét generally accepted. For Siricid wasps (woodwasps), he
proposed the name of "fadarazs" (or "fadaras" in old Hungérian spelling, literally wood-
wasp) that we are still using instead of the old-fashioned "firészbogar" (literally: saw-
bug) proposed by Foldi.

In the last decades of the 18th century, Tobias Koy (1757 Wien - 1829 Buda, officer
of the Hungérian Royal Financial Chamber) took regular collecting trips in the hills of
Buda (now Budapest, in that time, the 2 cities: Buda and Pest existed separately). In
1800, he published the checklist of his collected species titled: Alphabetisches
Verzeichniss meiner Jnsectensammlung (Koy 1800). In this small, 65 pages booklet, he
listed 37 (actually 36) Symphyta species. This is the earliest Hungarian sawfly check-
list. The following Symphyta species were listed: Sirex gigas = Urocerus gigas
(Linnaeus, 1758), Tenthredo abietis - Cephalcia abietis (Linnaeus, 1758) (?), T
albicincta = Macrophya albicincta (Schrank, 1781), T. albicornis = Tenthredo crassa
(Scopoli, 1763), T atra = Tenthredo atra Linnaeus, 1758, T. blanda =Macrophya blan-

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da (Fabricius, 1775), T. capreae = Nematus salicis (Linnaeus, 1758) (?), T. carpini -

coerulescens —Arge cyanocrocea (Forster, 1771), T crassa = Dolerus gonager

ta (sic!) = Macrophya duodecimpunctata (Linnaeus, 1758), T. enodis = Arge enodis
(Linnaeus, 1767), T. ephippium = Eutomostethus ephippium (Panzer, 1798), T.femorata

(Linnaeus, 1767), T ribis —Macrophya ribis (Schrank, 1781), T. rosae = Athalia rosae
(Linnaeus, 1758), T. scrophulariae = Tenthredo scrophulariae Linnaeus, 1758, T. semi-
cincta —Tenthredo temula Scopoli, 1763, T. solitria - Tenthredo solitaria Scopoli, 1763,
T. sylvatica —Pamphilius sylvaticus (Linnaeus, 1758), T. tabida — Trachelus tabidus
(Fabricius, 1775), T. ustulata =Arge ustulata (Linnaeus, 1758), T. viridis =Rhogogaster
viridis Linnaeus, 1758 and Oryssus vespertilio —Orussus abietinus (Scopoli, 1763).

Symphyta researchfrom 1801 till 1920 in the Royal Hungary

The first zoological textbook of the 19th century was the "Természeti histdria. A
Linnaeus systemaja szerint. 1L tsomd. Az allatok orszaga" (nice archaic Hungarian, in
modem English: Natural History according to Linnaeus's system) is written by Janos
Foldi (1755 Nagyszalonta - 1801 Hajduhadhaz). In this book (Fsidi 1801), he men-

tioned 3 sawfly species, namely
Tenthredo capreae (actually Nematus
ribesi Scop.), Tenthredo rosae (actually
Arge ochropus Gmel.) and Sirex gigas.
He described the sawflies and studied
the hést plants and the damage to the
hést plants as well; his work is one of the
oldest plant-protection evaluations of the
sawflies in the Carpathian Basin after
Grossinger.

There were hardly any Hungérian
sawfly records in the first five decades of
the 19th century. Evén though this period
was characterised by intensive cultural
and scientific progress in Royal Hungary
(Hungarian reform éra, foundation of the
Hungarian National Museum in 1802
and the Hungarian Academy of Sciences
in 1825 etc.), this group was nét studied
at all except for the species-descriptions
by Johann Christoph Friedrich Klug
(1775 Berlin - 1856 Berlin, curator of the
Natural History Museum in Berlin).
Between 1816 and 1818, he described 9
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new species from Royal Hungary.
These sawflies were purchased
from Gustav Dahl, a salesman and
entomologist from  Vienna.
Tenthredo dahlii Klug, 1817,
described from the historical
Hungary, was dedicated to him.
Beyond the description of the new
species, he als6 mentioned the
occurrence of Tenthredo vespi-
formis  Schrank, 1781 from
Hungary (as "Tenthredo (Allantus)
pallicornis"). Unfortunately, the
localities of the newly described
sawflies were indicated like "Dahl,
Ungam", neglecting to name the
exact places of capture.

From the second half of the 19th
century,  Symphyta  research
became more intensive. N6t only
Hungarian, bat Austrian, German, ) ) .
French, and even English specialists Fig. 5: Janos Frivaldszky
researched the sawfly fauna of
Hungary. Nineteen years afier the 1848 revolutions (in Vienna and Budapest), the situa-
tion was Consolidated. Austria and Hungary were officially united and formed the
Austro-Hungarian Monarchy in 1867. In this time, Janos Frivaldszky established the
world-famous entomological collection of the Hungarian National Museum and pur-
chased the Koy collection from the 18th century. In 1883, Erné Kaufman started the
first entomological joumal, Rovaraszati lapok {Entomological Journal), bdt it did n6t
live even last fér a year. One year later, in 1884, Géza Horvath started the second peri-
odical called Rovartani Lapok {Journal of Entomology) that is now the Félia entomo-
logica hungarica. In 1880, the Orszagos Phyloxéra Kisérleti Allomés {National
Phyloxera Research Station) was founded. It was the predecessor of the Plant Protection
Institute of the Hungéarian Academy of Sciences. Different scientific societies and asso-
ciations provided a piacé fér the local entomological research, like the Erdélyi Mazeumi
Egylet {Association of Transylvanian Museums) founded in 1859, the Magyar
Természettudomanyi Tarsulat és Magyar Orvosok és Természetvizsgalok Vandorgydlései
{Annual Assemblies ofthe Hungéarian Society ofNatdré Scientist and Medical Doctors)
founded in 1841 or the Selmecbanydi Gydgyészati és Természettudomanyi Egyesiilet
{Selmecbanya Society of Medical and Natdré Sicences) founded around 1870. Ott6
Herman established the joumal Természetrajzi Fuizetek {Journal ofNatural History). In
this time, several museums were established in the country: in 1879, the Szeged
Municipal Museum, in 1882, the Carpathian Museum at Poprad, in 1889, the
Besztercebanya (Banskad Bystrica) Museum and in 1887 and the Matra Museum at
Gyodngy6s. The bases of the Natural History Department of Bmkenthal Museum
(Nagyszeben, Sibiu) were laid in 1849, through the foundation of the Transylvanian
Society of Natural Sciences {Siebenbirgischer Véréinfiir Naturwissenschaften, Erdélyi
Természettudomanyi Egyesiilet, 1849-1949).

Peter Friedrich Ludwig Tischbein (1813 Eutin - 1883 Eutin) described four new
species from Hungary (Tischbein, 1852): Tenthredo hungarica Tischbein, 1852 = T. tis-
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chbeinii Frivaldszky, 1877 (preoc. by Klug); Cephuspulcher Tischbein, 1852; Tenthredo
albopunctata Tischbein, 1852 = Tenthredopsis annuligera (Eversmann, 1847) and
Macrophya ratzeburgii Tischbein, 1852 = Macrophya postica (Brullé, 1832).

Gustav Mayr (1830 Wien - 1908 Wien, high school professor at Budapest) was the
first entomologist who studied the Hymenoptera fauna of Transylvania. In his paper
(Mayr 1853), he reported six, mostly common, Symphyta species.

Joseph Etienne Giraud (1820 Briancon - 1877 Paris) contributed to our knowledge
of the Symphyta fauna with the description of Cephus luteomarginatus Giraud, 1857 (=
Cephus pulcher Tischbein, 1852) based on 2 male specimens sent by Mr. Kovécs, col-
lection manager of the Hungérian National Museum, Natural History.

Leopold Aitton Kirchner in his catalogue (Kirchner 1867) mentioned two
Nematinae species described by Amold Forster (1810 Aachen - 1884 Aachen) from
Hungary, namely Nematus frivaldszky Forster and Nematus pyrosomus Forster. Forster
never described these species (as it discussed in Mocsary 1900) therefore these names
are nomina nuda.

In 1872, Ottd Herman (1835 Breznébanya - Budapest 1914: naturalist, ethnograph-
er, archeologist and politician, Fig. 4) published one paper on the Hymenoptera fauna of
Mez6ség discussing numerous sawfly species (Herman 1872 and Mocsary 1900).

Janos Frivaldszky (1822 Rajec - 1895 Budapest, entomologist, manager of the zoo-
logical collection of the Hungéarian National Museum, Fig. 5) published a paper on the
fauna of Maramaros (Transylvania) (Frivaldszky 1871), Temes and Krasso
(Transylvania) counties (Frivaldszky 1876). Thirty-three Symphyta species were listed
from Temes and Krass6 counties (Frivaldszky 1876) and 8 species from Maramaros
county. He described Allantus nigrilabris Frivaldszky, 1871 (= Tenthredo vespa Retzius,

1783) from the Szemenik Hill and
gave a new name for Tenthredo hun-
garica Tischbein, 1852 (Tenthre-
dopsis tischbeini Frivaldszky, 1877)
since this name had already been
occupied by Klug.

Karoly Brancsik (1842 Obeszter-
ce - 1915 Trencsén, medical doctor
and common health officer of
Trencsén county, Fig. 6) reported
numerous Symphyta  species
(Brancsik 1893) from the historical
Trencsén varmegye (historical coun-
ty around Trencsén in the Royal
Hungary, now Trencin in Slovakia).
Dr. Brancsik's entomological collec-
tion including Hymenoptera is
deposited in  Trencin  museum
(according to KoleSka 1979) and
few specimens were found in
Budapest either.

Only few, sporadic faunistic
Hungarian records can be found in
the monograph of Cari Gustav
Brischke and Ernst Gustav
Zaddach (Brischke and Zaddach
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1862, 1863 and 1865), namely: Abia
aurulenta  Sichel, 1856 from
Transylvania, Arge enodis
(Linnaeus, 1767) (as Hylotoma vul-
garis Klug, 1834) from Hungary
(after Schrank 1781), Arge frivald-
szkyi (Tischbein, 1852) (as Hylotoma
frivaldszkyi Tischbein, 1852) and
Acantholyda serbica Vasic, 1962 (as
Lyda populi (Linnaeus, 1758)) from
Banat.

In his monograph, Jacques Ernest
Edmond André (1844 Beaune -
1891 Beaune), enumerated 122
Symphyta species from Hungary
(André, 1879), completed with the
description of two new species,
namely: Tarpa mocsaryi Ed. Andre,
1881 = Megalodontes mocsaryi (Ed.
Andre, 1881) and Dolerus lucens Ed.
Andre, 1880 = Dolerus sanguinicol-
lis (Klug, 1818). Until 1881, 122 was
the total number of species recorded
in the Carpathian Basin. in the next
16 years, until 1897 (the closing date
of the manuscript of the
Hymenoptera part of Fauna Regni Hungéridé, Mocsary 1900), the number of the
recorded Symphyta species increased to 438.

Lajos Bird (1856 Tasnad - 1931 Budapest, ethnographer, omithologist and entomol-
ogist, New Guinea researcher, Fig. 7.) described Dolerus quadrinotatus Bird, 1884 from
Sz6lI6ske (now Vinicky, Slovakia) and later he reported 15 more sawfly species from the
Eastem Carpathian Mountains.

Artar Petrogalli (1850 Fehérkd, now Podbrezova-Vajskova In Slovakia - 1894
Trencseén (Trencin), grammar school teacher) reported several sawfly species from
Szitnya (now Sitno Mt. in Slovakia) (Petrogatti 1890).

The article of Jen6 Petricsk6 (1851 Csércs, now Circ in Slovakia - 1921, grammar
school teacher at Besztercebanya, now Banska Bystrica) published by the Selmecbanyai
GyOgyaszati és Természettudomanyi Egyesilet (Selmecbanya Society of Medical and
Naturé Sicences) in 1892 titled "Selmecbanya és vidéke allattani tekintetben" (Fauna of
Selmecbanya and its environment) (Petricsko 1892). In this paper he enumerated 31
species as listed in the detailed faunistic list below.

Friedrich Wilhelm Konow (1842 Mechow - 1908 Teschendorf, Fig. 8) described 27
new species from Croatia and Hungary between 1887 and 1907 (Konow 1887a, b,
1890a, b, 1891, 1892, 18953, b, 1896, 1903 and 1907). Ten of the described species were
collected from the Carpathian Basin bat several species have a dubious locus typicus, it
is impossible to decide whether they were captured in- or outside of the Carpathian
Basin. The majority of his types are deposited in Eberswalde (DEI), a minority in
Budapest. Konow's works on the Hungarian sawfly fauna was restricted to species
descriptions. We have no record that he would have visited Hungary. The sawflies from
Hungary probably were sent to him by Sandor Mocsary.

Sandor (Alexander) Mocsary (1841
Nagyvarad (Oradea) - 1915 Budapest,
royal councellor, director of the zoologi-
cal department of the Hungérian
National Museum and member of the
Hungarian Academy of Sciences, Fig. 9)
was the first Hungarian specialist of
Hymenoptera. He studied all Aculeata
and Symphyta groups of the world. His
faunistic works contained 7 papers on the
Hymenoptera fauna of Budapest
(Mocsary 1879), Zo6lyom and Liptd
counties (Mocsary 1878), Transsylvania
(Mocsary 1883 and 1874), Zemplén and
Ung counties (Mocsary 1875), Bihar
and Hajdl counties (Mocsary 1876) and
Temes county (Mocsary 1879). He also
described 25 new species from the Royal
Hungary, 23 ofthem from the Carpathian
Basin. In the high number of reported
species (processed in the faunistic part of
this paper), the following findings are the
most interesting: Dolerus pachycerus

from Homonna, Hylotoma thoracica var. pleuritica from Sashegy, Lipdtvélgy,
Nagyvarad, Facanos and Mehadia, Argefrivaldszkyi, Schizocera vittata and Schizocera
scutellaris from Budapest, Dolerus thoracicus from Hatszeg, Dolerus anticus from
Nagyvarad and Tenthredo sabariensis from Szombathely. In 1897, he completed the

Hymenoptera part of Fauna Regni
Hungariaé. This monograph comprised
the results of the zoological researches
and all available faunistic data of rare
and sporadic species from the Royal
Hungary, issued for the celebration of
the millennium of the establishment of
Hungary. In this monograph, he listed in
total 438 Symphyta species, dominantly
from the Carpathian Basin (somé places
of capture were from Dalmatia).

William  Forsell Kirby (1844
Leicester - 1904 London) alsé described
one species, namely Cephus mocsaryi
Kirby, 1882 (valid name: Trachelus
troglodyta F.) from Hungary in his
monograph titled: List of Hymenoptera
with descriptions andfigures ofthe typ-
ical specimens in the British Museum
(Kirby 1882).

Richard von Stein described one
species, namely Teuthredopsis opaci-
pleuris Stein 1884 (valid name:

Emil Malesevics (1858
Székesfehérvar - 1911  Losonc
(Lucenec), grammar school teacher)
reported 32 sawfly species irom Losonc
(Lucenec) (Malesevics 1892).

Imre Vellay (1850-1898, abstractor of
the Szeged Town Council, later scientif-
ic assistant at the Budapest
Entomological Institute) published a
series on the fauna of the environment of
Szeged. In the second part of this paper,
he discussed the Hymenoptera including
36 common and frequent Symphyta
species (Vellay 1899).

In the early 20th century, the most
important event in the entomological
history was the establishment of the
Hungarian  Entomological Society
(Magyar Rovartani Tarsasag) in 1910.
In this time, numerous museums were
founded in the countryside, for instance

in Pécs, Kaposvar, Bartfa (Bardejov) and in Liptdszentmiklds (Liptovsky Mikulas). The
cultural and scientific life (including the Symphyta research) was still active and very vivid till

the tragic events of the First World War.

Tivadar Ortvay (1843 Csiklovabanya (now Ciclova Montana, Transylvania) - 1916

Budapest, catholic priest, historian,
archeologist, member of the Hungérian
Academy of Sciences) published one
paper on the fauna and zoogeography of
the historical Pozsony varmegye (histor-
ical county around Bratislava in the
Royal Hungary) (Ortvay 1902) dis-
cussing 17 sawfly species.

Kornél Chyzer (1836 Bartfa (now
Bardejov, Slovakia) - 1909 Budapest,
doctor of medicine, botanist and zoolo-
gist, Fig. 10) investigated the
Hymenoptera fauna of Zemplén histori-
cal county (Chyzer 1901). His collec-
tion was deposited in the Carpathian
Museum at Poprad. Unfortunately this
collection was lost.

Jené Vangel (1864 Perkata - 1918
Budapest, zoologist, professor of the
Budapest University of Sciences, later
director of the Teachers College of
Budapest, called "Pedagogicum”, Fig.
11) published the list of collected insects
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by his students from various parts of the
historical Hungary (Vanger 1905). In
this time, he was the professor of nataré
history at the Teachers College in
Budapest. His students (like Miklos
Méczar, will be discussed later) had to
prepare and submit a small insect collec-
tion. These collections were deposited in
the college and their identifications were
reviewed by the experts of the Natural
History Department of the Hungarian
National Museum (later Hungarian
Natural History Museum). The identifi-
cations of sawflies, bees and wasps were
reviewed by Sandor Mocsary.
Jézsef Kiss and Karoly Olasz studied
the insect fauna of Arva Polhora and
Babiurga (Oravskd Polhora and Babia
héra Mt., Slovakia) recording two
Siricidae species (Kiss and O1asz 1907).
Bertalan Schin studied the insect
. . S fauna of Huszt (now Khust in Ukraine)

Symphyta species (Schin 1909). Schin (like M6czér and Henter) was alsé a student of
Jend Vangel at the Pedagogicum in Budapest (discussed earlier). In the summer holiday
of the 1907 school year, he collected the published Diptera and Hymenoptera species.
The identification was completed partly by the author and partly by Sandor Mocsary
(curator of Hymenoptera at the entomological collection of the Hungarian National
Museum).

Zoltan Szilady (1878 Budapest - 1947 Grosspdsna, teacher of natdré history at
Bethlen College in Nagyenyed (now Aiud) between 1902 and 1920, curator and later
honorary director of the Hungarian Natural History Museum between 1921 and 1934,
Diptera specialist, Science historian, Fig. 12). In two of his papers, (Szitady 1906 and
1914), he discussed the Hungarian (mainly Transylvanian) sawfly fauna.

In his monograph on Symphyta of Central Europe (Enstin 1918), Eduard Enslin
(1879 Niimberg - 1970 Numberg) compilled the records of the rarest species (61 species
from Hungary and 17 species from Croatia) that originally published in the papers of
Mocsary and Konow, completed with the description of Pontania hungarica Enslin,
1918 ( = Pontania viminalis (Linnaeus, 1758).

Endre Zilahi-Kiss (1873 Zilah - 1931 Szilagycseh, entomoiogist, doctor of medicine)
published two papers on the insect fauna of Szilagy county (Zirani-Kiss 1904) and also
on the various parts of Transylvania (Zirani-Kiss 1915) discussing numerous rare
species. Furthermore he described three new colour variadon of sawflies from
Transylvania and Croatia (Zitani Kiss 1927).

Miklés Moczar (1884 Kiskunfelegyhdza - 1971 Budapest, director of Teachers
College at Jaszberény, bee specialist, Fig. 13) and Henter Pal a elass mate of Mikds
Moczar at Teachers College at Budapest (called Pedagogicum), published records of 63
Symphyta species from the various regions of Hungary collected by the authors, Laszl6
Sztancsik and Jend Zepenidg (Méczar and Henter 1907), the identifications of the
young students were revised by Sandor Mocsary. In 1911, he reported 15, mostly fre-
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quent Symphyta species from his native
town, Kiskunfélegyhaza
1911).

Ferenc Pillich (1876 Szombathely -
1948  Simotomya, chemist  of
Simontomya town, Fig. 14) did really
great contribution to the knowledge of
the Hungérian sawfly-fauna by his busy
and exceptionally lucky collections
mainly  around  his  hometown,
Simontomya. His sawfly collection was
partly identified by Eduard Enslin. Since
Enslin rejected to publish the checklist
of the Pillich collection, Pillich pub-
lished these results himslef in 1918. His
daughter, Lujza Pillich (1914
Simontomya - , Fig. 15) continued his
work with one paper mentioning further
sawfly species around her native town,
She published her single paper on her
Symphyta research titled: "Mein erster
Versuch” (PILLICH 1930). Now, the
Pillich collection is one of the most sig-

nificant part of the Hymenoptera collection of the Hungarian Natural History Museum.
Arnold Mdller (Szaszrégen, 1884 - 1934) published a paper on the Transylvanian
Hymenoptera fauna mentioning few rather common Symphyta species (Mutter 1920).

Maximilian Sila Nowiczki (1826
Jablonow -1890 Krakow, professor of
Zoology at the Jagellé University,
Krakow) initiated the investigation of
sawflies (and als6 other groups of
insects) of Galicia (and the Krakow area
as well) and published 2 papers
(Nowicki 1864 and 1865) based on the
collection of the Dzieduszyckic Museum
at Lwow (Lemberg, Lviv). Fourty-one
sawfly species of the totdl 94 reported
species were captured in the Carpathian
Basin (Galicia had territories out of the
Carpathian Basin either). The sawflies
were divided int§ two families and 12
genera, namely: family Tenthredinidae:
genera: Cimbex, Hylotoma, Lophyrus,
Cladius, Nematus, Dineura, Dolerus,
Emphytus and Tenthredo; family
Uroceridae: genera: Cephus, Xiphydria

Edward Lubicz-Niezabitowski (1875 Bugaj w Wielkopolsce - 1946 Poznan, profes-
sor of Poznan University later director of the Natural History Museum in Poznan)
described three species from Galicia and Bucovina namely Allantus galiciensis
Niezabitowski, 1899 = Tenthredo flaveola (Gmelin, 1790), Taxonus alboscutellatus
Niezabitowski 1899 and Tomostethus testaceus Niezabitowski, 1899 = Hoplocampa
flava (Linnaeus, 1761). Sawfly species recorded from Galicia were published in two
monographs (Niezabitowsky 1897 and 1899).

Antoni Wierzejski (1842 Skala na Podolu - 1916 Krakow, professor of zoology at
Jagell6 University, Krakow) fisted numerous sawfly species from Galicia and the Polish
Tatras (without exact data on collecting localities) (Wierzejski 1868).

Symphyta research in the successors ofthe Royal Hungary

Hungérian Symphyta research from 1920

In 1933, the Hungarian Natural History Museum separated from the Hungérian
National Museum although it still worked under its supervision. The other important his-
toric event was the establishment of the Hungarian Plant Protection Service (Magyar
Novényvédelmi Szolgalat) and its countrywide network in 1932 that als6 gave piacé for
Symphyta research. Finally, in 1923, the name of the entomological joumal: Rovartani
Lapok changed to Folia entomologica hungarica and in 1938, the Fragmenta Faunistica
Hungarica was founded.

Sandor Pongracz (1887 Budapest - 1945 Budapest, entomologist, paleontologist and
general director of the Hungarian Natural History Museum, Fig. 16) described the one
known fossd Symphyta species of the Carpathian Basin, namely Protenthredo transyl-
vanicus Pongracz, 1928 from the Transylvanian Upper Miocéné. The type was lost,
probably during the Soviet siege of Budapest in the 1956 anticommunist revolution

when the paleontological collection seri-
ously hart by a bomb-incident.

Gusztdv Moesz (1873 Koérmochanya
(Kremnica, Slovakia) - 1946 Budapest,
botanist, mycologists, head of the
Department of Botany of the Hungérian
Natural History Museum, Fig. 17) pub-
lished the first monograph on the galls of
the Royal Hungary discussing the distribu-
tion of eleven gall-making Symphyta
species (Moesz 1938). He alsé studied the
large gall collection of Gy6z6 Szépligeti
(Moesz 1913). Beyond the cecidological
works of Moesz, C. Heinrich published
few Symphyta galls around Nagyszeben-
Hermannstadt (Sibiu) in Transylvania
(Heinrich 1916). Géza Balas of Sipek
(1914 Szatmarnémeti - 1987 Budapest,
professor of the Department of
Entomology at the Hungarian Academy of
Horticulture) continued the gall-research
of Hungary and published high number of
new data in the monograph titled "Pétlasok

Magyarorszag gubacsaihoz (Additions to the Galls of Hungary)" (Baras 1941b). He
alsé investigated the galls of Komarom county (Balas 1941a, 1943). In 1941, he had
chance to study the Transylvanian galls. He als6 published a series of papers on the gall-
fauna of the Hungérian gardens. In the second part of this series, he discussed few

Symphyta galls (Baras 1940).

Between 1938 and 1943, the very best
and well known zoologists and ento-
moloigsts investigated Transylvania and
the Highlands such as Imre Loksa, Zoltan
Kaszab, Miklés and L&szl6 Moczér,
Endre Dudich, Vilmos Székessy and
Géza Balés etc. Based on these intensive
researches, high number of sawflies was
reported mainly from Transylvania and
als6 from Kassa (Kosice) and Bars county
(Moczar 1941a, b, 1943, 19473, b, Balas
1941c, 1943). Due to these intensive fauna
research, nutnerous very rare species were
captured this time, fér instance, the unique
specimen of Urocerus fantoma F. from
Nagysall6 (Tekovské Luzany) collected in
1943,

Laszl6 Moczar (1914 Kiskunfélegy-
hdza - s6n of Mikdés Moczar (discussed
above), professor of zoology at Attila
Jozsef University of Sciences Szeged). His
first paper, where sawflies were men-

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tioned, was the "Data to the Hymenoptera-fauna ofKdszeg mountains" (Moéczar 1938)
recording 86 sawfly species. Between 1940 and 1943, he intensively studied the sawfly
fauna of Kassa (Kosice), (44 sawfly species, Moczar 1941), and Transylvania (76
sawfly species published in 1947). He elaborated the Gy6rfi and Dudich collections
from Bars county (14 sawfly species) (Méoczar 1947a). In two papers of his series titled
Hymenopteroldgiai jegyzetek 3 és 4 (Hymenopterological records 3 and 4) he provided
further valuable data of somé rare and sporadic sawfly species irom Hungary and
Transylvania (Moczar 1941b and 1943). In 1953, he published the list of Hymenoptera
of the Bétorliget Naturé Conservation Area (M oczar 1953). With coauthorship of Lajos
Zombori, they wrote the first part of Tenthredinoidea in the Fauna Hungariaé series dis-
cussing the Pamphillidae, Megalodontidae (Megalodontesidae), Siricidae, Cephidae,
Argidae, Blasticotomidae, Cimbicidae and Diprionidae species of Hungary and the
Carpathian Basin (Moczar and Zombori 1973).

In the communist éra, Hungary existed under the pressure of the Soviet occupation. In
this time, the most important event was the establishment of the first Natural History
Museum in the countryside, in Zirc in 1972 that named Bakony Természettudomanyi
Muzeum (Bakony Museum of Natural History, named after the Bakony Mts., north to
Laké Balaton). In 1952, started the scientific Journal titled Acta zoologica Academiae
Scientiarum Hungaricae that gave piacé entomotaxonomic publications. From 1966,
Acta Phytopathologica et Entomologica, the English language joumal of applied ento-
mology appears. With the end of the communist éra, the intemational cooperation and
common research programs became again intensive (Zombori and Ermolenko 1997,
1999, 2001, Zombori and Pascu 2003).

Janos Gydrfi (1905 Keszthely - 1966 Sopron, professor of Sopron University of
Forestry, Department of Forest Protection, Fig. 18) wrote two monographs: one on the
Siricid wasps (Gyé&rfi 1940) and one on the pine sawflies (Diprionidae) (Gysrfi 1957).

In these monographs, he studied the eco-
nomic significance of the sawfly pests,
discussing their control and provided
valuable data on the distribution of rare
Diprionid sawflies like Gilpina pallida
Kl., Gilpina socia KI. and Microdiprion
pallipes Fal.

Béla Ambrus (1909 Bellus - 1979
Budapest, director of the Pesterzsébet
Elementary School and school-inspec-
tor) investigated the gall fauna of
Hungary including sawflies of the
Hungarian national parks as well. In
these papers, he listed the gall-inducing
sawflies of Sopron area (Ambrus 1958),
the Kamon Arborétum (Ambrus 1960),
Szeged Tisza part (banks of River Theis)
(Ambrus 1962), Vendvidék (Ambrus
1963), the Bakony Mountains (Ambrus
1964 ab,c, 1968 and 1978), VAcratét
Botanic Garden (Ambrus 1971a),
Tiszakiirt and Tiszaigar Botanic Gardens
(Ambrus 1971b), Alcsut Arborétum

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(Ambrus 1974) and the Hortobagy
National Park (Ambrus 1978).

Jend Papp (curator of the Bakony

Museum of Naturé History in Zirc, later
curator of Hymenoptera at the
Hungéarian National History Museum,"
Braconid specialist) published two
papers on somé sawflies of the Bakony
Mountains (Papp 1961 and 1962)
describing a new color variety of
Macrophya montana (Scopoli, 1763).
With Zsolt J6zan (teacher at Memye
elementary school, Aculeata specialist),
they published the Hymenoptera species
collected in Sikfékat by Malaise trap
(Papp and Jozan 1995).

Lajos Zombori (1937 Szigetvar - ,
curator of Hymenoptera and assistant
director of the Zoological Department of
the Hungérian Natural History Museum,

Fig. 19) was the first after Mocsary who

studied intensively the Symphyta fauna Fig. 19: Lajos Zombori

of the Carpathian Basin with special

focus on the sawfly-fauna of Hungary, Transylvania and Subcarpathia. Retuming from
England, where he worked as assistant of Rébert Bens6n, he started the research of the
systematics and the faunistics of the Hungarian sawflies. Beyond the Budapest collec-
tion, he identified and published the Zirc (Bakony Museum of Natural History)
(Zombori 1973a, 1978b, 1979a, 1980a, 1982hb), the Gydngyds (Matra Museum)
(Zombori 1974c, 1979b) collections and the Dodero collection (depsoited in Genova) as
well (Zombori 1979¢, 1980 b, 1984a, b, 19853, 2008). His results were summarised in
the Fauna Hungériaé (Moczar and Zombori 1973, Zombori 1982a, 1990a), in the
Check list of Symphyta ofthe Carpathian Basin (Zombori 19743, 1981a) and The histo-
ry of Symphyta of the Carpathian Basin series (Zombori 2003, Zombori and
Ermolenko 1997, 1999, 2001, Zombori and Pascu 1998). He participated in the
research programs of the Hungarian Natural History Museum to investigate the fléra and
fauna of the national parks and natdré conservation areas: Bikk (231 Symphyta species,
1996a), Aggtelek (135 species, Zombori 1999), Barcs Native Juniper Woodland (45
species, Zombori 1985b), Hortobagy (99 species, Zombori 1981b), Kiskunsag (148
species, Zombori 1985¢c), Fert6-Hansag (108 species, Zombori 2002) and Bétorliget (89
species, Zombori 1990b). He published a series on the Symphyta fauna of his home-vil-
lage Nagykovécsi reporting 131 species (Zombori 1973b, 1975b, c). Furthermore he
described 10 new species irom the Carpathian Basin (see the list of sawfly species
described from the Carpathian Basin).

Werner Heinz Muche (1911 Radeberg - 1989 Radeberg) reported 2 sawfly species
from Hungary that he collected in an entomological excursion organised by the Budapest
Entomological Congress (Muche 1975).

Attila Haris (1968 Kaposvar - ). | started the Symphyta research at the Keszthely
University of Agriculture and completed my PhD. thesis on the ecology of wheat
sawflies (Dolerus, Pachynematus spp.) under the supervision of Dr. Janos Szabolcs and
Dr. Gyula Saringer (Haris 1992, 19944, b, 1995). Later, | expanded my knowledge to
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the whole Palaearctic and Oriental Tenthredinidae fauna. | elaborated the Nematinae and
Dolerinae part of the Aggtelek and Fert6-Hansag National Parks (Haris 1999, 2002) and
reidentified the Hungérian (Haris 2001b), and later the world Nematinae (Haris 2003b)
and Dolerinae collections of the Hungarian Natural History Museum. From 1995, 1start-
ed the research of the East-Palaearctic and irom 1997, the Oriental sawflies (n6t detailed
here) bat | never neglected the Carpathian Basin fauna either. In 2000-2001,1 compiled
the sawfly fauna-catalogue of Somogy county (Haris 2001c) and between 2000 and
2002, | participated in the research of the Latranyi Puszta Natdré Conservation Area
(Haris 2003). Between 1990 and 1992, | established the sawfly collection of the
Somogy County Museum, Kaposvar (published only in 1998) (Haris 1998). Dr. Lajos
Zombori offered me the Identification the Nematinae of the Zombori-Ermolenko sawfly
collection irom Subcarpathia that was published in 2001 (Haris 2001a). In 3 of my
papers (Haris 1998a, 2001a, b), | gave the descriptions of 6 new species from the
Carpathian Basin. Dolerus nigrominutus Haris, 1998, Pachynematus hungaricus Haris,
2001, Nematus flavominutissimus Haris, 2001 and Mesoneura nigrostigmata Haris,
2001 were described from Hungary, Pachynematus carpathiensis Haris, 2001 and
Pristiphora hoverlaensis Haris, 2001 from Ukraine. In the present project, my responsi-
bility is studying the Budapest and the other Hungarian collections. During this research,
huge amount of new sawfly records were presented from the various areas of the
Carpathian Basin, mainly from Hungary, Transylvania (Romania) and Subcarpathia
(Ukraine) and smaller amount from Slovakia.

Symphyta research in the Polish part of the Carpathian Basinfrom 1918

Stanislaw Kapuscinski (1910 Lwow - 1991 Krakow, professor of the Agriculture and
Forestry Department of Jagellé6 University in Krakow, later head of the Krakow Institue
of Forestry) studied gall-making insects (Kapuscinski 1936) and reported 12
Tenthredinidae (Trichiocampus, Pontania, Phyllocolpa and Euura spp.) species from the
Polish Tatras.

Jan Noskiewicz (1890 Sanok - 1963 Warsaw, librarian of Dzieduszycki Museum at
Lemberg-Lwow, later professor of zoogeography at Wroclaw Unifersity, bee specialist)
recorded three sawfly species from Galicia (N oskiewicz 1924).

Jerzy Obarski published a four papers series on the sawfly fauna of Poland provid-
ing exact faunistic data (piacé and time of captures, number and sexes of the collected
specimens). In this series, he reported 22 species from the Carpathian Basin, most of
them from the Polish Tatras and few species from Halics-Galicia (Obarski 1931a, b, c,
1933).

Maria Beiger (Uniwersytet im. Adama Mickiewicza w Poznaniu) studied the mining
sawflies of Poland (Beiger, 1959) with special focus on the fauna of the Tatra National
Park (Beiger 1970, 1979 and 1981). In 1982, she summarised her results in a nearly 100
pages monograph, titled Owady Minujace Polski, czesc 1, Blonkéwki, Hymenoptera
{Mining Insects ofPoland, Part 1, Sawflies, Hymenoptera) in that she discussed the mor-
phology, biology, life history and distribution of mining sawflies of genera Heterarthrus,
Messa, Scolioneura, Fenusa, Profenusa, Hintara, Parna, Fenella, Metallus and
Pseudodineura and alsé provided the description of their mines. In this work, she also
summarised the results of other Polish specialists (Michalska 19813, b, Pieronek 1962
and Nunberg 1947, 1948) so, in her paper we may fmd data on the mining sawflies pub-
lished by Zofia Michalska (Uniwersytet im. Adama Mickiewicza), Barbara Pieronek
(Akadémia Pedagogiczna im. Komisji Edukacji Narodowej w Krakowie, Wydzial
Geograficzno-Biologiczny, Instytut Biologii) and Marian Nunberg (1896 Lwow - 1986

Lwow, manager of Polish Forest Protection Research Institute and professor of Warsawa
University of Life Sciences).

Tornész Huflejt (curator of Hymenoptera, Museum and Institute of Zoology of the
Polish Academy of Sciences, Warsawa) reported 96 Symphyta species irom the Polish
Tatras (Hufiejt 1976) and discussed the distribution and hést plants of Cephus pulcher
Tischb. in Poland (Hufiejt 2007). In 1997, he summarized the faunistic data of Poland
in a check list (in total 609 recorded species) containing numerous records from the
Polish Carpathians (Hufiejt 1997).

Symphyta research in the Soviet and Ukrainian part ofthe Carpathian Basin
(Karpétalja, Subcarpathia) from 1920

The so called "Ukrainian Carpathian Mts." was partly Hungaridn (Munké&cs-
Mukachevo and Ungvar-Uzhgorod region) and partly Polish territories in the Austrian
part of the Austro-Hungarian Monarchy (Lwow-Lemberg and Sambor region). So, the
earliest sawfly researches were done by Polish authors as it discussed in the entry titles
"Polish Symphyta researches in East Galicia (Halics, Lodoméria and Beskid Mts.)
between 1864 and 1918". Further sawfly data were recorded in Mocsary's monographs
(Mocsary 1900) from the Hungaridn part of Subcarpathia around Munkéacs
(Mukachevo). After 1920, Gregor als6 studied the Symphyta fauna of Subcarpathia
(Gregor 1927). In that time, this area was Czehoslovak holding till the Soviet occupa-
tion. The earliest Ukrainian research started in the laté fifties of the 20th century, in the
Post-Stalinist Soviet Union.

Ivan Ivanovits Bokotey (1928 Drotnici - 2007 Ungvar (Uzhgorod), lecturer of zool-
ogy at the Uzhgorod University) started the investigation of the sawfly fauna of
Subcarpathia and published 12 papers. He als6 described 2 new species. The name of
Rhogogaster carpathica was published firstly in a proceeding of an entomological con-

ference, unfortunately Bokotey only
mentioned his new findings bit did n6t
provide any description. Rhogogaster
carpathica was identified by Bokotey.
Zhelochovtsev (1988) included this
species in his key and as a result of this,
the author of the species is
Zhelochovtsev and nét Bokotey.

Valeri Mikhailovich Ermolenko
(1920 Sostka Sumskoi - 2006 Kiev,
sawfly specialist of the Schmallhausen
Institute, Kiev, Fig. 20) published 7
papers on the sawfly fauna of
Subcarpathia and described 3 new
species. He alsd wrote two books on
Cimbicidae, Blasticotomidae, Argidae,
Diprionidae, Tenthredinidae: Seland-
rinae and Dolerinae species of Ukraine
outlining the biology and distribution of
sawflies in Subcarpathia. Unfortunately,
in his papers (similarly to those of

Bokotey) we hardly find any specific
Fig. 20: Valeri Mikhailovich Ermolenko data (hames Of localities) since he
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reported the localities like Ukrainian Carpathians, Zakarpatskaya oblast but never men-
tioned the names of the villages or towns where the sawflies were collected. His large
personal sawfly-collection was donated to the Hungarian Natural History Museum,
Budapest. His types are preserved in Schmallhausen Institute, Kiev.

Symphyta researches in Czechoslovakia, in Slovakia and in the Czech part of the
Carpathian Basinfrom 1918

Sawfly research in Czechoslovakia

In the first Czechoslovak republic (1918-1939), several Czech entomologists studied
the Symphyta fauna of Slovakia and eastem Moravia.

Emil Bayer (1875 Jicin - 1947 Bmo, professor of zoology at the Agricultural
University in Bmo) was gall-specialist. He reported firstly the occurrence of the arcto-
alpine Pontania reticulatae species in the Tatra Mts in 1932.

Eduard Baudys (1886 Horice - 1968 Bmo, professor of zoology at the Agricultural
University in Bmo, phytopathologist and gall specidlist) published records of numerous
gall-making sawflies of genera Hoplocampoides, Euura, Pontania and Phyllocolpa from
Slovakia and Moravia.

Franitsek Gregor (1896 Ubusin -1942 Mathausen, middle school teacher) was the
single hymnenopterologist who studied intensively the sawflies in the first Czechoslovak
republic. In the fourties, Gregor and Leontin Bat’a (1885-1952, Czech hymenoptero-
logist and lepidopterologist) summarized all available faunistic data on Symphyta of
Czechoslovakia and listed 66 species from Slovakia (mostly indefinite records:
"Slovakia") (Gregor Bai’a 1940, 1941, 1942). Most of their sawfly records came from
the Czech Republic that contains data including the Czech Carpathian Basin (Eastem
Moravia) (Gregor Bai’a 1940, 1941, 1942). Gregor investigated the Symphyta fauna of
Subcarpathia either (Gregor 1927).

After the World War Two several Slovak and Czech specialists published sawfly-
records from Slovakia

V. Greco (1966) published the first indefmite record and later Blahutiak (1991) the
first exact record a widely distributed sawfly Hoplocampaflava from Slovakia.

Jan Patocka (professor, Lepidoptera specidlist from Zvolen), studied the insects asso-
ciated with oaks (with main focus on Lepidopera) (Patoika etal. 1962). This study con-
tains the first Slovak records of two rare sawflies, namely Apethymus cerris and
Periclista albipennis. -

Emil Marié Hachler (1910 Kyjov -1996 Hodonin) summarized the knowledge on
European Xiphydriidae and Siricidae (Hachier 1944, 1949) and recorded the occur-
rence of Tremexfuscicornis firstly in Slovakia (without exact locality data).

Karéi Benes (1938 Praha - , secundary school teacher, Fig. 21) remarkably widened
our knowledge on the Symphyta fauna of Central Europe. His systematic studies contain
several faunistic records from the Tatras Mts and north Slovakia (BeneS 1962, 1967,
1975). In 1961, he described a new species: Rhadinoceraea bensoni and reported this
species from Murédn (Slovakia) (BeneS 1961). In the checklist of Czechoslovak
Symphyta, Benes listed 335 species from Slovakia (BeneS 1989). In this checklist, he
included the data of Leighton H. Woollatt's expedition in the High Tatras Mts in 1970
(the matériai was deposited in Hope Museum, Oxford).

Zdenék Padr (1923 - Praha, 1997, Czeh biochemist, Fig. 22) recorded 23 Symphyta
species first in Slovakia (Padr 1990). With Zdenék Boucek (1924 Hradec Kralové -
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Fig. 21: Karéi Benes (left) and M. Kraus (right)

Czech hymenopterologist), he published the nrst and still the only Identification key for
the Symphyta of Czechoslovakia (Boucek and Padr 1957). This key is still useful for the
identification of most genera and about 70% of the species of the North Carpathian
Basin. Padr was successful collector of
Symphyta: his large collection is divided
int6 the collections of several museums.
The sawflies collected by Padr in
Slovakia were deposited in the
Bratislava and Martin  museums
(Slovakia).
Sylvia Siekel’ova, born Roncheti
(1952 Povazska Bystrica - ) elaborated
the Symphyta assemblages in several
naturé protection areas of Slovakia in
her master and doctoral thesis
(Roncheti 1975, 1977). Later, she
investigated the sawfly fauna of two val-
leys in the Velka Fatra Mts that counted
66 species (Siekelova 1980).
Adela Belakova (1932 Hornany - |,
associated professor of entomology at
Comenius University, Bratislava) report-
ed 17 species from the Rozsutec Mt.
national naturé reserve in the Mala Fatra

Mts (Belakova 1981). Fig. 22: Zdenék Padr
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Jana Jendekova (1960 Bratislava -) focused on the Symphyta fauna of southwestem
Slovakia. In her master thesis, she reported 93 species from the Devinska Kobyla nation-
al natdré reserve (Jendekova 1984). She partly elaborated the Symphyta collection of
the Slovak National Museum in Bratislava recording 103 species irom SW Slovakia
(Jendekova 1988).

Sawfly research in Slovakia

Pavel Hrubik (1941 Senné (near Vefky Kirtis) - , professor at the Agricultural
University in Nitra) published records of several Symphyta species associated with
urban or park vegetation (Hrubik 1988; Juhasova and Hrubik 1984) and oaks (H rubik
etal. 1995).

Jozef Lukds (Trencin, 1949 - , entomologist at Comenius University in Bratislava)
(Fig. 23) studied the Symphyta fauna of Slovakia reporting firstly the occurrence of 12
sawfly species (LukaS 1991, 1992b, Rolter and LukaS 1999). He alsé studied the
sawflies of the Devinska Kobyla national naturé reserve (SW Slovakia) listing 196
species, 12 of them were First records for Slovakia again (LukaS 1992a). So, Devinska
Kobyla became the one of the best researched small scale locality in the Carpathian
Basin. Furhtermore, Roller recently listed 250 species from this piacé either (Rotter
2005). In 1998, Lukas and Jana Schlarmannova recorded 16 Symphyta species from
Biele Karpaty Mts, West Slovakia (LukaS and Schiarmannova 1998).

Zdenék Uerny (Czech entomologist from Mratin near Prague) published a paper on
the Hymenoptera of Ponitrie protected landscape area recording 22 Symphyta species
(Cerny 1993).

Pavol Berec (1958 Trencin - , entomologist) discussed the distribution of
Rhadinoceraea reitteri Knw. in Slovakia (Berec 1997).

Julius Jamnicky (1924 Pamica - , forestry zoologist) studied the sawflies associated
with Pinus mugo and Pinus cembra in the High Tatras Mts. providing data on their dis-
tribution (Jamnicky 1963, 1988, 1990).

Miroslav Uradnik (1970 Banska Stiavnica - , entomologist) and Jan Kulfan (1957
Myjava - entomologist at the Institute of Forest Ecology, Slovak Academy of Sciences,
Zvolen) remarkably contributed to the knowledge of sawflies associated with Norway
spruce (U radnik and Kulfan 2002, U radnik 2006). With the coauthorship of Ladislav
Roller, Uradnik reported several first records of sawfly species collected in spruce
forests of Central and Northern Slovakia (U radnik and Rolier 2000, 2002).

Recently Veéli Vikberg (Turenki, Finland) reviewed Pontania {Eupontania) species
associated with northem and alpine Salix species. Based on the matériai collected by
Benes in Belanské Tatry Mts., he described Eupontania alpinae reared from galls on
Salix alpina (Vikberg 2003).

Miroslav Kulfan (1953 Myjava  entomologist at the Comenius University in
Bratislava) investigated the mining Pseudodinera species and recorded P. enslini Hering
and P mentiens Ths. in Slovakia for the first time (Kuifan 2004, 2005).

Ladislav Roller (1969 Bratislava -. entomologist at the Institute of Zoology of Slovak
Academy of Sciences in Bratislava). | investigated ecology and faunistics of Symphyta
in various sites of the West and Central Slovakia using Malaise traps during my PhD
study. Up to this day, | contributed to the knowledge of Slovak Symphyta fauna by more
than 120 first records. In 1999, | published the checklist of Symphyta of Slovakia in
which 565 species were recorded. The number of recorded species has almost doubled
since the time of publication of the Czechoslovak sawfly-checklist (BeneS 1989). I par-
ticipated in the investigation of several nature-protected areas in Slovakia like National
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Fig. 23: Jozef Lukas

Naturé Reserve Devinska Kobyla or National Park Low Tatras. Based on Malaise trap
collections | analyzed the seasonal flight activities of selected Symphyta species in 12
various natural sites in Slovakia. Results of my studies on Symphyta are published in my
30 scientific papers. In this book, my published data are summarized and enriched with
numerous unpublished records from the collection of Institute of Zoology.

Important events: The 9th International Workshop on Symphyta was held in
Liptovsky Jan between 17 and 22 of June 2005. About 20 sawfly specialists from Europe
and China remarkably contributed to the knowledge of the Slovak Symphyta fauna.
From the Low Tatras Mts. the participants recorded 200 species, 15 of them were first-
ly reported irom Slovakia (Roller et al. 2006). Moreover Andrew Liston (1963
Edinburgh - , entomologist at Deutsches Entomologisches Institut, Mincheberg,
Germany) described a new species: Phyllocolpa rolleri associated with Salix hastata
from Krakova hol’a Mt. (Liston 2005). With Tommi Nymann and Alexandra Kehi he
described a new type of hést plant damage (gall-induction) caused by Empria testaceipes
Knw. (Liston, Nyman and Ken1 2007).

Sawfly research in Croatia, Serbia, Bosnia, Slovenia and in theformer Yugoslavia
from 1920

Jonce Dimka Cingovskij (1926-1983) reported few Symphyta species from the
Carpathian Basin part of the former Yugoslavia elaborating the sawfly collection of the
Beograd Plant Protection Institute (Cingovskij 1967).
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Konstantin Vasic (Sumarski fakultét Beograd) described a new pamphilid species,
Acantholyda serbica Vasic, 1962 (in ZivojinoviC et. al 1962) and published a paper on
the morphology and biology of the Serbian Acantholyda species completed with ideni-
fication keys (VasiC 1966).

Franjo Perovic with Srecko Leiner (both of them are entomologist of the Natural
History Museum Croatia, Zagreb) published the checklist of sawflies of Croatia report-
ing 255 species from the Southern part of the Carpathian Basin (NE. Croatia, probably
Slavonia) (PeroviC and Leiner 1996). With Enrih Merdic and Gordana Perovic, he
published a paper on the sawflies of the Kopacki rit Natdré Park reporting 73 species
(PeroviCet. al 2006). Few sawflies from the Croatian Carpatian Basin were also report-
ed in his early work on the Yugoslavian fauna (PeroviC 1977).

Symphyta research in the Romanian part ofthe Carpathian Basinfrom 1920

The Roménian Symphyta researches started only in the 50's of the 20th century
although the very first data of gall making sawflies were published by two botanists,
namely Alexandru Borza and M. Ghiuta (Borza and Ghiuta 1938; Ghiuta 19373, b,
1940).

Vasile lonescu (1912 - ?) established a large privaté entomological collection includ-
ing 3,000 Symphyta specimens that he donated to the Natural History Museum Piatra-
Neamt. In his 3 papers, he discussed new and interesting species for the sawfly fauna of
Romania (lonescu 1954, 1962 and 1969). He also published the sawfly catalogue of the
Piaira Neamt Museum listing 240 species (lonescu 1974); most of them were captured
in Neamt county.

Aurelian Popescu-Gorj and lon Draghia (Fig. 24) published two monographs on the
leaf mining insects including numerous Symphyta species (Popescu-Gorj and D raghia
1966, D raghia 1967).

Ana Precupetu (after her marriage Precupetu-Zamfirescu, Institute of Biology,
Bucharest) published a paper on pamphilid and cephid sawfly species of Romania
(Precupetu 1958) and alsé on the Orussidae of Romania (Precupetu 1963). With the
coauthorship of Stephan Negru (Crysididae and Cleptidae specidlist of Grigore Antipa
Museum) they studied the woodwasp fauna of Romania.

Xeénia Scobiola-Palade (1911 Moseni - ?, curator of Hymenoptera of Grigore Antipa
Museum, Bucuresti, Symphyta and Aculeata specidlist, Fig. 24) with Victoria luga -
Raica (head of the Entomological department of Grigore Antipa Museum, Bucuresti)
established the Hymenoptera collection after the Second World War cooperating with
Romanian and foregin specialists. Victoria luga - Raica suggested the acquisition of
Hymenoptera collection of Eugen Worell (doctor of medicine in Sibiu). Thus they
enriched the museum's collection with 758 Hymenoptera species and subspecies in
1953. Xénia Scobiola-Palade intensively studied the sawfly fauna of Transylvania and
the Romanian Carpathians and published the most interesting specimens from the col-
lection of G. Antipa Museum (Scobiola-Palade 1971, 1972 and 1986) and als6 com-
piled the Symphyta catalogue of the Brukenthal Museum, Nagyszeben (Sibiu)
(Scobiola-Palade 1967). In her four papers series, she reported 29 new species for the
sawfly fauna of Romania (Scobiola 1960, 1965, 1968 and 1970). She als6 published the
catalogue of Argidae, Cimbicidae and Diprionidae species of Romania completed with
precise collection data (Scobiola 1982). With the coauthorship of luga-Raica and Atena
Rosca (1930-1976), they published a 5 papers series on rare and new Symphyta species
of Romania (luga and Scobiola 1955, luga, Scobiola and Rosca 1957, 1958, 1959 and
1960). In these papers, they discussed the distribution of these species and provided high
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quality genitalia drawings as
well.  She alsd published three
papers on sawfly pests of
forests: one on leaf- miner
sawflies, one on the sawflies of
pine and fir forests and finally
one paper on the sawfly fauna of
alder, willow and poplar trees
(Scobiola 1974, 1976b, 1977).
She studied the sawfly fauna of
Vrancea county and reported 68
species (Scobiola-Palade
1976a) and the Vaskapu area
(Irongate, Portile de Fier),
South-Eastern entrance of the
Carpathian Basin, listing 55
species. With coauthorship of
Aurelian Popescu-Gorj (1914-
1997)
logue of Tenthredinoidea, Scoli-
oidea, Vespoidea, Sphecoidea
and Pompiloidea in Roma-nia
(Scobiola-Palade and Popes-
cu-Gorj 1967) providing detailed records on 236 Symphyta species. Her main works
were the two book-sized monographs of the Romanian Symphyta in which she provid-
ed descriptions and keys fér the species and alsé the distribution data of rare and spo-
radic sawflies (Scobiola-Palade 1978, 1981). Her works based on personal collectings,
the matériai of the natural history collections in Romania and she visited twice Budapest
(in the early 70-es) to study the Transylvanian sawfly collection of the Hungérian
Natural History Museum as well.

C. Podoleanu (entomologist at Natural History Museum Piatra Neamt) studied the
sawfly fauna of Montana Cuprinsa (Neamt county) recording 33 (Podoleanu 1977) and
later 22 sawfly species (Podoleanu 1979).

Mariana Pascu (curator of Hymenoptera, Brukenthal Museum Nagyszeben-Sibiu)
published 3 papers on Symphyta (Pascu 1978, 1982, 1983). In 1978, she completed the
Xyphidridae, Siricidae, Cephidae, Argidae, Cimbicidae and Diprionidae catalogue of the
Brukenthal Museum. In this paper, 60 species were recorded mainly from Transylvania.
In 1982, she continued it with the Megalodontesidae and Pamphillidae species publish-
ing further 21 species. In 1983, she studied the Rolf Weyrauch and Eckbert Schneider
Symphyta collection deposited in the Brukenthal Museum listing 189 specimens of 78
species.

Recently Maria Apetrei published 3 papers on the sawflies of Neamt county (Apetrei
1992) the Békas mountain-pass (Békas szoros, Cheile Bicazului) (Apetrei 1993) and
Fehérmez6 (Poiana Alba) (Apetrei 1996).

Lothar Zirngiebl (1902 Freising - 1973 Hildesheim) described a new variety:
Allantus costatus var. obscurus Zirngiebl, 1937 (= Tenthredo costata Klug, 1817) from
Herkulesbad (Transylvania) (Zirngiebt 1937) and Rdébert Bemard Bens6n (1904
London - 1967 London, curator of Symphyta, British Museum, Natural History)
described Abia plana Bensdn, 1954 (= Abiafulgens Zaddach, 1863) from the Retyezat
Mountains (Transylvania) (Benssn 1954).
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Sawfly research in Austria

Hereunder, we discuss the sawfly research done mainly in Burgenland and in smaller
part in Styria (Steiermark) and Niederdsterreich (the Carpathian Basin terirtories only).
Wien (Vienna) is alsé part of the Carpathian Basin (its entomological investigation was
initiated by Franz von Paula Schrank), however due to our limited possibilities we
could nét discuss either the sawflies published and described irom the city and from the
surrounding area or the prelinnean Austrian literature deposited in the historical archives
and libraries in Wien. Furthermore, it is impossible to decide whether the locus typicus
ofthe high amount of old descriptions (loc. typ. indicated as Austria) were Wien or other
territories of the Austrian part of the Habsburg Empire.

Gaébriel Strébl (Unzenmarkt, 1846 - Admont, 1925, entomologist and Benedictine of
the Admont Monastery, Austria) studied the sawfly fauna of the Austro-Hungarian
Monarchy (Strobi 1895 and 1896). Most of his records are out of the Carpathian Basin
(Lemberg, Innsbruck, Melk, Prague) but about 35 species were recorded from Piesting
(river at the western bordér of Burgenland) and few further species were reported from
the internal part of the Carpathian Basin (mainly from Transylvania). He als6 published
a separate paper on the Hymenoptera fauna of the Royal Hungary in 1901 (Strébl
1901).

Wolfgang Schedl (1936 Miinchen - , professor emeritius, Innsbruck University,
Institute of Terrestial Ecology) studied and published the Symphyta collection of the
Landesmuseum Joanneum in Graz and reported numerous species from the Austrian part
of the Carpathian Basin (Schedr 1972, 1973, 1975, 1980a, 1983, 1987) completing the
fauna-catalogue of Austria (Schedr 1980b, 1982). In his paper on the morphology and
biology of Xyela curva Bensén, he provided distribution data on this species in the
Carpathian Basin (Sched1 1997).

High number of valuable data (mainly from Austria and somé species irom Slovakia)
was published in the book of Herbert Franz (1908 Sopron - 2002 Mddling, professor
emeritius, Universitdt fir Bodenkultur Wien) titled: Die Hymenopteren des
Nordostalpengebietes und seines Vorlandes (Franz 1982) based partly on the matériai
of the Naturhistorisches Museum Wien.

Applied Symphyta researches in the Carpathian Basin

The first records on sawfly pests, with the damages caused and their biology were pub-
lished in the earliest books (Grossinger 1794 and Foidi 1801) discussed above. These
early authors described the life history of Urocerus gigas L., Cephus pygmaeus L. and
Arge ochropus Gmel. (published as Tenthredo rosae L) and Nematus ribesi Scop. (pub-
lished as Tenthredo capreae L.). However, the intensive plant protection research start-
ed after the foundation of the National Phyloxera Experimental Station (Orszagos
Phyloxéra Kisérleti Allomas) in 1880. It was reorganised in 1890 and renamed Magyar
Kiralyi Alland6 Rovartani Alloméas {Royal Hungarian Entomological Research Station)
that is now the Plant Protection Institute of the Hungarian Academy of Sciences.
Furthermore, applied Symphyta researches were alsé done in the Plant Protection
Faculties of the Agricultural and Horticultural Universities (Budapest, Keszthely,
G6dolls and Debrecen) and als6 in the County Stations of the Hungéarian Plant
Protection Service founded in 1932. The Hungarian research centre of forestry protec-
tion (including sawfly pests research) is the Erdészeti Tudomanyos Intézet {Forestry
Research Institute) in Budapest founded in Selmecbanya (Banska Stiavnica) in 1897.
The most important joumals on plant protection: Kéztelek {Journal ofthe Association of
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Hungarian Landowners, founded in 1891), Névényvédelem {Plant Protection, founded
first in 1925 and reestablished in 1965) and Acta Phytopathologica et Entomologica
Hungarica (founded in 1966).

Géza Horvéth (1847 Csécs - 1937 Budapest, member of the Hung. Acad. Sci, founder
of the National Phyloxera Research Station) reported firstly the harm caused by larvaé
of Athalia rosae L. (Horvéth, 1893) on rape.

Jozsef Jablonowski (1863 Szepesolaszi - 1943 Budapest, Hungarian Royal
Entomological Research Station) published two papers on the life history and control of
the tumip sawfly (Athalia rosae L.) (Jablonowski 1893, 1924) and other two papers on
the wheat stem sawfly (Cephus pygmaeus L.) (Jablonowski 1896, 1912). He als6 stud-
ied the biology of Janus compressus F. (Jablonowski 1904).

In 1900, August Langhoffer (1861 - 1940, professor of zoology at the University of
Zagreb, Diptera speciélist) published the list of insect pests of Croatian and Slavonian
forests including few Symphyta species (Langhoffer 1900).

Géza Zilahi-Sebess (1905 Marosugra - 1960 Debrecen, zoologist, professor of the
Debrecen University of Sciences) studied the life history and biology of Pristiphora pal-
lipes Lep. (valid name: P. appendiculata Htg.) (Zirani-Sebess 1946, 1950).

Gusztav Szelényi (1904 Késmark - 1982 Budapest, Chalcididae specialist, professor
of the Budapest University of Agriculture, president of the Hungarian Entomological
Society) published a single paper on damages caused by Athalia rosae (Szetényi 1943).

Marton Aczél (1906 Budapest - 1958 Tucuman (Argentina), Diptera specidlist, pro-
fessor of the Tucuman Univesity Argentina) published 9 papers on the life history and
control of the the fruit sawflies {Hoplocampa spp.) between 1938 and 1942 (Aczél
1938a, b, 1939a, b, 19403, b, 1941a, b, 1942).

Gabor Reichart (1917 Szeged - 1979 Budapest, Plant Protection Institute of the
Hungarian Academy of Sciences) studied the damages caused by Hoplocampa brevis KiI.
(Reichart 1952, 1953).

Jbzsef Kolonits (Forestry Research
Institute) studied the biology and life
history of the European pine sawfly
(Neodiprion sertifer Geoffr.) (Kolonits
1965).

Gyula Saringer (1928 Magyarszerda-
hely, - rector, professor emeritius at
Keszthely University of Agriculture
(Georgicon), member of the Hungarian
Academy of Sciences, Fig. 25) studied
the diapause and the photoperiodic
effects in 20 different insect pests in the
Laboratory of Experimental Ecology at
Keszthely. He spent 40 years on research
of Athalia rosae L. (SARINGER 19573, b,
1958a, 1961b, 1962a, b, c, 1964a, b,
1967a, b, 1974, 1976a, b, 1980, 1983a,
b, 1989, Saringer and Kacss 1963,
Saringer et al. 1996, Saringer et al.
2003) and Athalia ancilla Sérv. (=A
glabricollis Ths.) (Saringer 1958b,
1961a, 1966, 1967b, 1988) investigating
their diapauses, photoperiodic sensitivi-
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ty, ecotechnological control, endoparasites, larvai development, food choice and food
consumptuion. Professor Saringer is author of 9 books, 16 book-chapters and 334 sci-
entific papers.

Kalman Sze6ke (Lepidoptera specialist, Plant Protection and Soil Conservation
Service of County Fejér) studied the life history and control of Cephus pygmaeus and the
resistances of wheat varieties against the wheat stem sawfly (Szeske 1984, 2002,
Sze6ke and Timar 1986, Szecke et al. 1986).

Else Jahn (1913 Klagenfurt - ) studied the distribution and biology of Acantholyda
erythrocephala Chr. in Niederosterreich (Jann 1967).

Gyula Kadocsa (1880 Magyarkimle - 1962 Budapest, director of the Plant Protection
Institute of the Hungarian academy of Sciences) studied the biology of Athalia rosae L.
(Kadocsa 1923) and Arge ochropus Gmel. (Kadocsa 1946).

Béla Husz (1892 Popradfelka - 1954 Budapest, phytopathologist) published two
papers on the control of plumb sawflies (Hoplocampa minuta Christ.) (Husz 1937,
1938).

Barnabads Nagy (Orthoptera specidlist, Plant Protection Institute of Hungérian
Academy of Sciences) studied the life history, ecology, distribution and control of fruit
sawflies (Hoplocampa spp.) (Nagy 1952, 1953, 1954a, b, ¢, 1959, b, ¢, 1960, 1965,
Josepovits and Nagy 1953). In 1960, he published a monographic work on the four
Hoplocampa pests of European fruit trees. With coauthorship of Gyula Saringer and
Lajos Zombori he compilled the Hymenoptera part of the Handbook of Plant Protection
Zoology (A novényvédelmi allattan kézikonyvé) (Nagy 1994).

Gyorgy Csoka (1961 Baja -, Forest Research Institute) in his richly illustrated book-
series on the insect pests of wooden plants, discussed the gall making, the leaf mining
sawflies and the woodwasps (Csoka 1997, 1999, 2003).

Twenty-nine sawfly pests or potential pests of the Hungarian forests were fisted and
discussed by Jozsef Téth (Forest Research Institute), namely Acantholyda nemoralis
Ths., A. erythrocephala L.,A. hieroglyphica Christoph, Cephalcia abietis L., Xyphidria
longicollis Geoffr., Sirex (Urocerus) gigas L., S. noctilio F,, S. juvencus L., Tremexfus-
cicornis F., Janus femoratus Curtis, J. luteipes Lep., Arge rustica L., A. melanochroa
Gmel., Cimbexfemorata L., Pseudocavellaria amerinae L., Neodiprion sertifer Geoff,
Diprion pini L., Gilpina hercynae Htg., Pristiphora abietina Christoph, P laricis Htg.,
Caliroa cinxia Kl., Hoplocampa brevis KI. Blennocampa pusilla (phyllocolpa Vit.) KI.,
Croesus (Craesus) septentrionalis L,, Kaliofenusa ulmi Sund., Profenusa pygmaea Ki.
Messa nana Kl., M. hortulana KI. and Pontania proxima Lep. (Téth 1999).

Marcin Jachym (Forest Research Institute, Cracow) studied the biology and eco-
nomic importance of Cephalcia spp. (Jachym 2003, Jachym and Kosibowitz 1998,
Jachym et al. 2005).

Janos Kocsis and Jozsef Molnar published two papers on control of Athalia rosae L.
(Kocsis 1977, Molinar 1976).

Gabor Jenser (Plant Prot. Inst. of Hung. Acad. Sci.) studied the sensitivity of
Hoplocampa brevis KI. for colour traps (Jenser 1971); Istvan Berend (Plant Prot. Inst.
Hung. Acad. Sci.) and J. Claus published two papers on the control of fruit sawflies
(Hoplocampa spp.) (Berend 1938, Craus 1939). I. Sz(cs, L. Magi, A. Savescu and G.
Isac studied the life history and bionomics of Hoplocampa minuta Christ. (Szlics 1963,
Magi 1939, Savescu and Isac 1960).

Jézsef Jarfas, Baldzs Magyar and Ferenc Gém reported firstly the outbreak of wheat
sawflies in 1970 in Hungary (Magyar and Gém 1970, Jarfas 1970). Later, K&roly
Biber (Ministry of Agriculture) and Margit Aichorn published 2 papers on the biology
of these sawflies species (Dolerus, Pachynematus spp.) (Biber 1972, Aichorn 1978).
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I. Olasz studied the life history of Palaeocimbex quadrimaculatus Miill. (OLasz
1940). J. Bodor wrote a paper on the Pamphiliidae pests (BODOR 1968).

Augustin Kalandra, J. Kalab, Serhij Kolubajiv, M. Kudela, K. Kolofik, Vladislav
Martinek and Jareslav KFistek intensively studied the occurrence and control of
spruce feeding sawflies in the Moravian part of Carpathians (KALAB 1935, KoLuBAnv
1939, 1958, KoLuBanv and KALANDRA 1952, KUDELA and KOLOFIK 1955, MARTINEX
1960, KrisTEK 1973, 1974, 1980).

Recently Jaroslav Holu$a (1970 Frydek-Mistek - , forestry entomologist at the
Forestry and Game Management Research Institute, Frydek-Mistek) researched the
spruce feeding sawflies, especially outbreaks of Pristiphora abietina Christ., in the north
east Moravia including Moravskoslezké Beskydy Mts (a part of Carpathians in Czech
Rep.).

D’Agnolo (former director of the Military Forests in Zahoric SW Slovakia) and
Miroslav Capek (1927 Bezd&kov - , associated profesor at Technical Univ. in Zvolen)
reported outbreaks of serious sawfly forest pest in Slovakia (D’ AGNoLo 1940; CAPEK et
al. 1956). Later Julius Jamnicky, Jan Kulfan and Miroslav Uradnik studied the
sawflies associated with coniferous trees in the mountains of Slovakia (JAMNICKY 1963,
1988, 1990, UraDNIK and KULFAN 2002, URADNIK 2006).

Vladimir Gre¢o and Alejz Blahutiak (1931 Velké Zaluzie - , former director of the
Institute of Entomology and Phytopathology in Ivanka p. Dunaji) studied the ecology
and control of the fruit sawflies (Hoplocampa spp) damaging plums in Slovakia
(BLAHUTIAK 1991, 1998a, 1998b; GRECO 1966).

Pavel Hrubik (1941 Senné near Velky Krti§ - , professor at the Agricultural
University in Nitra) studied the Symphyta pests of urban or park vegetation (HRUBIK
1988; JuHAsovA and HruBik 1984) and oaks in Slovakia (HRUBIK et al., 1995).
Interesting faunistic records of several rare species were published in his papers.

In Slovakia, J. Matlak, J. Molnar, H. Ticha, H. VI¢kova and V. Zacha studied the
sawfly pests of orchards and household gardens (MATLAK 1982, 1983; MOLNAR 1989;
TicHA 1970; VLCKOVA 1995; ZacHA 1986).

Austria

Wien, Naturhistorisches Museum

The largest Natural History Museum of the region and also one of the most important
in Europe with the second largest Hymenoptera collection after Budapest. The museum
is the successor of the Imperial Natural History Museum established by Franz Joseph
emperor and king of Austria-Hungary in the middle of the 19th century. The oldest ento-
mological collections dated back to the 18t century. The total Symphyta collection is
about 33,000 specimens, in 90 % identified and placed in 119 drawers. About 75%
(approximately 25,000 specimens) are from Austria, mainly eastern Austria including
Burgenland, Carinthia, Lower Austria, Upper Austria etc. The collectors were mainly
Priesner, Franz, Mann, Simony, Graeffe, Zerny, Fischer and Maidl. The Carpathian
Basin sawfly fauna is not represented in the rich type collection.

Graz, Landesmuseum Joanneum

One of the most important regional museums in Austria with 20 departments and insti-
tutions. The collection comprises high number of valuable objects on Styrian wildlife,
culture and arts. It was founded in 1811. The Symphyta collection counts approximate-
ly 1000 specimens identified by Prof. Wolfgang Sched! and published in serial papers.
The sawflies were collected mostly in Steiermark and in smaller part (about 130 locali-
ties) from the western Carpathian Basin (Burgenland, SE Steiermark, E Slovenia).

Hungary

Budapest, Hungarian Natural History Museum

Earlier it was the Natural History Department of the Hungarian National Museum
founded in 1802. The Hymenoptera collection nearly reaches the 1 million specimens
and contains types of about 6,000 species. All region of the Carpathian Basin is repre-
sented in the collection; the sawflies from this area were collected mainly in
Transylvania and Hungary. Subcarpathia is also well represented (partly collected by L.
Zombori and partly donated by V. Ermolenko) and more or less extensive the Slovak col-
lection either. Specimens collected from the Carpathian Basin are deposited in the
Hungarian Collection (Hymenoptera Hungariae); the others are in the exotic collection
(Hymenoptera Orbis Terrarum). The sawfly collection is in 80% identified. From the
total 66,700 Symphyta specimens, 43,500 specimens were collected in the Carpathian
Basin (Transylvania: 11,000 specimens, Subcarpathia: 3,200 specimens, Slovakia: 1,300
specimens, Hungary: 27,300 and the Southern territories with about 800 specimens) and
the other 23,200 exotic sawfly specimens were collected from all parts of the world
although Mongolia and Korea are represented the best. The oldest sawfly specimens
were collected in the mid of 19th century (the sawfly part of the Koy collection from the
late 18 century lost). Sawfly types from the Carpathian Basin: Mocsary, Konow,
Zombori, Haris, Zilahi-Kiss, Bird, Taeger, Tischbein and Andre types. The type of
Protenthredo transylvanicus Pongracz was lost during the 1956 revolution. Old manu-
scripts of Janos Frivaldszky and Sandor Mocsary contain also valuable faunistic data.
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Zirc, Bakony Natural HistoryMuseum

The museum was founded in 1972; previously it was the Natural History Department
of the Veszprém County Museum. The approximately 6,000 sawfly specimens are near-
ly in 100 % identified. All Symphyta species were collected in the Bakony Mountains.
The Hymenoptera collection was established by Jend Papp and Sandor Tdth and the total
sawfly collection was published by Lajos Zombori.

Kaposvar, Somogy County Museum

The museum was founded in 1909 and the natural history department was re-estab-
lished by Levente Abraham in 1985. The sawfly collection contains about 2000 speci-
mens, mainly from Somogy County (South-West Transdanubia) established, identified
and published by Attila Haris.

Gydngyos, Matra Museum

The museum was founded in 1857. It has large Hungarian and exotic natural history
collections, unfortunately the sawfly collection is small (about 600 specimens identified
and published by Lajos Zombori). The oldest sawfly specimens were collected in 1949
(unknown collector).

Slovakia

Bratislava, Institute of Zoology, Slovak Academy of Sciences

26,000 identified and about 5,000 unidentified specimens are deposited in the
Institute. The collection contains Slovak material collected mainly by Malaise traps
between 1992 and 2007. Most Symphyta specimens are stored in 70% ethanol. Based on
this collection, Ladislav Roller published more than 25 faunistic papers.

Bratislava, Slovak National Museum - Natural History Museum

Established in 1924. Large collection from the former Czechoslovakia was mainly col-
lected and identified by Dr. Zdenék Padr (between 1950 and 1977). A few specimens
were collected by M. Dvofak, J. Macek, 1. Okali, J. Palasek, K. Pospisil, J. Strejéek and
B. Tkalct. The Symphyta collection comprises in total 7,220 specimens, majority from
the Czech Republic, and about 1700 from Slovakia (localities: Kovacov, Starovo,
Vihorlat, Remetské Hamre, Gbelce, Kamenica n. Hronom, Nova Vieska, Muran, Lest-
Hrabov, Gombasek, Brehov, Turiia nad Bodvou, Streda nad Bodrogom, Kralovsky
Clmec, Levice, Nitra-kalvaria, PleSivec, Velka Fatra, Vysoké Tatry, Pieniny, Somotor,
Parkan, Chotin, Pezinok, Bratislava, Nova Sedlica, Stuzice, Vidova, Nové Mesto n.
Vahom, Vratna dolina, Malé Trakany). JANA JENDEKOVA (1988) studied the museum col-
lection and recorded 103 species from south west Slovakia.

Banskad Bystrica, Stredoslovenské Muzeum

Established in 1889. There are 30 identified specimens (Megalodontesoidea,
Tenthredinoidea, Siricoidea and Dolerus sp.) in the museum collected by P. Bitusik, T.
Kizek, Pura, Kupcova and M. Capek in Nizke Tatry, Mala Fatra, Vel’ka Fatra and Sti-
avnické vrchy and dated 1954 and 1978-1993. These specimens were identified by R.
Masarykova (zoologist of the museum), V. Smetana (hymenopterologist from Tekovské
muzeum, Levice) and M. Capek (hymenopterologist). General Hymenoptera collections
comprises 2,400 Hymenoptera specimens collected by M. Kocourek and Mr. Polagek in
Czech Rep., Bulgaria and Slovakia (Stirovo, Kamenica nad Hronom, Levice, Hronsek)
in 1936-1984 with numerous Symphyta species.
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Bardejov, Sarisské miizeum

Established in 1903. About 850 unidentified specimens collected from the north valleys
of Cergov Mts, Busov Mts and Bardejov environs. These specimens were collected by
'L. Jaszay, T. Weisz, S. Tren¢an and L. Panigaj.

Hiohovec, Viastivedné miizeum

Established in 1950. A small Hymenoptera collection includes 47 sawfly specimens
collected in Trnava region and Vysoké Tatry, but 38 are without locality label. Nine spec-
imens were identified by L. Jurga (entomologist of the museum) and V. Smetana.

Levice, Tekovské mizeum
Established in 1927. A total of 258 unidentified specimens were collected mainly by V.
Smetana (232 specimens). The collection is originated from various places of Slovakia.

Liptovsky Mikulds, Mizeum jaskyniarstva a ochrany prirody

Established in 1904. 93 identified specimens are deposited in the museum collected
mainly in Martin and its environs; leg. and det. by V. Straka (entomologist of the
Tur¢ianske museum). Furthermore, about 100 unidentified sawflies were collected by E.
Janikova (former researcher of the Museum) from various places of Slovakia.

Martin, Turdianske mizeum A. Kmet'a

Established in 1964. A quite large collection of identified Symphyta comprises in total
1,756 specimens from the former Czechoslovakia. Most of this material was collected in
the Czech Republic and about 10% has Slovak origin, mainly from Stirovo and
Remetské Hamre. It was collected and identified by Z. Padr. In addition about 100
unidentified specimens from Slovakia is deposited in the museum.

Trnava, Zapadoslovenske muzeum

Established in 1954. Currently this museum has not entomologlst but Okali (1984)
noted approx. 3000 Hymenoptera specimens. Ladislav Roller (author) identified the
small Symphyta collection of Dr. R. Alayo (retired entomologist of the museum) about
five years ago. At moment, access to the collection in Trnava is not possible.

Bohemia

Praha, Narodni Museum

The collection from the Carpathian Basin contains about 500 specimens from Slovakia
and Subcarpathia in Ukraine. These specimens were collected by F. Gregor (South and
East Slovakia, Podkarpatskd Rus), V. Ko¢mid (East Slovakia), A. Hoffer (East
Slovakia), R. Cepelak (Tren¢in), A. Véavra (Zakarpatje) and J. Macek (Nizke and Vysoké
Tatry). This material is identified by collectors and re-identified by Dr. Jan Macek
{hymenopterologist of the Museum). Records published by GREGOR and Bat'a (1940,
1941, 1942) were partly based on the museum collection.

Romania

Bucharest, "Grigore Antipa" Natural History Museum

The scientific collection comprises 4,100 Symphyta specimens from all regions of
Romania that belong to 397 species. In the unidentified collection there are about 672
sawfly specimens from Maramures, 45 specimens from Piatra Craiului National Park
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and Fagaras Mountains. The Hymenoptera collection (including Symphyta) was estab-
lished by Victoria Iuga-Raica and Xenia Scobiola-Palade after the World War II by
aquisiting the Eugen Worell collection.

Nagyszeben (Sibiu), Brukenthal Museum, Natural History

The sawfly collection of the Brukenthal Museum was organized by the members of the
Transylvanian Society of Natural Sciences (Siebenbiirgischer Verein fiir
Naturwissenschaften: Muller, Henrich, Worell, Deubel, Kimakovicz, etc). In total 2,766
specimens of 312 sawfly species are deposited in the museum which were collected by
the members of the Society since 1894. The collection was published by Mariana Pascu
and Xenia Scobiola-Palade.

Museul de Stinte Naturale Piatra Neamt -

The museum was founded in 1965. Vasile Ionescu established the entomological col-
lection by the donation of his private insect collection including 3,000 Symphyta speci-
mens. PODOLEANU (1977, 1979) and [oNescu (1974) studied the museum collection.

Bacau, "Ion Borcea" Natural Sciences Museum Complex
The Hymenoptera collection was founded in 1978. There are 500 sawfly specimens of
55 species identitied by Xenia Scobiola-Palade.

Ukraine

Lviv, State Museum of Natural History

The former Dzieduszycki Museum founded by count Wlodzimierz Dzieduszycki
Polish landowner and scientist in 1855. The sawfly collection contains about 1,500 spec-
imens mainly from Galicia. They were collected before the World War 1., during the
first three decades of the 20 century. There are no type specimens deposited in the
Symphyta collection. Published output: Nowicki, M. 1865: Insecta Haliciae Musei
Dzieduszyckiani Krakow, Universitatis Jagellonicae.

Kiev, Schmalhausen Institute of Zoology

. Schmalhausen Institute of Zoology preserves entomological collection of the
Ukrainian National Academy of Sciences. Despite V. Ermolenko was employed by the

institute, there are hardly any mounted and identified sawfly specimens (except

Cephidae). The Ermolenko collection is deposited between cotton-layers. The Symphyta

type collection contains 19 holotypes and 1 paratype of V. Ermolenko described from

Russia, Azerbaidzhan, Ukraine and Mongolia.

Poland

Krakow, Museum of Natural History and Institute of Systematics and Evolution of
Animals, Polish Academy of Sciences

The Institute was founded in 1865, as the Physiographic Commission by the Krakow
Scientific Society. The Natural History Museum is an integrant part of the Institute, was
founded at the same time under the original name of Physiographic Museum. The sawfly
collection is placed in 30 boxes that count approximately 7,000 specimens. It comprises
mostly historical specimens from Galicia collected by Wierzejski, Stobiecki,
Fudakowski, Nowicki, Niezabitowski and in smaller part by Dylewska.
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Description of the new species

Pachynematus (Larinematus) tatricus spec. nov. (Roller & Haris)
(Fig 26:a, b, c and d)

Female: Length of body: 5.9 mm. Length of fore wing: 6.5 mm. Body black to dark
brown with pale pattern (Fig. 26a and d). Head black; labrum, base of mandibles, labial
and maxillary palps, distal parts of maxillae, labium and most of clypeus white to pale
brown; proximal parts of maxillae and labium, apices of mandibles and 3 apical flagel-
lomeres brown; flecks in ventral facial orbits, supraclypeal fleck, bilateral fleck on lower
frontal ridges ocherous; two lateral flecks of postocellar area, vertex, most of temples
and genae light ocherous; eye margins black lined. Thorax black; tegulae white; narrow
posterior margin of pronotum whitish brown. Coxae, bases and inner parts of femora
dark brown, rest of femora, trochanters, tibiae and tarsi whitish to light ocherous; tibiae
and tarsi darkened apically, apices of hind tibia and hind tarsomeres 2-5 brown. Wings
hyaline; venation brown, costa and subcosta white, subcosta brown lined, stigma white
with brownish posterior margin. Abdomen dark brown; lateral part of tergites with
somehow lighter patches. Sterna and terga with narrow whitish posterior margins. Cerci
and basal part of sawsheath (valvifer 2) white; apical part of sawsheath (valvula 3) black
with dorso-proximal ocherous patch. Body subshiny, with fine punctuation on head and
thorax. Abdominal tergites with striated microsculpture. Densest punctuation forming
coarse surface on facial part of head, vertex, temples, third antennal segment and prono-
tum. Thorax and head including paraantenal fields with short silver pubescence; hairs
on vertex as long as two-third of ocellar diameter. Antenna slender, distally narrowed, as
long as costa (without stigma) of fore wing. Approximate ratios of flagellomers (anten-
nal segments 3-9): 1.0:1.6:1.5:1.2:1.0:0.9:0.8. POL: OOL: OCL: 1.8:1.7:1.0. Clypeus
slightly emarginated. Frontal area concave with distinct frontal ridges. Frontal pit deep.
Occipital carina absent. Malar space 1.3 times longer than diameter of front ocellus.
Hind tibia with distinct longitudinal groove on outer side. Hind tarsus longer than hind
tibia. Inner hind tibial spur short, as long as apical breadth of hind tibia. Tarsal claws
with small, erect inner tooth distant from apical tooth. Width of subcostal cell at the point
of origin of radial sector + medial vein i1s almost as wide as apex of swollen costa.
Abdomen laterally compressed with blunt medial longitudinal ridge on terga 3-8. Cerci
reach apex of short sawsheath. Sawsheath as long as two-third of hind tibia, subparallel-
sided with truncated apex in dorsal view. Apical setae of sawsheath slightly curved, half
as long as cercus (Fig. 26¢). Sawsheath in lateral view with blunt apical truncation as
long as dorsal margin of sawsheath (Fig. 26b). Lancet (valvula 1) without distinguish-
able teeth. Lamnium shorter than radix, subdivided into 15 annuli with distinct ctenidia.

Holotype: female, 15 May 2007, Tatranska Lomnica - Start, leg. O. Majzlan, MT2007.
Deposited in the Slovak National Museum - Natural Science Museum in Bratislava.

Code MT 2007: coll. Malaise trap, altitude 1150 m, the trap was exposed in the clear-
ing of montane spruce forest Larici-Piceetum (Fig. 27).

Etymology: The specific name is an adjective, derived from the name of mountains
where the holotype was collected. Tatry is the highest mountain range in the Carpathians
(Slovak Tatry, Hungarian Tatra and English the Tatras).
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N atura Somogyiensis

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The new species is placed in genus Pachymnematus and subgenus Larinematus
according the current systematic works (e.g. B1ank, Taeger 2007). Alternatively it may
be classified int6 Pikonema sensu Vikberg (1982) who regarded all representatives of
the subtribe Nematini (including the later erected Larinematus) associated with conifers
as Pikonema species. These species are characterized by claws with a short inner tooth
combined with elongated tarsi of the hind legs and by sawsheath with apical emargina-
tion (Zinovjev 1993). Zhelochovtsev (1988) erected genus Larinematus for Pikonema
imperfectum group associated with Larix. The new species seems to be the most related
to Pachynematus imperfectus (Zaddach, 1876) by the toothless form of saw. However
Pachynematus tatricus can be easily separated from the known Pikonema and
Larinematus species by the unique coloration and the shape of saw and sawsheath.

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Annotated red list of Symphyta of the Carpathian Basin

In the Carpathian Basin, the nature conservation status of threatened Symphyta is
poorly known, aithough the faunistic researches started approximately 240 years ago.
The endangerment evaluation in the previous studies is frequently subjectivized, based
on limited data and do not comprising all taxa. For instance, although in the former
Czechoslovakia the Red book of Invertebrata has been published in 1992, only two
species Rhadinoceraea reitteri Knw. and Cephus pulcher Tischb. were listed there, only
as examples of numerous endangered Symphyta (BENES 1992). The present red list of
Slovak Hymenoptera contains about 100 vulnerable and endangered Symphyta species
(LukA$ 2001). On the other hand, there is no Syphyta species on the national red lists of
the other countries of the Carpathian Basin.

Our list of faunistic records helps us to have better view on the natural conservation
status of rare Symphyta. These rare species with restricted distribution area in the
Carpathian Basin or associated- with threatened foodplants are analyzed hereunder. In
most cases, the reasons of their local and random occurrence are still unknown. These
species were evaluated as data deficient {DD) taxa since:

1. their biology and especially foodplants are unknown,

2. they are taxonomically problematic species or

3. they are probably extremely rare (single, frequently even historical records from the
Carpathian Basin).

Several species are documented in the studied area by single and/or historical or even
indefinite records. Actual occurrences of these species in the Carpathian Basin need con-
firmation. The reidentification of old material was not always possible. Faunistic inves-
tigation of the endangered species is the task of future Symphyta research.

Species documented by indefinite faunistic records (like: NE. Croatia, Croatia,
Hungary, Slovakia) are not evaluated or mentioned in the red list below. On the other
hand, we provide data on number and sex of collected specimens and collection date of
the evaluated sawflies.

The nature protection status of these species differs from those listed in the previous
studies. Many vulnerable species from the red list of Slovak Hymenoptera (LuxA$ 2001)
were replaced into the "data deficient" group or into not threatened species. Good exam-
ple is Rhadinoceraea reitteri Knw., that is restricted to few xerothemous localities in
Slovakia but widely distributed in Hungary, thus it was not evaluated hereunder. This
extensive list of faunistic records on Symphyta may help to prepare more objective red
lists in national or even European level.

Locally frequent.
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Pseudodineura mentiens (C. G. Thomson, 1871): Known from Devinska Kobyla (Pozsony:
Dévény): 9 mines, April-May 2004, and also from Maros (Mures) and Sanoka. Evaluation: VU

Pseudodineura mocsaryi Zombori, 1976: Known only from Karst in Croatia. Evaluation: DD

Conclusions

Approximately 4,300 new records of 554 species are listed. Pachynematus
(Larinematus) tatricus spec. nov. (Roller and Haris) is described from High Tatras Mts.

In my childhood, I leamt a 16t about insects dur-
ing numerous nataré walks in Bratislava environs
with my grandfather and later with Mrs. Eva
Repkova, a leader of young naturalisfs club. My
deep-going interest in insects began during my
study at the Secondary technical-agricultural
school in lvanka pri Dunaji. At that time | rnet Dr.
Milan Kozanek, an entomologist of the Institute of
Phytopatology and Entomology of Slovak
Academy of Sciences (IPE SAS) in Ivanka pri

Dunaji. | leamt from him how to collect, identify and study insects, in particular flies
from families Sciomyzidae and Tabanidae. He supervised my first faunistic and system-
atic papers and my master thesis dealing with horseflies of the natdré reserve Sur (SW
Slovakia), their seasonal dynamics and novel Identification method based on elec-
trophoretic pattems of muscular proteins. After engineer graduation at the University of
Agriculture in Nitra in 1992 | was employed at Department of Entomology of IPE SAS
(currently united with Institute of Zoology of SAS - 1Z SAS). | started to study sawflies,
their seasonal flight activities and local sawfly fauna in various regions of Slovakia. In
my PhD thesis, defended in 2000, I utilized Malaise traps to obtain abundant sawfly
matériai resulting in more than 120 first recorded species in Slovakia. In June of 1997,
| participated in the research-student expedition EURUS in Usuri region (Russian Far
East) and later established collection of exotic sawflies in 1Z SAS. During this project, |
exchanged sawfly matériai with sawfly specialists Dr. David R. Smith (Washington) and
Dr. Akihiko Shinohara (Tokyo). At that time | started collaboration with Attila Haris
who has studied the 1Z SAS sawfly collection from China, Laos and India.

In 2000-2001, | obtained postdoctoral STA Fellowship at National Institute of
Entomological and Sericultural Sciences in Tsukuba, Japan, where | studied selected
neuropeptides in silkworm. Since my postodoctoral stay in Japan, | have worked in the
field of molecular insect physiology in 1Z SAS. | studied the bioactive peptides from the
salivary glands of bloodsucking arthropods and with neuropetides involved in the regu-
ladon of insect ecdysis.

Since 2001,1have als6 participated in faunistic investigation of Symphyta of several
nature-protected areas in Slovakia. | had opportunity to meet and cooperate with most of
European sawfly specialists in 2005 when | co-organized the 9th International Workshop
on Symphyta in Slovakia. In 2007, | took chance to briefly introduce history of the
sawfly research and to summarize the faunistic data on Symphyta of the Slovak part of
Carpathian Basin in this book.
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Attila Haris

My interest in zoology reaches back to my early

childhood. My family had a summer cottage in

Fonydd, at Laké Balaton. Our little road ran direct-

ly int6 a big swampy area around an artificial fish-

ing pond. The wetland habitat, just behind our

house was my first hunting Tieid. When the regular

summer holidays came, we packed everything and

moved to Laké Balaton. | am particularly thankful

to my mother who took my hand and brought me

to the natdré and taught me how to recognise the

various plants and animals growing and living around us. With my friends, we were busy

to collect all type of animals that we could found there: frogs, lizards and even snakes
that we kept in bottles for a day or two feeding and watching them.

My particular interest to the entomology started at my age of 10 when | set up my first
insect collection at the aftemoon club of my elementary school. 1took regular collecting
trips around my native viliagé, Kaposmér6. This general interest in entomology lasted
till my second or third year in the grammar school. In that time, 1 collected everything
bt mainly moths, butterflies and beetles.

My closer relationship with sawflies started when Dr. Janos Szabolcs (lecturer of
Keszthely University) accepted me to be his student. The title of my master thesis was
the "Biology of wheat sawflies and their control”. Later this topic became my Ph. D. the-
sis that | defended in 2000. Meantime, | participated in the research program of the
Danube-1poly National Park where linvestigated the Aculeata fauna (wild bees, chrysi-
did, pompilid and sphecoid wasps) of Szentendre Island, the Naszaly Hill, the Western
Borzsdny Mountains, the Ipoly flood piain and the G6délld Hills either. | am very thank-
ful to Mr. Zsolt J6zan for teaching me and checking my early identifications in bees and
wasps.

During my university graduation, | slowly extended my competitiveness from the
wheat sawflies to the totdl Symphyta fauna of Hungary. This time, | spent my summer
practice at the Natural History Department of the Somogy County Museum under the
supervision of Levente Abraham. It was a really great chance for me to practice the iden-
tification of sawflies by using the microscope of the natural history department. As a
refund, | donated my sawflies to the museum and slowly started to copy the most rele-
vant papers and Identification keys on sawflies as much as | could fmancially afford.
Sometimes, | even visited the Budapest Museum and loaned somé identified sawflies for
comparison. As a result of my limited possibilities my early papers were full of old and
outdated names, but anyhow, it started.

Professor Gyula Saringer offered me a Ph.D. grant therefore my first study trips were
partly sponsored. So, | had chance to visit the collections of the natural history museums
of London, Paris, Copenhagen, Berlin, Eberswalde and Miinchen. | slowly extended my
knowledge to the whole Palaearctic and Oriental Tenthredinidae fauna and even a little
bit to the Nearctic sawflies as well. In 2000, | published my study on the Oriental
sawflies of the Natural History Museum, London. In 2003, | studied and identified the
Nematinae collection of the Stockholm Natural History Museum, in 2004, the Orientél
sawflies of the Madrid Museum, and in 2005, | worked for the Amsterdam Museum
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either under the grant of the Synthesis fellowship project. These studies resulted approx-
imately 200 new sawfly species, mainly from the East-Palaearctic and Oriental regions.
As a volunteer 1 set up and identified the Hungarian and exotic Dolerinae, Nematinae
and the exotic (orbis terrarum) Tenthredo collection of the Budapest Museum. In coop-
eration with Dr. Lajos Zombori (curator of Hymenoptera and assistant director of the
Budapest Natural History Museum) I participated in the research programs of the muse-
um by elaborating the Nematinae and Dolerinae sawflies of various Hungarian national
parks and joined to the research programs of the Somogy County Museum, Kaposvar
(organised by Dr. Levente Abraham) as well by collecting and identifying the sawflies
of the various regions of Somogy county. In February of 2007, I received an e-mail from
my co-author offering me to compile the check-list of Symphyta of the Carpathian
Basin. After a short personal meeting we agreed in the conception of the present work
and with big enthusiasm and leaving everything others (including my civil job), I start-
ed to collect data of sawflies from all part of the Carpathian Basin particularly from my
two favourite areas Subcarpathia and Transylvania.
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
