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Background. Cervical phlegmon is an extremely severe
complication, most commonly caused by dental pathology,
peritonsillar abscess, infected wounds, inflammation of the
lymph nodes and salivary glands. International studies re-
port the occurrence of cervical phlegmon in 28.74% of ca-
ses as a result of peritonsillar abscess. Objective of the stu-
dy. Identifying the specific features of the evolution of cer-
vical phlegmon to make their diagnosis and management
more efficient. Material and Methods. In the ENT Clinic of
theTimofei Mosneaga Republican Clinical Hospital, betwe-
en 2020 and 2022, were treated 8 patients with cervical
phlegmon as a complication of a peritonsillar abscess. The
age of the patients ranged from 37 to 81 years. The onset of
clinical manifestations was noted on the 3-5th day after the
incision and drainage of peritonsillar abscess. Results. In all
cases, surgery (cervicotomy and tonsillectomy) was perfor-
med at one time, associated with intravenous antibacteri-
al therapy, anti-inflammatory, analgesic, hydro-electrolytic
and acid-base rebalancing. Bacteriological analysis of the
pathological material determined Gram + pathogens in 6
cases and anaerobic infection - in 2 cases. From the group
of operated patients, 2 patients mediastinitis and 1 patient
- pleurisy on the same side. In addition, 3 of patients inclu-
ded in the study have been tested positive for SARS-CoV2
infection. Conclusions. The success of complex surgical ca-
ses depends on the patient’s multimodal approach, effective
teamwork with thoracic surgeons and anesthesiologist the
individualization of treatment according to the particulari-
ties of each case: extension of phlegmon, complications, age,
and general conditions associated.
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Introducere. Flegmonul cervical reprezinta o complicatie
deosebit de sever3, cel mai frecvent fiind determinata de pa-
tologia dentard, abcesele periamigdaliene, plagile infectate,
inflamatia ganglionilor limfatici si a glandelor salivare. Stu-
diile internationale raporteaza aparitia unui flegmon cervi-
cal in 28,74% cazuri ca urmare a unui abces periamigdalian.
Scopul lucrarii. Identificarea particularitatilor de evolutie
a flegmoanelor cervicale pentru eficientizarea diagnosti-
cului si managementului acestora. Material si metode. In
cadrul Clinicii ORL a Spitalului Clinic Republican , Timofei
Mosneaga”, in perioada anilor 2020 - 2022 au fost tratati 8
pacienti cu flegmon cervical ca complicatie a unui abces pe-
riamigdalian. Varsta pacientilor a fost cuprinsa in intervalul
37-81 ani. Debutul manifestarilor clinice s-a remarcat la a
3-5-a zi dupa incizia si drenarea abcesului periamigdalian.
Rezultate. in toate cazurile s-a practicat interventie chirur-
gicala - cervicotomie si amigdalectomie unimomentan, aso-
ciatd cu terapie intravenoasa antibacteriana, antiinflamato-
rie, antialgicd, reechilibrare hidro-electrolitica si acido-ba-
zicd. Analiza bacteriologica a determinat germeni patogeni
Gram+ in 6 cazuri si infectie anaeroba - in 2 cazuri. Din lotul
de pacienti studiati, 2 pacienti au prezentat mediastinita
anterioara si 1 pacient - pleurezie ipsilaterald. Totodata, 3
dintre pacienti au fost testati pozitiv la infectia SARS-CoV2.
Concluzii. Succesul cazurilor chirurgicale complexe depin-
de de abordarea multimodald a pacientului, lucrul eficient
de echipa cu medicii specialisti Chirurgie toracica si medicii
ATI, precum si de individualizarea tratamentului in functie
de particularitatile fiecarui caz.
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
