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Abstract

Introduction. Patients on program hemodialysis are one of the most vulnerable
groups in terms of the incidence of novel coronavirus infection COVID-19. It is of
interest to study the effect of NCVI on the severity of anemia, the correction of
erythropoietin (EPO) therapy. The aim of the study - to study changes in the level of
hemoglobin, iron and the volume of erythropoietin therapy in patients on program
hemodialysis during the COVID-19 pandemic. Materials and methods. We
analyzed 30 case histories of patients receiving PGD at Ural Medical Center LLC.
The dynamics of the level of Hb, iron, and the volume of EPO therapy were assessed
3 months before, during, and 3 months after undergoing NCVI COVID-19. Results.
In patients with CKD 5, who were on PGD during the NCV1 period, the Hb level was
statistically significantly reduced to 119.0 (101.0; 120.0) (p=0.00003), which
required large doses of EPO up to 4000.0 (2000, 0; 6000.0) units/kg (p<0.001). After
undergoing NCVI, the maximum decrease in hemoglobin level to 103.0 (94.0; 109.0)
g/l was noted for the first two months, the use of a larger dose of EPO, compared
with previous periods (p <0.001). Discussion. In patients on PGD during the NCVI
period, the level of Hb decreases statistically significantly, followed by recovery over
the next 2 months to the target level. This required an increase in the dose of EPO.
There are no literature data on this issue. Conclusions. Patients receiving dialysis
sessions during the NCVI period had a statistically significant decrease in Hb levels,
which required an increase in EPO dosages (p<0.001). After NCVI, the first two
months showed the maximum decrease in hemoglobin levels, the use of a larger dose
of EPO, compared with previous periods (p <0.001).
