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ABSTRACT

The article presents the results of a study of the state and mood of civil society from the standpoint
of a political and sociological approach. The definition of the state of civil society, its features and
components is proposed. The complexity and inconsistency of attitudes among young people as
a reference group is analyzed.

The study also compared some indicators with previous similar studies and some dynamics of
the state of the reference group in connection with the conduct of ITS. The competitive parameters
that have received dynamics and their connection with the general mood in the youth environment
are determined.

The study was conducted in order to identify the parameters of subjects exclusively within the
framework of civil society and did not consider the marginalizing component and processes outside
civil society.

For further research, a reference group is provided with a description of the properties of the
group and parameters for segmentation and identification of related processes.
