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I Toyo Bunko’s activities in FY2009

The following outlines the projects that Toyo Bunko conducted during
the 2009 fiscal year, and discusses developments in the projects.

Firstly, the following explains the changes in officials and staff members
made during the 2009 fiscal year. At the Council meeting held in June, all
10 members were reappointed as Directors after their terms had expired.
Mr. Kazuhiko Tojo was reappointed as an Auditor and Mr. Toshiyuki
Nishimura was newly appointed as an Auditor after two Auditors’ terms
had expired. The terms of all the 16 Councilors had expired on the day of
the Council meeting held in June. In the Board of Directors meeting, 13
members were reappointed as Councilors including Mr. Aramaki, Mr.
Arima, Mr. Umemura, Ms. Kishimoto, Mr. Kubo, Mr. Goto, Mr. Shirai, Mr.
Seya, Mr. Nishida, Mr. Hirano, Mr. Masuda, Mr. Mano and Mr. Wang. M.
Atsushi Seike, Mr. Makoto Nagao, Mr. Jun’ichi Hamada and Mr. Hiroshi
Matsumoto were newly appointed as Councilors.  Therefore, the
organization of Toyo Bunko now includes 14 Directors, 2 Auditors and 17
Councilors.

It is regrettable to report that Adviser Mr. Yoneo Ishii, who had
consecutively held the post of a Director at Tokyo Bunko since 1992,
passed away in February 2010.

There was no reassignment of staff members in the 2009 fiscal year. Mr.
Sakurai, Research Fellow in the Library Department, was given a citation
for his many years of service. Mr. Aoki, Assistant General Manager at the
General Affairs Department has taken leave since March due to a health
problem.

Mr. Jun’ichi Yoshida, Professor at Waseda University, took his post as a
member of the committee at the Oriental Studies Advisory Council in April
2009.

The reconstruction of Toyo Bunko building is progressing as planned.
Following the air conditioning equipment work in the annex building and
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the library building in the 2008 fiscal year, the demolition of the old office
building was completed and the construction of the main building was
launched in June 2009. Contractors for the construction of the book
stacks, display, office facilities and the landscaping have been chosen and it
is expected that the total cost will stay within the budget. It is planned
that the new main building will be completed by the end of 2010, which
will be followed by relocation, the demolition of the old book stacks and
external work. All the reconstruction work will be completed by the end
of September 2011.

Regarding the Library Department, the contract for Toyo Bunko to serve
as a branch of the National Diet Library, which lasted for about 60 years
from 1948, was terminated at the end of March 2009. The Reading Room
of Toyo Bunko therefore started operating as a private library. Upon the
new start for the library, the Acquisitions & Cataloging Section and the
Library Service Section were established in the Library Department on
April 1 and Research Fellow Mr. Aitani was appointed as the head of the
two sections. Ms. Kuniko Nakamura and Ms. Fumiko Niiya were
seconded from the National Diet Library as trainees. The stamp for our

books was revised and corrected.

The monthly hit count for the database of Toyo Bunko remained around
100,000 hits per month in the 2009 fiscal year. The number of books
possessed by Toyo Bunko increased by 10,295 in total during the 2009
fiscal year, which included 6,018 purchased books and 4,277 donated

books.

The Research Department published seven books in addition to nine
regular publications in the 2009 fiscal year. A memorandum for the five-
year re-extension of the cooperation agreement with 'Ecole frangaise
d'Extréme-Orient (EFEQ) was signed when the Director of EFEO visited

Japan.

Oriental Studies Lecture Series was held in the spring and autumn, each
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contained three lectures. The lecture series were conducted under the
theme of [HPEXELT V7201, £02—] (ToyoBunko and Asia 1,
2).” The lectures in the spring included: [ERERET VTICED & A R
B0 %17 <) (Exploring the World of the Tai Spreading over Yunnan
and Southeast Asia)” given by Mr. Christian Daniels; witizED R % B

of Asia)” given by Mr. Shosuke Murai. The lectures in the autumn
included: TRLOHEFT VT HZE L HFELE] (My Research into Southeast
Asia and Toyo Bunko)” given by Mr. Yoneo Ishii; [F# SCEQAfFEE &
BT BB R ATSE ) (Historical Documents on Korea in Toyo Bunko and
Research into Early-modern History of Public Finance in Korea)” given by
Mr. Yutaka Rokutanda; [ B A3 5 ILHERER — ILUHERAE & LG R |
(Shan Hai Jing lllustrations in Japan: Shan Hai Jing Pictures and Sankai
Ibutsu - Mythical Creatures of the Mountains and the Seas)” given by Mr.
Takeshi Tochio. The lectures were held in an auditorium of the
Mitsubishi Corporation in the Marunouchi district due to the reconstruction
of Toyo Bunko building.

Various seminars and lectures were held 104 times in total, receiving a
total of 950 participants. Toyo Bunko received three overseas researchers,
and it also provided services for 32 researchers from Azerbaijan, China,

France, Poland, Russia and Taiwan.

The Museum Department was established on July 1 and Executive
Librarian Mr. Shiba was appointed as the Dept. Head while continuing to
serve as the Executive Librarian. Mr. Motonori Makino was employed as
full-time staff member in the department in September. With regard to
exhibitions, an account “Allowance for museum production expense” was
established as a specified asset by the Board of Directors meeting in June
in order to spread the costs of opening the museum over multiple years.

The opening of the museum is planned for October 2011.
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Regarding Toyo Bunko’s finances, the special contribution of 55 million
yen per year from Mitsubishi Kin’yo-kai ended in the 2009 fiscal year and
Toyo Bunko will receive annual donations of 60 million yen from
Mitsubishi companies from the 2010 fiscal year. Therefore, it is expected
that annual income and expenditures will be in the red for the next two
years or so and Toyo Bunko will need to use the retained reserves. Toyo
Bunko has been nominated as a specified public-service promotion
corporation, but the renewal procedures for the status were delayed
considerably due to various circumstances, so the renewal of the approval
will not be completed until the 2010 fiscal year. This resulted in
procedural difficulties for the relevant companies concerning their
contributions to Toyo Bunko.

With respect to internal control, Toyo Bunko is continuing its work to
develop necessary regulations. In addition to the establishment of
regulations on asset management and their supplementary provisions, Toyo
Bunko revised the following regulations: regulations on the official seals;
regulations on organization management; regulations on the employment of
research supporters; regulations on salaries; regulations on travel expenses;
and regulations on Toyo Bunko Society of Friends. A subsidy system for
English training was established for the improvement of the staff’s English

proficiency.

Regarding the transfer of status to a new regulations, Toyo Bunko is
preparing its application with the aim of submitting the application in June
2012. Its procedures and other related information were reported to the
Board of Directors meeting and the Council meeting in February.

The website was renewed and the content on the Research Department
was significantly improved. Links to other organizations’ databases were
also increased so that the world’s major databases on Asian studies
literature can be accessed through the website of Toyo Bunko.

With regard to public relations, Toyo Bunko has been given opportunities
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since 2007 to introduce its precious books every two months in a monthly
magazine “The Monthly Mitsubishi” which is published by the Mitsubishi
Public Affairs Committee, and 12 articles have been published as of the
end of the 2009 fiscal year. This series is expected to continue in the
2010 fiscal year.

Important visitors to Toyo Bunko included a group led by the President
of the Union Académique Internationale and Mr. Omiya, the President of
Mitsubishi Heavy Industries, Ltd. and his wife Mrs. Omiya, among others.
Regarding exhibitions, images of Toyo Bunko’s collections have been
exhibited since September at the Mitsubishi Center Digital Gallery of the
Mitsubishi Public Affairs Committee which adjoins the Mitsubishi
Ichigokan Museum in the Marunouchi district.
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II Activeties Report

1. Survey and Research

The Toyo Bunko has for over 80 years been continuously involved in sys-
tematically collecting source materials related to the historical and cultural
development of the various regions of Asia.

The main purpose of this activity has been to provide scholars interested
in Asian studies with a scientifically cataloged library of sources to assist

them in their endeavors to better understand the field across all the academic

disciplines.

In order to enhance the effectiveness of the above endeavors, a full revi-
sion of the Research Department was carried out in 2003, and involved: (1) a
reorganization of the Asian studies program and proactive efforts to enlist
younger scholars to participate in it. (2) incorporating the study of contempo-
rary Asia based on interdisciplinary research programs (3) renewed efforts to
expand international exposure to Asian studies research done in Japan
through publication in Western languages. (4) promotion of opening research
sources and information to the public and encouraging its joint utilization.

As a result, the Research Department was organizationally divided into
two department: Supradisciplinary Studies and Asian Regional Studies: the
former aiming at interdisciplinary research on contemporary Asian, empha-
sizing the utilization of primary sources; the latter stressing important empiri-
cal research issues in the study of Asian history and culture along the more
traditional academic disciplines.

<Asian Section>

A. Supradisciplinary Studies Group

Since the decade of the 1940s on, great changes have been experienced in
all the regions of Asia, on coat tails of rapid economic growth, which in the
21" century has significantly raised the importance of Asia in the contempo-
rary world order.

For example, after the revolution of 1949, in particular from its openness
policies beginning in 1979, the rapid change and development that China has
achieved no longer presents issues and problems of to be understood merely
in an internal, domestic framework, but today requires integrated, multifa-
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ceted empirical research on how the largest country in the world is influen-
cing its neighbors on its East, Southeast and Central Asian borders.

One more example is the globalization and growing leadership role dis-
played by Islam in the contemporary world, phenomena which have become
indispensable keys to objectively understanding reality in not only the Middle
East and Central Asia, but also China and Southeast Asia.

These two issues facing contemporary Asia were chosen by the Research
Department in the course of its reorganization as the subjects of the Supradis-
ciplinary Studies to be viewed as spheres of influenced and subjected inter-
disciplinary joint research project incorporating all the humanities and social
sciences, including political science and economics, history and religion, to
be approached through the collection and analysis of source materials and
viewed over the long term.

(1) Contemporary Chinese Studies

Interdisciplinary Research on China (Phase 11)

China today continues to carry out wide-ranging political, economic
and social reform, and in so doing influence both its neighbors in East
Asia and the rest of the world.

The present project has put together a research system (consisting of
teams dealing with source materials, politics, economy, and international
relations and culture) aiming at understanding this dynamic situation.

The project will be reorganized along the lines of source collection
centered around the holdings of the Toyo Bunko Library and their inter-
disciplinary study and wide public circulation.

In the process, links will be strengthened with such Japanese institu-
tions and such international bodies as Academia Sinica, the Chinese
Academy of the Social Sciences and Harvard-Yenching Institute and the
projects research teams will continue to hold academic meetings and pub-
lish their results beginning next year.

[Research Activities]

a) The Source Materials Group was involved in cataloging the Morrison
Pamphlet Collection, which forms the nucleus of the Library’s holdings
regarding modern China, for the purpose of forming it into a systematic
body of research. Also, preparations were begun to compile an online
catalog of the Collection.
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b) The Political Group continued its full schedule of research meetings
aiming at the clarification of the political issues facing contemporary
China that would make it possible to sustain economic growth and so-
cial development.

¢) The Economics Group assembled the results of its joint research project
on structural changes that have occurred in the contemporary Chinese
economy into a volume entitled [ 5 AYIREF 2> & A 7= R ERE
%1 (The Contemporary Chinese Economy from a Historical Perspec-
tive). Also, the work continues on a project to incorporate the data from
the Lossing Buck Collection of pre-WWII rural surveys kept at Nanjing
University into a valuable Library source for Toyo Bunko users.

d) The International Relations and Culture Group has continued its re-
search project on the relationship of social and cultural change to inter-
national relations, concluding its study of the Second Sino-Japanese
War and proceeding into the decade of the 1950s. Activities concerning
this new theme, which promises fresh insights into contemporary Japan,
China and Taiwan, includes delving into both existing and newly dis-
covered research, providing it to the Library and discussing it in re-
search gatherings.

e) All of the titles purchased during the project have been cataloged in
conjunction with the Library’s Documentation Center for China Studies.
Concerning publication, the Political Group is planning a volume of re-
search on China’s complaint system to be released within the next two
years.

(2) Contemporary Islamic Studies

Fundamental Supradisciplinary Research Approaches to Contempo-
rary Islam: Collection of Primary Sources and Comparative Analysis
Related to Parliamentarism and Constitutional Systems

This project is concerned with collecting, cataloguing and analyzing
the virtually unstudied Arabic, Persian and Turkish documents relating to
parliamentary bodies in the countries of the Middle East in order to ex-
amine and compare both parliamentarian ideas that were conceived there
and the resulting constitutional polities. Since the start of the new millen-
nium, the project has also turned to the collection, cataloging and analysis
of primary sources for similar comparison with the countries of Central
Asia, hopefully resulting in comprehensive empirical consideration of the
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historical role and contemporary significance of the nation-state in such

Islamic regions as the Middle East and Central Asia.

In the process, the project hopes collect and catalogue Islamic sources
for publication into databases and consolidation of a Japanese source ma-
terial center.

[Research Activities]

The project’s activities have been divided among four groups along the
regional lines of Arab, Iran, Turkey and Central Asia. The three Middle
Eastern groups continued their work done during the first phase of the
project, between 2003 and 2008.

a) The Arab Group continued the work began last year to utilize its Guide
to Parliamentary Records in Monarchical Egypt that it published in
2006 in reading and analyzing the available documentation.

b) The Iran Group utilized the index (available in CD-ROM) that it com-
piled in 2005 to analyze the available documentation.

¢) The Turkey Group continued to collect sources and analyze the availa-
ble documentation based on the themes contained in the collection of
papers it published in 2006 entitled [ h/V=iZdsiT DB DR
B] (The Development of Turkish Parliamentary System).

d) The Central Asia Group collected and catalogued source materials its
first year. Each group held three research conferences during the year,
then convened a joint conference to compare the four regions and de-
termine common terminology.Experts on parliamentarism and constitu-
tional politics in Japan and China also asked to present reports.

B. Historical and Cultural Studies Group
One indispensible key to understanding the complex and dynamic nature
of the development going on in contemporary Asia is a basic knowledge
about the history and culture of the people involved. The Historical and Cul-
tural Studies Group aims at a fundamental, long-term integrated view of the
historical and cultural elements that remain closely linked to contemporary
Asian affairs.

< East Asian Section>

(1) Premodern Chinese Studies
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(D Ancient Chinese Regional Studies: Analysis of Shuijing Zhu 7X#&

1 (Water Classic and Commentaries) (Phase 1I)

The team, which is involved in the investigation the structure of an-
cient Chinese regional society, has chosen to study China’s oldest work of
geography dating back the sixth century AD and reexamine the existing
commentaries on it. The reading of the commentaries will be done in con-
junction with relevant information gleaned from the most recent archeo-
logical findings and Randosat mapping technology of the river basins in
question, in the hope of coming to a better concrete understanding of their
historical ecologies, social realities and how their social structures
changed over time. The results of this investigation will appear in the
forthcoming volumes of [ZKIRIEEHRIEL]  (Translation with Notes on
the Water Classic and Commentaries) dealing with the Weishui 7§ 7K
River (Part IT) and the Luoshui #$7K and Yishui 7K Rivers, which to-
gether form the regional center of the “Yellow River Civilization.” This
new regional history approach will hopefully take us beyond the mere bib-
liographical treatment of Shuijing Zhu and open up new perspectives on
ancient China yet to be explored either within or without Japan.

[Research Activities]

a) Biweekly research meetings continued reading the section on the Wei-
shui River contained in Chen Qiaoyi’s re-compilation of Shuijing Zhu-
shu IKIRIEBR (dnnotated Shuijing Zhu; Jiangsu Guji Publishing), with
the aim of releasing a second volume (Chen’s Chapter 19) on the Wei-
shui for the Translation in 2012.

b) In preparation for the publication of volumes on the Luoshui and Yi-
shui Rivers for the Translation, fieldwork and scholarly exchange were
conducted in Taiwan and Sanxi Province, for the purpose of collecting
gazetteers and archeological survey reports on the Luoshui, Yishui and
Lower Weishui River basins. Of special note is the fieldwork and meet-
ings conducted with researchers regarding excavations being conducted
in Sanxi, enabling a better understanding of the present condition of an-
cient sites located in the river basins.

@ Compilation and Digitalization of a Dictionary of Song Period So-
cial and Economic Terms
The team is now involved in editing and revising the results of its 6-
volume [HREREEFIE] (Treatise on the Economy and Finance of
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the Sung) published in 1961-2006 and Glossary of [A4é4x EHEFR R EF

HERE HEER] (The Terminology of Socio-Economy in the Section

of The Song Digest) in 2008 into a database to be published in print and

on CD-ROM.

[Research Activities]

a) The work is nearing completion on extracting the terminology from the
sources and editing it into 54 categories under the 3 major headings of
fiscal terms (23 categories), economic terms (10 categories) and social
terms (11 categories). The writing of definitions continues and should
be completed in time for publication come 2011.

b) The glossary compilation project could not have begun without setting
up a collection of source materials to glean for terms, sources including
primary Song period materials, descriptions of tools and machinery, as
well as secondary research, already and yet to be released. Concerning
this last group of sources, Academia Sinica’s revised compilation of
complete works, Xin-Hanjiganwen Ziliaoqu FTVEEE 2 SCEBHE, was
of great use; and the whole source collection phase of the project pro-
vided the Library with new materials on legal precedents (panyu &),
administrative directives (guanzhen '8 i), personal essays and memos
(biji ZE5T), gazeteers (fangzhi J775%), as well as private legal contracts
from the Ming, Qin and Minquo periods.

® Archeological Study Survey and Research of East Asian Cities

(Phase TII)

The comparative study, which began in 2004, of walled cities in the
region centering upon Bohai ###. Two volumes of research have been
published to date [H7 7 O & ] (The Capital Castles of
East Asia and Bohai) in 2005 and Volume II of [TEREERYL D 22
#3e]  (Archeological Studies on the Capital Castles of Bo’hai) in 2007,
However, due to the inordinately large number of artifacts unearthed from
the Bohai Shangjing Longquan-fu )i _F R FERNT Site (Dongjing F AT,
Castle), the task of cataloging them will continue during 2008.

[Research Activities]

a) An investigation was made of the content of the survey report concern-
ing the excavation of Balian-Cheng /\ i3, located in Hunchun, Jilin
Province and thought to be Bohai’s eastern capital of Dongjing Lon-

gyuan-fu JEHEIFURT.
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b) Photographs were taken of Bohai Buddhist sculpture in China and pre-
pared as reference materials.

@ Evolution of “Civil Law” Codes in Premodern China
This project aims at analyzing clarifying such “civil law”-related af-
fairs as household registration, land holding and money lending. Within
the research to date on the period-by-period legal history of China, one
characteristic feature over the past 20 years has been verifying the effica-
cy and strict implementation of legal codes from such sources as the many
public notices, local ordinances and contractual documents which have
been discovered and made available in China. The present research team,
which has been pursuing such lines of research over the past 5 years, has
come to the conclusion that civil-related legal codes not only reflect social
conditions, but also changes in those conditions as existing legal codes
become obsolete over time, revealing one important aspect of the long-
term evolution of Han society.
[Research Activities]
a) Local public statutes and ordinances from the Song, Yuan, Ming and
Qin periods were collected.
b) Scheduled research meetings (including outside experts from Japan and
abroad) were held to catalog, read and discuss the collected sources.

(2) Modern Chinese Studies
Japanese Surveys in China During the First Half of the 20th Century
The object of this project is to continue the work began by the former
Committee for Research on Modern China to collect source materials re-
lated to fieldwork conducted in mainly northern China by Japanese re-
search institutes during the 1910s, 20s, 30s and 40s. In addition to the ex-
isting Japanese language sources, related Chinese language sources will
be examined, and while continuing to stress northern China, central and
southern China will be included in survey area in order to discover any
regional differences. By utilizing the Japanese and Chinese sources in
tandem, and following the lead of recent research results, it is hoped that a
new way of organizing the materials will be discovered leading to an
overall image of Chinese society during the first half of the last century.
Moreover, while continuing the collection of sources related to fieldwork
done in China by Japanese research institutes before and during the
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Second Sino-Japanese War, efforts will be made to encourage more joint

study with research institutes based in China. Already cooperation with

such institutes as the Chinese Academy of Social Sciences, Shanghai Mu-
nicipal Archives, Qingdao Academy of Social Sciences and Shandong

Academy of Social Sciences has resulted in the discovery of sources in-

dispensable to filling the gaps that exist in modern Chinese studies both in

Japan and elsewhere. With the addition of new members to the project

team, joint research activities will be extended such institutes of higher

learning as Beijing University, Nankai University, Sanxi University and

Nanjing University, providing the Toyo Bunko with a steady stream of

new sources related modern and contemporary China to analyze, cata-

logue and introduce to the world.

[Research Activities]

a) The work continued collecting Chinese sources related to Japan’s ad-
ministration of China.

b) The search for source materials concerning survey institutions yet to be
studied, including Japanese consulates and Chambers of Commerce,
was conducted not only in the Library, but also at the Diplomatic
Record Office of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, the Policy Research
Institute of the Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Fisheries, and the
National Institute for Defense Studies’ Library.

¢) Partial results of these activities were reported in the periodical [¥TfX
FEFFEESR] (Report of Modern Chinese Studies), No. 32.

(3) Northeastern Asian Studies
D Study of Source Materials Preserved in Japan on Late Premodern

Korea (Phase II)

Completion of the work which began in 2004 to survey records from
the period in question held at Kyoto University, Tenri University (Imani-
shi Collection), other organizations and personal collections and compile
them into a catalogue with explanatory notes. Prior to the start of the
present project, a comprehensive survey of classical Chinese works pub-
lished in Korea called “Chosen-Bon” was already in progress and had just
about clarified their diffusion throughout Japan. However, the wherea-
bouts of records from the period, referred to as seisatsu [%{ff, regional and
private sector sources, mainly in the form of ledgers, were virtually un-
known. Phase I of the present project was successful in finding such
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sources that are no longer extant in Korea and analyzing their content. The

completion of Phase II will result in the existence of such sources

throughout Japan.

[Research Activities]

a) Preparation continued for the publication of Volume II of [ HZAFTE
BRI LS IEARE ] (Catalogue of Late Premodern Korean
Sources in Japan).

b) The investigation continued into what the analysis of the target sources
has to say about the whole genre of records (kiroku FLEE), from diaries
to tax ledgers, for the late premodern period in general.

¢) The investigation continued into the conditions surrounding the trans-
mission of the target sources from Korea to Japan.

© Manchu Archival Sources (Phase II)

It is now clear that use of Manchurian as the Qing Dynasties primary
official language extended throughout its entire history. Although from
the reign of Emperor Qianlong (1736—1795) bannermen residing in Bei-
jing came to use Chinese in everyday life, the use of Manchurian in the
written language continued up until the establishment of the Republic of
China. At present, about one-half of the 10 million sources material titles
held at the First Historical Archives of China in Beijing were written in
Manchurian (or both Manchurian and Chinese). This proves that Manchu-
rian was indispensable to system by which document were transmitted in
Qing China. From 1644, when the Manchus first entered China proper
through the early years of the Qing Dynasty, much of both documentation
and books issued both at the center, at the banners and fiefs on the frontier,
and in foreign relations were written in Manchurian. The objective of the
present project is to examine comprehensively Qing Dynasty bibliographs
written or printed, mainly during its earlier eras, in Manchurian.

[Research Activities]

a) Research will be conducted on documents related to the early Qing pe-
riod “Imperial Historio-graphical Office” (Neiguoshiyuan PN [E B).
The work will continue on the Chongde £27# era, following publication
in 2009 of the fifth year of Tiancong K.

b) Progress was made in the reading and analysis of the Tiancong and
Chongde era Manchriuan documents from the “Imperial Historiograph-
ical Office” collection held at the First Historical Archives of China.
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¢) Research was also conducted on archives related to the Bordered Red
Banner (Xianghongqi SEAT ).

@Structural Historical Analysis of East and Northeast Asia During
the Qing Period (Phase II)

Within the state projects that were rapidly pushed forward in China in
preparation for the Beijing Olympic Games, a number of existing internal
political, economic, ethnic and cultural problems came to the surface (be-
ginning with the Tibetan issue) that promised to influence daily life in
throughout Central and Northern Asia. In this respect, the great plan envi-
sioned by the Qing Dynasty for unifying and integrating the regional
realms of inner China and those on the periphery is much alive and well in
China today, as well as the political, economic, ethnic and cultural prob-
lems that accompany such a plan. This project has been concerned with
studying and analyzing the state structure and international relations engi-
neered by the Qing Dynasty in its efforts to unify China’s inner and peri-
pheral realms. Together with compiling the research results into an Eng-
lish language collection of papers, the project will aim at building a re-
search system able to understand comprehensively the total historical
structure of East and Northern Asia during the Qing period, and for that
purpose systematically collect, catalogue and digitalize heretofore undis-
turbed documentary archives indispensable to analyzing the problems at
hand and those that promise to arise in the future.

[Research Activities]

a) The editing work continued on the English monograph, The Historical
Structure of Eastern and Northern Asia in the Qing Dynasty Era.

b) The search continued for archival materials in libraries, archives and
research institutes abroad, in a manner transcending conventional re-
gional and historical boundaries.

(4) Japanese Studies
Bibliography for the Rare Archives in the Iwasaki Collection
(Phase II)

All of the rich sources dealing with Japanese culture, literature and
language containing in the Library’s Iwasaki Collection have yet to be
bibliographically surveyed. Upon the publication of a five-volume biblio-
graphic introduction to the old manuscripts and printings from the Muro-
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machi period and before was completed in 2006, the work turned to the
holdings that were published during the Tokugawa period, preparing basic
research on them to be published in the future.
[Research Activities]
An overall image was gained of the approximately 100 items dealing
mainly with the Manyoshu formerly belonging to Kimura Seiji, but now
a part of the Library’s Iwasaki Collection, enabling the publication of
Volume VI of [YAIRFSCEEREEEFME] (4dnnotated Bibliography
of Rare Titles in the Iwasaki Collection).

<Inner Asian Section>

(1) Central Asian Studies
(D The Paleographs of St. Petersburg: Uighur Documents
It was in 2002 that a provisionary catalogue (serial numbers) of Uig-
hur and Sogd language documents found in the Library’s copy the micro-
film held by the St. Petersburg Branch of the Institute of Oriental Studies
(present, St. Petersburg Institute of Oriental Manuscripts) of the Russian
Academy of Sciences along with additional data discovered in a survey of
the Institute. Then the work continued to digitalize the data until comple-
tion last year. An almost complete revised version of the original cata-
logue in digital form is now ready for publication. However, due to limita-
tions within the contract concluded between the Toyo Bunko and the In-
stitute of Oriental Studies, care must be taken in decided exactly how the
catalogue will be released to the world. For example, there is the possibili-
ty of including a listing of Uighur bibliographs held by the British Library,
including some that have yet to appear on the Internet. The catalogue will
also include chapters on the related bibliographical research to date.
[Research Activities]
a) Bibliographical research was begun based on catalogs accumulated
based on the research done to date.
b) Classification of the form of mainly old Uighur documents was carried
out.
¢) Joint research was conducted with the Chinese Document Group (see 2-
(1)-®) on hebi 52 documents of alternating Chinese and Uighur.
d) The reading, analysis and research of selected old Uighur documents
continued.
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@ Politics and Islam in Modern and Contemporary Central Eurasia
It was on the occasion of the breakup of the Soviet Union in 1991 that

great opportunities were opened in the historical study of modern and con-
temporary Central Eurasia. A wide variety of source materials to which
access had theretofore been denied were opened to the public and joint re-
search with local scholars, as well as fieldwork by foreign researchers be-
came possible. Under such promising circumstances the present project
has been organized with the following two issues in mind. The first is
while the role of Islam in the region’s political, social and cultural devel-
opment since the eighth century cannot be ignored, the “Islamic question”
was unduly underplayed under the atheistic ideologyperpetuated under
the Soviet regime. Now is the time to reexamine Central Eurasian history
in order to overcome such shortcomings. Secondly, from the beginning of
Perestroika on war on, there was a remarkable resurgence staged by Islam
in region, with the appearance of extremist groups aiming at the estab-
lishment of Islamic states clashing with secularist regimes. The question
therefore arises as to how we are to consider Islam resurgency in the con-
text of Central Eurasian history. Indispensable to answering such a query
to take an empirical look at the interrelationship between Islam and poli-
tics throughout the region’s modern and contemporary periods.

[Research Activities]

a) Overseas Source Material Collection: Experts were commissioned and
dispatched to libraries, research institutes, as well as private individuals
and concerns, in such location as Tashkent (Uzbekistan), Kazan and St.
Petersburg.

b) Source Material Cataloging and Analysis: Work progressed on a cata-
log of the collected materials, in order to allow the widest range of digi-
tal use, especially in the periodical collection.

c¢) Promotion of Research: Research meetings were held concerning the
above-mentioned themes, utilizing both the newly collected sources and
the rich holdings already available in the Library.

d) The results of the research efforts to date were published in the TBRL
series under the title Studies on Xinjiang Historical Sources in 17-20th
Centuries.
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(®Database Compilation of a Catalogue for the Microfilm of Chinese
Documents Unearthed in Continental Asia Held by the Russian
Science Academy’s St. Petersburg Asian Studies Institute Archives

It was in 2002 that the Toyo Bunko became the initial recipient of this
363-reel, 250,000 frame microfilm collection containing Uighur-Sogd,
Khotan-Saka, Chaghatai-Turkish, Mongolian, Chinese, Sanskrit, Arabic,
Persian, Manchurian, Tibetan and Jurchen documents dating from the 4—
5th to the 15th century. The compilation of a catalog of these documents
into database form has been in demand throughout the world for a long
time.

The present project had been organized to partially fill that demand
with a digital catalogue pertaining to the Chinese documents contained in
the collection.

[Research Activities]

a) The work continued on the compilation of a catalog for 30 reels (11,000
frames) of Uighur-Sogd documents on microfilm (Reels 2, 17-44, 47).
b) Research was conducted on the documentary forms and recording styles
found in Chinese documents extracted from 51 reels of the microfilm.
¢) The above-mentioned research activities were furthered through the pe-
riodic gatherings of the Excavated Paleography of Inner Asia Research

Society.

(2) Tibetan Studies

Philological Research on Tibetan Canonical Works Omitted from the

Tripitika (Phase II)

This new phase of the project will involve building a comprehensive
Library collection of sources related to all areas of history, culture and re-
ligion by collected and storing newly discovered Tibetan manuscripts.
Then a catalog will be compiled and a database published. The work will
then be directed towards editing, translating, annotating and researching a
Library collection including the paleographs found at Dunhuang, the Ka-
waguchi Collection and the above-mentioned manuscripts.

[Research Activities]

a) Source Material Collection: Progress was made in the collection of fac-
similes of 10 through 13th century Tibetan manuscripts recently dis-
covered in China. An electronic edition of Tibetan Tripitika and non-
Tripitika documents was purchased in preparation for research.
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b) The manuscripts were analyzed and catalogued.
c¢) The following research themes were studied with the cooperation of

Tibetan scholars.

1. Collation of Manuscripts: Many old Tibetan documents have been
copied in a handwritten style that is very difficult for general scholars
to decipher. With the help of Tibetan collaborators, these documents
were successfully compiled into the Tibetan print text database.

2 Bibliographic analysis and research of the database was conducted and
preparations were made to publish the results in a new research series
focusing on the manuscripts.

3. Progress was made in the editing of an annotated translation of the
chapter on the bKa'gdams pa in Thu'u bkwan’s Grub mtha' for the next
volume of the series [PERILAEFRENZR] (4 Study of the Grub
mtha' of Tibetan Buddhism) dealing with research in Tibetan Buddhist
doxology.

4. Research was conducted on Tibetan documents unearthed in Dun-
huang under the leadership of Takeuchi Tsuguhito, in preparation for a
new Dunhuang document research series sequel to [ A4 o L HE
F Xy MEXHEAEE B $k] (4 Catalogue of the Tibetan Manu-
scripts Collected by Siv Aurel Stein).

< India and Southeast Asian Section>

(1) Indian Studies

Indian Epigraphy: Collection and Research

In contrast to a past dearth of interest among Japanese Indologists in
the study of epigraphy, in recent years a younger generation of scholars
have risen to occasion, including Ishikawa Kan and Ohta Nobuhiro in the
area of Dravidian languages and Mita Masahiko and Furui Ryusuke in
Aryan languages. Such a lack of tradition has resulted in concomitant lack
of interest in collecting texts and research literature on the subject, despite
it indispensability as the primary source of information on the “paperless”
ages of ancient and medieval Indian history. On the other hand, in India
itself, the study of epigraphy is also being threatened by lagging publica-
tion of texts and waning legions of younger scholars. Needless to say, the
number of Indian epigraphy experts worldwide is extremely small. Given
this unsettling state of affairs, Japanese research institutes have begun col-
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lecting Indian inscriptions (including unpublished texts) with the intent of

both making them available internationally and also enticing new recruits

to the waning fields of ancient and medieval Indian history.

[Research Activities]

a) Progress was made in the collection of epigraphy collections and re-
search periodicals, as well as post-Independence publications (in par-
ticular those of local archeological bureaus), not yet held by the Library.

b) In addition to the continuation of individual research by team members,
a number of themes were set for joint study with collaborating experts.

¢) Research results to date were published in a volume entitled Sources on
the Mughal History.

(2) Southeast Asian Studies

Historiography Regarding Modern and Contemporary Southeast
Asia

From as early as the late Meiji period, Japan became closely involved
with the region, culminating in military occupation during the Pacific War.
Then, after the War, Japan gradually became involved in the economic af-
fairs of the region. Over the past 40 years or so, the field of Southeast
Asian studies in Japan has developed by leaps and bounds; however, the
research itself actually dates back to the Taisho Era scholars who became
interested in the history of the “South Seas” as a way of understanding
East-West contact in East Asia, resulting in a “South Sea boom” and the
release of publications related to the economy of the region. Then during
the Pacific War many publication related to the region appeared, including
translated materials, but with the exception of a few empirical studies,
most of these publications were as “Southern trivia” and given little or no
scientific credibility. Nevertheless, they are not only valuable sources for
understanding Japanese perceptions of the region, but valuable ethno-
graphic observations of Southeast Asian society at the time. The present
project will not only continue to view Japan’s involvement in Southeast
Asian affairs, but also examine the role played by Japanese in the social
integration of the region, in order to better understand the social characte-
ristics of a region which during modern times was home to a diverse mul-
ti-ethnic population including Japanese, Chinese, Indians, Arabs and Eu-
ropeans.

a) Work continued on the collection and analysis of source materials re-
lated to the region’s port cities during their eras of modernization.

b) Progress was made in the setting of discussion points through research
meetings, bibliographic surveys and fieldwork.

Contractual Documents in the Islamic Sphere (Phase II)

The practice of religious donation known as wagf led not only to the
construction of religious institutions in both the urban and rural areas of
the region, but also formed an economic base linking the common people
to the rich and powerful. This project will be involved in collecting both
wagf-related historical accounts, such as treatise on jurisprudence, chroni-
cles and gazetteers, and related documentary sources, such as actual dona-
tion records and investigative reports, all leading to a clarification of the
situation on the ground in the various areas of the region and how the in-
stitution changed over time.

[Research Activities]

a) Research was conducted in the study of the Library’s collection of Mo-
roccan vellum contracts and in earnest research was begun on the insti-
tution known as wagf.

b) The research was furthered by such activities as source material collec-
tion, organization of research meetings and fieldwork.
