Abstract. The religious issue became acute in the Soviet Union from the very beginning of
the establishment of Soviet power. The government needed to create “new” people and citizens free
from religious prejudice, to induce them new ideals and life orientations. Educational system was
employed as a platform for spreading anti-religious propaganda and atheism among youngest mem-
bers of the Soviet society. Developing anti-religious agenda, the government counted much on
school children, whose minds easily adapted to the change of agenda and had no religious experi-
ence. The present article dedicated to research of mechanisms of such work at schools is important
task in developing the issue of the relationship between religion and power in the Soviet Russia.
