ON PROF. MAURO PEREIRA BARRETTO^ COLLECTION OF 
TABANIDAE TYPES

Abstract 

Holotypes and paratypes of 26 species descrihed by Barretto 
(19Jf6-1957) were deposited in the collection of Diptera of the 
Museu de Zoologiaj Universidade de São Paulo. Those types were 
formerly in the Departamento de Panrasitologia, Faculdade de Me- 
dicinas Universidade de São Paulo, having been moved in 1953 to 
the Departamento de Parasitologia, Faculdade de Medicina de 
Ribeirão Preto. 

Through the courtesy of Prof. Mauro Pereira Barretto, the 
distinguished Brazilian parasitologist and student of Tabanidae, we 
have received the holotypes and paratypes of 26 species descrihed 
by him during a period of 11 years (1946-1957). In order to make 
known the present location of those types I have prepared this list. 
Barretto's types were first deposited in the collection of the Depar- 
tamento de Parasitologia, Faculdade de Medicina, Universidade de 
São Paulo. Most of the descriptions were published in the "Anais 
da Faculdade de Medicina da Universidade de São Paulo". Later. 
on the occasion of his new appointment to the Departamento de 
Parasitologia of the Faculdade de Medicina de Ribeirão Prêto, State 
of São Paulo, ali types were moved to that institution. They are 
now in the collection of Diptera of the Museu de Zoologia, 
Universidade de São Paulo, where they are accessible to ali 
students of the family. In the accompanying list are given: the 
original reference, the original generic placement (m paren- 
theses, if not the same as presently), the type-locality, the sex of 
the holotype, the number of paratypes, and the present generic 
assignment of the species. or its present specific name. in case of 
synonymy (in square brackets). Under "literature cited" are listed 
ali papers on Tabanidae by Barretto.
