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ABSTRACT. The distinction and analysis of the effective compositional structure of a political news text is both theo-
retically and practically urgent for a number of socio-humanitarian fields. Journalists, political scientists and linguists ad-
dress this research object in connection with the issues of manipulation, propaganda, ideology and political socialization.
The recent emergence of political news for children's reading audience in a number of countries poses new challenges to the
study of the effective composition structure of news texts for this target group. The scope of the presented study embraces
French-language political news texts for children. The object of research is the structure of French-language political news
texts for children. The aim is to describe and systematize the peculiarities of the structure of political news texts from the
children's magazine “ljourlactu”, characterized by the alternation of main and additional news information. The practical
material includes 50 political news texts for the period 2013—2022, from the French-language magazine “ljourlactu”,
addressed to children aged 8—12 years, selected by directional sampling. The methods used in the study were: intent-
analysis, the method of structural analysis of political text and a number of general scientific methods. According to the data
obtained, news articles of political nature with the “Layered Cake” structure, addressed to children's audiences, have the
following components: “Title”, “Lead”, “Nut graf”, “Body”, “Background”, “Body”, “Background”. The peculiarity of
this structure is due to the fact that the news information presented in the “Body” is divided into “layers” throughout the
news text, with additional information related to the “Background” inserted between them. This way of presenting a news
event makes it easier for young readers to understand and absorb the information, as it holds their attention throughout the
reading. It should also be noted that this type of political news text with the “Layered Cake” structure is informative and
educational, as it not only provides details related to current political events, but also provides information that introduces
young readers to political phenomena, political procedures, political actors, etc. in general.
