MAIN FACTORS AFFECTING STUDENTS' HEALTH

Abstract

Introduction. The difficulty of the educational process in medical university leads to
a decrease in adaptive capabilities, new functional disorders and chronic illnesses in
students’ population; these are the problems that students are unwilling and unable to
deal with. In connection with this, it is important to share knowledge about the
preservation of their own health with students. The purpose of the study is to
identify the significance of the value of health for students, as well as factors
affecting their health. Material and methods. A cross-sectional study was conducted
using the anonymous questionnaire method, compiled by the staff of the Center for
Monitoring Bad Habits among Children and Adolescents of the Federal State
Budgetary Institution of the Ministry of Health of Russia (Moscow). It was attended
by students of 4-5 courses of the pediatric, general medicine and medical-preventive
faculties of Ural State Medical University by Google forms. Results Of the 160
respondents, the majority rated their health as "excellent" or "good". According to our
study, alcoholic beverages are consumed by 81% of students, 41% of respondents
smoke, 44% of students suffer from diseases of the gastrointestinal tract, 24% - from
diseases of the cardiovascular system, 38% -from pathology of the musculoskeletal
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system, 20% - suffer from neurosis, nervous tics and tension headache. 68% of
respondents were ill with COVID-19, and 44% of students had a connect with it the
worsening of their health. Conclusions. The main factors in the deterioration of
students' health are smoking and drinking, low physical activity, violation of the diet,
non-compliance with the regime of work and rest, the coronavirus infection. Use of
the information received in this research will increase the competence of students in
matters of health and the formation of sustainable motivation to lead a better life.
