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Introducere. Domeniul medical se confrunta zilnic cu con-
ceptul de dilemd morald, urmarind abordarea complexa a
pacientului din punct de vedere moral, profesional si le-
gal. Datoria medicului este de a cunoaste si implementa in
practica modele de solutionare a dilemelor etice. Avand in
vedere statutul epidemiologic si nivelul severitatilor patolo-
giilor hepatice cronice, aplicabilitatea managementul dile-
melor morale este mai mult ca binevenita. Scopul lucrarii.
Interpretarea modelelor etice privind solutionarea dileme-
lor morale si integrarea acestora in actul medical hepatic.
Material si metode. Cercetarea constituie o sinteza a mo-
delelor de gestionare a dilemelor etice intalnite in practica
medicala hepatica. Literatura etica si medicala a fost cauta-
ta in baze de date precum: Google Scholar, PubMed si Re-
search4life. Preponderent s-au utilizat metodele analitica,
hermeneutici si sinteza. Rezultate. in contextul analizei se
constata: 1) postulatele bioetice contribuie la gestionarea
situatiilor de dilema din activitatea clinica atat a gastroen-
terologilor, cat si a altor specialisti; 2) domeniului medical
i se propun pasi bine stabiliti in gestionarea dilemelor mo-
rale, si anume: modelul traditional, modelul moral, modelul
decizional etic Murphy and Murphy. Concluzii. 1. Activita-
tea bioetica pledeaza pentru formarea statutului moral al
medicului cu prezentarea postulatelor ce-i faciliteaza acest
parcurs, specialistului 1i ramane sa le aplice. 2. Gestionarea
dilemelor morale in practica medicala hepatica este depen-
denta de conditia/ caracterul morala al medicului si implica
competenta si performanta acestuia de a antrena modelele
etice/ bioetice in actul medical.

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Background. The medical field is confronted daily by the
concept of the moral dilemma, pursuing a complex appro-
ach to the patient from a moral, professional, and legal po-
int of view. The duty of the medical doctor is to know and
implement in practice models for solving ethical dilemmas.
Given the epidemiological status and level of severity of
liver pathologies, the applicability of moral dilemma ma-
nagement is more than welcome. Aim of the study. Inter-
pretation of models of moral dilemma resolution and their
integration into hepatology practice. Material and methods.
The research constitutes a synthesis of models of ethical
dilemma management encountered in hepatology practice.
Ethical and medical literature was searched in databases
such as Google Scholar, PubMed and Research4life. Predo-
minantly analytical, hermeneutic and synthesis methods
were used. Results. In the context of the analysis, it is found
that: 1) bioethical postulates contribute to the management
of dilemma situations in the clinical work of both gastro-
enterologists and other specialists; 2) the medical field is
proposed well-established steps in the management of
moral dilemmas, namely: the traditional model, the moral
model, the Murphy and Murphy ethical decision-making
model. Conclusions 1. The bioethical activity pleads for the
formation of the moral status of the medical doctor with
the presentation of the postulates that facilitate this path;
the specialist has to apply them. 2. The management of mo-
ral dilemmas in a hepatology practice is dependent on the
condition/ moral character of the doctor and involves his
competence and performance to training ethical /bioethical
models in the medical act.
