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Introducere. Procedeul Hartmann (PH) este o interventie
frecvent efectuata pentru formatiunile tumorale compli-
cate ale hemicolonului stang. Rezectia colonului de tip
Hartmann este considerata rapida si sigurd, fiind folosita
in special, In cazurile de urgenta. Scop: Concretizarea in-
dicatiilor PH in interventiile de urgenta pe colonul stang.
Material si metode. Studiu retrospectiv pe 79 pacienti cu
cancer colorectal complicat (CCRc) operati in urgentd, in
cadrul IMU (Chisinau) in perioada 2019-2022. Raportul B:F
= 1.1:1, varsta medie - 70.1+1.34 ani. Indicatiile preopera-
torii au fost: ocluzia intestinala acutd(0IA) - 62(78.5%) si
perforatie cu peritonita - 17(21.5%) operate in primele 8
ore de la spitalizare. Localizarea tumorii a fost: sigmoidul
- 39(49.4%), descendentul - 16(20.2%), jonctiunea recto-
sigmoidiana - 24(30.4%) (p<0.01). Rezultate. Majoritatea
bolnavilor au fost operati in baza examenului radiologic
panoramic al abdomenului si doar 9(11.4%) - prin irigo-
grafie de urgenta. In toate cazurile s-a aplicat procedeul
Hartmann. Au necesitat relaparotomie 5(6.3%) bolnavi
pentru necroza stomei. Mortalitatea postoperatorie gener-
ald a constituit 29.1% (n = 23), indusad de complicatii car-
dio-pulmonare si infectia COVID-19. Concluzii. PH este o
interventie salvatoare si o buna optiune pentru pacientii
cu formatiuni maligne complicate ale colonului stang. Indi-
catiile acestei proceduri se limiteaza la cazurile de urgents,
cand aplicarea anastomozei primare este riscanta. PH este
inca unul fezabil din punct de vedere tehnic si cu rezultate
rezonabile. Cuvinte-cheie: procedeul Hartmann, cancer
colorectal complicat, tratament chirurgical de urgenta.
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Background. Hartmann’s procedure (HP) is a commonly
performed operation for complicated left colon malignan-
cy. Colonic resection according to the procedure by Hart-
mann is considered a fast and safe surgical intervention,
which has been used for years, in particular, in emergencies.
Objective of the study. To define indication of HP under
emergency interventions on the left colon. Materials and
Methods. Retrospective study of 79 patients with compli-
cated colorectal cancer (CCRC) operated in emergency at
Institute of Emergency Medicine (Chisinau), during 2019-
2022. Ratio M:F = 1.1:1, mean age - 70.1+1.34 years. The
indications were intestinal obstruction (I0) - 62 (78.5%)
and perforation with peritonitis - 17 (21.5%) operated in
the first 8 hours. Localization - sigmoid colon - 39 (49.4%),
descending colon - 16 (20.2%), rectosigmoid junction - 24
(30.4%) (p<0.01). Results. Most of the patients were oper-
ated on the basis of the panoramic radiological examination
of the abdomen and only 9 (11.4%) - by emergency irrigog-
raphy. Were performed in all cases Hartmann procedure. In
5 (6.3%) cases the colostomy was complicated with necro-
sis. The post-operative mortality rate was 29.1% (n = 23),
induced by cardio-respiratory diseases and COVID-19 infec-
tion. Conclusion. HP can be a life-saving procedure and suit-
able option in patients with left sided colonic emergencies.
The indications to this procedure are limited to emergency
when immediate anastomosis is not possible. Today HP are
technically feasible with reasonable outcomes. Keywords:
