RESCUE ARCHAEOLOGICAL
INVESTIGATIONS ALONG
THE HIGHWAY E75

The largest rescue archaeological exca-
vations conducted in Serbia since the project
‘Derdap 2’ commenced at the end of August
2011 and focused on the route of E75 highway,
the section between Grabovnica and Levosoje.
The investigations in 2011 and 2012 were carried
out by the Institute of Archaeology in Belgrade
and the Department of Archaeology, Faculty of
Philosophy in Belgrade. From 2013 onwards the
development-led investigations were conducted
solely by the Institute of Archaeology. The fund-
ing for the entire project was provided by Kori-
dori Srbije Ltd.

Between 2011 and 2014, within about 75
km-long section of the highway in the expropri-
ated zone that was, on average, 35-40 m wide, 35
archaeological sites of different types, size and
chronological attribution were investigated. Al-
together an area of about 3 ha was explored over
this period. Although on the whole the investiga-
tions produced numerous and highly important
results, excavations at some of the sites did not
yield the expected outcomes. More precisely,
at several smaller sites where the initial survey
registered some surface finds the archaeological
excavations did not reveal the expected cultural
layers; only pedo-geological deposits were en-
countered here. It is thus assumed that the noted
archaeological finds arrived at these locations as
a result of erosion and re-distribution of the mate-
rial from areas that are outside the expropriated
land, that is, outside the zone endangered by the
highway construction.

Special attention and energy of the teams
of specialists were directed towards the investi-
gations of certain sites for which previous knowl-
edge suggested they would require large-scale
and long-term excavations. Among the prehistor-
ic sites, observed from the north to the south of
the section, those were the following: Meaniste
in Ranutovac, Donje Vranje 1 and Donje Vran-

je 2 in Vranje, and Kovacke Njive, Cukar and
Gumniste in Pavlovac. Among the sites from the
Antiquity, those sites were Kamenitica, PazariSte
and Carski Drum in Mala Kopasnica, as well
as Crkviste and Gradiste in Davidovac. In the
course of the investigations, modern research
methodology was applied. A number of samples
were collected for a range of different analyses
of which most have been completed and the re-
sults are partly or fully presented in this volume.

A very large quantity of artefacts was en-
countered during the excavations. Some of them
are of notable culture-historical and artistic val-
ue and will significantly enrich the collections of
the relevant museums in Leskovac and Vranje;
our hope is that very soon they will be presented
to the wider audience. From the scientific and
scholarly perspectives, this project supplied Ser-
bian archaeology with incredibly valuable ma-
terials and information. Their systematic study
and interpretation will certainly contribute to
the comprehensive reconstruction of life of the
communities that during prehistory and the pe-
riod of Roman supremacy occupied this impor-
tant route of communication that connects the
Central Balkans with the Vardar valley and the
North Aegean.

RESEARCH RESULTS AT
THE SITE OF GOLO REBRO
IN THE VILLAGE OF
DONJI NERADOVAC NEAR
VRANIJE!

Abstract. At the site of Golo Rebro — South, in the
village of Donji Neradovac, some five kilometres to
the South-West from Vranje, rescue archaeological
excavations were performed in September 2011, as
part of the works on the Section 10 of Highway 75. A
surface of 31 m? was researched via trench examina-
tions. In all three of the trenches opened Late An-
tique building material was registered, composed of
fragments of bricks and broken stone, which suggests
that there was a settlement near the site and allows us
to assume that this place was used as a depository
for discarded building material, on the slopes of the
Juzna Morava river. Mobile archaeological findings,
which are not numerous, suggest that building activi-
ties by local inhabitants were conducted, most prob-
ably, during the period of Tetrarchy and Constantine,
i.e. at the end of the 3rd and the beginning of the 4th
century AD.

In September 2011, during the rescue ar-
chaeological excavations in the area of Section
10, on the route Neradovac — Srpska kuca, re-
search was performed on the site of Golo Rebro
— South, in the village of Donji Neradovac, lo-
cated some 5 kilometres to the South-West from
Vranje.? The site is situated on the left bank of
the Juzna Morava river, on the slopes of hill Golo
Rebro, at the altitude of 411 m, spreading to the
North from the site. On the Southern and Eastern
side, the field has a slight inclination towards the
Juzna Morava, while a smaller, periodical stream
is located to the South-West from it.

Antique findings on
the site of Golo Rebro were
registered for the first time
during a systematic filed
survey in 1965, when Mi-
lan Jovanovi¢, archaeologist
from the National Museum
of Vranje, on the location
called Liska — Ploc¢e, on the
surface of ca 150 m, noted
fragments of Roman bricks
and tegulae.’ Before rescue
excavations on Section 10
began, during a new field survey in 2002, pieces
of spalled stone with traces of lime mortar and
mobile findings were registered, allowing the as-
sumption that this was a multi-layered site.*

During a new filed survey before the be-
ginning of the excavation in September 2011,
based on findings on the surface, which included
fragments of antique bricks and pieces of pottery
vessels, as well as tools made of chipped stone,
small pieces of daub and animal bones, it was
established that the site comprises the surface of
between 10 and 15 ha (Fig. 1). A larger part of

the site was covered with thick vegetation (trees
and undergrowth), thus preventing an insight
into all details of topography.

Archaeological excavations were per-
formed at the Southern part of the site, on the
place where the highway route was intended

On that occasion, three trenches were
opened (dimensions: 2 x 2, 3 x 5 and 4 x 3 m),
the total of surface being 31 m?. The distance be-
tween trenches was from 5 to 20 m. Late Antique
building material (fragments of bricks and stone)
were registered in all trenches, as well as mobile
archaeological findings, in a cultural layer that
was 0,15-0,25 m thick. During those researches,
fragments of pottery and two glass vessels were
registered, along with a piece of a glass brace-
let, and two bronze coins. Although they were

and 3. The cultural layer was formed in a layer
of greenish-brown clay, which represents virgin
soil created by depositions of swamp sediments.

Trench 1 — This trench was placed near
the border of the highway route, on the highest
point available for rescue archaeological excava-
tions. Its” dimensions were 2 x 2 m. A cultural
layer appeared only at the depth of ca 1,6 m,
with alluvial deposits of send and gravel above
it (Fig. 2). During the research, a smaller stone
construction was cleaned, which stretched into
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the Southern and Eastern profile of the
trench (Fig. 3), and, when it comes to mo-
bile findings, fragments of Late Antique
vessels were registered. In the alluvial
deposit of sand, a fragment of a vessel
from the Early Bronze Age was discov-
ered, which, probably, ended up on this
site by outflows of the Juzna Morava.’

Trench 2 — Placed 20 m to the
South-East from trench 1, with original
dimensions of 7 x 5 m, after discovering
intense (over 2,5 m) alluvial deposits,
it was diminished to the surface of 3 x
5 m. While removing layers of deposits
brought by the Juzna Morava, at least 20
clear stratums of deposits were distin-
guished, with a large number of sublay-
ers within those layers (Fig. 4). A cultural
level appeared at the depth of 2,2-2,8 m,
with a notable decline of the field from
West to East. During the excavations, a
large number of fragmented pottery ves-
sels were noted, as well as fragments of
bricks, broken stone and animal bones. In
the Western part of the trench a zone was
cleared (dimensions: 1,5 x 1 m), which
contained fragments of bricks, soot and
stone (Fig. 5). The finding of one half of
a stone grindstone (Fig. 6) was noted in
this zone, as well as a minor fragment of
a black glass bracelet and a coin of Con-
stantine, in the immediate vicinity.

Trench 3 — Trench 3 was placed 2
m to the South-West from trench 1, with
following dimensions: 4 x 3 m. A zone
was discovered in it (2 x 1,2 m) of bricks,
soot and larger stone pieces (Fig. 7),
around and beneath which a large amount
of fragmented Late Antique vessels and
animal bones was discovered. Beneath
the construction, an Antique glass was
discovered, and, in the vicinity, bronze
coins from the local mint in Viminacium.
A smaller part of a stone grindstone was
also registered in the trench.

MOBILE FINDINGS — PREHISTORY

Mobile findings, aside from Late Antique
findings from the cultural layer (fragments of
pottery and glass vessels, parts of grindstones,
a fragment of a glass bracelet and two pieces of
bronze coins), also include a finding of a frag-
ment of a prehistoric pottery vessel, found in
the river deposits in trench 1, above the Antique
cultural layer. According to the context of the
finding, the fragment most probably came to be
on this site by outflows of the Juzna Morava. It
is a part of the belly of a baked biconic vessel
with a horn-shaped handle, which, according to
its’ style and type characteristics, belongs to the
Early Bronze Age, i.e. the end of the 3™ or the
beginning of the 2™ millennium BC.¢ In Vranje-
Bujanovac valley, settlements from this period
were located near river banks (Tri Kruske in
Klinovac) or on river terraces in the immediate
vicinity (Kovacke Njive in Pavlovac, GradiSte in
Davidovac), which indicates low water level at
that time and partially explains the way this frag-
ment ended up on the site of Golo Rebro.”

MOBILE FINDINGS — LATE ANTIQUITY

Pottery vessels — As we already men-
tioned, all three trenches contained fragments
of Late Antique pottery vessels. The analysis
comprehends 37 examples, parts of bowls, pots,
pithoi, lids and beakers.

Bowls

Type 1/1 — Calotte-shaped bowl with
everted slanting rim; made of sandy clay, with
brown firing colour. Under the rim, on the outer
side, there is a stamped circular ornament.

Bowls of this shape appear most often
with a deeper receptacle. In the repertoire of
Late Antique bowls from Singidunum, which
were mostly biconic and with a deeper recep-
tacle, examples with different rim profiles stand
out (annular, vertically everted or with a cut
edge). Bowls were made of red or grey backed
clay, with outer surfaces coloured or varnished,
and they are dated into the second half of the
3 and the first half of the 4™ century.® A simi-
lar type was registered at the Roman military
encampment in Saldum, made in a somewhat
more primitive way from dark grey baked sandy
clay, with the opening diameter of 23 cm, dated
into the period of Valens and Valentinian I (364—
378).° Parallels can be found in the Late Antique
thermae in Cacak as well (4™ century), where
two grey baked specimens were registered, with
rim diameter of 22 and 26 cm."°

Stamped ornament represents one of the
favourite motives of local Roman potters since
the 2" century AD, which reached the peak of
popularity during the Late Antiquity. During the
research of the large settlement and necropolis
of Davidovac — Gradiste, towards which the
Roman settlement of Donji Neradovac — Golo
Rebro gravitated, several types of bowls deco-
rated with stamped ornaments were registered.
The largest number of bowls decorated with
this technique are calotte-shaped bowls with

horizontally everted rims."" A certain number
of calotte-shaped and biconic bowls, found in
a Late Antique building (object 2), defined as a
horreum, at the site of Zujince — Crkviste, was
decorated with stamped ornament in the shape of
dots, meshes, punctuations, mostly distributed in
vertical or horizontal lines, in zigzag. They were
dated into the period of the middle of the 4" cen-
tury, until 380 AD."? Examples decorated with
stamping technique can also be found at Ulpi-
ana, mostly in the layers from the 2™ century,'
and more rarely so in those from the 4" century.'*

Type 1/2 — Calotte-shaped bowl with a
horizontally everted rim.

This is a type of bowls that was widely
spread in the Late Antiquity, associated with lo-
cal production centres. Parallels can be found in
Ulpiana — olive glazed examples, with the rim
diameter between 14 and 28 cm.'" They are dat-
ed into the second half of the 2 and into the 3™
century, even though all mentioned parallels are
from the middle of the 4™ century.'®

Calotte-shaped bowls from Singidunum
are made locally at the end of the 3™ and the
middle of the 4" century, and they were made of
red, brown or grey baked clay, refined or sandy,
with surfaces that were often glazed."” Glazed
examples, smaller in dimensions than the exam-
ple from the site of Golo Rebro, are numerous
in layers from the 4"—5" as well as the 6™ cen-
tury on the territory of provinces Moesia Prima
and Dacia Ripensis, of standardized dimensions,
with rim diameter being 9—15 cm, height 6—14

The analysis of pottery material suggests
that the research at Neradovac — Golo Rebro
South registered the remains of a one-layered
site. Pottery vessels, which this analysis compre-
hends, point towards local provincial manufac-
turing, in standard forms.

everted, annularly accentuated), while in one
case a deeper biconic bowl was registered with
an annularly profiled rim (type I/3). The vessels
were made of medium or poorly refined clay,
sandy, with admixtures of quartz or limestone,
with light red, brown, grey or black firing colour.
Decorations on the outer surface are very rare:
in one case we have a stamped ornament regis-
tered under the rim of the bowl, and in another a
groove on the transition of the cone of the bowl’s
belly.

The biggest part of pottery findings are
various types of pots, and a total of 22 was regis-
tered. Those are pots with two or three handles,
or examples without handles, with different rim
profiling, smaller or larger receptacles (types
1I/1-1I/7). They were made of clay, mostly sandy,
with admixtures of quartz or limestone, and with
light red, brown or grey firing colour.

Pithoi are represented by only one exam-
ple (VI/1), however, researches on this site reg-
istered three fragments of conical lids, separated
in two types, made of sandy clay with admixture
of crushed limestone, with nuances of brown or
greyish-black firing colour (types VIII/1-VIII/2).

Beakers are represented by five examples
at the site of Neradovac — Golo Rebro, catego-
rized into two basic types (IX/1-1X/2). They
were made of medium refined or sandy clay,
with light red or light ochre firing colour.

Out of a total of 37 pottery vessels, only
one was found in trench 1 (pot type 11/3). As for
trench 2, 14 vessels were registered in it: two
bowls —I/1, 1/5, six pots — 11/1, 11/2, 11/5 and 11/6,
three lids — VIII/1 and VIII/2, as well as three
beakers — types IX/1 and IX/2. The largest num-
ber of finds is from trench 3, where 22 vessels
were registered— three bowls (I/2, 1/3 and 1/5),
14 pots (all types), one pithos (VI/1), one lid
(VIII/1), as well as three beakers (1X/2).

Objects of glass — In trenches 2 and 3,
findings made of glass were registered: frag-
ments of vessels (a bowl and a beaker), and part
of a bracelet.

Small hemispherical bowl with an abraded
ornament (Isings form 96b1l; Ruzi¢ type 1V/6a;
Barkoczi Typ 25). A fragment of an infundibular
rim was registered at Neradovac — Golo Rebro,
as well as fragments of a calotte-shaped recep-
tacle and a flat-shaped bottom of a bowl made of
light yellowish-greenish glass. There is a series
of vertical almond-shaped abraded ornaments
on the shoulder of the vessel, and two series of
round abraded ornaments on its’ belly.

Bowls of this type can most often be
found in layers from the 273" century, but they
were produced during the 4" century as well®.
Abrading technique was used most prominently
for decorating bowls and beakers, with manufac-
ture centres in Cologne, Pannonia, Syria (prob-
ably at Dura-Europos), and on the territory of
the Bosporan Kingdom (Tanais)*. Production of
this type was interrupted around the middle of
the 3™ century in Tanais, Dura-Europos and Pan-
nonia, while workshops in Cologne continued to
manufacture vessels with this type of ornaments
during the 4™ century as well.”!

Parallels for hemispherical bowls can be
found at Brigetio, Gorsium-Herculia and Aquin-
cum in Pannonia Inferior, in units and layers
from the 3™ century.” The bowl found during the
excavations of villa urbana in Sirmium was not
dated more precisely, but, according to the char-
acteristics of its’ style, it could be from the mid-
dle of the 3™ century (2™ stage of building), or,
more probably, middle of the 4™ century.>® Ex-
amples from Singidunum, Margum, Ravna — Ti-
macum Minus and Gracanica — Ulpiana mostly
belong to the period of the first half or the middle
of the 4™ century,* while a fragment of the belly
of'a vessel from Saldum, made of greenish glass,
comes from the settlement layer from 364-378.%

Cylindrical beaker (Isings 1957, form
86b; Saranovié-Svetek 1986: type 11, 3; Barkoc-
zi 1988: Typ 29; Ruzi¢ 1994: type VII/6) regis-
tered at Golo Rebro represents the short beakers
type, with a full rim, which can be inverted, with
a cylindrical receptacle set on a concave bottom,
framed by an annular foot. It was made of milky-
white glass.

The shape of cylindrical beakers had de-
veloped from the shapes of terra sigillata Drag.
30.5° They are characteristical for the period
of the 3 and 4" century, and parallels can be
found on a series of sites: from Pannonia, there
are mostly examples from Brigetio and Intercisa,
made of white glass, chiefly from layers dated
into the first half of the 3™ century.’’ The finding
of a beaker-cup in a sarcophagus in Kuzmin was
not dated precisely,® while examples made of
white and milky-white glass from the necropo-
lis of Kolovrat were dated into the 3™ century.”
The finding from the grave of an incinerated
individual from the necropolis of Zaskok near
UroSevac, based on other findings, was dated
into the beginning of the 4" century.®® Examples
made of blue, white, green or colourless glass
were registered in Singidunum, Saldum, Ravna
— Timacum Minus and Ulpiana.®!

Bracelet made of black glass was reg-
istered during the research at the site of Golo
Rebro, in trench 2. It belongs to the category of
objects with a rib-shaped ornament on the outer
surface, while the inner part is smooth.®* Plastic
ribs are shaped so as to imitate twistings.

Bracelets (armillae) made of glass can
be found relatively often among female jewel-
lery on numerous Roman and Late Antique sites.
They were usually worn on the left arm, several
pieces at once sometimes.®® Analogies can be
found among examples of black glass from Mar-
gum® and Mediana (unpublished). Ornaments in
shape of large ribs can be found in Sirmium, on
sites 31 and 60, out of which the example from
site 31 was roughly dated into the 4" century.®

Objects made of stone — The research at
Neradovac — Golo Rebro registered two frag-
ments of grindstones, made of grey compact
quartz sandstone, with black prismatic grains,
large grained in structure, with a preserved part
for a metal axle.

Grindstones represent two-piece construc-
tions. Examples from Golo Rebro are parts of a
lower (meta) and upper grindstone (catillus),®
which, judging by their dimensions, most prob-
ably made part of the same unit. Lower part of
the grindstone (cat. 41) had a flat basis, while
the upper side was slightly calotte-shaped, with
a shallow perforation for placing the axle. The
upper wheel is leaning against the lower part,
which was convex on the working surface, so as
to enable the grinding of grains. Example cat. 42

had a slightly flattened outer surface. There was
a round perforation going through the middle, ca
4 cm in diameter, where the iron axle was most
probably spinning.

There are numerous analogies for this type
of grindstones, however, only a small number
was published. We will mention the examples
from the fort at Manching, whose lower stone
had the average diameter of 3642 cm and av-
erage height of 12-15,5 cm.®” They were made
of sedimentary rocks from nearby quarries, al-
though there are also examples made of quartz-
porphyry, common in the area of Tyringia, or
basalt rock from the vicinity of Rhens.®

Findings of coins — The research at Nera-
dovac — Golo Rebro registered two bronze coins.
They were minted at the time of emperor Philip
I the Arab in 245/246 in Viminacium, and Con-
stantine I, at the beginning of 316, from the
officina in Arles. The coins were found on the
surface of trench 2 (cat. 43) and in the layer of
compact brown earth with crushed bricks and
fragments of pottery in trench 3 (cat. 44).

FINAL OBSERVATIONS

The research at the site of Golo Rebro —
South showed that on the Southern slopes of the
eponymous hill, i.e. on that part of the site which
was endangered by the construction of the route
of Highway 75 — Section 10, there was the sub-
urb of a small Antique settlement, which prob-
ably covered the plateau of Golo Rebro. Alluvial
deposits, with depth up to 2,8 metres, were reg-
istered in the trenches, and they are the result of
the Juzna Morava outflows in the past, i.e. before
the 4™ century AD, which was confirmed at the
upstream site of Davidovac, where an Antique
settlement was also covered by a thick layer of
river deposits, in which an Early Medieval grave
was registered.®” The slope of the layer with
archaeological finding point that, in the Antiq-
uity, the Southern zone of Golo Rebro stood at
a greater angle towards the Juzna Morava and
that it was not inhabitable. The cultural layer
“declines” by an average of 10 cm on 1 metre in
trench 3, while in trench 2 the decline is by 15
cm on 1 m. After the 4™ century there was a lot
of river outflows, which brought sand and small
pebbles on the lower parts of the site.

In trenches 2 and 3, zones of brick, soot
and stone were registered, with findings of frag-
ments of pottery and glass vessels, animal bones,

fragmented grindstones, which remind of dump-
ing ground for building material and household
garbage, discarded in the Late Antique period
on the slopes of the suburb of the settlement to-
wards the Juzna Morava and its’ ponds. Almost
all bricks in these zones have traces of soot, and
burnt stones were also registered, which would
fall apart in hands. Judging by all this, it would
seem that this discarded material comes from
residential buildings destroyed in fire, which
were later transferred to this zone of the site. The
notion that this was a pond-like and semi-swamp
area is confirmed by a layer of greenish-brown
clay registered under the layer with the archaeo-
logical material.

The character and chronology of the Ro-
man settlement at Golo Rebro are not easy to
define at this stage of research. Judging by the
mobile material, it would seem to have been a
one-layer settlement from the second half of
the 3" and the first half of the 4™ century, which
was located in the vicinity of an important Ro-
man road junction, which connected the area
around the Morava and around the NiSava, from
Naissus (today: Nis), through the valley of the
Vardar, through Scupi (Skopje), up to an im-
portant junction and harbour in Thessalonica
(Thessaloniki).”
