Jury Hangs in the
Waller-Egyptian Case

No Decision Handed Down
in the Annualk Agora-
Illinaé_Mock Trial

One of the most remarkhble cases
ever tried before the Annual Term
of the Agora—Illinae Court — was
staged just before the Christmas vaca-
tion Corem Waller sued the Egypt-
ian for $50,000 damages caused by an
articie printed concerning his char-
acler.

Afte; bhoth sides had brought forth
their argument the jury deliberated
tor f-rty-five hours and failed to
reach a decision. The Plaintiff will
not ask for & new trial,
