The $ 18 domestic subscription price (if ordered from 331 
South Greenfield Avenue, Waukesha WI 53186) now includes a bo­
nus - - a 16- page newslette r, Benedicta, published twice a year, 
will give news and announcements, and int,oduce several depart­
ments: Improve Your Tongue (new colorful maledictions) , Reflex­
ions (personal experiences involving naughty words) , Kakalogia 
(current jokes and riddles) , Semantica (nuances of meaning) , 
Onomastica (names given to various concepts) • and Etymologia 
(earliest citations for various offensive words. in the spirit of the 
OED). A caution: this journal is not for those who blush easily 
at off- color stories; no words are taboo.
