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Resumo: A investigacdo tem evidenciado resultados que sdo de referéncia incontorndvel tais
como: a) as praticas sistemadticas de avaliagdo formativa melhoram muito as aprendizagens de
todos os alunos; b) os alunos que revelam mais dificuldades s@o os que mais beneficiam de
tais praticas (Black & William, 1998). Estes resultados sdo relevantes se tivermos em conta os
elevados indices de reprovagdo e abandono dos alunos do ensino superior em Portugal. O
estudo das representacdes dos professores e alunos acerca do ensino e da avaliagdo permite
caraterizar e sustentar as suas praticas de ensino e de avaliagdo estabelecendo relagcdes com as
aprendizagens. Sobretudo, € importante identificar se as conce¢des e as praticas tendem a ser
consistentes ou inconsistentes entre si pelas implicacdes que tém no ensino e avaliagdo.
Assim, para se concetualizar planos de mudanca a nivel das préticas de ensino e de avaliagdao
serd necessario conhecer em profundidade o que professores e alunos pensam e fazem nos
dominios do ensino e da avaliacao.

A comunicagdo proposta, inserida num estudo mais amplo em que se pretendia compreender as
relagdes existentes entre conhecimentos, representacoes e experiéncias de professores, com as

formas como organizam o ensino e a avaliacdo e promovem as aprendizagens, resulta da

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Title: Teaching and assessment practices on a Higher Education Institution: a conversation

about teachers and students’ representations.

Abstract: Research has revealed extremely significant results as: a) systematic practices of
formative assessment improve the students’ learning; b) students with more difficulties have
great benefits of these practices (Black & William, 1998). These results are relevant if we
attend to high levels of failure and dropout of higher education students in Portugal. The study
of representations of teachers and students about teaching and assessment permit to
characterize and sustain teaching and assessment practices establishing relationships with
learning. Concerning the implications on teaching and assessment, it’s important identifying
if conceptions and practices are consistent or not among themselves. Thus, for conceptualize
change planes related with teaching and assessment practices, it would be necessary to know
deeply what teachers and students think and make on these domains. This study makes part
of a broader research in which, we wanted to understand the relationship among knowing,
representations and experiences of teachers with their practices and learning promotion. For
this study, we analyzed the results of a questionnaire, to understand the representations of
teachers and students in the teaching, assessment and learning domains. The survey used a
Likert-Type scale and it was organized into four areas: a) teaching-learning-assessment

environment; b) teaching; c) learning and d) assessment.
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
