• No-till is considered to be the extreme within a group 
of reduced/conservation tillage approaches;

• High-disturbance no-till, where the seeding machine 
itself might carry out a shallow tillage operation;

• Low-disturbance no-till, just cutting or opening a slot 
in the soil surface without any soil movement
