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INTRODUCCION

A continuacidn se presenta un vocabulario bilinglie espafiol-inglés/ inglés-espafol sobre la
Masoneria. Este trabajo lo hemos realizado porque hemos recibido un encargo de la Logia
Constante Alona de Alicante, que estd interesada en expandir su ambito de influencia por toda
la provincia y quiere incluir entre sus miembros a la poblacién extranjera que reside en
Alicante. Ademas, este proyecto de expansion también pretende, en un futuro, establecer
relaciones internacionales con otras logias europeas y, sobre todo, americanas. En cuanto a los
usuarios prototipicos de este vocabulario, podemos dividirlos en tres grupos. Por un lado,
encontramos a los posibles nuevos miembros de la Logia, a los que les servira para introducirse
en el dmbito de la masoneria y conocer los términos mas utilizados en este dmbito. También
va a ser de utilidad a los miembros de la Logia encargados de establecer las comunicaciones
con otras Logias extranjeras. Asimismo, este vocabulario serd util para cualquier mediador
lingliistico que se interese por el ambito de la masoneria y necesite realizar trabajos bilingles,
como por ejemplo un traductor. Finalmente, cabe destacar que este es uno de los pocos

glosarios bilinglies que existen actualmente en el ambito de la Masoneria.

Esta memoria recoge una recopilacién basica de términos empleados en el dmbito de la

Masoneria; concretamente, se adjuntan 191 entradas en espafiol y en inglés.

El registro terminolégico disefiado para este proyecto final comprende una gama de categorias
de datos, todas independientes, que siguen los principios de la norma ISO 12620:1999, al

tiempo que se adecuan a las informaciones que se quieren incluir sobre los términos.

El proyecto que hemos desarrollado es bilinglie (inglés-espafiol), por lo que nuestros registros
estaran formados por dos mddulos lingliisticos, cada uno de ellos, a su vez, compuesto por el
mismo numero de campos. Asi, cada una de las entradas contiene informacidn relativa a los

siguientes campos:

a) Campos administrativos:

- Dominio

- NUmero de entrada

- Nombre del termindlogo que ha realizado la ficha
b) En los mddulos linglisticos principales (espafol- inglés), encontramos los siguientes
datos:

- Categoria gramatical

- Subdominio
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- Definicién
- Fuente de la definicion
- Contexto

- Fuente del contexto

c) Finalmente, en los casos en los que era posible, incluimos también los siguientes datos:

- Sinénimo

- Abreviatura

- Notas
Para la realizacién de este vocabulario hemos seguido la metodologia que se explica a
continuacién. Primero seleccionamos el tema sobre el que iba a tratar el vocabulario. Después
buscamos documentacion y recursos que nos pudieran resultar de utilidad, y elaboramos el

plan de trabajo que ibamos a seguir. Dentro de este plan de trabajo, incluimos la seleccién de

los programas informaticos que ibamos a utilizar para realizar las distintas tareas:

e Antconc, un programa que nos permitia realizar la extraccidén terminolégica del corpus
gue habiamos confeccionado previamente.

e Multiterm, un programa que nos permite crear y gestionar bases de datos
terminoldgicas multilinglies.

e CMAPTOOLS, un programa que sirve para la creacidn de arboles de campo.

Una vez llegados a este punto, realizamos la compilacidn textual para poder obtener un corpus
de vaciado bilinglie. La mayoria de los textos en castellano los hemos obtenido gracias a una
de las componentes del grupo, que tiene conocidos que pertenecen a Logias masdnicas. Por lo
tanto, todos estos textos son recursos fiables ya que son utilizados realmente por masones
actualmente. Ademas, también hemos hecho busquedas de textos en castellano en Internet,
incorporando a nuestro corpus textos publicados por multiples logias. Este ultimo proceso es
el que también hemos seguido para encontrar los textos que configuran nuestro corpus en
inglés. Normalmente una de las directrices que se tiene que tener en cuenta a la hora de
disefar un corpus es la fecha de actualizacién o de publicacién de los textos que lo forman, ya
que esto suele ser un indicador de que los términos que aparecen son de uso actual. Sin
embargo, nosotros hemos incluido en nuestro corpus textos cuya fecha de publicacion es de
hace algunas décadas, pero esto no supone un problema ya que la Masoneria es una disciplina

muy antigua cuya terminologia no ha variado con el tiempo.
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El siguiente paso ha sido introducir el corpus en Atconc para realzar el vaciado, tanto en
espanol como en inglés. Para evitar el ruido, utilizamos una Stop Word List, lo que nos facilitd
enormemente la tarea de la extraccién terminoldgica. Una vez llegados a este punto, vimos
que la lista de candidatos a términos era demasiado grande, y habia que descartar las unidades
Iéxicas que no fueran términos. Para ello, dividimos las primeras unidades |éxicas entre todos
los componentes del grupo, para extraer las unidades terminoldgicas. Después, pusimos el
resultado de esta tarea en comun y realizamos un primer indice de términos, con un total de
190 términos. Después repartimos los 190 términos entre todos los miembros del grupo, y

cada uno realizo las fichas terminoldgicas de los términos que le habian sido asignados.

Una vez que realizamos las fichas terminoldgicas de manera individual, pasamos a la
confeccién de la base de datos grupal. Para ello, cada uno de nosotros exportd su base de
datos, con lo que obtuvimos siete archivos .xml, que importamos a una base de datos

conjunta.

Cuando realizamos este ultimo paso, pudimos comprobar que en la base datos final habiamos
conseguido recopilar 191 entradas en total, mientras que la cobertura de términos en inglés
era de 215, y en espanfiol era de 229, debido a que muchos de los términos que aparecen en la
base de datos tienen variacién denominativa. Uno de los problemas que tuvimos al juntar
todos los archivos exportados, y que no hemos logrado solucionar, es que los numeros de las

entradas no son consecutivos.

Después, pasamos a la exportacion de los indices. Para ello, exportamos dos archivos .html,
uno con la lista de términos en espafiol junto con sus equivalentes en inglés y otro en inglés

junto con sus equivalentes en espafiol. Dichos indices se adjuntan mas adelante.

Finalmente, realizamos un arbol de campo bilinglie. Para organizar conceptualmente el campo
de conocimiento, decidimos clasificar los términos segun los subdominios que habiamos

utilizado en la BDT: rango, lugar simbolo, deberes, objeto, rito, denominacidn y institucion.

Seguidamente, vamos a dar una serie de indicaciones que son necesarias para poder trabajar
con el vocabulario que hemos creado. Primero, es necesario conocer brevemente los origenes
y caracteristicas de la Masoneria, ya que éstas van a determinar en gran medida el tipo de
términos que utiliza. La Masoneria es una organizacion de cardacter secreto, lo que condiciona
enormemente el tipo de términos que utiliza, ya que en su mayoria son unidades léxicas que
forman parte del lenguaje general, pero que adquieren un significado especializado cuando se
usan en este contexto especifico. Esto es debido a que los antiguos masones se reunian de

manera clandestina y necesitaban utilizar el lenguaje de manera especifica para que las
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personas ajenas a esta asociacidon no pudieran entenderlos. Asi, muchos de los términos que
hemos incluido en nuestro vocabulario han sufrido un proceso de terminologizacidn, lo que
nos ha dificultado en algunas ocasiones la busqueda de definiciones y la eleccion del contexto
mas adecuado. Ademas, la Masoneria también es una institucion con una jerarquia muy
marcada y especifica, que copia, junto con la terminologia, de las antiguas asociaciones
gremiales medievales, por lo que en el glosario también hemos incluido los distintos rangos

que puede tener un mason.

El mundo de la Masoneria esta plagado de simbolos y de significados ocultos, de ritos secretos
y de ceremonias destinadas a la consecucién del conocimiento y de la Verdad, lo que ha hecho
gue se genere un vocabulario especifico que es imposible conocer para aquellas personas que
no se han adentrado en este ambito del conocimiento. Adem3s, la Masoneria también se
caracteriza por tener un cardcter universal, es decir, se realizan los mismos ritos y las mismas
ceremonias en todas las logias del mundo; los cargos que ocupan los masones en los distintos
paises son equivalentes; y la simbologia y los origenes de las institucion también son

equiparables; lo que hace que podamos encontrar términos acuiados en inglés y en espafiol.

Como se ha indicado antes, la Masoneria es una asociacion muy antigua (las primeras logias se
crearon a finales de la Edad Media). Sin embargo, el paso del tiempo no ha dado lugar a la
actualizacién o a la actualizacién terminoldgica, sino que ha provocado la aparicion de
variacion denominativa. Todos los términos sinonimicos son igualmente validos actualmente, y
la eleccion de un término u otro depende simplemente de las preferencias de la Logia en
cuestion. A parte de la abundancia de sinébnimos, otra caracteristica del lenguaje masdnico es
que la utilizacidn de abreviaturas es muy frecuente. Ademds, estas abreviaturas se escriben de
manera especial, con tres puntos entre cada una de las letras que la conforman. Asi, Muy

Poderoso Soberano Gran Comendador pasa a M.:.P.-.S.-.G.-.C.-.

FUENTES DE REFERENCIA

Los términos que hemos incluido en este vocabulario los hemos obtenido a partir de la
realizacion de un corpus formado por obras de referencia en el dmbito de la masoneria. En
este aparado incluimos, en forma de tabla, las fuentes textuales que han constituido el corpus
de vaciado tanto en inglés como en espafiol, asi como el nombre que le hemos dado a los

ficheros .txt que hemos citado en nuestra base de datos.

INDICACIONES PARA EL USO DEL VOCABULARIO

Orden de las entradas

En cuanto a la organizacidn estructural de nuestro vocabulario bilinglie sobre Masoneria, nos
encontramos con un total de 191 entradas terminolégicas, las cuales comprenden un total de
444 términos, teniendo en cuenta tanto sindnimos como equivalentes en inglés, es decir, que

nuestro vocabulario tiene una cobertura de 229 términos en espafiol y de 215 en inglés.

El orden que siguen estas fichas, tanto en la combinacion espaiol-inglés como inglés-espafiol,
es alfabético. Hemos decidido llevarlo a cabo de esta manera ya que un vocabulario debe ser
atil y dindmico pues el objetivo de éste es que sirva de ayuda a traductores y termindlogos
para cualquier tipo de busqueda terminoldgica. De este modo, se sigue un orden ldgico que
basado en el orden del abecedario, una forma de busqueda muy empleada tanto en
vocabularios como en diccionarios, bases de datos, etc. De hecho, el programa que hemos
empleado para la realizacion de la base de datos terminoldgica (Multiterm) ordena por defecto

las entradas de manera alfabética.

Orden interno

En lo que se refiere al orden interno de cada entrada, destacamos una primera divisidon entre
los datos administrativos y los datos terminoldgicos, lo que organiza la entrada de una manera
mas visual. Dentro de los datos administrativos encontramos tres apartados que son comunes
a todas las fichas: el nimero de entrada (Entry Number), la temdtica, que en este caso es la
misma para todas (Subject: Masoneria) y el nombre del componente del grupo que ha
realizado cada una (Terminologist). Es importante destacar también que hemos incluido un
apartado para afadir, en base a la informaciéon de cada entrada, una imagen cuando lo

consideremos preciso.

Seguidamente, en los datos terminoldgicos encontramos una segunda divisién en la que se
diferencia el término en espafiol en primer lugar y después su equivalente en inglés. En este

caso, destacamos que los sindnimos aparecen como un término diferente, a la misma altura
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que el término de la ficha. Dentro de la informacion terminoldgica (tanto en inglés como en

espafnol) encontramos los siguientes apartados siguiendo este mismo orden:
- Subdomain (no aparece en los sinbnimos)

- Part of Speech

- Definition (no aparece en los sinénimos)

- Definition Source (no aparece en los sindnimos)

- Context

- Context Source

- Note (optativo)

Esta organizacién, que va desde la informacién mas general a la mas especifica, nos permite
enmarcar el término dentro de su subdominio, lo que lo relaciona con los demas términos de

su campo y nos da una idea de los términos con los que puede aparecer cada uno.

En este caso, la definicion y el contexto son importantes, ya que la definicidn es la que nos
proporciona la informacidn necesaria para comprender el término que buscamos y el contexto
nos muestra el término “en uso”, lo que nos ayuda a ver las diferentes colocaciones.
Igualmente, que aparezcan las fuentes bibliograficas que se han empleado nos da la certeza de

que la informacién que aparece en cada entrada es fiable y de calidad.

Por otra parte, el apartado Note es optativo y aparece solo en casos en los que hemos creido
conveniente afiadir algo de informacién que no podia enmarcarse dentro de ninguno de los

apartados anteriores.

Por ultimo, en cuanto a la tipografia que se ha empleado para organizar cada entrada,
destacamos que hemos decidido utilizar aquella que venia predeterminada en Multiterm ya
que nos parecia muy visual y de facil bisqueda ya que cada apartado estd muy bien

diferenciado.

Por lo tanto, el término en espafiol junto con sus sindnimos aparece en color verde y en
negrita y el equivalente en inglés y sus respectivos sinénimos en azul, pero también en negrita.
Seguidamente, los titulos de los subapartados dentro de cada término aparecen en gris, al
igual que los datos administrativos y en un tamafio de letra menor al de la informacidon que

contienen. Esto, junto con el color negro, la dota de mayor importancia.
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Categoria gramatical

En el apartado de la base de datos, para indicar la categoria gramatical encontramos el
subapartado Part of speech, en el cual decidimos incluir las categorias de: sustantivo, verbo,

adjetivo y adverbio; (noun, verb, adjective y adverb en los equivalentes en inglés).

Debido a que hicimos la plantilla para la base de datos al mismo tiempo que realizdbamos el
vaciado terminoldgico de los textos escogidos para la creacién del vocabulario bilinglie, ain no
sabiamos exactamente los términos que ibamos a hacer. Por ello, cuando empezamos a
rellenar las fichas terminolégicas, nos encontramos que nuestro vocabulario sélo estaba
formado por sustantivos, verbos y adjetivos, asi como algunas expresiones compuestas que,

seglin su composicién, hemos incluido en las categorias o de sustantivo o de verbo.

Sin embargo, destaca sin duda alguna la presencia de sustantivos con respecto a verbos y a
adjetivos. Hay que remarcar que, los equivalentes no siempre se encuentran en la misma
categoria gramatical que el término, tal y como nos ha ocurrido con los adjetivos en espafiol
gue pasan a ser sustantivos en inglés. Una vez finalizado el vocabulario bilinglie, y teniendo en
cuenta el numero de entradas (ya que dentro de una misma entrada todos los sinénimos
tienen la misma categoria gramatical), contamos con un total de 166 entradas en la categoria

de sustantivo, 5 en la de verbo y 2 en la de adjetivo.

Cabe destacar el término “Hospitalario” que, a pesar de tener la condicidn de adjetivo, en el

Representacion de los sindnimos

Como ya se ha sefialado en el apartado Orden interno, hemos decidido englobar dentro de la
misma entrada aquellos términos que eran sindnimos. Puesto que dichos términos comparten
subdominio, categoria gramatical y definicidn, ésta informacidn sélo aparecen en el primer
término de cada entrada. De esta manera, mientras que el primer término de cada entrada se
compone de todos los apartados citados anteriormente (Subdomain, Part of Speech,
Definition, Definition Source, Context y Context Source); los sindnimos solo incluyen: Context y
Context Source. Hemos procedido de la misma manera tanto para los términos en espafiol

como para los términos en inglés.
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A la hora de imprimirlos, hemos decidido imprimir todas las entradas que nos da Multiterm, el
cual genera tantas entradas como términos hay. Al tratarse de un vocabulario, pensamos que

Marcas de subdominios

institucion/institution, objeto/object y lugar/place. De esta manera reunimos el conjunto de
términos en grupos mas pequefios (subdominios) y que nos aclara el concepto al que se refiere

el término.

Prior to about 1740 "Fellow of the
Craft" and "Master Mason" referred to the same grade or degree, but at about that
year a new division in ranking was made, and "Fellow Craft" was the name given to the
Second Degree in the new system, Master Mason to the Third.

The right of nominating the Junior Deacon
is vested in the Senior Warden only on the night of his installation. After that, on the
occurrence of a temporary vacancy, his right is lost, and the Master makes the
appointment by the constitutional right of appointment which vests in him.

The Senior Warden is bound to the
performance of his duties, which are, in the presence of the Master, to superintend the
west, and in his absence to preside. The Junior Warden in like manner, is bound to the
performance of his duties, which are, in the presence of the Master, to superintend the
south, and in the absence of both the Master and Senior Warden, to preside. The
absence of the Senior Warden has, therefore, no effect upon the duties of the Junior
Warden, unless the Master is also absent, when he takes the east. He is to supply the
place, not of the absent Senior Warden, but of the absent Master.
