ABSTRACT

Since the reform and opening up, China's divorce rate has been
rising increasingly. As a result, more and more children are faced with parents’
divorce, which makes them have to live in a single-family instead of a
two-parent family. Family structure has changed, so have the way of parenting
and family environment. With less care from parents and less satisfied with
economic sources, children have suffered great harm from parents’ divorce. The
problem of children support is the key to dealing with divorce cases. It is of great
significance to study how to solve the problem of children support and try to
avoid or minimize the harm to children caused by parents’ divorce. Based on the
data of a grass-root court in Fujian over the last 3 years, the thesis makes
empirical analysis, studies the existing problems of courts in solving the problem
of children support that happened in litigation divorce, and puts forward related
suggestions through comparison.

The thesis is divided into 4 chapters. Chapter 1 introduces the motivation,
purpose and significance of studying the problem of children support that
happened in litigation divorce to identify the research object and research method.
Chapter 2 is empirical investigation including the overview of litigation divorce
under investigation. The result is shown as graph after -classification,
statistics and analysis in terms of “divorce cases involved with children
