In order to enhance
the persuasion and explanation power, this article tests the influence of development
finance on the borrower countries’ economic growth by adopting the system GMM
method. The research shows that development finance has the positive effect on the
borrower countries’ economic growth, and the regional multilateral development
banks have the stronger effect by comparing with the global multilateral development
banks, which ease the present tremendous infrastructure gap together.

The theory, practice and empirical research all show that development finance
has the facilitation effect on the borrower countries’ economic growth, which provides
the policy basis of China’ engaging in the international development financial system.
Then this article discusses the space of China’ engaging in the international
