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Abstract

EU has the geopolitical and economic correlation with the Arctic and claims great interests in arctic energy
resources and shipping routes. At the beginning of Arctic competition among Arctic countries, EU started to develop
the Arctic policy strategy to seek for participation in the Arctic affairs and ensure its own interests in the Arctic
resources. In the year of 2008 and 2012, EU provided two formal Arctic strategy policies. Between this period and
after, European Union Council and the European Parliament issued Arctic policy documents for support. Now, EU
had formed a set of relatively complete Arctic strategy about playing advantages of technology and system so as to
get involved in Arctic legitimacy on the Arctic public problems such as environment, climate, sustainable
development of indigenous and governance of the high seas.In the process of policy development,EU has gradually
established its aims of knowledge, responsibility, participation, reflecting its international image of a responsible
Arctic partners and playing its influence in the Arctic governance, so as to get itself obtain the Arctic governance
discourse power.

EU realized their own interests in the Arctic,portray itself as a responsible Arctic partner and provides public
goods for Arctic governance mechanism.Therefore, EU actively practiced their new arctic strategy, including
strengthening the space monitor technology, supporting the north region sustainable development and maintaining
cooperative relationships with the Arctic indigenous by opening up more space for the further the Arctic strategy of
EU.

The participation experience of EU provides some enlightenment for the current global governance and the
Arctic governance mechanism. Firstly, whether global governance or regional governance, multilateral cooperation
and the international public goods contribution is common responsibility for international actors . Secondly, a more
open, more inclusive mechanism in the Arctic cooperation mechanism will be an important way to solve the problem
of Arctic and will improve the governance efficiency of the Arctic,So,Introducing some global governance
mechanism into regional governance mechanisms might promote good governance for the Arctic. For China and
other foreign participants, EU ‘s participation in the Arctic governance issues is worth learning from,such as
multilateral cooperation, international public goods,Arctic scientific research and so on.

This paper includes four chapters. The first chapter is an overview of the regional environment and governance,
the Arctic governance is an important part of global governance, the practice of Arctic governance will also practice
on global governance and other areas of governance has brought new inspiration and influence.This chapter
including the Arctic climate, resources, and analysis the Arctic present governance situation, elaborated the current
policy of the Arctic countries and some foreign countries,including Canada, Finland, Iceland, Denmark, Norway,
Russia, Sweden and the United States have behoove demands on the Arctic, and also the attention and participation
of foreign countries the Arctic region is a new feature.

The second chapter introduces the formation and development of the European Arctic strategy. in the year of
2008 and 2012 ,EU formally promulgated the two important Arctic strategy with obvious coherence, plan and
purpose, reflects the EU wants to participate in the determination and ability of the Arctic governance, However,
The EU has demonstrated its ability and contribution for Arctic instead of expressing its own interests to obtain the
approval of Arctic countries.Shaping a dedication and guiding role is the important features of strategy.

The third chapter introduces the practice of the new EU Arctic governance. EU announced a series of official
documents are also accompanied by its Arctic practice,including some public issues such as climate, fishing,
shipping and cross border cooperation and multilateral implementation governance, the Arctic research projects. The
EU has also been focusing on the sustainable development of Arctic indigenous and Northern European countries
and provide financial and technical support to aboriginal education, science and technology development, to
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strengthen the EU influence in the northern area of the Arctic. The EU strategic plan and the corresponding practice
also has some obstacles such as Arctic countries and polar institutional framework of lack about norms and
implements.but EU governance practice team also demonstrated some enlightenment. for other participants.

The forth chapter is the significance and enlightenment of EU Arctic governance,including global governance
and Arctic existing cooperation mechanisms need to be improved to adapt to the growing number of participants, a
combination of regional and global inclusive governance mechanisms also need to be considered in the Arctic
governance mode.

As a conclusion, The EU as an outside managers participate in governance, to establish a new order of influence
to promote the Arctic cooperation, has been fulfilling its self requirements as a responsible international
actors.Although EU will face restrictions,the EU's forward-looking strategy in Arctic had made a influence and for
the more foreign participators in the Arctic affairs, EU's participation provides more experience for cooperation,

encouraging foreign countries contribute to the Arctic governance.
