Materiales del Paleolitico superior en Cova Negra (Xativa) y su interés
para establecer los procesos de su secuencia estratigrafica

En este trabajo se analizan los materiales liticos adscritos al Paleolitico Superior obtenidos en Cova Negra
a lo largo de las campanas de excavacion de los afos 30, 50 y 80 del pasado siglo y en las campanas de 2013-
2016. La atencién se centra en el estudio de los soportes, los nticleos y el material retocado, y se efectda una pri-
mera aproximacién con respecto a la cronologia y periodos a los que remiten las piezas retocadas. El principal
interés de estos materiales reside en confirmar que la ocupacién de la cavidad no se limité al Paleolitico Medio,
ni a momentos iniciales de la secuencia del Paleolitico Superior, lo que facilita una evaluacién del alcance de
los procesos de alteracién postdeposicional registrados en la cavidad y como estos procesos afectaron a una
buena parte de los niveles del Paleolitico Medio cldsico y a la totalidad de los niveles del Paleolitico Superior.

Este articulo presenta los resultados de
las campanas de prospeccién arqueoldgica en Monte Faro desarrolladas entre 2013 y 2015, que han permitido
afirmar que esta es la mayor coleccién de Arte Atldntico peninsular identificada hasta el momento en territorio
portugués. Con este descubrimiento, Portugal puede codearse con los grandes conjuntos que se producen en
otras dreas de distribucion de esta tradicién artistica: Galicia, Irlanda, Inglaterra y Escocia, permitiendo diluir
gradualmente el papel de regién periférica que muchos le han asignado.

Los foros de Conimbriga'y de Aeminium: comparacién y sintesis del estado
de la cuestién

Se presentan en este trabajo los foros de las ciudades romanas de Conimbriga (Condeixa-a-Velha, Portugal)
y de Aeminium (Coimbra, Portugal). Ambas ciudades construyeron sus foros en época del emperador Augusto.
El de Conimbriga sufrié una remodelacién en tiempos de Claudio/Nerén. El de Aeminium fue reconstruido por
completo en la misma época. Por su parte, el de Conimbriga fue demolido bajo el poder de los Flavios para dar
cabida a una construccién totalmente nueva. Partiendo del andlisis y revisién de los datos disponibles, algunos
de ellos fruto de recientes excavaciones arqueoldgicas, se realiza una sintesis comparativa actualizada sobre la evo-
lucién de los modelos arquitectdnicos de los foros de estas dos ciudades del extremo occidental de la Lusitania.
Dada su proximidad geografica, ademds de su idéntica cronologia, parece interesante confrontar los proyectos
arquitecténicos de Conimbriga'y de Aeminium, muy diferentes uno del otro en términos de diseno, volumetria
y modelo conceptual. Se discuten las propuestas sobre la evolucién constructiva de los foros remitiéndose a la
bibliografia actualizada sobre ambos espacios publicos, resultado, especialmente para el caso de Aeminium, de
un amplio proyecto de investigacion e intervencién arqueoldgica llevado a cabo en estos tltimos afios.

Sello alimentario romano relacionado con Juno Sospita procedente del st hispano

Los sellos alimentarios romanos presentan una iconografia que en ocasiones resulta de dificil interpreta-
cién. En este trabajo presentamos algunas valoraciones sobre las imdgenes grabadas en ambas caras de uno de
estos objetos, en concreto de un ejemplar perteneciente a una coleccién privada murciana. En la publicacién
original se defendia su relacién con cultos agrarios a través de motivos que parecian remitir a la diosa Ceres. Sin
embargo, hemos comprobado que la composicién tiene sus paralelos mds cercanos en una serie de monedas
romanorrepublicanas acunadas en el afio 64 a. C. por Lucio Roscio Fabato. Esos denarios se vinculan prin-
cipalmente a Juno Sospita y de manera secundaria también a los cultos egipcios de expansién mediterrdnea.
Por ello evaluamos la posibilidad de que dicha interaccién religiosa también se halle reflejada en el disefio del
sello alimentario hispano. De ser asi, esta pieza ofrecerfa informacién nueva sobre los procesos de interaccién
cultural entre las peninsulas ibérica e itdlica.

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Upper Paleolithic materials from Cova Negra (Xativa) and its implications
in the sequential stratigraphic processes

We approach Upper Paleolithic lithic materials from Cova Negra belonging to 30’s, 50’s, 80’s and 2013-
2016 field seasons. This article focuses on the characterization of blanks, cores, and tools with a preliminary
chronology, specially, from retouched materials. The main interest is the Upper Paleolithic occupation and the
evaluation of postdepositional processes documented in the cavity and how they impacted to Middle Paleo-
lithic classic levels and to all Upper Paleolithic levels facilitating an evaluation of the extent of the processes of
postdepositional alteration registered in the cavity and how these processes affected a good part of the levels
of the classic middle Palaeolithic and to all the levels of the Upper Paleolithic. Data allow us a better depo-
sitional comprehension and they explain the problematic interpretations in relation with upper levels from
Middle Paleolithic.

Schematic paintings and territories in the Late Prehistory of inner Tagus basin

The traditional map of Postpaleolithic Art in the Iberian Peninsula left out a significant part of its inner
territories. Their presumed lack of population justified the absence of research projects in the region. However,
fieldwork done in the last few years in Neolithic, Megalithic and Chalcolithic settings within this area has
suggested demographic abundance and an entirely unknown symbology. An analysis of their near visibility,
their prominent position, and their overlapping with areas inhabited from the Neolithic to the late Bronze
Age, reveals for the first time the continuing settlement of all the inner ranges and valleys of these territories.

Common symbols in classical schematic art play a leading role in the area’s panels. In addition, the oldest
figures point to the existence of long graphic sequences.

The Winter 2012 marks the beginning of a pioneer research in Portugal intended to approach Atlantic Art
under the theoretical and methodological principles of Landscape Archaeology, targeting a confined geomor-
phological unit. This paper presents the results of systematic field surveys at Monte Faro, carried out between
2013 and 2015, and announces the discovery of the largest concentration of Atlantic Art sites ever found in
this country. This evidence will contribute to reassess the widespread believe in the peripheral character of
Atlantic Art in Portugal, if put against the realities found in Galicia, Ireland, England and Scotland. Yet, most
importantly, it will allow us to reexamine aspects that have been at the forefront of Atlantic Art studies, from
chronology to fieldwork methodologies and the application of digital technologies in rock art recording. But
we shall also tackle issues that have been lacking in-depth discussion like the question of style, the concept of
biogeography and its usefulness in rock art studies, aiming towards a theoretical and methodological revitali-
zation of research on the prehistoric art of Atlantic Europe.

Pithouses or ritual dumps? On Late Bronze and Early Iron Age’s material
context type in the South of the Iberian Peninsula. The dump of Cortijo Riquelme
(Almeria)

Cortijo Riquelme is a Late Bronze and Early Iron Age’s archacological dump in the South East of the Iberian
Peninsula which belongs to the so called pithouses. This traditional interpretation has been rejected by recent
critical studies. Following this positions, the paper analyzes the mentioned dump, which mainly contained
Late Bronze and very ancient Phoenician imported pottery, showing the introduction of Phoenician wine and
the service for its consumption. A comparison is done with other similar dumps distributed in the South of
the Iberian peninsula from Late Bronze Age, though the majority are dated during the early centuries if the
1** millennium Bc, coinciding with the Phoenician colonization. Another Mediterranean dumps from Crete,
Cyprus, Sicily and North Africa related with feasts help to propose an interpretation for the dump of Cortijo
Riquelme and others of the same type, in which the ritual deposit of the containers used in feasts should con-
tribute to the formation of dumps, in a context of increasing competition of local elites in processes of social
differentiation.

Potter craftsmanship in Iberia at the end of the Iron Age and the beginning
of Roman conquest: Quality vs. Quantity

There have been many studies that have attempted to address the complexity underlying manufactured
ceramic assemblages after the conquest of Rome. So much so that today it is possible to easily find a great
amount of typological lists, which mostly help to clearly establish linear temporal sequences. A reality that is
most probably very different from the one that really occurred around the people responsible for carrying out
their manufacturing. This paper aims, as far as possible, to overcome this lacuna by providing an alternative
view about potter craftsmanship at the dawn of the Iron Age, as well as the impact it suffers as a result of the
Roman conquest and acculturation. Through technology and the concept of Technical Operational Chain
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it is possible to glimpse a series of changes and technical resistances, which not only help to understand the
intrinsic characteristics of the pottery work that occurred two thousand years ago, but also the idiosyncrasies
of a society which is continually evolving.

Tacitus, the Roman Temple of Moreria Street (Cérdoba) and the origin
of the Provincial Cult in Baetica

Since the late nineteenth century, the origins of provincial imperial cult in Hispania Ulterior Baetica —and
in its capital, Colonia Patricia-Corduba— has been one of the most discussed historiographical issues by the
specialists of the Hispanic Antiquity. Traditionally addressed from the analysis of literary and, above all, ep-
igraphic documentation, in recent decades the development of archaeological research in the city of Cérdoba
(where the remains of a monumental area dominated by a large marble temple, known as forum novum, have
been found) has highlighted the need to also consider the material evidence for advancing towards its reso-
lution. Taking into account a controversial text of Tacitus (Ann. 1v, 37) as well as the information related to
the mentioned forum novum and its colossal temple, this contribution raises the possibility that the provincial,
or if preferred supralocal, cult was established in Baetica, as in the other two Hispanic provinces, shortly after
Augustus’ death.

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The forums of Conimbriga and Aeminium: comparison and summary
of the state of the art

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Late Antiquity ceramic contexts from the Palatial Building of Santa Maria de Abajo
of Carranque (Toledo)

The archacological excavation works developed at the site of Santa Maria de Abajo (Carranque, Toledo)
between 2009 and 2011, focused on the space occupied by the Late Roman Palace, have allowed us to know
a long occupational sequence developed between Roman times and the early years of 20th century. In this
work we present the study of ten ceramic contexts associated with Late Antiquity levels. These contexts allow
to identify nine ceramic groups and to know the Late Antiquity sequence —middle 5% to the end of 7* century
AD— in this area of the site of Carranque. The performed study allows us to begin to characterize the moments
of this Late Antiquity occupation in the analyzed space, being identified three moments; the two first coincide
with habitat structures —Phase 2— and the third one is associated to a necropolis —Phase 3—.

The tessera lusoria from Puig del Castell de Samalis (Barcelona):
more than gaming tokens?

In this paper we present a new fessera lusoria found in the Iberian site of Puig del Castell de Samalus
(Canoves i Samalus, Barcelona). The piece, made of bone, has a latin inscription on both sides, in wich we
can read the vocative Gvzo and numeral 7777. Beyond making a typological approach of the piece, we try to
develop the meaning of their presence in an indigenous context and frame their presence within the rest of
these gaming tokens located in the Cizerior. We are incorporing new data, only through the collection of all
tesserae lusoriae that we know its precise place of discovery. We will define its origin and try to approach to a
better understanding of the phenomenon. We try to address the issue focusing on the context in which they
were used, indicating the group these gaming tokens belonged.

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A Roman alimentary stamp related to Juno Sospita from South-Eastern Hispania
Zephyrus, 1xxx, July-December 2017, pp. 193-199

Roman alimentary stamps have an iconography that sometimes is difficult to interpret. In this paper, some
valuations on the images displayed on both sides of one of these objects, namely an example belonging to a
private collection in Murcia, are offered. In its original publication a relation to agrarian cults through motifs
that would refer to the goddess Ceres was proposed. However, it is a composition having its closest parallels in
a series of Roman Republican coins issued in 64 Bc by Lucio Roscio Fabato. These denarii are mainly linked
to Juno Sospita and secondarily also to the Egyptian cults of Mediterranean expansion. Therefore we evalu-
ate the possibility that such religious interaction is found also reflected on the mentioned alimentary stamp
is evaluated, offering new information on the processes of cultural interaction between the Iberian and the
Italian Peninsulas.

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1. Introduction

Conimbriga (Condeixa-a-Velha) and Aeminium
(Coimbra) (Fig. 1), referred to by Pliny (4, 113)
were, in the time of Augustus, civitates stipendiariae.
Pliny, in his list of civitates of this status (4, 118),
mentioned the Aeminienses, but did not include
the Conimbrigenses. However, there is no reason to

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suppose that Conimbriga had a different politi-
cal-administrative status, particularly as Pliny de-
clares that his list is not exhaustive.

The two cities had their forums in the period of
the first emperor. In the Claudio-Neronian period,
the forum of Conimbriga was equipped with a small
curia and its porticus forensis was remodelled. In the
same period, the forum of Aeminium was rebuilt.

The ius Latii may have been granted to both cit-
ies by the Flavians. However, in the absence of any
epigraphic evidence of the title of municipium or of
inscriptions recording duoviri, their status remains
doubtful. However, it is likely that they benefitted
from the extension of the 7us Latii to the whole of
Hispania in 73-74 AD.

For Conimbriga, this is suggested by an altar
stone dedicated to Fl(aviae) Conimbrigae et Lar-
ib(us) eiufs] and an inscription to Claius) Turrani-
us Rufus, of the Quirina tribe (Etienne and Fabre,
1976: 28-30 and 91-93).

For Aeminium, the only potentially useful piece
of data is an inscription in honour of M(anius) An-
tistius Agrippinus of the Quirina tribe, placed by
G(aius) Flavius Baeticus, who was his heir. The in-
scription was found at Tenttgal, on the right bank
of the River Mondego, a settlement that will cer-
tainly have been in the territory of Aeminium. Even
if we accept that G(aius) Flavius Baeticus was from
Conimbriga (Etienne and Fabre, 1976: 25-27 and
57-58), there would have been nothing to prevent
him inheriting property in the civitas of Aeminium
from a citizen from there. Indeed, a clearer inscrip-
tion is necessary before we can take Quirina as the
tribe of Aeminium with no doubt.

As most authors recognise that this tribe was the
one to which belonged the citizens of the civitates
that received the ius Latii through the edict of 73-
74 Ap, it is plausible that Conimbriga and Aemini-
um were promoted in status in the time of the Fla-
vians. Conimbriga completely renovated its forum.
This did not happen in Aeminium because its forum
had been rebuilt, as mentioned above, in the Clau-
dio-Neronian period immediately before. As these
cities were only 10 miles apart, it is interesting to
compare their respective forum complexes, which

are very different in design yet coincided or over-
lapped in time.

Despite all the research carried out in recent
years, the forum of Aeminium is not very well
known, as the publication presenting it in detail
(Alarcio ez al., 2009) does not appear to have been
widely disseminated amongst the scientific commu-
nity. As for the Augustan forum of Conimbriga, the
reconstruction initially proposed (Alarcio and Eti-
enne, 1977) (Fig. 2) was contested by Gros (1979),
Conges (1987) and Pfanner (1989), leading to a
revision of the original proposal. The basilica and
curia, which had originally been presented as Au-
gustan, were later assigned to the Claudian period
(Alarcao ez al., 1997). This article goes one step fur-
ther in the attempt to reconstruct what would have
been the Augustan forum of Conimbriga.

2. The forum of Conimbriga

It is not easy to reconstruct the Augustan fo-
rum of Conimbriga. The destruction caused by the
building of the Flavian forum on the same area was
so severe that little of it remained. The only things
found were disjecta membra from which it is difh-
cult to compose a coherent body.

It is obvious —and this
has never been contest-
ed— that the Augustan
forum of Conimbriga
had a cryptoportico in
the north formed by a
rectangular  body with
two naves and eight pil-
lars, and a square-shaped
annex with four pillars
(Fig. 24). The cryptopor-
tico had two accesses:
one via a staircase in the
north-western corner of
the square or area publi-
B ca; the other via a door in
the shorter eastern side.

The architect resort-
ed to the crytoportico
solution so as to create a raised platform over the
area publica. According to the reconstruction in-
itially presented (Fig. 2B), there was a temple on
the platform whose cella corresponded to the an-
nex of the cryptoportico, and a portico with eight
columns that coincide with the eight pillars of the
cryptoportico. The pronaos of the temple included
the four central columns of the portico —slightly
taller— and these were replicated by four others on
a front wall of the platform. The portico will have
been enclosed, back and sides, by walls punctuated
by pilasters.

Contesting the reconstruction proposed, Gros,
Conges and Pfanner argued that the Augustan fo-
rum of Conimbriga would not have had a temple,
and suggested instead that there was a basilica with
aedes on the platform. Taking the ground plan into
account, and considering that the basilica with ae-
des was a current model in the time of Augustus, the
proposal is acceptable in principle. However, there
are some counter-arguments.

Let us begin by considering the height of the
platform above the area publica. The flagstones
of the area publica of the Flavian forum were at a
height of 1.73 m at least. This was probably not
very different to the level of the Augustan square:
remains have been found at this height of the walls
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of indigenous houses that were demolished to make
way for the new forum.

The original publication (Alarcao and Etienne,
1977: 32) suggested that the platform could have
been at 2.20 or 2.40 m above the square. Conges

(1987: 712, n. 1) reduced this to around 1,20 m.
We maintain the proposal of 2.20 m, which would
require a staircase with 11 steps of 0,20 m in height.

Fig. 3 shows a south/north cross-section from
the square of the forum —at a height of 1.73 m—

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to the back wall of the annex of the cryptoportico.
The height of -0,21 m was recorded on the rock;
the ground floor of the cryptoportico would have
been at 0,49 m. The platform would have been at
3,93 m.

A. R. Conggs, in his planimetric reconstruction
of the Augustan forum (Fig. 4), has not shown the
location of the staircase that would have given ac-
cess to the platform. On the front walls, she drew
five solid bodies. Did she believe that the steps
would have been between these masses?

In fact, only two solid bodies were recognised
during the excavation (Alarcao and Etienne, 1977,
pl. 1m1). One of these seems to correspond to what
remains of the staircase of the Augustan forum.
The other may have served as the base for a Flavian
plinth for a statue or honorific inscription.

Fig. 5 shows our new proposal for the recon-
struction of the Augustan forum. A comparison
with Fig. 2 is sufhciently explicit. What reasons do
we have, therefore, for maintaining the temple, re-
jecting the idea of the basilica with azedes?

In accordance with the examples known from
various forums, the basilica with zedes followed the
Vitruvian model of Fano (Vitruvius, 5, 1, 9-37):
that is to say, it was a basilica with a central nave
and ambulatory.

The model is widely docu-
mented, for example in 7arraco
(Tarragona, Spain), Luna (Luni,
Italy) or Herdonia (Ordona, It-
aly) (Fig. 6). In other cases, in-
stead of zedes we have what seem
to be curia: in Saepinum (Altilia,
Italy), Lopodunum (Ladenburg,
Germany), fuvanum (Salzburg,
Germany) and Sabratha (Libia)
(Fig. 7).

Our objection to the basili-
ca with aedes hypothesis comes
from the fact that it is not possi-
ble to accommodate such a mod-
el in the space of the cryptopor-
tico at Conimbrz'gd. However,
might a single- or dual-nave ba-
silica be acceptable? Such a mod-
el also existed and was found,
for example, in Noviodunum
(Nyon, Switzerland), Lowusonna
(Lausanne, Switzerland), Veleia
(Velleia, Italy), lulium Carnicum
(Zuglio, Italy), 7hera (Santorini,
Greece) (Fig. 8).

In these cases, the basilica
floor is at the level of the area
publica or very slightly raised
above it. In addition, in some
cases, we can see ‘annexes
on the shorter sides, but never
in a position similar to that of
Conimbriga.

The existence of pillars in
the cryptoportico of Conimbriga
does not prove that, if there was
a basilica on the platform, it
would necessarily have had two
naves. The pillars could have ex-
isted to support the platform,
which may have had a single
nave. What is more, the consid-
erable height that the supposed

basilica of Conimbriga would

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have had above the area pu-
blica and the position of the
supposed aedes —unparalleled
amongst the single and du-
al-nave basilicas cited above—
does not support the hypoth-
esis put forward by Gros,
Conges and Pfanner.

It should also be pointed
out that the supporters of the
basilica thesis have not pro-
posed any solution for what
would have been its facade,
overlooking the square. Would
it have been a wall with one or
more doors? Or might it have
been a facade of arcades, as in
Volubilis (Morocco)?

Though we remain un-
convinced by the idea of a ba-
silica on the platform, Congges
and Pfanner’s critique of our
original reconstruction of a
basilica on the eastern side of
the forum (Fig. 2) seems fair.
We now judge the design to
be anachronistic. It might
have been possible at a later
period, but not in the time of
Augustus.

While Conges admitted an
Augustan chronology for the
massive masonry fortifications
that the excavation unearthed
on this side (Fig. 4), he did
not propose any description
or reconstruction of the build-
ing on the eastern side of the
forum. A review of the excava-
tion data has led to a new pro-
posal: that the basilica and cu-
ria may have been part of the
Claudian remodelling of the
forum (Alarcio et al., 1997).
New excavations carried out
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by one of us (P. C.) in 2001 and
2004' have confirmed the chro-
nology, leaving only one doubt:
had this reform already taken
place in the time of Claudius or

did it date from the period of
Nero?

It seems to us today that, in
the period of Augustus, there
was on this side a portico whose
columns sat on those masonry
blocks. In the time of Claudius
—or in the Claudo-Neronian pe-
riod— the portico was rebuilt. It
was extended to the east, uniting
the massive blocks so as to obtain

1

a continuous foundation, which
would have assured the kind of
stability that could not have been
provided by a portico with col-
umns that were not supported by
a continuous foundation wall.

There was an entrance gate in the buttressed wall
of the portico, offering direct access to the portico
from the outside.

We are reluctant to use the name “basilica” for
this Claudio-Neronian structure. Perhaps the name
porticus forensis is more apt. The building, however,
may have had the functions of a basilica —i.e. judi-
cial functions—.

The Claudian-Neronian reform included a
small curia in the north. This might have been large
enough for a city that was still categorised as sz-
pendiaria at this time. Indeed, there will have been
few important personages in the city. Might one of
them have been L(ucius) Papirius, flamen augustalis
from the province of Lusitania, who in the time of
Tiberius, dedicated an inscription, Divo Augusto, in

Conimbriga (Etienne and Fabre, 1976: 51-52)? The
inscription has unfortunately been lost, and we do
not know if it was engraved on an altar or on the
base of a statue.

The monumental head of Augustus found in
the forum of Conimbriga is a posthumous portrait,
possibly done at the time of Claudius (Gongalves,
2007: 74-77). There is also a cluster of imperial por-
traits dating from this or the Claudio-Neronian pe-
riod, involving, in addition to Augustus, Agrippina
the Younger and Claudius (Nogales and Gongalves,
2005: 300-304; Correia, 2009).

Concerning the number of important people in
the Claudio-Neronian city, we cannot speculate.
Was L(ucius) Papirius from there or was he from
another city and had merely favoured Conimbriga
with some act of evergetism? The fact that he does
not state his origin in the inscription would suggest
that he was from Conimbriga —though this argu-
ment is not decisive—.

A final aspect of the Augustan forum warrants
more attention. What was on the western side of
the area publica? It is clear that a series of tabernae

had been located there for some time. However,
we cannot determine their exact chronology. They
undoubtedly belonged to the forum that was to-
tally demolished under the Flavians in order to
construct a very different monument. But did
these tabernae already exist at the time of Augustus
or were they built in the Claudio-Neronian era,
when the eastern side of the porticus forensis was
reworked? If they did correspond to this reform,
what was there on the western side at the time of
Augustus? A simple portico? In the forum of Am-
purias, there was a portico and a series of tabernae
on the western side at the time of Augustus. It is
not completely clear if the zabernae opened onto
the portico of the area publica or onto the exteri-
or. In this second hypothesis, someone standing in
the square, looking at the temple, would not even

see the rabernae. We present this solution in Fig.
5, though not unreservedly.

At the time of the Flavians, the earlier forum
was demolished to make way for another construc-
tion (Fig. 10), which we have always called forum,
while recognising that, without a basilica, curia or
tabernae, it was only a religious precinct, consecrat-
ed to the imperial cult. If another monument was
built at the same time in another part of the city to
house the basilica and curia, this has not yet been
identified; the location suggested by V. H. Correia
(2009) is purely hypothetical.

The reconstruction of the Flavian forum has
also been challenged by A. Conges (1987), though
her objections did not find general acceptance —the
reconstruction has been reproduced by various au-
thors unreservedly—. We therefore judge it useless
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to examine her proposal, which associates the curia
that we have just assigned to the Claudio/Nero pe-
riod with the Flavian one, along with the basilica or
porticus forensis. The correction of the proposal to
the Flavian forum has indeed been tested through
the building of a model —and this has been the ob-
ject of a report (Alarcio et al., 1994).

3. The forum of Aeminium

The city of Aeminium also had its Augustan
forum, which was entirely rebuilt in the time of
Claudius (Carvalho, 1998; Alarcio et /., 2009) —or
rather, it was begun under Claudius but only com-
pleted in the reign of Nero—. The Claudian project
reused a cryptoportico of the first forum, which was
integrated into another one much larger.

The cryptoportico dating from Augustus’ time was
single-naved and vaulted with five doors that opened
onto a terrace in the west. Given the steepness of the
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terrain, this terrace must have been supported by a
strong wall, possibly buttressed (Fig. 11). All ves-
tiges of this wall disappeared with the Claudian re-
building, and so its position cannot be determined.

A portico was raised over the cryptoportico. Bas-
es of columns have been found on the level of the
terracing of the later Claudian forum.

The cryptoportico would have formed the west-
ern limit of the forum, with the area publica extend-
ing eastward from it. A survey has established the
height of this area at less than 2 metres lower than
the floor of the portico.

Unfortunately, nothing has been concluded yet
with regard to the buildings that flanked the area
publica. We will not reproduce here an earlier pro-
posal about the hypothetical location of the basilica
and rabernae (Alarcao et al., 2009, fig. 11) as we
consider it to be highly speculative.

The Claudian forum of Aeminium is an ex-
tremely original construction. Its architect may
have been a certain Caius Sevius Lupus, architectus
Aeminiensis, who dedicated an inscrip-
tion to the god Mars (ciz 11 2559) near
the Roman lighthouse at Coruna. Le
Roux (1990) considered that C. Sevius
Lupus may have been not the designer
of the lighthouse but a military archi-
tect who could have served in a legion
or auxiliary military corps before Nero,
and who carved the inscription to
Mars while passing through Corunha.
However, we have no reason to doubt
that he was the designer of the light-
house.Hauschild (1976) hasalsofound
certain similarities in construction de-
tails of the lighthouse and the cryp-
toportico of Aeminium.

It is possible that our architect trav-
elled through Italy learning about the
tabularium of Rome, the monument of
the acropolis of Ferentino and the large
sanctuaries of Latium.

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route to Rome, the other in the
imperial capital (Etienne and
Fabre, 1976: 61-63).

The terrain on which the
forum of Aeminium was built
was very steep. The architect
constructed a cryptoportico in
order to create a platform on
which to place the buildings of
the forum.

Solidly  constructed, the
cryptoportico has survived till
today, with the exception of its
western fagade, which may have
been destroyed in the 14™ cen-
tury by earth tremors. By the
end of the 11™ century, there
was nothing left of the forum it-
self, though an episcopal palace
had been built on top of the Ro-
man cryptoportico. Undergoing
multiple transformations and re-
buildings, the palace lasted until
the early 20" century, when it
was converted into a museum
—today the National Museum
of Machado de Castro—. Re-
cent rehabilitation works on
the building led to excavations
that enabled the reconstruction
of the Roman forum. During
the extensive programme of ar-
chaeological interventions that
preceded and accompanied the
remodelling and extension of
the museum —1992 and 2008—,
an area of around 750 m* was
surveyed. These excavations
yielded a great deal of data,
which enabled the chronolog-
ical sequences of the successive
occupations of the space to
be defined. Materials —mostly
imported ceramics— recovered
from contexts associated to the

construction of the second forum of Aeminium has
enabled it to be located in the Claudio-Neronian

era (Carvalho, 1998)2.

The authors of the present article were respon-
sible for the archaeological works but had the pre-
cious collaboration of architects Pierre André and
Paulo Barrelas for the design of the forum. They,
along with archaeologist Fernando Pereira dos San-
tos —who collaborated in the excavations— signed
the publication that will be here referred to as
Alarcio et al., 2009. This publication, along with

other texts®, include a significant amount of data
—plants, stratigraphic cross-sections, drawings of
contextualized materials, etc.— supporting the pro-
posed reconstruction of the Claudian forum of Ae-
minium. This proposal is based on the plan of the
cryptoportico supporting the forum and on another
group of archaeological structures and architectural
features identified during the excavation process.

The upper floor of the cryptoportico is formed of
two galleries in a P-shape, one surrounding the other
and both covered with barrel vaulting? Between the
arms of the P are seven cells which communicate with
one another through narrow passage ways (Fig. 12).

These cells rest on seven others on the floor be-
low, which are longer and higher, and which meet
an extensive longitudinal gallery (Fig. 13).

The cryptoportico resembles a high podium,
unadorned, and broken only by slits to let in the

air and light (Fig. 14). It
has some similarities with
the cryptoportico of the
forum of Ferentino (Gul-
lini, 1954) (Figs. 15 and
164), which, coinciden-
tally, also became the site
of the episcopal palace in
the Middle Ages. At the
base of the western fagcade
—the highest, with an ele-
vation of around 29 m-,
the excavation uncovered
a fountain (Carvalho ez
al., 2010), which may
have been part of a larger
and more monumental
nympheum.

B Once the horizontal
platform had been cre-
ated on top of the cryp-
toportico, the forum was built, with a two-storey
portico. On the western fagade, which was the
tallest, this portico was punctuated on the outside
by a series of arcades. The solution has some simi-
larities with the facade of the Tabularium of Rome
(Fig. 17). The architect’s option is easy to under-
stand if we remember that, given the topography
of the city and position of the forum, this porti-
co would have overlooked the rooftops of the city
and, further away, the river Mondego and slopes
of its opposite bank.

Today, the Machado de Castro National Muse-
um is built on top of the cryptoportico. The patio
of the museum corresponds roughly to the area pu-
blica of the forum, and the loggia, built at the end of
the 16" century, adopted a similar solution to the
Roman one.

To the north of the forum was the basilica, with
two naves and a semi-circular exedra (Fig. 18). On
each side of the exedra were two rooms, possibly
designed for administrative purposes.

On the opposite side of the basilica, Room B
may have served as the curia —unless it was an aedes
dedicated to the imperial cult—. Portraits of Livia,

Space ¢ corresponds to the stairwell giving ac-
cess to the upper floor of the cryptoportico. Space
D housed the staircase that led to the upper floor of
the portico. Space E offered direct access from the
exterior to the upper floor of the cryptoportico.
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4. Conclusion

The forums of Conimbriga and Aeminium reveal
quite different architectural designs, despite the fact
that their (re-)construction periods partially overlap
in time. The only point of contact lies in the pace
of urbanistic development of their central public
areas. In both cases, the first forum dates from the
time of Augustus. In Aeminium, the forum under-
went significant extension and renovation work in
the Claudio-Neronian period, while in Conimbriga,
it was entirely restructured in the Flavian period.
However, in the latter case, there are no doubts
whatsoever as to the presence of an intermediate
phase. While the main public space in the city of
Aeminium was being completely renovated during
the Claudio-Neronian period, a basilica and curia
were being constructed in the forum of Conimbriga.

Thus, it is worth emphasising that both cities
—located in the conventus Scallabitanus in the pro-
vince of Lusitania— seemed to have been promoting
the monumentalization of their main public spaces
before they were granted privileged legal status —ius
Latii—. Such a discrepancy between the monumen-
talization of cities and the pace of their statutory
promotion is not unprecedented. The same phe-
nomenon has been seen in other cities of Hispania
(Goffaux, 2003), showing that the urbanization
process was underpinned by a very complex set of
circumstances.

Roman architecture is generally considered to
be very standardized, in the sense that the same
models were repeated over and over again with little
originality on the part of the architects. These two
examples from Conimbriga and Aeminium indicate
that, on the contrary, Roman architects could di-
verge considerably from one another as regards the
design of their works. This is particularly interesting
as these two cities were geographically very close to-
gether and also broadly contemporary.

The references that we have made to the 7ab6-
ularium of Rome and to the forum of Ferentino
suggest that some architects could have travelled
and found sources of inspiration in distant plac-
es. So while Vitruvius’ De architectura was widely

disseminated, it did not form the totality of the
architect’s training. It would have been through
attentive visits to other monuments that the archi-
tects learned their trade, from both the aesthetic
and the technical points of view —in the sense of the
kinds of calculations that are today considered part
of engineer’s remit—. Unfortunately, the constraints
of space mean that we are unable to go into de-
tail about the technical aspects of the construction,
though it would have been no less interesting to
have compared the forums of these two Lusitanian
cities in this light.

NORMAS PARA LA PRESENTACION DE ORIGINALES

1. Zephyrus es una revista de periodicidad semestral que se edita en junio y diciembre de cada afio. Los articulos recibidos
son evaluados por revisores externos, mediante el sistema de doble ciego. Algunos de estos revisores podrdn seleccionarse,
por el Consejo de Redaccidn, de una lista de cinco especialistas propuestos por el autor.

2. Los trabajos, de cardcter original, estrictamente ajustados a las normas de edicién, se remitirdn a la Redaccién de
Zephyrus: Dpto. de Prehistoria, H.2 Antigua y Arqueologfa, Facultad de Geografia e Historia, ¢/ Cervantes, s/n, 37002
Salamanca, zephyrus@usal.es

3. Los trabajos deberdn ser inéditos y no estar pendientes de publicacién total o parcial. Todos se enviardn en formato elec-
trénico y copia impresa. La extensién mdxima no excederd de 11.000 palabras (el equivalente aproximado a 25 DIN-A4,
en Times New Roman de 12 puntos y a 1,5 espacios, incluyendo material gréfico, notas y bibliografia). En hoja aparte fi-
gurardn los datos siguientes: nombre del autor/es, filiacidn profesional, centro de trabajo, direccién postal completa,
teléfono y correo-e. Ademds se remitird un escrito, firmado por el autor/es, donde conste la originalidad del trabajo y su
envio exclusivo a esta revista. En caso de tratarse de resultados de un proyecto de investigacién en curso, el escrito incluird
la autorizacién del I.P, si no fuese uno de los autores.

4. La revista acusard recibo de los originales, indicando la fecha de recepcién, en un plazo méximo de 30 dias hébiles.
También se informard de la fecha de envio de los textos para revisién. En su caso, se indicardn las correcciones a efectuar
antes de su aceptacién definitiva. El Consejo de Redaccién decidird sobre la publicacién en un plazo médximo de 6 meses
desde la recepcién, comunicdndose la decisién de forma razonada.

5. Losarticulos se publicardn en espafiol, inglés o francés. Pueden admitirse, excepcionalmente, originales remitidos en otras
lenguas. El autor deber4 enviar su texto precedido de una pdgina que contenga, junto con sus datos, el titulo en espafol e
inglés (y, de hallarse el original en otra lengua, también en ésta). Debe figurar, en los citados idiomas, un resumen (de
aproximadamente 200 palabras) y varias palabras clave que faciliten la indizacién, sin incluir en éstas términos empleados
en el titulo. El cuerpo del texto deberd estar estructurado en epigrafes, numerados en ardbigos.

6. Los originales de la seccién Varia tendrdn una extensién reducida, en torno a 5 pdginas (unas 2.000 palabras), exigiéndose
una estructura légica similar a la de los articulos y acompafidndose, igualmente, de los elementos antes sefialados (titulos,
resimenes, etc.). Las Resefias, con similar extensidn, s6lo incluirdn el nombre y apellidos del autor al final del texto y su
contenido deberd ser critico mds que descriptivo.
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Las citas bibliogréficas se situardn insertas en el texto (apellidos en minuscula, sin la inicial del nombre, afio y, en casos
concretos, paginas precedidas de dos puntos), limitando las notas a pie de pdgina a breves comentarios o referencias no bi-
bliograficas. En libros y monografias se sefialard el lugar de edicién; en los congresos el lugar y fecha de celebracién, lugar
y afio de edicién y pdginas. La bibliografia, exclusivamente la que se cita, se situard al final del texto, ateniéndose al modelo
de los siguientes ejemplos:
