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Abstract

The standing out of theory of alienation is not accidental, because from the
initiation thinker Hobbes and Rousseau to German classical philosophers Hegel and
Feuerbach, and to Lukacs and Marx, they all proposing their own opinions about this
issue from different perspectives. From the perspective of philosophy, the alienation
represents the object created by the subject in turn opposing the subject and against
the subject. In the modern society, the phenomenon of alienation is ubiquitous and has
not moved toward withering away path along with the development of world
civilization, on the contrary it has the multi-domain development tendency along with
the world civilization's progress. Marx criticized the phenomenon of alienation from
the angle of historical materialism, having great scientific and great value. Therefore
the concept of alienation became the important category of the Marx philosophy, “is
the basic concept which passed through the theory thinking of Marx™. The object of
this dissertation is the Marxist alienation theory and the enlightenment to
contemporary China economic development.

This dissertation obtains the theory of alienation from the historical origin,
carding the development stages of the Marxist alienation theory, combining the
difficult position of current construction of market economy, putting forward several
proposals. The full text divides six chapters:The first chapter is inspection of the
historical origin, mainly inspecting the thoughts about alienation of Hobbes, Rousseau,
Hegel, Feuerbach, Lukacs, distinguishing the concepts of materialization,
objectification and alienation.
