The CD features students and faculty from VCU
and UKZN in various combos, plus performances by guest artists
Plunky Branch (sax) and Madala Kunene (guitar and vocals), four newly
commissioned compositions, and many new arrangements from the first
year of our exchange project, "A Jazz Bridge to Greater Understanding,"
funded by grants from VCU's Global Education Office and VCUarts and
spanning three years.
